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Abstract

The article introduces a special theme of the issue on the “Anthropology of Affective Atmospheres”,
featuring contributions by S.V. Sokolovskiy, D.A. Radchenko, S. Runkel, and an interview with
T. Griffero. Readers of this thematic issue are acquainted with the new area of philosophical and social
research, which until now has practically not attracted the attention of Russian anthropologists, despite
the fact that the so-called “atmospheric turn” has deeply influenced quite a wide range of social scienc-
es and humanities, including anthropology.
