Abstract

Introduction. Promotion of national traditions, cultures and languages is an important component of the
foreign policy of countries in the modern conditions of globalization and dynamically developing inter-
national relations. The Russian language occupies an important place, being one of the world’s languages
with a centuries-old history and rich cultural heritage. The Russian Federation is currently paying great at-
tention to the preservation of the Russian language and the strengthening of its position in the world. In the
Democratic Socialist Republic of Sri Lanka the Russian language is not widely spread, but with the de-
velopment of economic, scientific, educational, cultural international cooperation the interest of Lankans
to study the Russian language is growing. The relevance of the study is due to the fact that the expanding
trade, economic, humanitarian ties between Russia and Sri Lanka cause the need to study the Russian
language and coordinate efforts to interact all participants of the educational process. The development of
a set of measures aimed at increasing the number of Russian-speaking citizens, establishing long-term ties
with educational organizations of Sri Lanka is an important task in strengthening and developing coopera-
tion between Russia and Sri Lanka. The aim of the article is to develop a set of institutional mechanisms
and measures aimed at improving the effectiveness of targeted management of the Russian-speaking edu-
cational process carried out in Sri Lanka.

Materials and Methods. During their research the authors adhered to the following sequence of work:
during the preparatory stage data collection was carried out, then a sociological study among teachers
and students and a qualitative study using the method of focus groups were conducted, after obtaining the
necessary information the data were analyzed and specific recommendations on the functionality of the
Russian language department of the linguistic direction of the National Institute of Education of Sri Lanka
were developed.

Results. The research allowed us to highlight the demand for the study of the Russian language in Sri
Lanka and measures for its promotion. Regulations for the formation of new management mechanisms to
strengthen the position for the study of the Russian language, taking into account local traditions and pecu-
liarities of the worldview of the population have been identified. Realization of the proposed measures, in
our opinion, will provide effective coordination of actions of parties concerned in the study of the Russian
culture and language.

Discussion and Conclusion. Practical significance lies in the use of the results obtained in the course of
scientific research, expeditions to make up a list of systemic measures that will effectively manage Rus-
sian-language education in schools of Sri Lanka. The materials of the article can be useful to the authorities
in the sphere of education and international cooperation, heads of educational organizations in Sri Lanka
in order to improve the level of teaching Russian as a foreign language.

Abstract

Introduction. The growing number of students studying abroad stimulates an active research interest
in language pedagogy. There have been numerous studies to investigate the role of language immersion in
foreign language learning considering corresponding financial and time costs. The objective of the current
study was to investigate the influence of the language environment on: motivation, learning barriers, and
learning strategies.

Materials and Methods. This study used survey as the main research method. We developed three ques-
tionnaires to investigate the specifics of motivation, learning barriers, and learning strategies of Chinese
students learning Russian in China and in Russia. Survey data were collected from more than 228 partici-
pants. Students’ motivation was investigated using R. Gardner’s questionnaire — The Attitude/Motivation
Test Battery; learning barriers were measured using the questionnaire “Diagnosing Barriers in FLA”; data
on students’ learning strategies were collected using SILL. The accuracy of the results was ensured through
pilot testing, analysis of question representativeness, verification of criterion validity, and control of test
completion time. The obtained data were processed using Cronbach’s alpha and Student’s t-test.

Results. The data reveal no significant differences in learning barriers at home or abroad. In “Diagnosing
barriers in FLA” the mean was 3 in Russia and 2.8 in China. However, students learning in Russia were
more self-confident, they reported that they had been acquiring speech patterns easier, and that they regu-
larly systematize things that they have studied. According to our data, linguistic environment has a signi-
ficant influence on learning strategies and motivation. Participants in Russia use learning strategies often,
students in China use learning strategies sometimes. General level of motivation in linguistic environment
was 5.96, whereas in China the motivation level made only 5.14.

Discussion and Conclusion. This article contributes to the understanding of the significance of the lan-
guage environment in foreign language learning at the current stage of Russian as a Foreign Language
teaching methodology. Linguistic environment teaches students not only language behavior but also new
ways of learning language. Moreover, the Russian-speaking environment and the cultural background
of the country play a crucial role in building motivation. The research reveals the main motivations of
Chinese students learning Russian and illustrates the dynamics of their development of learning-strategic
competence.

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Abstract

Introduction. One of the priorities of the modern educational policy of Russia is to ensure the academic
success of young students — schoolchildren and university students. However, the realization of this goal
is in conflict with other objectives of educational policy and factors in the development of Russian higher
education, including initiatives in the field of school education. Traditionally, academic failure is inter-
preted as an individual’s phenomenon related to the inefficiency of pedagogical approaches and techno-
logies. However, in fact, the social scale and context of the problem make it necessary to consider it as an
institutional phenomenon, the prerequisites of which are formed at the level of pre-university education.
The purpose of the article is to interpret the problem of academic failure of students in the context of edu-
cational policy.

Materials and Methods. The theoretical basis for studying the relationship between educational policy
and academic failure of young students is the theory of inequality in education and the concept of the po-
licy of “choosing winners”. The empirical basis of the article is the results of a study carried out using the
following methods: analysis of documents (scientific publications, regulatory documents, statistical and
monitoring research data), semi-formalized expert interviews with representatives of educational organi-
zations in Yekaterinburg and the Sverdlovsk Region (n = 30 people).

Results. Government initiatives aimed at reducing inequality in education are shown as an institutional
context for overcoming academic failure of young students, covering pre-university education. The contra-
dictions of such state initiatives in Russian education as the Unified State Examination, a project to support
schools with low learning outcomes and/or schools operating in difficult social conditions, and the Acade-
mic Olympics movement are revealed. It is proved that the problems of implementing institutional initia-
tives in school education serve as prerequisites for the formation of academic failure of university students.
Discussion and Conclusion. The practical significance of the research results is seen in the justification
of the directions for improving government initiatives and projects to support students to overcome their
academic failure. Further analysis of the latent contradictions of the Russian education system in the con-
text of the introduction of institutional measures to overcome the academic failure of schoolchildren and
university students seems promising.

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Introduction

One of the ways to achieve a decent
quality of higher education is to over-
come academic failure among university
students. Academic success provides gra-
duates with unique human capital' and high
salaries [1]. It has a positive impact on
countries’ social, economic, and innovation
development [2; 3], as well as being a factor
in the attractiveness and competitiveness
of national higher education systems [4].
Thus, overcoming academic failure is not
only an objective of individual students,
teachers, and universities, but also a priority
in national higher education policy.

However, academic failure is not suffi-
ciently addressed in the context of national
educational policy. It is often considered
only at individual/personal [5] and organi-
zational levels [6; 7]. Local solutions with
fragmented effects are developed from the
same perspective.

We believe that the study of this is-
sue cannot be limited only to the university
space and the actors involved (teachers,
psychologists, university managers, tutors,
parents). Based on the results of previous
studies, we suggest expanding the research
framework to an institutional scale. This
will make it possible to understand how the
quality and priorities of the state’s general
policy in the field of education affect aca-
demic success/failure. This research focus
allows us to consider how young students’
academic failure arises and intensifies or, on
the contrary, is overcome when their human
capital transfers from school to university.

The issue of academic failure has been
studied by researchers and policymakers in
many countries from different angles and
with varying degrees of relevance [8; 9].
It is sometimes viewed in the context of
academic success/failure in highly selec-
tive or non-selective universities [10; 11].
Some researchers associate it with student
dropout and engagement [12; 13]. In some
cases, researchers have based their studies
on Bourdieu’s thinking, focusing on the
influence on students’ academic success
of their social class’s social and symbolic
capital [14; 15].

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In this article, the research question is
the interpretation of academic failure in
the context of educational policy. We test
the hypothesis of whether overcoming stu-
dents’ academic failure is indeed a priority
for Russian educational policy and, if so,
which tools are effective or ineffective. The
purpose of the study is to consider the aca-
demic failure of students as a problem of
educational policy in Russia.

Literature Review

Inequality theory as a framework for
academic failure studies in the focus of
educational policy. We base our first re-
search perspective on the concept of edu-
cational inequality. Overcoming inequality
in education is a priority of educational
policies in many countries. Inequality and
academic failure are interrelated: on the one
hand, unequal educational opportunities
and unequal access to quality education
reduce students’ chances of high academic
achievements. On the other hand, differen-
ces in educational achievements are markers
of status differentiation and prerequisites
for discrimination against students in edu-
cational institutions. This is true for all
levels of education, including school and
higher education [16; 17]. Based on the ef-
fectiveness of institutional measures aimed
at reducing inequality in education, we can
predict the rate of young students’ academic
failure in a particular country.

Theories of inequality in education are
in the mainstream of education research.
Student class, gender, and ethnicity, as well
as their place of residence and migratory
status, are recognized as the main causes
of inequality in education. Their influence
on academic performance and educational
choice has been proven by researchers.
Thus, C. Buchmann argues that in many
countries, girls are on average more aca-
demically successful than boys [18]. In the
USA, UK, and most other countries, girls
enter universities more often than boys?.
Girls get higher grades at school and are less

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likely to breach discipline. The results of
national and international tests show that
girls, on average, are noticeably ahead of
boys in reading tests and, in most cases,
outperform boys in math tests [19; 20].

Classical sociological studies have
proven the existence of the primary and
secondary effects of social origin on stu-
dents’ educational trajectories. P. Bourdieu
and R. Boudon were the first to suggest
that the reproduction of social inequality
in education should be considered as two
related processes®. M. Jackson analyzed the
primary and secondary effects of education-
al transitions at different levels in several
European countries and the United States®.
H. Troiano and M. Elias found that class
background still influences students’ educa-
tional chances, as the choice of university
and educational program seeks to minimize
the family’s risks and expenses [21]. At the
same time, one family strategy is to choose
schools and universities that match their
social status [22].

All these identified trends are also mani-
fested in Russian education® [23]. They
confirm the conclusions made earlier by
T.P. Gerber and M. Hout on the impact of
social background on unequal opportuni-
ties in education. Researchers believe that
the transition to a market economy only
intensified the reproduction of inequality in
Russia. Accordingly, the authors argued that
the influence of social class on educational
opportunities in Russia is stronger than in
European countries [24; 25].

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The theory of effectively maintained
inequality in education [26] has great ex-
planatory potential for our study. It sub-
stantiates the fact that the increased ac-
cessibility of higher education leads to
significant differences in the quality of
educational programs at universities. High-
ly selective universities are considered to
provide high-quality education and have
successful students who have a good school
background and achieve future success.
The quality of education in non-selective
(mass) universities is worse: they have
more students who are poorly prepared for
university studies.

At the same time, an important the-
sis of the theory of effectively maintained
inequality is that students with a high
socioeconomic status are more likely to
enter highly selective universities. Their
academic difficulties are compensated by
their parents’ investment in additional tui-
tion [27-29]. Students with low socioeco-
nomic status, even those with high academic
achievements, are less likely to enroll in
such universities [30].

Academic failure and the “picking
winners” policy: a theoretical conceptua-
lization. The concept of “picking win-
ners” has become the basis of selective
government policy in various areas — in-
dustry® [31; 32], science’ [33; 34], and
education [35]. According to this concept,
policymakers (government agents) provide
special support to selected beneficiaries —
research or educational organizations,
specific researchers — to enhance their
global competitiveness.

This concept justifies the distribution
of scarce resources among beneficiaries
who can quickly bring a return on public

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investment. Their status of “winners”,
leaders in the sphere, is the criteria for
selecting beneficiaries. In Russia, in school
education, these are highly selective schools
and talented students. In higher education,
these are universities, groups of academic
staff, and students demonstrating outstand-
ing achievements in education and science.

The selective policy of “picking win-
ners” in Russian education has become pos-
sible due to the fact that most educational
organizations are funded by the state. Most
Russian universities are state-owned and
funded from the federal budget. Few univer-
sities are funded by regional or city budgets.

The policy of “picking winners” gives
rise to the “Matthew effect”, described by
R. Merton® and further developed in more
recent education studies’. The effect is
named after the biblical expression: “for
unto every one that hath shall be given,
and he shall have abundance: but from him
that hath not shall be taken away even that
which he hath” (Matthew 25:29). The es-
sence of the “Matthew effect” is the uneven
distribution of benefits so that some social
actors, already possessing them, continue to
accumulate, while other subjects, initially
deprived, are deprived even more and, there-
fore, have less chances for further success.

Merton’s concept and the concept of
the “picking winners” policy is a theoreti-
cal framework for interpreting university
students’ academic failure. This theoretical
framework has been applied in education
research to study academic underachieve-
ment of children with dyslexia or children
with functional illiteracy from disadvan-
taged and lower social class backgrounds.
However, these theories are rarely used in
higher education research [36; 37]; to our
knowledge, they have not been used to
study student underachievement.

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Materials and Methods

This article’s conclusions are based on
the data of an empirical study conducted by
the authors. First, we used the method of
document analysis to study the following
scientific publications focusing on educa-
tional policy in Russia and other countries,
on educational inequality and academic
failure; the content of normative documents
regulating relations in education in Russia
and the documents on strategic planning
for the development of Russian education
(national projects, state programs).

Second, we analyzed data on Russian
education from statistical and monitoring
studies that characterize quantitative and
qualitative parameters of student activities
and those of educational organizations.
Third, we used the results of a semi-formal
expert interview (n = 30 people, 2020) with
representatives of educational organizations
of various types in Yekaterinburg and Sverd-
lovsk Region (schools, colleges, universi-
ties, private educational centers). One of the
main criteria for the selection of experts was
long hands-on experience (at least 10 years)
of working with underachieving students
(schoolchildren and university students).
All respondents were informed about their
participation in the study.

The last part of the study has certain
limitations in extrapolating data to all Rus-
sian inefficient schools due to the use of
a qualitative methodology, which provided
for the consideration of specific cases of
schools in one of the regions of Russia.

Results

State initiatives aimed at reducing ine-
quality in education. In this part of the ar-
ticle, we discuss whether the measures
designed by Russian policymakers to reduce
educational inequality has led to overcom-
ing educational underachievement. This
approach is substantiated by a theoretical
framework that establishes the correla-
tion between inequality in education and
academic failure. It is worth noting that
that the educational policy instruments
that we will analyze were developed by
Russian policymakers based on interna-
tional experience in solving educational
inequality. However, they have national
specifics and are implemented in specific
social and economic conditions. It should
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also be noted that we will consider the
issue in the context of the transition from
school to university education, since the
basic causes of educational inequality and
academic failure lie in school education and
manifest themselves when students move
from school to university.

The issue of inequality in education
was first discussed by Russian research-
ers in the late 1990s in connection with
the post-Soviet transformation of Russian
society. Policymakers responded to this
issue with several management initiatives
(Table 1).

Of all the initiatives presented in tab-
le 1, we chose to analyze the Unified State
Examination (USE) and the project aimed
at supporting schools with poor learning
outcomes and/or schools operating in ad-
verse social conditions. In our opinion,
examining these two tools will allow us to
give the clearest answer to our hypothesis.
The results of the initiatives proposed wit-
hin the framework of the national projects
“Education” and “Science and Universities”
are difficult to assess now, because the
cycle of implementation of these projects
has not yet ended.

The impact of the Unified State Exa-
mination on reducing educational ine-
quality and academic failure. The USE

was introduced in Russia in 2009 (it had
been tested in certain regions from 2001
by analogy with the Scholastic Aptitude
Test (SAT) in the USA, Abiturzeugnis in
Germany, Mature in Austria, Poland, and
the Czech Republic, Gakao in China, etc.
In the context of the issue under study, we
focus on two functions of the USE: over-
coming inequality in education due to ter-
ritorial differences and social background;
improving the quality of enrollment (that
is, providing universities with applicants
who are well-prepared for university stu-
dies). Both functions were integrated in the
objective of attracting successful, talented
school-leavers from provincial schools to
selective universities in the capital cities
(Moscow and St. Petersburg).

The statistics show a very mixed picture
of the results of the 10-year experience
with the USE in terms of reducing both
inequality and underachievement among
students.

The first result of the introduction of
the Unified State Examination: the edu-
cational mobility of school leavers from
provincial regions increased, but the quality
of school education is still higher in capital
cities. Among first-year students studying at
universities in capital cities, the proportion
of those who came from provincial cities

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increased from 30% to 65% on average
compared to the early 2000s, when 70%
of first-year students were natives of Mos-
cow, St. Petersburg, and the adjacent areas.
However, these indicators do not directly
prove an increase in the level of educational
success of school leavers from provincial
regions, since universities in the capitals
(Moscow and St. Petersburg) received ad-
ditional state-funded places, which were
filled by the best school leavers from other
regions. An indirect indicator that school
leavers in capital cities are more competitive
than those in other regions is the results
of the rating of the 100 best schools in
Russia, compiled by the Expert RA agen-
cy since 2015 and based on the success
of school leavers entering leading (selec-
tive) universities. Ranking data from 2015
to 2022 indicate that schools in Moscow,
St. Petersburg, and the Moscow and Lenin-
grad Regions, dominate. In 2019, there were
54% of such schools, and only in 2022 did
their number decrease slightly to 48%.

When assessing the achievement of
the first objective — reducing inequality —
we rely on the findings of researchers who
have been monitoring this problem since
the late 1990s [38]. The conclusions, un-
fortunately, are as follows:

— the USE contributes to the reproduc-
tion of the existing forms of social ine-
quality and the emergence of new ones
while also restricting access to higher edu-
cation depending on geography, which dif-
fers in quality and future economic benefits
in the labor market;

— educational success has little effect
on the chances of children from low-status

families to enter prestigious universities:
their families’ low cultural and economic
capital is an obvious barrier.

The second result of the introduction
of the USE: a paradoxical combination of
a trend towards improving the quality of
the USE and university admission quality
and a trend towards a decline in the level of
readiness for university studies. The analy-
sis of data collected through Monitoring the
Quality of Admissions to Russian Universi-
ties for 2019-2021 shows a slight decrease
in the proportion of universities that enroll
school graduates with low USE scores and
an increase in the proportion of universities
that enroll applicants with average and high
USE scores (Table 2).

However, the results of our sociological
research have shown that an increase in
USE scores does not mean an increase in
readiness for university studies. To sub-
stantiate this claim, we will cite fragments
of interviews with faculty members from
Russian universities, which reflect typical
evaluations of the current situation. The in-
formants critically evaluate the USE as
a tool for adequate assessment of not only
the general readiness of school leavers for
university, but even the assessment of their
knowledge system: “In relation to the USE
and success, [ can say that among students
in our program, there were applicants with
the highest USE scores. They really have
subject knowledge and skills. But their
personal qualities are not well-developed:
they are able to learn, but lack motivation.
I understand that schoolchildren know how
to master the rules of the game. Does the
USE assess all knowledge? It does not

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assess communication skills. We can’t
assess motivation through the USE, either”
(female, 38 years old, associate professor,
head of a bachelor’s degree educational
program, teaching experience — 10 years)
(Hereinafter, the stylistics and grammar of
the respondents’ answers have been pre-
served. — Ed.).

As we can see, Russian policymakers
have developed a tool that measures some
subject knowledge. This is its major diffe-
rence from European or American exams,
which, in addition to subject knowledge,
measure abilities, creative potential, and
motivation for learning. It is no coincidence
that in foreign assessment systems, tests
are combined with submitting a portfo-
lio, and oral interviews, all of which test
the applicants’ psychological qualities and
abilities. Such sophisticated assessment
tools are mandatory in highly selective
universities. In Russian universities, only
some prestigious universities are allowed
to use this approach, but even they carry
out additional tests within specific areas
of knowledge.

The interviews conducted revealed ano-
ther dysfunction of the USE as an institu-
tional instrument. It manifests itself in the
so-called coaching of schoolchildren for
examination tests. This is evidenced by an
excerpt from an interview: “It is difficult
to say how success at school and success
at university are connected. Applicants are
enrolled according to their USE scores, and
success is not necessarily determined by the
scores. They get coached for the exam, and
it’s not always the smartest students that
get the highest scores. If a creative person
has applied a non-standard way of solving
a problem or presenting their ideas, they
may not get the highest score” (female,
42 years old, associate professor, teaching
experience — 22 years).

The introduction of the USE in Russian
education led to the emergence of a mar-
ket of tutors who prepare students exclu-
sively for the USE. According to a survey
by Rambler&Co and SberUslugi, 49% of
Russians with schoolchildren use the ser-
vices of private tutors (almost 1 million
people took part in the study), with 35%
doing so on a regular basis. The volume
of investment in tutoring naturally increa-
ses as children grow. In 2021, parents of

250

children in grades 7-8 spent an average of
2,800 rubles per week, those with children
in grade 9 — 3,000 rubles, and those with
children in grades 10-11 — 3,500 rubles.

Thus, the final school year, toget-
her with private tutoring, is not a year of
full-value education, but a year of coaching
for the Unified State Examination. Existing
creative abilities, flexibility of thinking,
interest in knowledge, and motivation for
learning are destroyed as a result of “dumb
drills”. This situation is reflected in the
following interview fragment: “University
students need fundamental background
training. We used to have excellent system
of preparing schoolchildren for higher edu-
cation. To get the most out of university
education, one needed to prepare while still
at school. Now we often have applicants
who do not know the laws of mechanics,
trigonometric functions. When [ ask them
what they were taught in school, they say
that they were not taught, but coached to
answer the questions in the Unified State
Examination correctly” (male, 57 years
old, professor, director of institute, teaching
experience — 34 years).

Effectiveness of state support for
schools at risk in reducing educational
inequality and academic failure. In this sec-
tion of the article, we will consider another
institutional initiative of Russian policy-
makers — projects to support schools with
low educational outcomes and/or schools
operating in adverse social conditions.

Previously, schools where most students
were academically unsuccessful were sub-
ject to institutional stigmatization. In some
cases, even the municipal districts where
such “unsuccessful” schools were concen-
trated could be subject to stigmatization.
Such districts include the outskirts of large
cities, settlements of blue-collar workers,
and remote rural areas with low economic
potential, poor infrastructure, and limited
cultural and educational resources. Schools
in such areas teach a complex student body,
with a large proportion of children from
single-parent, low-income families with
alow level of education, migrant families,
and addicts.

The main objective for teachers in such
schools is to get their students through
at least 9 grades, and if there are talent-
ed children among them, to help them
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successfully complete 11 grades, although
only a few of them enter universities. Here
is an excerpt from an interview with a teach-
er from a school like this: “When I listen
to education officials with their rhetoric
of achievements, I really want to shout:
“Yes, you haven’t worked at a school in
Vtorchik'®! Work here for at least a year, and
you will understand what it is like. Strong
teachers don’t stay here. More or less pros-
perous families move to other districts, it’s
like a stigma” (female, 52 years old, school
teacher, teaching experience — 30 years).

Many of the grounds for social stigma-
tization at school, which manifestants itself
as described above, are generated by the
institutional context of Russian education.
The current educational policy in Russia
takes into account the burning issue of
the increase in the number of “inefficient”
schools. To address this issue, projects were
initiated to identify such schools and de-
velop programs to help them. In 2018, the
government devised the “Modern School”
federal project, focused on assisting schools
operating in adverse social conditions
and schools with low learning outcomes.
In 2020, another project was launched — the
“500+ project”. It also aims to improve the
quality of education by providing support
for schools with low educational outcomes
(LEO) operating in adverse socio-economic
conditions, as well as targeted support for
students with learning difficulties.

The social mission of these projects
was to overcome inequality in education
and improve the quality of the human capi-
tal of young people entering universities.
However, we can see that the majority of
graduates of “inefficient” schools cannot
overcome their academic failure. The ex-
ception is resilient schools, that is, schools
that, due to special state support based
on the School Effectiveness and School
Improvement model, were able to over-
come adverse circumstances and ensure the
quality of education and high USE scores.
A school falls into the category of resilient
schools if it has more than 30% of children
with a low index of family educational
resources and more than 10% of children
reach the third level of literacy (there are

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only six such levels). According to the
Federal Institute for Educational Quality
Evaluation, only 10% of resilient schools
are at risk.

Researchers at the HSE University
have studied the educational trajectories
of children from resilient schools. During
the transition to high school, a clear social
elevator is at play. More children make
it to grade 10 in resilient schools than in
completely dysfunctional schools and in
schools with “problem-free” children and
poor outcomes.

However, when moving from school to
university, graduates from resilient schools
still lag behind — the social elevator stops
working for them. More children from re-
silient schools than from disadvantaged
schools enter universities, but fewer than
those from schools for well-off children
with both good and poor learning outcomes.
Thus, resilient schools make it possible to
smooth out inequality, but only partially.
In this situation, the laws of low social
origin and poor family capital, which we
pointed out above when considering the
dysfunctions of the USE, apply.

The case of Russian LEO schools and
resilient schools demonstrates the short-
comings of an educational policy that does
not fully provide for overcoming the aca-
demic failure of schoolchildren from low-
resource schools, families, and territories.
The schools at risk, even with some sup-
port from the authorities, cannot provide
their graduates with motivation to continue
their studies, orientation towards higher
education, a sufficient level of knowledge
for studying at university, and, of course,
material resources. Accordingly, students
from such schools cannot be considered
academically successful.

In this part of the article, we have fo-
cused on the problem of Russian “ineffi-
cient” schools and those factors that af-
fect the situation of educational failure in
them. However, in addition to the locally
existing circumstances, it should be borne
in mind that such schools are also under
pressure from the general social context of
the educational failure of young students.
Recent studies show that Russian education
is steadily moving towards becoming a es-
tate education, and the institutional mecha-
nisms of transition from secondary school
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to higher education actively contribute to
this [38]. The considered case of “ineffi-
cient” schools is another proof of the inef-
fectiveness of the government educational
policy in terms of overcoming educational
inequality.

Moreover, many other government
initiatives aimed at equalizing education-
al chances paradoxically generate other
forms of educational inequality. Thus, the
digitalization of Russian education, ac-
tively implemented with the support of
the Federal project “Digital Educational
Environment”, leads to the emergence of
new forms of digital inequality, including
in the pedagogical environment. Despite
government support, Russian schools still
have different levels of development of the
material and technical base, the formation
of digital competencies among students,
teachers and their parents.

In the same perspective, it is possible
to evaluate the practices of competitive
selection of pupils in educational organi-
zations or classes implemented by Russian
schools. Despite the fact that such prac-
tices are not legally permitted, and school
enrollment is conducted according to the
priority principle of territorial registration,
the most prestigious schools often use se-
lective selection.

Expert interviews have shown that the
practice of dividing students into classes
(“strong class” with successful pupils,
“weak class” with unsuccessful pupils)
has signs of stigmatization. It manifests
itself in the linguistic labeling of classes:
“strong” classes are usually designated
by the first letters of the alphabet, “weak”
classes by subsequent letters, teachers call
classes with unsuccessful students “dif-
ficult”: “In schools, I often see the same
situation, when in each parallel there are
selected classes, “good” and weak, “bad”.
Of course, parents try to get their child
into a strong class. Someone understands
that for this, the student must be very well
prepared for school. If we are talking about
high school students, then you need to show
yourself a diligent student. As a rule, the
strongest classes are classes “A” and “B”.
The further down the alphabet, the more
often the class turns out to be weaker,
problematic” (female, 49 years old, school
teacher, teaching experience — 26 years).
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Stigma entails not only the linguistic
and semantic labeling of classes with un-
successful pupils, but also their inequality
in resource provision. So, in most cases,
not the strongest teachers work in a class
with weak pupils. Strong teachers prefer to
work with “good” classes. It is noteworthy
that teachers often support such a distribu-
tion of students and teachers themselves:
“I think it’s the right decision to divide
classes according to student performance,
because in a classroom where all the guys
are “even” it’s easier to work and achieve
results. The problem is that some colleagues
don’t want to work with difficult classes.
They are often assigned to new or young
teachers who are still adapting themselves.
Sometimes there are suggestions to mix
classes to “pull up” the laggards, but they
quickly fade away. Parents of students in
“good” classes are very indignant. And it is
not beneficial for the school administration
when the indicators decrease” (female,
54 — years old, school teacher, teaching
experience — 22 years).

The situation is aggravated by the fact
that lower requirements are deliberately
imposed on unsuccessful pupils, preventing
the very possibility of a “growth zone”.
As for the school administration, it sup-
ports such selection in order to ensure high
performance indicators of the institution
by concentrating educational success and
failure in different classes.

Thus, in the analyzed situations, the
“Matthew effect” is clearly manifested,
well described in the scientific literature:
“strong” educational organizations and
educationally successful students become
stronger, “weak” organizations and un-
successful students become weaker, the
gap between them grows catastrophically.
Government support measures ensure that
“inefficient” schools meet the minimum
level of their compliance with the require-
ments of “success”, while effective schools
receive additional impulses of accelerated
development.

The pitfalls of “picking winners”. Next,
we will analyze another institutional instru-
ment that influences the current problematic
situation. We are talking about special privi-
leges for university entrants who win prizes
in special intellectual competitions and
contests while at school. We will interpret
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this tool based on the concept of “picking
winners”.

The institutionalization and scaling up
of the “picking winners” policy took place
in the 2010s, when the Russian Academic
Olympics (RAO) became a mass move-
ment. Over 5 years (from 2018 to 2022), the
share of participants in the school stage of
the RAO" increased by 14%, and the share
of those taking part in the municipal stage
by 8%. On average, 23% of school-stage
participants take part in the municipal stage.
In 2022, about 7 million schoolchildren
took part in the school stage, and 6,000 high
school students took part in the final stage,
with 499 receiving winners’ certificates
and 2,436 prizes.

Winning the RAO still puts university
applicants at an advantage. However, the
functions of the contest as an institutional
instrument have changed significantly since
Soviet times.

For the state, the RAO ensures the
implementation of the “concept of a na-
tionwide system for identifying and deve-
loping young talents” (adopted in 2012).
The intellectual contest movement is part
of the state infrastructure for supporting
talent, which also includes the “Talent and
Success” foundation and the educational
centers “Sirius”, “Golden Ratio”, “Artek”,
“Smena”, “Orlyonok”, and “Ocean”. Eve-
ry month, 800 children from all regions
of Russia come to Sirius, which has the
status of a special federal territory'?. The
“Golden Ratio” foundation for support-
ing talented children and youth trained
1,423 people in 2020 and 2,088 people
in 2021%.

For universities, the institutional talent
management mechanisms developed in re-
cent years have become essential tools for
attracting applicants with good indicators
that reflect the quality of admission. In turn,

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the quality of admission is a marker of
institutional effectiveness and reputation.
Since 2010, the Higher School of Eco-
nomics has been monitoring the quality of
university admissions, and the results act
not only as an information base, but also
as a tool for rating Russian universities
that applicants are guided by.

For students, participation in the RAO
has become a separate institutionalized
track for entering university, since winning
ensures admission without having to go
through the standard selection process. Pre-
viously, state-funded places in universities
were distributed in such a way that there
would be enough for both contest winners
and those who went through the standard
selection procedures. Now, there is very
often a situation when, after the winners
have used their right to preferential admis-
sion, there are too few or no state-funded
places left.

According to statistics, most of the
winners enter highly selective universi-
ties, especially universities in Moscow and
St. Petersburg (Table 3). The USE and RAO
thus stimulate the outflow of talented young
people from the regions and their concentra-
tion in the country’s prestigious universities.
The rest of the students with average and
low levels of educational achievements
are concentrated in universities located in
other regions of Russia.

In 2022, of the regional universities,
only the Ural Federal University named af-
ter the First President of Russia B.N. Yeltsin
(165 people) and Tomsk State University
became the most attractive for “winners
of RAO”". In total, the share of winners
of RAO enrolled in regional universities
was 13.6%.

The question arises: do the USE and
the Talent Support System help overcome
educational inequality and academic failure
on a national level? The most likely answer
is no. They lead to successful students con-
centrating in prestigious, selective univer-
sities, which does not reflect the general
situation with students’ educational success
in the higher education system.

It is worth summarizing the results of
four studies of students’ educational suc-
cess in highly selective and non-selective
universities: a study conducted at Moscow
State University (2011), a study conducted
at the International Institute of Economics
and Finance of HSE University (2011), the
interuniversity study “Academic success
of first-year university students in Rus-
sia” (2010), a joint study by Moscow State
University and RUDN University (2021).
It should be noted that there are no sys-
tematic or national comparative studies of
this issue in Russia. Our focus is on data
from local studies, which, despite their
limitations, provide insight into students’
academic success and difficulties. We draw
four conclusions based on the analysis of
the data of these studies.

The first conclusion suggests that the
winners and prize-winners of the contests
demonstrate significantly higher academic
achievements than students who were en-
rolled in universities based on USE scores.
Representatives of this group have pub-
lished research articles more often than
other categories (one in five), have mastered
information technologies, learn foreign
languages, and continue to participate in
intellectual competitions, achieving high
results at the national and international
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levels. Based on these data, the state initia-
tive to develop RAO as a tool for selecting
successful students could be considered
effective.

The second conclusion suggests that
the effect of the academic excellence of the
winners lasts only for 1 or 2 years; later,
the level of educational success becomes
equally high for the winners of national
contests and for students with high USE
scores. This indicates that the quality of
education in highly selective universities
makes it possible to equalize the level of
academic success among different groups
of students with the same initial educational
background. This conclusion means that
institutional initiatives at the university level
cease to play a significant role, yielding
to the influence of internal organizational
factors (strong human resource potential,
the university’s material and technical re-
sources, etc.).

The third conclusion emphasizes the
role of non-cognitive factors in academic
success. The first factor is the expulsion of
underachieving students in the first year.
The second factor is the personal qualities
of successful students, such as perseverance,
determination, a high level of motivation for
achievement and gaining knowledge, and
a focus on results. This conclusion does not
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prove the positive role of institutional initia-
tives, but evidences the great importance of
the university’s internal educational policy
and the students’ non-cognitive capital.
The fourth conclusion is that different
institutional grounds for entering a uni-
versity form a heterogeneous student
flow in terms of the quality of training,
the realization of individual abilities and
inclinations, and the level of motivation
and requirements. The prize-winners of
national contests for schoolchildren, indeed,
form the most promising, motivated, and
academically successful group of students.
However, the variable grounds for entering
a university and the heterogeneity of the
student body lead to conflicts and con-
tradictions within higher education. This
conclusion shows the dysfunctionality of
the institutional solutions that imply various
tracks of admission to Russian universities.

Discussion and Conclusion

Russian educational policy is focused
on solving global problems of education:
overcoming inequality in education, im-
proving its quality, and, through this, impro-
ving the quality of young people’s human
capital. As we can see, the declared goals
generally correlate with the UN’s susta-
inable development goals. Nevertheless,
this study shows that these goals are not
fully achieved, and educational policy in-
struments are not always effective.

The positive vector of Russia’s educa-
tional policy is reflected in the documents
for strategic planning for the development
of education (the national project “Educa-
tion”, the federal project “Success of every
child”, etc.). The state initiatives developed
by policymakers seem to be based on best
global practices in solving these problems
and should have led to success. In the final
part of the article, we will try to explain
the reasons for this problematic situation.

Interpretation 1. The institutional
instruments analyzed (the Unified State
Examination, the 500+ project, Russian
Academic Olympics) have a predominant-
ly selective function. They contribute to
the selection of “successful” and “unsuc-
cessful” students, but do not affect the
foundations of their educational success or
failure. The key to successful preparation
for the USE or RAO is not institutional or
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organizational resources, but the capital of
the family (financial, cultural, educational,
and social capital and family investments).
That is, educational success is not deter-
mined by state investment in education and
students’ educational success.

The positive effect of the 500+ project,
aimed at supporting schools at risk, was
that schoolchildren from disadvantaged
families and territories achieve success in
passing the USE and thus get at least a min-
imal chance of continuing their educa-
tion at university. However, students from
the risk group cannot realize this chance,
since neither the family nor institutional
elevators can provide them with upward
mobility when transitioning from school
to university. Nevertheless, the example
of this government initiative shows the
great potential of such support projects
for overcoming academic failure. These
projects can be viewed as the basis for
overcoming inequality in education at its
very basic levels. They are state investment
projects in the future of youth.

Meanwhile, Russian educational policy
to a greater extent cultivates and finances
selection mechanisms, thereby realizing the
dominant principle of “supporting winners”
or “skimming”. Thus, the “Matthew effect”
clearly manifests itself, which consists in
the uneven distribution of benefits to some
social actors who already possess them,
while other subjects, initially deprived, are
deprived even more and, therefore, have
fewer opportunities for further success.

Interpretation 2. Educational policy
in Russia has long ignored the very prob-
lem of the decline in the quality of school
education, which has negative effects on
higher education as well. Today, there is
a wide global experience of overcoming
the academic failure of various groups of
students — those from socially disadvantaged
families, those living in depressed areas,
those with disabilities, dyslexia, children
from migrant families, etc. This experience
is relevant for Russian school education,
since schoolchildren’s academic failure is
distinguished by its sources and causes.
Overcoming schoolchildren’s academic
underachievement is primary in relation to
university students’ educational success. And
this problem can be solved by taking into
account existing international experience.
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At the moment, the lack of systemic
institutional solutions for overcoming
academic failure makes mechanisms for
improving the quality of university ad-
missions ineffective. Such mechanisms
have a positive effect only on highly se-
lective universities. They do not solve
the problem of the concentration of aca-
demic failure in low-resource regional
universities.

The analysis of educational policy mea-
sures in the context of overcoming academic
failure reflects some latent contradictions in
the Russian education system. First of all,
there is inconsistency in the tracks of tran-
sition from school to university. There are
only five tracks: USE; winning the RAO;
use of the quota (ethnic minorities, children
with disabilities); admission sponsored by
enterprises; admission to a university after
a vocational college. This article examined
only two tracks, but even such analysis
showed the risk of heterogeneity in terms
of readiness for university studies. Since
there are no adaptive (“levelling”) programs
or courses for students of different levels at
Russian universities, such heterogeneity is
fraught with either a decrease in the overall
quality of education (in mass universities) or
an increase in dropouts (in highly selective
universities).

Another latent problem identified in this
study was the inadequacy of the tools for
assessing school leavers’ knowledge and
skills. A comparative analysis of the USE
with similar exams in other countries shows

its limited nature and low efficiency as an
assessment and selection tool. Studies of
the academic performance of students in
highly selective universities have shown
that the success of their studies is mediated
by such non-cognitive factors like motiva-
tion for achievement, cognitive interest,
and perseverance. However, the USE does
not assess these qualities, and preparing for
the exam turns into coaching for the tests.

This study’s general conclusion is the
following: the tools for overcoming aca-
demic failure should be developed (im-
proved) by policymakers by taking into
account the other issues that Russian edu-
cation is facing. Borrowed institutional
solutions must be adapted to the “depth and
breadth” of national characteristics in order
to unleash their potential and achieve the
most important goals of education.

The results obtained in the study are of
practical importance. They are important
for developing support measures for various
groups of students experiencing academic
difficulties. The study shows the directions
of improving the educational policy of
Russia in the context of overcoming aca-
demic failure at both the institutional and
organizational levels. The study indicates
the need for further consideration of the la-
tent consequences of ongoing government
programs and projects in the field of edu-
cation. In a practical sense, this will help
to increase the effectiveness of institutional
measures to overcome the academic failure
of students.

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Highly Qualified Scientific Personnel
in Economic Sciences:
Sectoral Distribution

Abstract

Introduction. Highly qualified scientific personnel are a prerequisite for economic competitiveness and
a crucial factor in maintaining the economic security of our country, as well as in developing the socio-cul-
tural and other spheres of activity. Current research does not encompass all segments of the scientific
personnel reproduction process: assessment of scientific qualifications, the employment structure of those
holding academic degrees, and the analysis of defended dissertations within specific scientific fields — such
as economics. The aim of this research is to analyze the state and patterns of reproduction of highly quali-
fied personnel in the field of economics, using quantitative indicators of personnel training and scientific
certification/assessment.

Materials and Methods. The research object includes highly qualified scientific personnel and dissertation
boards in economics. The methods used include statistical data analysis — specifically, mean comparison,
clustering, and factor analysis — as well as expert assessments. The number of candidates (PhD holders)
and doctors of sciences (Higher Doctorate holders) was calculated using an analytical approach involving
the aggregation of quantitative data on dissertation presentations, categorized by age.

Results. As of 2024, there were 132 dissertation boards functioning in economics, established by orders of
the Ministry of Science and Higher Education of Russia, and 135 boards established by organizations wit-
hin the framework of independent awarding of academic degrees, in which a total of 92 doctoral (Higher
Doctorate) and 494 candidate (PhD) dissertation presentations were held; the largest number of these were
in the Central and Northwestern Federal Districts. Based on the developed methodology, which relies on
indicators of the age structure of applicants for academic degrees, the number of candidates (PhD holders)
and doctors of sciences (Higher Doctorate holders) in economics and their structure by age categories were
calculated. It is noted that the largest number of those who have defended their dissertations work in the
field of education and also in business. The calculation allowed for an assessment of the number of young
scientists — candidates (PhD holders) of economic sciences and doctors (Higher Doctorate) of economic
sciences.

Discussion and Conclusion. The analysis into the state of learning of highly qualified personnel in eco-
nomics allows, based on the established quantitative indicators, to forecast their demand in various eco-
nomic sectors. In conditions of an acute shortage of scientific personnel necessary for innovative scientific
and technological solutions and approaches that meet the task of building a knowledge economy the ob-
tained results can be used to determine projected personnel training needs, harmonize the training system
and the scientific certification/assessment system, develop the network of dissertation boards, define new
approaches to postgraduate admissions and improve the efficiency of postgraduate graduation with dis-
sertation presentation, as well as to improve the management of the complex of processes related to the
organization of scientific research in economic disciplines.

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Abstract

Introduction. The discussion about project-based learning centers on the challenges of interrelation bet-
ween higher education and the labor market and the development of proactive teaching methods in uni-
versities. Questions regarding the theory and methodology of project-based learning remain insufficiently
explored, particularly concerning the alignment between learning and receiving sought-after specialists by
employers, the integration of theory and practice within the educational process. The aim of this research
is to analyze project-based learning programs developed by Russian universities and methods of their
organization.

Materials and Methods. The empirical sample includes the Russian universities development programs
of the federal project “Advanced Engineering Schools” (n = 50). Data collection was carried out using
mining of qualitative data (texts of university development programs) using Power BI tools that allowed
to structure a large amount of information about the project-based learning in universities into a single ar-
ray and integrate it with professional software for analyzing qualitative data MAXQDA. The methods of
content analysis and comparative analysis were used that allowed to typologize the methods of organizing
project-based learning in universities and to highlight the best practices among them.

Results. The comparative analysis revealed the different perceptions of the university management about
the value of project-based learning. The article highlights the integration of theoretical knowledge with its
practical application in the creative activities of future specialists, fostering the development of continuous
professional self-education. Different positions within future employment are identified, in which students
can engage through project-based learning: adaptive, basic, exploratory (technological), entrepreneurial,
and research-oriented.

Discussion and Conclusion. This research contributes to the development of scientific understanding
regarding the formation of highly sought-after young professionals, ready to actively engage in innovation
development and implementation through changes in higher education organization within universities.
This article is of interest to researchers in higher education and university leadership potentially prepared
to utilize project-based learning as a tool for collaboration between universities, specifically students, and
industry partners.

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Written Foreign-Language Scientific Discourse
in Speech-Language Pathology Students

Abstract

Introduction. Speech-language pathology is a complex field of scientific knowledge based on broad in-
terdisciplinary foundations. It shapes the specifics of the professional thesaurus and significantly compli-
cates the formation of scientific discourse among future specialists. The study aims to conceptualise and
test a novel pedagogical model for developing foreign-language scientific discursive competence in
speech-language pathology students through the integration of thesaurus and corpus approaches, designed
to eliminate terminological asymmetry. The article presents the results of a diagnostic experiment asses-
sing the level of foreign-language scientific discursive competence using methods of contrastive terminog-
raphy and discourse analysis applied to empirical data (questionnaires, written assignments, translations).
The experiment identified gaps in students’ mastery of professional terminology, genre norms of academic
writing, and cross-linguistic communication skills.

Materials and Methods. The study was conducted among master’s degree students from five Russian
universities. The sample included 252 participants. Materials were presented to assess the level of Foreign
Language Scientific Discursive Competence in written form. Cognitive and communicative skills were
evaluated, as well as domain-specific translation skills. Qualitative and quantitative methods of analysis
were used for data collection and interpretation.

Results. Students assess their English proficiency as low. Three-quarters of respondents demonstrated
a low level of foreign language scientific discursive competence in written form, both at the cognitive and
communicative skills levels. Participants experience difficulties when translating specialized terms and
scientific texts, which was evident in the high variability of translations and the frequent use of translite-
ration instead of seeking precise equivalents in English. Insufficient awareness of the international termi-
nology system among the participants was revealed. The analysis of the obtained results showed a strong
positive correlation between the development of cognitive and communicative skills in the structure of
Written Foreign Language Scientific Discursive Competence.

Discussion and Conclusion. Research results indicate insufficient preparedness among master degree
speech-language pathology students to address professional challenges within the contemporary inter-
cultural and scientific context, opening perspectives for revising the existing paradigm of foreign lan-
guage learning. The practical significance of this article lies in improving the professional foreign language
training of speech-language pathology students, aimed at developing scientific discourse skills, master-
ing international terminology, and overcoming terminological asymmetry between Russian-language and
English-language logopedics.

Notes: ONR (Developmental Language Disorder) and ZRR (Delayed Speech Development)
are established terms and abbreviations in Russian speech-language pathology; NRR (Speech
Development Impairment), YRR (Language Development Disorder), and RYAR (Language
Disorder) are abbreviations presumably used by students in their responses, which can be interpreted
as descriptive characteristics found in the literature. However, these abbreviations are not consistently
used or widely recognized; DLD (Developmental Language Disorder) and DRL (Delayed Speech

Formation) are transliterations, which lack meaningful application in the Russian language.

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Abstract

Introduction. Correct and meaningful integration of tables, graphs and other visual elements into the text
of the original research manuscript significantly increases its readability index and improves the perception
of complex concepts and empirical data. However, many authors face difficulties in choosing the best ways
to mention and describe visualisation tools, which leads to textual redundancy or insufficient informative
text. The aim of this study was to identify the most effective strategies for integrating visualisation tools
into academic text by analysing textual references to visual elements.

Materials and Methods. A corpus of 80 scientific articles (empirical and review articles) published
in Russian, British and American journals indexed by the international database Scopus was analysed.
The study included the evaluation of 432 visualisation units (tables and figures) and their 470 mentions,
which were analysed in terms of their integration into the text of manuscripts. To evaluate the ways of
mentioning and describing visualisations, a comprehensive procedure was applied, including search and
selection of articles, extraction of raw data, their coding, analysis and systematisation.

Results. The study confirmed that the existing classifications of lexical bundles act as precursors and
guides to Hyland’s functional typology of lexical bundles, which is the most effective for analysing the
mechanisms of integrating visual elements into a scientific text. The analysis of the corpus of scientific
articles allowed to trace three main groups of Hyland’s lexical bundles: research-oriented, text-orien-
ted, and participant-oriented, and to analyse the effectiveness of their references to visualization tools.
The most frequent references were to the order of presentation, quantitative data and descriptive visua-
lisations. However, it was found that later classifications, no longer focusing on lexical bundles but on
the general textual commentary of visual elements, did not maximise the functionality and meaningful
integration of visualisation tools in scientific texts. As a result, a new, content-driven classification of
textual references to visualisation tools was described, which includes formal, descriptive, analytical and
interpretative types.

Discussion and Conclusion. The obtained results demonstrate that it is the combination of effec-
tive lexical links and meaningful textual references that can lay the foundation for the formation of
a systematic approach to the effective integration of visual elements into the text of academic publi-
cations. Such symbiosis allows to significantly reduce the redundancy of the text, increase its func-
tionality and enhance the informative and persuasive nature of academic discourse. The developed
classification is recommended as a methodological tool for authors and editors seeking to optimise
scientific communication.

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Abstract

Introduction. The search and development of technologies for the socio-emotional development of pre-
schoolers is an urgent task for the modern education system, since socio-emotional development is a pre-
dictor of academic and social success in secondary school. Despite the widespread use of project-based
activity in contemporary kindergartens as an educational technology, there is insufficient information on
the specific effects of different types of the said activities on the socio-emotional development of children.
The aim of this study is to analyze the specifics of cultural tools used in project-based activities and to
compare the effectiveness of research-based and creative project activities for the socio-emotional deve-
lopment of preschool children.

Materials and Methods. 82 children aged 5-6 years participated in the study. For the initial assessment
of socio-emotional development, the Russian version of the “Test of Emotion Comprehension” and the
questionnaire for teachers “SCBE-30” (including the subscales “Social competence”, “Anxiety-withdra-
wal”, and “Anger-aggression”) were used. The NEPSY-II subtests were used to assess executive functions
as a control variable. The participants were randomly distributed to the three groups: Research project
group, Creative project group, and the Control group. 22 sessions were organized with the experimental
conditions, and after completing the sessions, a post-test similar to the initial assessment was performed.
Results. The findings showed that anxiety levels significantly decreased among preschool children who
participated in the Creative project that emphasized symbolic tools. At the same time, creative project ac-
tivities proved to be more effective for children with a low level of executive functions. Moreover, the
study found that participants in the Research project that primarily used sign tools demonstrated a signi-
ficant reduction in aggression levels. No significant changes were observed in terms of emotional under-
standing and social competence.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results of this study support the importance of considering the type of
cultural tools used in children’s activities when addressing their socio-emotional development. In addition,
this study provides new insights into the differences between inquiry and creative project approaches for
preschool children. The results of the study can be used in the practice of preschool education to facilitate
socio-emotional development, especially to correct destructive behaviors in children.

Introduction. The formation of patriotic attitudes among adolescents is one of the priority tasks of modern
Russian education — it presupposes reliance on scientifically substantiated data about the logic of patrio-
tism development within the context of personality formation as a whole. However, there are insufficient
studies dedicated to examining the relationship between the formation of patriotic attitudes and personality
development during adolescence. The aim of this study is to identify the socio-psychological predictors of
constructive patriotic attitudes in adolescents who demonstrate different trajectories of maturation.
Materials and Methods. The sample consisted of 427 respondents aged between 13 and 18 (55.2% female).
The study of patriotic attitudes was carried out using the Questionnaire of Constructive Patriotism (version
for adolescents). The trajectories of maturation were determined using a modified version of the self-esteem
research methodology by T.V. Dembo and S.Ya. Rubinstein. The number of hypothetical predictors of patriotic
attitudes included social beliefs, convictions and values, as well as civic identity; for the assessment we used
an abbreviated version of “Social Axioms” questionnaire, ‘“Faith in a Just World” scale, “Moral Foundations”
questionnaire, “Valence of Civic Identity” scale, a short version of the S. Schwartz Value Questionnaire.
Results. Universal predictors of constructive patriotism in adolescents, regardless of their demonstrated
trajectories of maturation, are indicators of civic identity, the value of universalism, belief in a just world,
and the social axiom “social complexity.” Socio-psychological predictors of constructive patriotism that
differentiate subgroups of adolescents with different trajectories of maturation are indicators of the bases of
moral choice “Respect” and “Justice,” as well as the social axioms “Reward for effort” and “Social cynicism”.
Discussion and Conclusion. The results indicate the need to integrate psychological and pedagogical tasks
related to the formation of constructive patriotic attitudes among adolescents into the system of psychological
and pedagogical support for their personal development. The practical significance of the article lies in the
possibility of their application in the development of programs for the patriotic education of adolescents.
The prospects of the study are related to a more detailed analysis of the socio-psychological factors of the
formation of constructive patriotism in the context of studying various parameters of transition to adulthood
in adolescence.

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Abstract

Introduction. Although previous research has separately addressed proactive personality and emotion
regulation, the combined effect of these variables on learning agility — particularly among talented stu-
dents — remains underexplored. This study fills this gap by focusing on how specific emotion regulation
strategies mediate this relationship. In today’s rapidly evolving educational landscape, learning agility
has emerged as a crucial meta-competency for adapting to new challenges. This study investigates how
emotion regulation strategies mediate the relationship between proactive personality and learning agility
among talented students. With the increasing recognition of the role of personality traits and emotion regu-
lation in effective learning, understanding these dynamics is essential for supporting students in navigating
academic and social demands.

Materials and Methods. The research sample comprised 297 talented students from the University of
Isfahan, Isfahan University of Medical Sciences, and Isfahan University of Art. Participants completed
three assessments: the Gravett and Caldwell Learning Agility Questionnaire, Gross and John’s Emotion
Regulation Questionnaire, and the condensed Bateman and Crant Proactive Personality Questionnaire.
Data analysis included statistical methods to determine both direct and mediating effects of proactive per-
sonality and emotion regulation strategies on learning agility.

Results. The analysis revealed that proactive personality significantly affects learning agility, and emotion
regulation strategies — specifically reappraisal and suppression — mediate this relationship. Students who
effectively manage their emotions are better equipped to exhibit higher levels of learning agility, indicating
a stronger ability to adapt and thrive in academic environments.

Discussion and Conclusion. This study highlights the pivotal role of emotion regulation in enhancing
learning agility, emphasizing that effective emotion management can significantly influence academic suc-
cess. The findings suggest that interventions focusing on emotion regulation could improve learning out-
comes for talented students. Future research should further explore additional factors influencing learning
agility and develop targeted strategies to support student adaptation in diverse educational settings.

Introduction
Learning agility is widely recognized as

accordingly [4]. Hence, it can be described
as the inclination and capability to learn

one of the most crucial factors for success in
modern environments [1] and is indispen-
sable for personal growth, competence and
progress [2]. It acts as a meta-competence
within individuals, serving as a prerequisite
for the development of other competencies,
enabling rapid learning, adaptability, and
personal advancement [3]. This concept
refers to an individual’s capacity to adapt
swiftly to new situations, remain flexib-
le, and embrace change. It encompasses
the ability to learn from experiences, integ-
rate new information, and modify behavior

from experience and creatively apply that
knowledge in novel situations' [5].
Learning agility holds substantial im-
portance in today’s world for several rea-
sons. First, Individuals possessing learning
agility can readily acquire new skills,

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knowledge, and experience continuous
improvement in the face of swift changes.
Second, the rapidly changing business and
technological landscape necessitate learning
agility for successful adaptation. Third, the
widespread global impact of the COVID-19
virus has exposed individuals, organiza-
tions, and communities to the challenging
realities of an unstable, uncertain, complex,
and ambiguous world [6] and changes in
learning methods have become inevitable.
Accordingly, this Construct has gained
significant attention in scholarly research,
particularly in studies centered on talen-
ted students, which explore their learning
strategies and proficiency levels across
diverse academic contexts.

Talented students in Iran consist of
those university applicants who meet one
or more of the following criteria:

— their scores in the national university
entrance exam are significantly higher than
the average (at least 2.5 standard deviations
above the mean);

—they have ranked among the top three
students in their previous educational stage
or they are among the top 10 percent of
students in their cohort;

— they have demonstrated exceptional
work in national scientific festivals such as
the Khwarizmi and Sheikh Baha’i festivals.

Given these qualifications, the identi-
fication, recruitment, and development of
these students are of significant importance
to universities across the country. In both
major public and private universities in Iran,
a specific division, known as the Center
for Talented Students, operates under the
supervision of the university’s academic
affairs office. These centers are responsible
for identifying students with high potential,
attracting talented individuals, and guiding
their academic progress throughout their
studies. The objective of this study is to
investigate the mediating role of emotion
regulation strategies in the relationship
between proactive personality and learning
agility among talented students. Given the
increasing importance of learning agili-
ty for success in dynamic and uncertain
educational environments, and consider-
ing that proactive personality traits and
emotion regulation abilities significantly
affect learning processes, this research aims
to clarify how emotional self-regulation
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can enhance adaptive learning behaviors.
By focusing on talented university students
in Iran, the study addresses a critical gap
in understanding how internal personality
factors and emotional mechanisms contri-
bute to academic and personal development
in high-achieving populations.

The selection of these individuals in
the present research is due to the substan-
tial value placed on them by universities,
society, and scholars, for several compel-
ling reasons. According to A. Heydarza-
deh et al., talented students are considered
valuable assets to society, and it is the
collective responsibility of educational
authorities in each country to give them
proper attention and prevent the depletion
of this invaluable resource [7]. Accordingly,
J. Gheidar-Kheljani highlights that uni-
versities have a fundamental mission of
fostering comprehensive development and
nurturing individuals who possess know-
ledge, intellectual prowess, specialization,
commitment, and a cultured outlook [8].
Z. Tazakori et al. also believe that these
individuals are capable of effectively man-
aging their behavior and emotions, which
leads to academic, professional, and social
success [9]. This is because they possess
agile learning abilities.

Furthermore, the recent progress in In-
formation and Communication Technology
(ICT) has helped easy access to information
and educational materials, enabling indivi-
duals with learning agility to leverage these
resources and stay abreast in the digital era.
Accordingly, learning agility is acknow-
ledged as a driving force for innovation
and the reevaluation of work procedures.
Because those who possess the ability to
learn rapidly and adapt can use fresh ideas
and inventive approaches to accomplish
objectives and resolve intricate issues [4].
With this perspective in mind, and con-
sidering the fact that neglecting talented
students may even result in their migration
from the country, focusing on the concept
of learning agility among these individuals,
its related aspects, the evolution of this
construct, and the variables influencing it,
represent valuable areas for research.

Learning agility comprises four key
components: people agility, results agility,
mental agility, and change agility. Among
these, change agility reflects individuals’

openness to new experiences and their
willingness to engage in unfamiliar acti-
vities in order to acquire new skills. It also
indicates their ability to remain calm and
flexible when facing challenges, as well
as their capacity to continuously update
their methods and approaches in response
to change [10]. Results agility refers to
individuals’ capability to set clear objec-
tives and strive towards achieving them.
Those individuals demonstrate proficiency
in assessing and evaluating learning out-
comes, making necessary adjustments for
improvement?. People agility emphasizes
individuals’ aptitude for establishing effec-
tive relationships, collaborating, and coordi-
nating with others in the learning process?.
Lastly, mental agility pertains to individuals’
capacity to accelerate the learning process,
exhibit flexibility in their thinking, possess
creative thinking skills, and be willing to
challenge existing beliefs and assumptions.
It also includes adaptability in adjusting
thought patterns* [11].

In addition to learning agility, there are
various other factors that influence the learn-
ing process of individuals. For instance,
S. Karimi et al. propose that personal
and personality traits, along with proxi-
mal factors like perceived attitudes and
behavioral control, play a notable role in
shaping individuals’ learning and training
experiences [12]. In other word, to en-
hance learning outcomes, it is essential to
consider the learner’s level of proactiveness
and the dynamism of their personality [12].
Individuals with active and dynamic per-
sonalities differ from others in some ways.

As per the perspective of A. Alikaj
et al. [13], proactive individuals are not
molded by environmental forces, but in-
stead, they shape their surrounding envi-
ronment. A proactive individual uses proac-
tive language, favoring positive sentences

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and phrases like “I can”, “I want”, and
“I prefer”. Proactive individuals adopt an
active approach, seeking knowledge through
self-study and anticipating potential op-
portunities in their environment®. They
perceive future risks, desires, and opportu-
nities but do not consider them as threats,
harm, or losses’. Accordingly, S.K. Parker
and C.G. Collins believe that embracing
proactivity offers a substantial competitive
edge in contemporary societies [14].

A proactive personality is a character
trait that nurtures robust internal motivation,
driving proactive actions to achieve desired
goals and acting as a potent catalyst for
creativity, innovation, resilience, growth,
and long-term development [15]. This trait
characterizes individuals who transcend
situational constraints, actively initiating
and manifesting meaningful changes in
their environment [16].

According to S.K. Parker and
C.G. Collins, a proactive personality is
characterized by self-initiative, transfor-
mative change, and future orientation [14].
These traits lead individuals to respond
differently to various events. K.R. Scherer
further suggests that personality diffe-
rences are likely to influence how events
are appraised and explain why some in-
dividuals exhibit stronger emotional reac-
tions in specific situations®. This, in turn,
results in the adoption of diverse strategies
for rapid learning and adaptation to new
circumstances. In essence, the self-regu-
lating behaviors, strategies, and habits
employed by these individuals enable them
to engage in agile learning. This, in turn,

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facilitates better adaptation to changing
conditions and leads to improved overall
performance’.

Based on this, it can be argued that
having suitable emotional and affective con-
ditions and the capability to regulate them
are substantial factors during the learning
process. This importance is particularly
significant for individuals such as talented
students, who have the potential to become
highly effective members of society. Conse-
quently, in this study, dynamic personality
has been identified as a predictor variable.

Emotion regulation, as described by
P.E. Flores-Kanter et al., refers to the capa-
city to influence emotions, including stress,
either automatically or consciously, with
the aim of maintaining emotional equilibri-
um and achieving specific objectives [17].
Z. Lin views emotion regulation as a crucial
internal mechanism for personal develop-
ment [ 18], while D. Goleman suggests that
the skill of managing and regulating emo-
tions can enhance cognitive performance!’.
In summary, emotional regulation encom-
passes the processes by which individuals
influence their emotions, particularly in
terms of modifying emotional responses
to achieve desired outcomes''.

The reason this study prioritizes emo-
tional regulation over cognitive regulation
is due to the direct and pervasive impact
emotions have on key learning compo-
nents such as motivation, attention, and
cognitive engagement [ 19]. Positive emo-
tions, for example, have been shown to
boost motivation and focus, while negative
emotions like anxiety can impair cognitive
performance and decrease engagement with
learning tasks [20].

In the context of learning agility, emo-
tional regulation becomes crucial because
individuals often need to adapt to new
information, unexpected challenges, or
changes in their environment. J.J. Gross
and O.P. John demonstrated that people who
are able to regulate their emotions — whether

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through cognitive reappraisal (reinterpreting
anegative situation in a more positive light)
or expressive suppression (managing out-
ward emotional responses) — tend to show
better psychological adjustment, which
directly contributes to their learning ef-
fectiveness [21]. In contrast to cognitive
regulation, which involves direct mani-
pulation of thought processes, emotional
regulation modulates the underlying emo-
tional state that influences how learning
is processed and retained. For instance,
L. Linnenbrink-Garcia et al. argue that
managing emotions such as frustration or
excitement directly impacts goal setting,
task persistence, and information processing
during learning activities [22].

Although cognitive regulation (i.e., the
self-management of thought processes)
is essential in learning, emotional regu-
lation plays a foundational role in setting
the stage for successful learning. Accord-
ing to A.R. Damasio, emotions are deeply
intertwined with decision-making and the
cognitive processes involved in learning'2.
Without emotional stability, cognitive
self-regulation might not function optimally.
Emotional regulation can enhance cogni-
tive self-regulation by maintaining a stable
emotional state, which in turn improves
cognitive flexibility and problem-solving
abilities.

Moreover, R.L. Leahy et al. assert that
individuals with strong emotional regulation
are better able to manage stress, remain
resilient in the face of challenges, and
maintain higher levels of working memory
performance and attention control-both of
which are critical for learning new skills or
concepts'®. Emotional regulation, therefore,
sets the emotional foundation necessary for
cognitive processes such as self-reflection
and metacognition (higher-order thinking
processes that help individuals assess and
adjust their learning strategies).

High levels of emotional regulation of-
ten go hand in hand with enhanced cognitive
self-regulation. P.R. Pintrich defines cog-
nitive self-regulation as the ability to con-
trol cognitive processes such as planning,

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monitoring, and evaluating one’s learning
strategies!*. While cognitive regulation
helps learners manage how they think and
process information, emotional regulation
helps them manage how they feel while
doing so.

In their research, D.H. Schunk and
B.J. Zimmerman emphasize that self-regu-
lated learners are adept at both cognitive and
emotional regulation, often using emotional
regulation strategies to keep frustration
in check, which helps maintain cognitive
control®®. By effectively managing their
emotional state, learners are more likely to
engage in deep learning, persevere through
difficulties, and apply problem-solving
strategies.

Given the above, the key factors in
learning influenced by emotional regula-
tion include:

1. Motivation and Persistence: As out-
lined by R.M. Ryan and E.L. Deci, emo-
tional regulation boosts intrinsic motiva-
tion, helping learners persist in challenging
tasks by maintaining positive emotional
states [23].

2. Cognitive Engagement: Emotional
regulation supports sustained cognitive
engagement, which is vital for in-depth
learning and knowledge retention [19].

3. Working Memory and Focus: Emo-
tional regulation minimizes the disruptive
effects of stress and anxiety on working
memory and attention'®.

4. Problem Solving and Flexibility:
Emotionally regulated learners are better
able to approach complex problems with
flexibility and adaptability, key components
of learning agility [24].

In conclusion, emotional regulation
plays a pivotal role in supporting learning
agility by influencing key factors such as
motivation, cognitive engagement, and
flexibility. When paired with cognitive
self-regulation, emotional regulation leads

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to improved overall learning performance.
Given these dynamics, the decision to fo-
cus on emotional regulation in this study
aligns with the broader objective of un-
derstanding how proactive personalities
manage learning in uncertain and dyna-
mic environments. Additionally, the study
is conducted within the context of three
public universities in Isfahan—namely, the
University of Isfahan, Isfahan University of
Medical Sciences, and Isfahan University
of Art—which admit high-ranking students
which is crucial for this research focused
on talented individuals. Full-time in-person
education provided by these institutions
fosters a structured and immersive learning
environment, essential for understanding the
dynamics of learning agility and emotion
regulation. This approach ensures that the
sample reflects a homogeneous educational
context, facilitating more accurate analyses
and interpretations of the research findings.
and provide full-time in-person education.
This context is essential for understanding
the implications of the findings.

This study fills this gap by focusing on
how specific emotion regulation strategies
mediate this relationship. The purpose of
this study is to clarify the underlying mecha-
nisms through which proactive personality
and emotional regulation strategies interact
to affect learning agility in high-potential
learners.

Literature Review

Hypothesis 1. There is a relationship
between proactive personality and learning
agility among talented students at selected
public universities in Isfahan.

Individuals with high learning agility
exhibit a range of qualities or behaviors
that enable them to effectively handle unex-
pected situations, embrace new challenges,
and arrive at conclusions faster than others.
Thus, learning agility can be linked to an
individual’s adaptability and willingness to
navigate new circumstances in the future'’.
This holds particular significance in orga-
nizational settings, where both individuals
and organizations must proactively respond
and adapt to evolving situations [25]. These

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behavioral attributes reflect an individual’s
proactive personality [14]. Previous re-
search has highlighted a significant associa-
tion between proactive personality traits and
individuals’ capacity for adaptive learn-
ing. Proactive individuals often exhibit
enhanced self-directed learning, resilience
in the face of change, and a strong tendency
toward goal-oriented behaviors—qualities
that are closely aligned with the concept
of learning agility [26]. Recent research
indicates a significant association between
proactive personality traits and learning
agility, which in turn influences students’
academic performance and adaptability.
Individuals exhibiting proactive tendencies
often demonstrate enhanced self-directed
learning, resilience in the face of change,
and a strong inclination toward goal-orien-
ted behaviors — qualities that are closely
aligned with the concept of learning agility.
Moreover, learning agility encompasses the
capacity to effectively adjust to dynamic
environments, seize learning opportunities,
and continuously develop one’s skills. Stu-
dents with higher learning agility are better
equipped to identify and leverage learning
experiences that facilitate their academic
progress's,

Exhibit personality traits such as con-
scientiousness and openness to experience,
which are linked to higher levels of in-
trinsic motivation and academic success.
These traits contribute to a greater ability
to adapt to new learning environments
and effectively capitalize on learning op-
portunities, which is consistent with the
concept of learning agility. Thus, students
who display these characteristics are better
able to adjust and improve more rapidly in
response to new challenges and learning
experiences [27]. The research revealed
that exceptionally talented students excel
in adapting to the learning environment and
consistently seek to maximize learning
opportunities. Building on these previous
findings, our hypothesis posits a positive
relationship between proactive personality
and learning agility among exceptionally

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talented students. In simpler terms, our
hypothesis suggests that the more proactive
the personality of an exceptionally talented
student is, the greater their learning ability
and perception will be.

Hypothesis 2. The reappraisal strategy
mediates the relationship between proac-
tive personality and learning agility among
talented students.

Reappraisal is the process of reinter-
preting a situation to lessen its emotional
impact, making it an effective strategy for
regulating emotions and avoiding nega-
tive emotional experiences!. Cognitive
reappraisal, a potent technique, enables
diverse interpretations of a situation, in-
fluencing one’s thoughts, behaviors, and
emotions, rather than merely the event
itself. Engaging in reappraisal not only
reduces negative emotions like anger and
hopelessness but also enhances a sense of
control, empowering the individual [28].

This research has shown that reapprai-
sal plays a crucial role in enhancing stu-
dents’ ability to regulate and improve their
performance. Through reappraising their
performance, students can learn from past
mistakes, develop more effective strategies,
and subsequently experience an improve-
ment in their performance, thereby boosting
their self-confidence and motivation for
progress. Additionally, G. Schraw found
that reappraisal encourages students to
engage in deeper analysis and reconside-
ration of learning concepts and issues [29].
Moreover, research studies have discovered
a significant positive correlation between
reappraisal and learning agility. By re-
viewing and reappraising experiences and
performance during the learning process,
individuals can identify and improve inef-
fective patterns while exploring new solu-
tions. This ultimately results in increased
learning agility and a better ability to adapt
to changing circumstances [30].

The combination of a proactive
personality and reappraisal is likely to
have a substantial impact on an individu-
al’s ability to learn quickly and effectively

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when confronted with new challenges and
pressures. In this context, it is hypothesized
that the component of emotional regulation
reappraisal serves as a mediating variable,
transferring the influence of a proactive
personality on learning agility through the
changes observed in students’ performance
reappraisal.

Hypothesis 3. The relationship between
proactive personality and learning agility
is mediated by the suppression strategy
among talented students.

Suppression refers to the attempt to
hide, manage, or lessen the continual
display of emotions [21]. While some re-
searchers argue that suppression is linked
to adverse health consequences and that
reappraisal is a more effective approach,
it is crucial for a discerning individual to
recognize that emotional suppression may
not always be detrimental and can serve as
auseful strategy in specific situations [31].
According to T. English and O.P. John, indi-
viduals who frequently engage in emotional
suppression may experience an increase
in negative emotions, a decrease in posi-
tive emotions, reduced social functioning,
heightened depression, lower life satisfac-
tion, impaired interpersonal skills, elevated
stress and anxiety, as well as diminished
working memory and learning abilities®.
Accordingly, individuals dealing with sig-
nificant life challenges and situations where
their emotions do not align with their life
circumstances may be prone to psycho-
logical difficulties, leading to considerable
psychological strain and a decrease in

self-confidence. Therefore, it becomes im-
portant for them to regulate their emotions
effectively to avoid experiencing negative
emotions and to foster greater adaptability
to life’s demands. According to Z. Lin,
emotional regulation is a crucial internal
mechanism for personal growth [18]. In this
study, emotional suppression, as a mecha-
nism of emotion regulation, is hypothesized
to serve as a mediating variable, examining
how proactive personality impacts learning
agility by influencing changes in students’
emotional regulation strategies.

Despite the several research conducted
on proactive personality, learning agility,
and emotional regulation, several unre-
solved questions remain. One of the main
challenges identified in the existing litera-
ture is the lack of a unified framework
that consistently links these variables.
Furthermore, despite the significant role
that talented students play in the growth
and development of countries, there has
been little research on them. Many studies
primarily focus on individual factors wit-
hout considering the complex interaction of
these psychological traits and their impact
on learning and adaptability in academic
settings. Notably, the relationship and per-
formance of learning agility with proactive
personality and emotional regulation strate-
gies among talented students has not been
explored so far.

These gaps highlight the need for
further research on how these variables
function together in different educational
environments and how external factors
might mediate these relationships.

Figure 1 illustrates the theoretical
framework developed to investigate the
relationships among proactive personality,
emotion regulation strategies, and learning
agility in talented students.

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Material and Methods

Sample and Procedures. The statistical
population of this study included all talented
students from the University of Isfahan,
Isfahan University of Medical Sciences, and
Isfahan University of Art during the aca-
demic year 2021-2022, totaling 1,247 stu-
dents. A sample size of 297 was determined
using Krejcie and Morgan’s table?!, and the
participants were selected through propor-
tional stratified random sampling.

In accordance with international re-
search standards, all participants were in-
formed about the purpose of the study and
voluntarily agreed to take part. Participation
was entirely voluntary, and confidentiality
and privacy of respondents were strictly
respected throughout the research process.

Measures. The data collection tools
used in this study included the Learning
Agility Questionnaire by L.S. Gravett and
S.A. Caldwell??, the Emotional Regula-
tion Questionnaire by J.J. Gross and
O.P. John [21], and the Proactive Persona-
lity Questionnaire by T.S. Bateman and
J.M. Crant®, along with a researcher-
administered demographic questionnaire.
All items were rated on a five-point Likert
scale, ranging from 1 (strongly disagree)
to 5 (strongly agree).

Learning Agility. Learning agility was
assessed using a 25-item Likert-scale ques-
tionnaire adapted from L.S. Gravett and
S.A. Caldwell’s research?. The question-
naire evaluates four key dimensions: mental
agility, change agility, results agility, and
people agility. Higher scores in these di-
mensions reflect a greater degree of learn-
ing agility. Additionally, three items in the
questionnaire were reverse-scored to control
for response bias.

Emotion Regulation. Emotion reg-
ulation was assessed using a 10-item

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Likert-scale questionnaire adapted from
J.J. Gross and O.P. John [21]. This ques-
tionnaire measures two key aspects of
emotion regulation: cognitive reappraisal
and expressive suppression. The items are
designed to capture two dimensions of
emotional experiences. The first dimension
focuses on emotional perception, assessing
an individual’s internal emotional states,
while the second dimension pertains to
emotional expression, evaluating how emo-
tions are communicated through speech
and behavior. Although certain items may
appear similar, they are designed to capture
distinct elements of emotion regulation.

Proactive Personality. To assess pro-
active personality in talented students,
the short form of the T.S. Bateman and
J.M. Crant questionnaire was used®.
This questionnaire comprised 5 items and
aimed to evaluate and measure proactive
personality traits, with the results aggre-
gated into an overall score.

Analytic Strategies. For data analysis
descriptive and inferential statistics were
used. At description level, frequency, mean,
and standard deviation were used. At the
inferential statistical level, correlation
coefficient testing and structural equation
modeling were employed. Finally, data
analysis was conducted using SPSS 23 and
Amos 22 software.

Results

The demographic analysis of the sample
revealed that the majority of participants
were female students, comprising 85.3%
(250 individuals), while male students ac-
counted for 7.1% (43 individuals). In terms
of age distribution, the largest group (85%)
was aged between 20 and 30 years (249 in-
dividuals), followed by 6.1% (34 indivi-
duals) in the 31 to 40 age group, and 4.3%
(10 individuals) were above 40 years old.
Regarding the educational level, 69.7% of
the participants (204 individuals) were pur-
suing a master’s degree, 10.9% (32 individ-
uals) were bachelor’s students, and 19.4%
(57 individuals) were doctoral students.
The decision to combine different age
groups (20-30, 3140, and above 40) in this
study was a result of the stratified sampling

method used. This method ensured that the
sample distribution accurately reflected the
population’s composition in terms of age,
gender, and educational level. Thus, it pro-
vided a representative view of the target
population. Moreover, it is important to
note that despite differences in age, all par-
ticipants shared common characteristics as
talented students, selected based on similar
academic performance and achievements.
Therefore, they faced similar academic
challenges and educational environments,
making it relevant to combine these age
groups in one sample.

From an academic perspective, talented
students across different age groups often
exhibit similar levels of engagement, moti-
vation, and cognitive abilities when it comes
to learning. This similarity, combined with
the shared academic environment, supports
the decision to include students from va-
rious age groups in the same analysis. Fur-
thermore, learning agility, the key variable
of'this study, is a meta-competency that can
be influenced by factors beyond age, such
as personality traits and emotion regulation
strategies. Hence, including a broad age
range allows the study to explore how these
factors interact in different stages of life,
while still focusing on a population with
shared characteristics.

Therefore, this sample composition
allows the study to comprehensively exa-
mine the relationships between proactive
personality, emotion regulation strategies,
and learning agility across a diverse yet aca-
demically similar group of students.

Table 1 summarizes the distribution
of participants by gender, age, and educa-
tional level.

According to table 2, the mean scores
for learning agility, proactive personality,

reappraisal, and suppression in talented
students were 86.86, 80.18, 30.21, and
80.10, respectively. The findings indica-
ted that learning agility has a positive and
significant relationship with proactive
personality and reappraisal, while it has
anegative and significant relationship with
suppression. Furthermore, the normality
of the data was assessed through the exa-
mination of skewness and kurtosis indices.
The skewness and kurtosis values for each
of the four variables fell within the range
of =2 to +2. This suggests that all four
variables displayed a symmetrical distri-
bution and met the criteria of normality
in relation to skewness. Additionally, they
demonstrated normal kurtosis, implying an
absence of significant tailing. The analysis
of tolerance and VIF demonstrates the ab-
sence of collinearity, and the Cronbach’s
alpha coefficients affirm the satisfactory
reliability of all four scales.

Path Analysis. In order to examine
the conceptual model of the research, we
used Amos-23 software with the maximum
likelihood estimation technique. We chose
the SEM approach due to its ability to si-
multaneously estimate various indirect
pathways and model fit indices®®. Before
conducting hypotheses testing and scruti-
nizing the relationships between research
variables, we assessed the adequacy and
fit of the hypothesized research model.

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Following the recommendation of J.C. An-
derson and D.W. Gerbing?’, we first tested
our proposed measurement model and sub-
sequently compared the fit of the baseline
model with several alternative models.
Upon reviewing table 3, it becomes evi-
dent from the results of the path analysis
conducted on the theoretical four-factor
model that IFI, NFI, CFI, TLI, and RFI all
exceed the threshold of 0.90. Also, we ob-
tained a P-value greater than 0.05, RMSEA
below 0.08, and x2/df less than 3. Based
on these findings, we can conclude that
the assumed four-factor model demonstrates
a strong fit with the data?, and it exhibits
superior alignment with the data compared
to all alternative models.

Hypothesis Testing. The results pre-
sented in figure 2 and table 3 demonstrate
the significant coefficients within the pro-
posed four-factor research model, both
direct and indirect. In other words, there
is a positive and significant relation be-
tween proactive personality and reappraisal
(as a constructive emotional regulation
strategy) (B =0.33; p <0.01), while its link
with suppression (as a maladaptive emo-
tional regulation strategy) displayed a sig-
nificant and negative relation (p =—0.17;

p <0.01). Moreover, both variables of
reappraisal (f = 0.27; p < 0.01) and sup-
pression (p=-0.16; p <0.01) demonstrated
positive and negative associations, respec-
tively, with learning agility. Moreover, when
considering the presence of reappraisal and
suppression, the path between proactive
personality and learning agility showed
a positive and significant relationship
(B=-0.54; p<0.01).

To further investigate the proposed me-
diating influences, we employed bootstrap-
ping techniques using the Monte Carlo simu-
lation approach [32; 33]. Through 20,000
iterations, we established that the indirect
effect of proactive personality on students’
learning agility, mediated by reappraisal,
amounted to 0.07. The corresponding 95%
bootstrap confidence interval was [0.121,
0.038], which does not include zero. Hence,
the supporting evidence underscores the
mediating role of reappraisal in the inter-
play between personality proactivity and
learning agility.

Moreover, after conducting 20,000 re-
sampling iterations, it became evident that
the indirect effect of proactive personality on
students’ learning agility through reappraisal
was 0.021, with a 95% bootstrap-adjusted
confidence interval of [0.044, 0.007] that
once again excluded zero. As a result, the
mediating significance of suppression was
also validated within the indirect association
between proactive personality and learning
agility. The SEM outcomes affirmed the
support for all of our hypotheses (Table 4).

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The results of the structural equation
modeling showed that the direct and indi-
rect effects were statistically significant.
The model demonstrated an acceptable
fit, indicating that the hypothesized re-
lationships among the variables were
supported.

Discussion and Conclusion

Considering the scarcity of researches
addressing the relation between proactive
personality and learning agility, as well
as the absence of investigations into the
mediating role of emotional regulation
within this relationship, especially con-
cerning highly talented students, our study
stands as a pioneering endeavor in this field.
The findings obtained allow us to assert that
remarkably talented students characterized
by proactive personalities tend to demon-
strate a heightened propensity for identify-
ing and capitalizing on novel opportunities,
embracing challenges, and striving for ele-
vated achievements. Additionally, these
individuals commonly exhibit an enhanced
aptitude for communication and collabo-
ration-attributes pivotal for streamlining
the learning journey and navigating cru-
cial transformations. Therefore, our study
emphasizes a positive association between
proactive personality and learning agility.

Individuals marked by a proactive
personality often exhibit superior skills
in emotional regulation, enabling them to
adeptly navigate stressful and demanding
circumstances while effectively manag-
ing adverse emotions. This adeptness in
emotional regulation contributes to enhan-
cing their adaptability and flexibility when
faced with intricate learning environments.
Proficiency in emotion regulation assists
exceptionally talented students in maxi-
mizing the advantages of their proactive
personality attributes, thus streamlining
the learning process and facilitating adap-
tation to novel circumstances. Those who
skillfully manage negative emotions and
regulate their emotional responses pos-
sess the ability to effectively cope with
stress and motivate themselves to embrace
further learning, consequently enhancing
their learning agility. As a result, our study
illuminates the intermediary role of emotion
regulation strategies, specifically reappraisal
and suppression.
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Theoretical Contributions. First and
foremost, delving into the correlation bet-
ween proactive personality and learning
agility contributes to the existing body
of knowledge on talent development and
individual disparities. Characterized by
a penchant for futurism and a pursuit
of opportunities, proactive personality
has demonstrated a positive link to fa-
vorable outcomes within work environ-
ments [34; 35]. However, its relationship
with learning agility—defined as the ability
to rapidly comprehend and adapt to new
and challenging circumstances—especially
in the context of talented students, remains
underexplored [36; 37].

This study initially highlights a positive
relation between proactive personality and
the ability to learn quickly, underscoring
how individual traits play a pivotal role in
fostering effective learning and adaptation.
Also, the inclusion of emotional regulation
elements, specifically reappraisal and sup-
pression, as intervening factors, provides
a deeper understanding of the fundamen-
tal mechanisms connecting proactive per-
sonality and learning agility. Emotional
regulation is closely tied to the capacity
to manage and reshape experiences and
convey emotions? [38], with reappraisal
involving the alteration or reinterpretation
of the significance of emotional experiences
and suppression entailing the control of
outward emotional expressions [39].

This study investigates how emotion-
al regulation strategies are employed by
talented students in relation to proactive
personality and learning agility, taking these
specific strategies into account. Moreover,
our research enriches the existing literature
on talent development by underscoring
the significance of emotional regulation
in the learning process of talented stu-
dents [36].

Furthermore, this research underscores
the importance of emotional regulation as
a potential mechanism through which proac-
tive personality may influence learning agi-
lity. Gaining insight into how exceptionally
talented students manage their emotions
in response to their dynamic inclinations
offers valuable perspectives for optimizing

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their learning effectiveness and adaptability.
By leveraging emotional regulation strate-
gies as mediators between proactive perso-
nality traits and learning agility, this study
advances not only current theories and
models in talent development and indi-
vidual differences but also explores novel
facets within this context. This exploration
contributes to our understanding of the
interplay between proactive personality,
emotional regulation, and the learning agi-
lity of talented students, thereby expanding
the boundaries of our knowledge.

Conclusion. Based on the findings of
this study, it can be inferred that a signifi-
cant and positive correlation exists between
a proactive personality and learning agility.
This observation highlights that individuals
possessing a proactive personality also
demonstrate markedly elevated levels of
learning agility. Furthermore, the outcomes
reveal a noteworthy and adverse impact of
suppression on this correlation, suggesting
that heightened levels of suppression cor-
respond to a reduction in the association
between proactive personality and learning
agility. These discoveries have the potential
to guide researchers, psychologists, and
individuals passionate about learning and
personal growth toward emphasizing pro-
active personality traits and mitigating the
effects of suppression within the learning
process.

Additionally, within educational pro-
grams, prioritizing the enhancement of indi-
vidual agility while mitigating suppressive

elements could yield significant improve-
ments in both performance and learning
outcomes. This research enhances our
understanding of the intricate interplay
between dynamic personality, learning agi-
lity, and mediating factors. This newfound
understanding holds valuable implications
for the development of educational curri-
cula, personal growth initiatives, and the
enhancement of learning and individual
accomplishments. Moreover, this research
can serve as a foundation and template
for future investigations in the discussed
subject domain.

This study’s insights are crucial for
education, focusing on the significant
role of learning agility in contemporary
contexts, particularly among talented stu-
dents. The research establishes a direct
connection between proactive personality
and learning agility, stressing the pivotal
role of emotion regulation in shaping this
relationship. Notably, the study introdu-
ces innovative aspects by examining the
mediating impact of emotion regulation
strategies, like reappraisal and suppression.
These findings highlight the importance
of cultivating proactive personalities in
talented students, emphasizing their abi-
lity to navigate challenges, communicate
effectively, and achieve heightened learn-
ing outcomes. Practically, educators can
leverage this knowledge to tailor edu-
cational approaches, fostering a more ef-
fective learning environment for talented
students.

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INFORMATION FORAUTHORS AND READERS OF THE JOURNAL

The Integration of Education journal publishes original research in the field of education.
The Editorial Board does not accept manuscripts simultaneously submitted to other publications or
works that fully or partially replicate any previously published works. Duplicate publications are
subject to retraction (withdrawal from press) in case of detection. Submission to the editorial
office of previously published articles or articles sent for publication to other journals is not allowed.
In the event of simultaneous submission of a manuscript to different journals, the published article
will be retracted (withdrawn from print). Monitoring of unauthorised citation is implemented using
Antiplagiat and iThenticate systems.

The journal gives preference to the articles with potentially high impact factor or containing signifi-
cant advances in considered areas of science. Particular attention should be paid to the quality of translation.
It is desirable that this be performed by a native speaker of English.

To submit an article in the journal Integration of Education you should know:

1. It is necessary to indicate the UDC code.

2. The title of the article should briefly (no more than 10 words) and accurately reflect the
content of the article, the subject matter and the results of the conducted research. The title is to be
provided in Russian and English.

3. The abstract performs the function of an expanded title and informs readers about the article’s
content. It should comprise the following sections:

1) Introduction;

2) Materials and Methods;

3) Results;.

4) Discussion and Conclusion.

The recommended abstract volume is 200-250 words. The abstract is to be provided in Russian
and English.

4. Keywords consist of the search terms used by all bibliographic databases to search for
scientific articles by keyword. For this reason, the keywords should reflect the main statements,
achievements, results and terminology of scientific research. The recommended number of keywords
is 5-10. The keywords are to be provided in Russian and English.

5. Acknowledgements. In this section, mention should be made of people who helped the author
to prepare the article and any organisations that provided financial support. Expressing gratitude to
anonymous reviewers is considered good form. The acknowledgements are to be provided in Russian
and English.

6. The main text of the article is to be presented in Russian or English according to a specific
sequence:

1) The Introduction must contain the formulation of a scientific problem, stating its relevance, con-
nection with the most important tasks that need to be solved and its importance for the development of
a particular branch of science or practice.

2) Literature Review. Here it is necessary to outline the principal contem-
porary studies and publications on which the argument relies, state current views
on the problem, underline difficulties in developing the topic and highlight unresolved is-
sues within the main problem to which the article is devoted. It is important to carry out
a comparative analysis that cites existing publications on the stated issues.

3) Materials and Methods. This section describes the process of organising the experiment, the
methods applied and any equipment used (including software). It should provide detailed information
about the object of study, indicate the sequence of research and justify the choice of methods used
(observation, survey, testing, experiment, laboratory experience, analysis, modelling, etc.).

4) Results. In this part of the article, analytical and statistical materials should be systematised.
The results of the study should be described with sufficient degree of completeness so that the reader
can trace its stages and assess the validity of the conclusions made by the author. This is the main
section, the purpose of which is to confirm or repudiate the working hypothesis (hypotheses). If neces-
sary, the results should be confirmed by illustrations (tables, graphs, drawings) that represent the
source material or evidence in a compact form. It is important that the visual information does not
duplicate information already given in the text. The results presented in the article should be com-
pared with previous works in this area both by the author and other researchers. Such a comparison
will additionally reveal the novelty of the work carried out and give it objectivity. The results of the
study should be summarised, but at the same time contain enough information to assess the findings.
The decision to select the particular data for analysis must also be justified. All titles, captions and
structural elements of graphs, tables, charts, etc., are to be provided in Russian and English. Figures,
which can either be presented in vector or raster format (at least 300 dpi resolution), should permit
editing of text elements and resizability. All graphic data placed in the text of the article should ad-
ditionally be sent as separate files. Diverse illustrations should conform to a single style of graphic
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presentation ensuring the uniformity of their design. Graphs, charts and diagrams should be drawn
up in Microsoft Excel.

5) Discussion and Conclusion. In the conclusion, the results of the understanding of the topic
should be summarised along with conclusions, generalisations and recommendations arising from
the work. In addition, the practical significance of the results should be emphasised along with
a discussion of the main directions for further research. It is desirable to include in the final part of
the article attempts to forecast the development of the issues considered.

7. List of references. The bibliographic description of the documents should conform to the re-
quirements of the Vancouver Citation Style. It is necessary to refer first of all to original sources from
scientific journals included in the major global citation indices. It is advisable to use 30—40 sources:
at least 20 should be from the past three years and at least 15 from foreign (i.e. non-Russian) sources.
It is essential that the link to the source be correctly formatted. The authors’ names, journal (e-mail),
year of publication, volume (issue), number, pages where the cited information may be found, as well
as DOI or URL should be indicated. The list of references is to be provided in Russian and English.

8. Information about authors. Full surname, first name and any second names or patronymics of
the authors; detailed information about the authors: scientific degree, title, position, official name of
institution without abbreviations, address of institution (it is necessary to indicate all author workplaces
where the research was carried out (permanent address, place of project implementation, etc.));
ORCID ID, Researcher ID, Scopus ID, Author ID in the Russian Science Citation Index; e-mail,
phone, postal address for the author’s copy. Information about authors is to be provided in Russian
and English.

9. Authors contribution. At the end of the manuscript, authors should include notes that explain
the actual contribution of each co-author to the work. Information about contribution of authors is to
be provided in Russian and English.

The author agrees to the terms of the enclosed license agreement by submission of the article.

As part of the submission, the journal will peer review your article before deciding
whether to publish it. The journal Integration of Education uses double-blind review, which
means that both the reviewer and author identities are concealed from the reviewers, and vice
versa, throughout the review process. Validity of reviews is one year. A reviewer analyses
an article and decides recommending it for publication (after revision of without it), addi-
tional reviewing or refusing of it. In case of noncompliance of an author with the comment of
a reviewer, they can address a motivated statement to Editorial Board.

The editorial policy is based on modern legal requirements concerning libel, copyright, legitimacy,
plagiarism, ethical principles, kept in community of leading scientific issues publishers. The editorial
policy is based upon traditional ethical principles of Russian academic periodicals; it supports Aca-
demic Periodicals Ethical Codex, stated by Committee on Publication Ethics (Russia, Moscow) and
it is formed in account of standards of ethics of editors’ and publishers’ work confirmed by Code of
Conduct and Best Practice Guidelines for Journal Editors and Code of Conduct for Journal Publishers,
developed by Committee on Publication Ethics (COPE).
