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Abstract. Research objectives: This essay analyzes and critiques recent research on the
genealogy of the expression “Tatar Yoke” (Tatarskoe igo), the standard term for the period
of Mongol rule of Rus’, in both Slavic and Latin.

Research materials: This essay is based upon publications from 1984 to the present by
Halperin, Ostrowski, Keenan, Rudakov, and Seleznev.

Results and novelty of research: In 1984, Halperin identified the discovery of the earliest
appearance of Tatarskoe igo in Slavic dated to the second half of the seventeenth century,
made by Lev Dmitriev who did not appreciate its significance. Therefore the term was an
anachronism if projected onto thirteenth- to fifteenth-century Rus’. This conclusion re-
mained unchallenged until now. At that time, Halperin did not address the genealogy of the
expression in Latin. Ostrowski and Keenan found theoretically the earliest Latin usages
(jugum tartarico) in foreign texts from 1521 and 1575. Apparently Ostrowski’s and Kee-
nan’s contributions to the topic escaped the attention of historians in Russia. Rudakov him-
self found Keenan’s source but failed to notice that it referred not just to the “yoke” but the
“Tatar Yoke.” Seleznev has discovered two Latin references from the thirteenth century,
one supposedly a translation from a no longer extant Slavic text. Seleznev concludes that
the expression “Tatar Yoke” was therefore known at the time and is not an anachronism.
The present essay reinterprets the significance of Seleznev’s findings for our understanding
of the Latin genealogy of “Tatar Yoke.” The existence of the term in Slavic is suspect, but
in Latin clearly it is as old as Tatar rule. However, the significance of both Rudakov’s and
Seleznev’s brilliant depiction of how writers both Catholic and Orthodox interpreted the
Tatar conquest of Rus’ via analogy with Old Testament narrations of the enslavement of the
Hebrews by the Egyptians and the Babylonian Captivity of the Hebrews lies elsewhere.
This essay argues that we have to consider that any author familiar with Scripture could
easily independently have made the leap from “Yoke” to “Tatar Yoke,” which renders a
genealogy of the evolution of the term moot. Historians still need to address how Catholic
writers in the thirteenth and sixteenth centuries made that conceptual link, but no
Rus’/Russian author did so until the second half of the seventeenth century.

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The term “the Tatar Yoke” (Tatarskoe igo)' is almost universally employed to
denote the period of Tatar (Mongol) rule over the Rus’ principalities during the
thirteenth to fifteenth centuries, or more precisely from the Mongol conquest in
1237-1240 until Muscovy’s so-called “liberation from the Tatar igo” in 1480. Even
authors, including this writer, who label the term an anachronism still use it as a
term of convenience’. The history of the term, unfortunately, is problematic. It
simply cannot be found in any thirteenth- to fifteenth-century Rus’ source. There-
fore when the term first appeared, either in Latin in a non-Russian source or in
Slavic in a Russian source, becomes a significant issue, which this essay seeks to
engage. Whether the term is an accurate conceptualization of Tatar rule is a sepa-
rate and much broader question which falls outside the scope of this essay. I judge
whether the term is an anachronism solely on textual grounds, whether the term
appears literally, not on its conceptual substance.

In 1984 I called attention to the inadvertent identification of the first Slavic
source to use the term by Lev Dmitriev’. The phrase “fierce Tatar igo” appeared in
inserted paragraphs in 1660s manuscripts preceding the so-called “Western Rus’”
redaction of the “Skazanie o Mamaevom poboishche,” a member of the Kulikovo
Cycle about the victory of Grand Prince Dmitrii Donskoi over the Tatar emir
Mamai in 1380. Dmitriev attributed the insertions to Feodosii Safonovich, abbot of
the St. Michael’s Monastery in Kyiv. Mentions of the “Tatar igo” then accompa-
nied the “Skazanie o Mamaevom poboishche” in the 1674 and 1678 editions of the
Synopsis, sometimes attributed to Innocent Gisel, abbot of the Kyiv-Pecherskii
Monastery”. In other words, the term the “Tatar igo” not only originated long after
Mongol rule had ceased, but did so in Ukraine, not Muscovy. Dmitriev apparently
did not appreciate the significance of his discovery. The term entered and soon
dominated Russian historiography not via its manuscripts but via the printed edi-
tions of the Synopsis, with a great deal of help from Nikolai Karamzin.

Other similar but not identical terms did appear in Rus’ sources from the thir-
teenth to sixteenth centuries. Rus’ bookmen viewed the world through the prism of
Scriptures. They perceived Tatar rule as the equivalent of the slavery to which the
Hebrews in Egypt were subjected. This exaggeration, ironically, eventually gener-

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ated the phrase “the igo of slavery” (rabotnoe igo), applied to the Muscovite con-
quest of Novgorod under Ivan III according to the mid sixteenth-century
Kazanskaia istoriia [4, p. 169-70], to which I will return. In another sixteenth-
century text, the vita of St. Merkurii of Smolensk, Batu imposed his “yoke” and the
“igo of slavery” (igo i iarmo’, igo rabotnago) on Rus’, but not on Smolensk [4,
p- 170]. An even more frequently used term was “oppression” or “coercion”
(nasilie), which could take the form of “infidel (poganoe) oppression” in 1262 and
1375, Muslim (besermenskoe) oppression” in 1266, and “Tatar oppression” (nasilie
tatarskoe) in 1328 [4, p. 175-80]. Finally, according to the sixteenth-century
Letopisets Avraamki Novgorod in 1398 complained of “oppression” by Grand
Prince Vasilii I, probably his attempt to impose Muscovite rule over the Dvina
area, then subordinate to Novgorod [4, p. 180].

While all these phrases portray Tatar rule in a negative light, the pattern of
verbal usage is not random. “larmo” is rarer than igo and never accompanied by
the adjective “Tatar,” although it can be qualified by an adjective denoting slavery
(iarmo rabotnago). I would suggest that during the thirteenth to fifteenth centuries
there was no need for a Rus’ bookman to identify an igo (or iarmo) as “Tatar” be-
cause there was only one “igo” over Rus’, which everyone knew was Tatar. Of
course this rationale lost its relevance when Tatar rule disappeared, datable to the
destruction of the Great Horde by the Crimean Tatars in 1502, and is inapplicable
to foreign sources altogether. Nevertheless the first redaction of the Nikon Chroni-
cle from the 1530s, for example, chose not to take advantage of hindsight in rewrit-
ing Rus’-Tatar relations to articulate an ideology against the defeated “Tatar igo”
[3]. larmo derives from the “yoke” as a physical object, the “yoke” of a team of
oxen, a context in which igo seems not to have been used. However, iarmo could,
like igo, be used in contexts involving foreign sovereignty. The linguistic nuances
separating the terms await further elucidation, and I will return to this subject be-
low. “Oppression” could be modified by “Tatar” because there were oppressors
other than the Tatars; indeed, even the grand princes of Moscow, Vasilii I and Ivan
111, could be accused of imposing “oppression” and even slavery, indeed the “igo
of slavery,” on fellow Russians, namely Novgorod. The variation among these
terms almost entirely escaped my attention at the time I wrote this article, but re-
cent scholarship has inspired me to engage this theme.

In 1984 I did not even raise two rather central questions of the evolution of the
term “Tatar igo.” The first was: did Safonovich invent or borrow the term? The
second was: if Safonovich borrowed it, from whom, who originated it, and in what
language? Both questions were and still are outside my competence. Fortuitously,
eventually two American historians, the first consciously and the second uncon-
sciously (like Dmitriev), have filled (in retrospect, thought they had filled) that
void.

In his 1998 monograph Donald Ostrowski wrote that he had discovered the
term “Tatar igo” in Latin, “jugo Tartarico”, in a 1575 report by the Holy Roman
Empire’s envoy to Moscow, Daniel Prinz, almost a century before its first appear-
ance in Slavic.® In 2009 the Edward Keenan published an article in which he drew
scholarly attention to the use of the term also in Latin as a reference to “liberation

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from the Tatar yoke” in Maciej z Miechowa’s (Miechowski's) Chronica
Polonorum of 1521. Keenan noted that the source of Meichowski’s information
remains unknown, as well as how, when, where, and in what form his chronicle
traveled to Muscovy.” He did not note that this allusion to the Tatar igo in Latin
preceded Ostrowski’s by half a century.

Ostrowski suggested that Prinz had heard the term in Moscow where it was in
common use, but did not explain, if it was so well-known, why no Moscow written
source used the term, nor why it took almost another century after that for it to
appear in Slavic, and then, at that, not in Moscow, but in Kyiv.

Keenan’s research also created the possibility, which Ostrowski had not fore-
seen, that Prinz had not heard the term in Moscow but read it in Miechovski's
chronicle. Miechovski had never been to Muscovy, so he could not have heard the
term there. To my knowledge no one has claimed that Prinz borrowed the term
from Miechowski. Nor has any scholar argued that Safonovich or whoever inserted
the term “Tatar igo” in Slavic into the context of the Battle of Kulikovo Field had
done so by reading it in Latin in Prinz or Miechowski, although it has been sug-
gested that Safonovich or Gizel relied on Polish sources (see below). Certainly it is
possible that Safonovich, born in Germany and educated in the West, knew Latin,
and it is certain that Gisel, educated by the Jesuits after his conversion to Ortho-
doxy, knew Latin, so the possibility that either translated the term from Latin can-
not be excluded. The fact that Miechovski dates the liberation of Russia from the
Tatar igo to the reign of Ivan III, a century later than the Battle of Kulikovo in
1380, does not exclude the possibility that he took the liberty to apply it to a differ-
ent period than its first appearance. I will suggest below that perhaps we do not
need to look for literal textual antecedents for either author’s use of the term.

Until quite recently it never occurred to me to investigate whether Ostrowski’s
and Keenan’s discoveries were known to specialists on the Tatars in Russia. It is
only since I became familiar with several articles, dated 2012 to 2024, by two Rus-
sian historians that I began to do so. The tentative answer seems to be negative.

In 2012 Vladimir Rudakov published an article on the Rus’ conception of the
“Tatar igo” [13]. He begins by declaring that although the Rus’ book-men were
familiar with the word “igo” in the form of “Christian igo” or “igo of slavery,”
during the thirteenth to fifteenth centuries the phrase “Tatar igo” was absent. The
first foreigner to apply a translation or calque of the term “igo” (but not “Tatar igo)
to Rus’-Tatar relations was the Polish author Jan Dlugosz just before Tatar rule
ended at the end of the fifteenth century. The first text in Slavic containing the
phrase “Tatar igo” was the Synopsis. Rudakov suggests that the compiler of the
Synopsis was most likely familiar with the term from Polish sources [13, p. 24].
The main thrust of the article is to argue that the phrase “Tatar igo,” regardless of
when or where it originated, does not accurately represent the full gamut of Rus’-
Tatar relations, an issue outside the scope of this essay. In passing Rudakov makes
several astute comments relevant to the genealogy of the phrase “Tatar igo.” Alt-
hough chronicles from the Kyivan period took a very negative view of Kipchak
raids, no Rus’ source ever referred to a “Kipchak igo” (Polovetskoe igo). In 1480
bishop Vassian Rylo, in his “Epistle to the Ugra River” to Grand Prince Ivan III,
likened Tatar rule to the enslavement of the Hebrews by Pharaoh, but he did not

describe the conquest of Rus’ by the Tatars as a “capture” (plenenie). Rus’ book-
men also conceived of the Tatar conquest as an analogy of the Babylonian Captiv-
ity of the Hebrews. Rus’-Tatar relations did not coincide with the dramatic vocabu-
lary expressed by book-men, iarmo, igo, and especially slavery (rabstvo).
Dlugosz’s “yoke” calqued iarmo or rabstvo [13, p. 27, 28, 29].

Rudakov does not highlight the most glaring contrast between the Kipchaks
and the Tatars, namely that the Kipchaks never conquered Rus’ or any region
thereof, never established their own rule over one or more Rus’ principalities. If
that difference motivated the absence of the phrase “Kipchak igo” than we may
infer that “igo” has linguistic baggage reflecting foreign conquest. Vassian’s failure
to refer to the Tatars as “capturing” (plenenie) Rus’ is most curious, because the
Rus’ sources, chronicles and narratives, overwhelmingly refer to the Tatar conquest
of 1237-1240 not as a “conquest” (pokorenie), the imposition of foreign sovereign-
ty and a foreign ruler, but as the “capture” of cities, with the verb pleniti (as
Rudokov expostulates in his second article). I have argued that this was a deliberate
attempt to minimize that very change of sovereignty [7, p. 23-67; 2, p. 32-77].
Dlugosz took most of his information about Rus’ from Rus’ chronicles, but there is
no way to identify the term he calqued as “yugum.” To my knowledge no one has
traced the Safonovich/Synopsis quotation to a Polish source, presumably in Latin,
and Dlugosz referred to a “yoke” but not a “Tatar yoke.”

In 2015 Rudakov fully expounded his contention that the Rus’ conceived of
Tatar rule as (metaphorically, not literally) slavery, not a “yoke” [14]. Here he
equates “captivity” (plenenie) with slavery to the Tatars in works beginning with
Metropolitan Serapion’s sermons up to Vassian’s epistle, including the phrase
“iarmo of slavery” (pod iarmom raboty). Rudakov calls iarmo and igo synonyms.
The Kazan’ History (Kazanskaia istoriia) of the mid sixteenth century refers to
“iarmo of the Muslim conquest” (iarmo pokoreniia busermanskogo), using a term
denoting sovereignty [14, p. 437—43]. Citing my 1984 article in my 2009 anthology
Rudakov refers to usages of “iarmo/igo” by itself or “igo of slavery” to apply to
Rus’-Tatar and Novgorod-Moscow relations. Agreeing with my conclusion he
reiterates that igo and Tatar rule were asynchronous. Dlugosz was the first to refer-
ence the “yoke” in Latin, the “barbaric yoke” or “yoke of servility” (jugum
barbarum, jugum servitutis), which was copied by Miechowski, and later by
Heidenstein writing about the Livonian War in Latin and Jacques Margeret writing
about the Time of Troubles in French [14, p. 444-45]. Via the Synopsis the term
traveled to Karamzin, who made it dominant but not universal in Russian historiog-
raphy; Sergei Solov’ev and Nikolai Kostomarov eschewed it* [14, p. 447, 449].

Rudakov avers that Miechowski borrowed his phrasing of a “yoke” from
Dlugosz, but Dlugosz did not write “Tatar Yoke” and Miechowski (and Margeret)
did. Rudakov does not refer to Prinz. This would suggest that Rudakov accessed
neither Ostrowski nor Keenan, that he found Miechowski independently of Keenan
but elided the difference between Miechowski’s formulation and Dlugosz’s. Even
if he was influenced by Dlugosz, Miechowski revised Dlugosz by turning “barbaric
yoke” or “yoke of servility” into “Tatar Yoke.”

Rudakov’s position is that the use in thirteenth- to fifteenth-century sources of
igo, iarmo and “slavery” does not alter the fact that “Tatar Yoke” never appears

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then and is therefore still an anachronism. Iurii Seleznev takes a contrary position
in his 2024 article. He also contends that “igo” does accurately reflect Rus’-Tatar
relations, which is extraneous to this discussion [16]. Seleznev contests the anach-
ronistic status of “Tatar igo” for the thirteenth to fifteenth century as expressed in
the Russian translation of my monograph Tatarskoe igo (which he edited) [2] on
the basis of two Latin sources, the report of the deposition at the 1245 Council of
Lyon by Archbishop Petr of Belgorod and the epistle of Pope Alexander IV to
Prince Alexander Nevskii in1248. The former refers to a jugum and the latter jugo
Tartarice. Seleznev proposes that jugum could have been a translation of a term
like nevolia (subordination) or vole tatarskoe (Tatar subordination), which appear
in the thirteenth-century Galician-Volhynian chronicle. Petr knew no Latin, Greek
or Hebrew. Catholic (and Orthodox) clergy envisaged the Mongol conquest as
enslavement analogous to the Biblical Babylonian Captivity (plen) of the Hebrews,
which was translated into Latin as iugum and into Slavic as iarmo or igo
vavilonskoe (Babylonian yoke). Therefore, the phrases “Tatar igo” or “Horde igo”
cannot be classified as anachronisms, because at least Nevskii’s princely chancel-
lery had access to the term in Latin. How widespread familiarity with the text was
remains an open question. Seleznev proposes that iugum Tartarice translated the
Galician-Volhynian chronicle’s nevolia Tatarskoe [16, p. 1127-137].

Seleznev’s superb analysis of the impact of a Scriptural mentality on Catholic
and Orthodox Christian perception of Rus’-Tatar relations, shared by Rudakov,
lays a foundation for arguing that chronicle-writers might have been inspired to
relegate the Tatar conquest to a “capture” (plenenie) on the basis of the model of
the Babylonian Captivity (plen). As argued above, I do not think we can treat igo,
nasilie and vole as perfect synonyms, nor iarmo and igo. I find his equation of mul-
tiple, admittedly overlapping, terms for Tatar rule less convincing, in part precisely
because, to both Catholic and Orthodox authors, iugum/igo possessed a strong
scriptural context, lacking in nevole. Seleznev himself notes the connection of igo
to foreigners (16, p. 1147), but fails to appreciate that “subordination” (nevole)
lacked the same cultural baggage. We have no information on the basis of which to
evaluate the quality of the Latin translation of Archbishop Petr’s declaration. Only
parallel texts could substantiate the assertion that Archbishop Petr translated nevole
as iugum. If the original was tatarskoe nevole then we have to further explain the
omission of the adjective “Tatar” in the translation. In any case, while the use of
iugum without adjective antedates Dlugosz by over two centuries, it does not affect
our analysis of “Tatar igo.” Obviously the papal epistle also cannot represent a
Rus’ historical judgment. How the papal chancellery gained access to a phrase in
the Galician-Volhynian Chronicle is unexplored and unexplained; neither written
nor oral communication seems convicning. Seleznev seems not to be familiar with
either Ostrowski’s or Keenan’s location of jugum tartarce in sixteenth-century
Latin texts, else he would have realized and called attention to a consequence of his
discovery of the contents of the papal epistle. Seleznev’s allusion to “the Tatar
Yoke” in Latin antedates Miechowski’s by over two centuries.

The foreign context of igo informs the unique use of the term to convey Rus’-
on-Rus’ relations, specifically of the grand principality of Vladimir and then Mos-
cow toward Novgorod, mentioned above. The Kazanskaia istoriia, which postdates
the end of Tatar rule, notes that in Batu’s time Novgorod freed itself from the “igo
of slavery” to the Grand Principality of Vladimir and separated itself from Rus’,
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that is, became foreign to Rus’, until Ivan III, Grand Prince of Vladimir and Mos-
cow, restored Novgorod’s subordination to the “igo of slavery.” Still, it is very
unexpected to say the least to find talk of Muscovy’s imposition of an “igo of slav-
ery” in Slavic in such a pro-Muscovite source as Kazanskaia istoriia.

Seleznev concedes but underestimates scholarly ignorance of the disse-
mination of the Latin phrase in Pope Alexander IV’s epistle. If a Rus’ bureaucrat,
scribe or chronicler saw and understood the Latin “Tatar Yoke,” then we have to
explain why no Rus’ book-man used it in Slavic for approximately the following
four hundred years. Nevertheless, Seleznev’s argument is a game-changer in an-
other way in analyzing the evolution of “Tatar igo” in Latin, for two reasons. First,
he has demonstrated that the phrase “Tatar Yoke” in Latin to describe Mongol rule
of Rus’ is as old as Tatar rule over Rus’. Of course we have no idea whether a pa-
pal letter to a Rus’ prince in the thirteenth century, preserved in Papal archives, had
anything to do with the appearance of the phrase “Tatar Yoke” in Latin in the six-
teenth century or “Tatar igo” in Slavic in the seventeenth century. Evidence is to-
tally lacking. But that may not matter, because, second, Seleznev’s evocation of the
Scriptural ancestry of “yoke” in Latin or “igo” in Slavic demonstrates that anyone
familiar with the Old Testament would have had no difficulty in associating the
Mongol conquest of Rus’ with the model of the Egyptian slavery of the Hebrews or
their Babylonian Captivity. Indeed Seleznev and Rudakov, despite their disagree-
ments over whether “Tatar igo” is anachronistic or accurate, agree on the profound
influence of the Scriptural world-view upon the perception of current events by
medieval Christians east and west. Of course this is hardly a new idea, but the
depth of their research raises the level of its application. It might very well be that
our search for a linguistic genealogy of the phrase “Tatar Yoke” in Latin is mis-
conceived. Multiple Latinophone authors over the course of the centuries of Tatar
rule in Rus’ and beyond could independently have made the leap to categorizing
Tatar rule as the “Tatar Yoke.”

In a way, however, ironically, this understanding of the evolution of “Tatar
Yoke” in Latin reinforces the anomaly that in the thirteenth to sixteenth centuries
Catholic writers made that leap from “yoke” to “iugum Tartarice” but no Slavic /
Russian writer linked igo with tatarskoe until the second half of the seventeenth
century. The asynchronous literary history of the Latin and Slavic versions of the
phrase “Tatar Yoke” / Tatarskoe igo remains as mysterious as ever.’

THE “MONGOLIAN LEGACY” IN THE EURASIAN CONCEPT

Abstract. The purpose of the article is to analyze the intellectual evolution of the Eurasians'
assessment of the role of Mongolian statehood in the formation of the Muscovite kingdom.
Research materials: The article uses the works, published in Eurasian publications of the
1920s and 1930s, written by authors who were both members of the movement and sympa-
thized with it at a certain stage of their activities.

Novelty and results of the study: The Eurasian concept, which arose at the intersection of
historiosophy and geography, represented a systemic vision of a new continent — “Russia-
Eurasia”. Anti-Westernism became the ideological vector of the new movement; the catas-
trophe of 1917 was directly associated with the dominance of European culture in the Rus-
sian Empire. The anti-Western sentiment as a key ideologeme demanded, first of all, histor-
ical arguments. The Eurasians’ appeal to the topic of the influence of the Mongols on the
Russian principalities was natural, since the Mongol era fully corresponded to this
ideologeme. The Eurasians only had to substantiate and prove the positive influence of the
power of Genghis Khan’s state on the forming of the Russian state. The use of the geopoli-
tical method was the most successful approach for solving this problem. The Eurasians
indicated their positions and their vision of the historical process more than they offered
specific historical studies on the topic of the Mongol influence on the development of the
Muscovite Kingdom.

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CAFFA AND TANA: CONFRONTATION AND PARTNERSHIP
OF THE ITALTIAN MARITIME REPUBLICS IN THE NORTHERN
BLACK SEA REGION IN THE 13th-15th CENTURIES

Abstract. The aim of the research is to study the evolving relations between the Italian
maritime republics and their trading posts in the Black Sea region against the background
of their relations with the Golden Horde. To analyze the nature and causes of these trans-
formations, new materials from the Venetian and Genoese archives are utilized, namely
unpublished documents from the Venetian and Genoese archives of Italy: the decrees of the
Venetian Senate related to navigation, the funds of the Judges of Petitions and Advocates of
the Commune containing materials of claims on trade cases, account books (massarie) of
Genoese Caffa (Feodosia), and the acts of notaries. The research is focused on the influence
of trade bans regarding navigation to Tana (Azov), introduced by Genoa in relation to Ve-
nice in the 13th—14th centuries, on the state of trade in the region, as well as how the gradu-
al lifting of the bans gradually evolved into a trade partnership between the merchants of
the maritime republics. This partnership, however, was complicated by the rivalry between
the two main Black Sea trading outposts, Caffa and Tana. The relations between Caffa and
Tana are examined in the context of internal struggles within the Golden Horde, where their
ties with Edigu and his political adversaries played a crucial role in events. The desire of
the Genoese administration in Caffa to expand its sphere of influence in the region, espe-
cially in the waters of the Sea of Azov, was manifested by the fact that the authorities of
Caffa kept their garrisons in Vosporo (Kerch), Matrega (on Taman), and Mapa (Anapa) to
control the navigation of Venetian ships, and above all to prevent their passage through the
Kerch Strait. In order to control the straits, the magistrates of the trading stations presented
gifts to the emirs of Copa (at the mouth of the Kuban), to Matrega, to the khan's envoys, to
the beylerbey Edigu, and to many others. The author demonstrates how commercial ties
and contacts between the residents of the Venetian and Genoese trading stations in Tana
were combined with the political confrontation between their authorities, especially when
the relations between the metropolises — Venice and Genoa — were often hostile and were
only softened during periods when they were under the threat of external attacks.

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THE PRINCIPLE OF GLOBALIZATION,
OR VENICE AND THE MONGOLS IN THE MIDDLE AGES:
ON THE BOOK BY NICOLA DI COSMO AND LORENZO PUBBLICI

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Abstract. This article analyzes the monograph by Italian historians Nicola di Cosmo, Pro-
fessor of East Asian Studies at the Institute for Advanced Study (Princeton, USA) and Lo-
renzo Pubblici, Professor at the University of Naples «Orientale» (Italy), devoted to trade
and diplomatic relations between the Venetians and Mongols on the Silk Roads in the 13th—
15th centuries.

Research materials: The monograph by Di Cosmo N., Pubblici L. titled Venezia e i
Mongoli. Commercio e diplomazia sulle vie della seta nel medioevo (secoli XIII-XV). Ro-
ma: Viella, 2022. 315 p.

Novelty and results of the study: In the 13th century, two forces met in the Black Sea: the
Venetians, representatives of the dominant maritime republic in the Mediterranean, and the
Mongols, masters of vast territories that included China, Persia, Central Asia, and others. In
solidarity with the methodological constructs of the American sociologist Janet Abu-
Luhod, the authors of the monograph proposed for review consider Mongol power, estab-
lished in the course of campaigns of conquest, as Pax Mongolica not only in the sense of
political organization, but also as a trading subsystem which was purposefully built, on the
one hand, by the Mongol rulers, and on the other hand, actively supported by the Venetians
in particular. The book consists of two parts. The first part reconstructs the event and politi-
cal context of the emergence of Mongolian geopolitics out of a multitude of regional politi-
cal systems and economies that created the necessary conditions for close contact with the
Venetians, the main stages of these relationships, and the role of the Black Sea in the histo-
ry of trade relations between the Mongols and the Venetians. In the second part of the book,
the authors analyze the specific mechanisms of trade and diplomatic relations, noting the
hard and innovative work of both participants in a huge network. In particular, this section
is about the figure of Marco Polo and his journey, touching on the development of naviga-
tion, legal aspects of relations, and means of exchange and communication. The review
gives a brief characterization of the methodological constructs employed by the authors,
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considers the content of the work, evaluates individual conclusions of the authors, and
concludes on the importance of the two historians’ research.

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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to study the relations between the populations of the
Iberian Peninsula and the Golden Horde.

Research materials: Written sources, archaeological data (ceramics, numismatics, etc.).
Novelty and results of the study: For the first time, the article specifically examines the
little-studied connections during the 13th—15th centuries between the Iberian Peninsula and
the Jochid Ulus. Information is collected from various written sources of the 13th—15th
centuries, created in the territory of the Iberian Peninsula and reporting on the Golden
Horde, as well as written sources related to the activities of immigrants from the Iberian
Peninsula to the territory of the Jochi Ulus (engaged in diplomacy, trade, and missionary
activity). Some of the sources (Catalan Atlas, "Book of acquaintance with all kingdoms")
contain unique information related to the Golden Horde. Additional sources about the con-
nections under consideration are information about slaves from Eastern Europe who came
to Catalonia from the Northern Black Sea region as a result of trade. The data of numisma-
tics (coins of Aragon from the territory of the Golden Horde), archaeological finds (Spanish
ceramics from the Golden Horde cities of the Crimea, the Volga region, etc.), heraldry and
epigraphy data from the Crimea include items that have become known only in recent
years. Material sources document the existence of the considered connections. The article
also considers the possibility of contacts between Spain and the Crimean Khanate in the
16th—17th centuries.

THE FUNCTION OF CERTAIN THEONYMS IN THE MEDIEVAL TURKIC-
LANGUAGE WORK “NAHJ AL-FARADIS” BY MAHMUD AL-BULGARI

Abstract. This article examines how the names’ of Allah functioned in the text of "Nahj al-
Faradis" by Mahmud al-Bulgari written in 1358. The aim of the article is to identify the
composition of the theonymic lexicon and to describe its structural-semantic, functional-
stylistic features which described religious beliefs in the analysed text.

Currently, eleven manuscripts of this work are known; the original written in 1358 is mis-
sing. The material of the study is a transcribed text published in 2019, edited by
M. Mirgaleev, based on the Istanbul list of 1360, ‘Nahj al-Faradis’ by Mahmud al-
Bulgari. The study reveals that theonyms in the text of the work represent a single system
in which each name is in direct connection with the only proper Name of God.

Turkic medieval sources provide concrete theonymic material for the cultural and historical
study of Islam’s formation during the Golden Horde in the Volga region. Theonyms in
Islam belong to the most ancient lexical layers. Despite that, the theonyms-included texts
were created over several centuries ago, the principle of naming the God remained un-
changing throughout the time. Being based on textual analysis, this article reveals the func-
tioning features of lexical units denoting the names of Allah. The significance of traditions
of the Muslim East and regional traditions in the formation of religious thought of Muslims
of the Volga region in the Golden Horde period has been revealed, which represents the
scientific novelty of the study. Remaining within the traditional Muslim concept frame-
work, Mahmud Bulgari still contributed to the development of theonymic vocabulary char-
acteristic in the Volga region during the Golden Horde.

Abstract. Objective: to study the nomenclature of geographical names from the territory of
the Golden Horde, presented in medieval European, Arab and Persian narratives and on this
basis to imagine how the medieval world saw the geography of this state in the 13th—14th
centuries.

Research materials: European works — Plano Caprini, Willem Rubruk, Marco Polo, Johann
Schiltberger, Josaphat Barbaro, Arab works — Ibn al-Zahir, Rukn ad-Din Baybars, Abu I-
Fida, al-Nuweiri, al-Mufaddal, ad-Dzehebi, al-Omari, Ennasir, ibn-Battuta, al-Forat, ibn-
Khaldun, al-Kashkandi, al-Makrizi, al-Asadi, al-Askalani, ibn-Arabshah, al-Aini) and Per-
sian — Juzjani , Juvaini, Wassaf, Qazwini, Zein ad-Din, Sheikh Uwais, Nizam-ad-din-
Shami, Natanzi, Sherif-ad-din Yazdi authors, available to us in translations into Russian
and European languages.

Results and scientific novelty: the classification of names contained in narratives according
to groups accepted in geography — horonyms, hydronyms and urbanonyms — shows that
their number in groups is approximately the same: horonyms — 18 names, hydronyms — 15,
urbanonyms — 16. The frequency of their mentions by medieval narrativist varies depend-
ing on how significant they were from the point of view of geographical knowledge of the
Golden Horde by the medieval world. As for urbanonyms, how noticeable a particular city
was from the point of view of international trade. Since the narrativist writers of the 13th-
14th centuries, with rare exceptions, did not themselves visit the territory of the Golden
Horde, their geographical nomenclature differs little over time. In this regard, the works of
European authors who themselves visited the Golden Horde differ. But the list of
hydronyms, horonyms and urbanonyms they provided was determined by the specific route
of their passage through the territory of this state. Therefore, in the perception of the con-
sumers of this information — contemporaries — the Golden Horde appeared as an endless
plain inhabited by nomads, very poorly urbanized.

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Abstract. Research objectives: An analysis of vessels decorated with epigraphic motifs
preserved in the glazed ceramics collection of the Kutaisi Historical Museum and, based on
the analysis of similar material, determining the collection’s origins.

Research materials: The artifacts found during the 1984-2010 archeological research of the
medieval city of Kutaisi, which are preserved in the archeological fund of the museum,
were used.

Results and novelty of the research: The tradition of ornamenting ceramics with Arabic
calligraphic inscriptions was widespread in the Eastern world since the 10th century. Arabic
letters were considered a sacred image in the Middle Ages and had a semantic meaning.
The inscriptions were aphoristic in content (religious sayings from the Qur'an, admoni-
tions), blessed and benevolent (blessings, wishes for success), or consisted only of words
(names of God and prophets), syllables, or single letters. Later, the epigraphic ornament
developed in two directions. First, the letters were transformed into plant flowers and flo-
wers as a result of stylization; that is, the process of floriation developed. Secondly, the
epigraphic ornament turned into a stylized pseudo-epigraphical motif imitating the Arabic
script. As a result of the comparison of the Kutaisi samples with their foreign counterparts
and the analysis of the inscription, it was determined that one of the bowls is decorated with
a pseudo-epigraphical ornament, in particular, with separate letters and signs of the word
“ikbal” (success) made in imitation of Kufic calligraphy. It may be either an imported
product or a local imitation. The second bowl is undoubtedly an oriental-style Kashan ware
imported from the Muslim world, the epigraphic ornament of which represents the Arabic
word “ikbal” written in Kufic letters. The question of its origin is still controversial (Lower
Volga Region, Khorezm, Nishapur) and requires additional research. It is a novelty that, for
the first time, an imported item of glazed ceramics decorated with an epigraphic ornament
from the Kutaisi collection was brought into scientific circulation.

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Introduction

Among the cultural heritage monuments protected in the archeology fund of
the Kutaisi Historical Museum, the collection of glazed ceramics is an interesting
material. The samples included in it, along with other important artifacts, were
discovered in the territory of the Kutaisi Castle during the archaeological expedi-
tions led by Professor Omar Lanchava in 1984-2010. Archaeological studies of
Kutaisi's old city Castle revealed that there were smelting houses and workshops in
the area, in the vicinity of which various artifacts representing production, items for
preparing glaze powder and ornamented fragments of glazed ceramics were dis-
covered, the number of which reaches 1000 items [18, p. 130]. The dating of these
samples according to stratigraphic data was determined from the 9th—18th centuries
[28, p. 304]. This is the period when, thanks to the perfection of manufacturing
methods and the discovery of glazing techniques, the production of ceramics
reached a significant flowering. Of course, the Kutaisi potters did not lag behind
this process of growth, as evidenced by the samples of glazed ceramics made by
local artisans. The collection also includes materials imported from other regions
and designs based on foreign traditions. This is not surprising — medieval Kutaisi
was the capital of unified Georgia (1008—1122) and an advanced center. The de-
velopment of socio-economic, trade and political relations was a contributing fac-
tor to the development of various branches of craftsmanship, including the produc-
tion of glazed ceramics, to the formation and introduction of the system of princi-
ples of its decoration, composition, style and drawing.

The collection of glazed ceramics from Kutaisi is noteworthy for the fact that
it can fully answer many questions related to the problem of identifying analogies
and characteristic features of glazed ceramics, the study of historical, cultural and
socio-economic relations with foreign countries near and far, etc. Despite the
above, the Kutaisi part of the glazed ceramics is almost not included in scientific
circulation, the peculiarities of its ornamental decor are completely unstudied and
thus unknown to researchers interested in similar issues and the general public. In
order to solve this urgent issue, a grant project “Stages of development of glazed
ceramic ornament and its scientific cataloging” was presented to the Shota
Rustaveli National Science Foundation of Georgia by the Kutaisi Historical Muse-
um research group, which received funding and is currently being implemented.
The final result of the project will be a means of solving the above-mentioned
problem, namely the analysis of the ornamentation of glazed ceramics.

For the current stage of project implementation, it was revealed that Kutaisi
glazed ceramics of the middle ages are characterized by all the main features,
which are generally characteristic of ceramic products spread over a wide area of
the East and West.
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In the Kutaisi collection of glazed ceramics, fragments of vessels decorated
with various ornaments are collected. There are geometric (stripes, rings, concen-
tric circles, ovals), vegetal (stylized leaves, flowers, branches, fruits); plant-
geometric; Fragments of pottery decorated with zoomorphic (various birds, fishes,
predatory animals), epigraphic (words or individual letters), abstract ornaments and
various symbols (religious, solar disk and leprechaun).

Historical-cultural and artistic research, structural-typological analysis of the
ornamental decor of glazed ceramics was carried out by the designers; The stages
of evolution were determined. A comparative analysis and search for parallels of
glazed ceramics and other artifacts (stone reliefs, monumental and miniature paint-
ings, textiles, etc.) decorated with plant and zoomorphic ornament was discussed
[35; 16; 17], the influences of Western and Eastern art were revealed.

In general, the issue of ornamentation of various monuments of decorative and
applied art is actively studied by Georgian researchers, and accordingly in publica-
tions they discuss the semantic, artistic or stylistic significance, aspects of compo-
sitional research of the ornament depicted on various samples (stone reliefs, en-
graving, enamel, monumental and miniature painting, jewelry, textiles, etc.).
Among the recent Georgian publications remarkable are — L. Lursmanashvili and
others [32], G. Kvantidze and others [27], G. Kvantidze [26], the works of
M.Tevzaia [36] and other researchers.

Publications devoted to the study of glazed ceramic ornaments are abundantly
presented in foreign scientific literature, which, unfortunately, cannot be said about
the Georgian reality. In our country, unfortunately, we still do not have important
scientific publications dedicated to the study of glazed ceramic ornaments, while in
Georgia there is quite diverse and interesting material, which is less studied in this
direction. This article is an attempt to eliminate this deficiency. The aim of the
paper is to analyze the differently decorated, in particular, the artifacts ornamented
with epigraphic motifs preserved in the glazed ceramics collection of the Kutaisi
Historical Museum, and to determine their origin based on the analysis of similar
material.

In foreign works, quite a lot of attention is devoted to the study of epigraphic
ornaments of glazed ceramics, and their deciphering has been a subject of special
study by researchers for many years. To this issue even in the 20th century were
devoted the works of O. Bolshakov [2], A. Krachkovskaya [23], N. Grazhdankina
[9], Ch. Wilkinson [37] and others. Among the recent publications, interesting are
the works of N. Lisova [31], M. Ekhtiari [7], S. Ilyasova [12], J. Ilyasov [11],
E. Giuli [10], B. Kurbanov [24], A. Iskanderova [13] and others. Of those named,
the following are particularly noteworthy:

e N. Lisova’s monograph “Ornament of glazed dishes from the Golden
Horde cities of the Lower Volga region”. In the work, the features, characteristic
elements, motifs and composition of the ornament of the Golden Horde period are
thoroughly analyzed. The researcher has searched for analogues of the Golden
Horde ornament in other countries, types of influence and its stylistic features.

e B. Kurbanov’s article “Epigraphics on Medieval Glazed Ceramic Products
from the Collection of the Bukhara Museum-Reserve”, in which the epigraphic
motifs of medieval glazed ceramics preserved in the collection of the Bukhara State
Museum-Reserve of Uzbekistan are analyzed.
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e Iskanderova and M. Sultanova’s work “Ornamentation on Glazed Cera-
mics of Khorezm (13th—14th cc.)”, in which types of ornamental motifs of glazed
ceramics of Khorezm 13th—14th centuries are discussed and epigraphic ornaments
are analyzed, thus it is interesting according to the research topic.

Materials and Methods

Fragments of glazed ceramics decorated with epigraphic ornament preserved
in the Kutaisi Historical Museum, found during the archaeological researches of
the medieval Kutaisi city were used as research material.

The following modern methods were selected as the main criteria for studying
the issue: the principle of historical materials analysis; Visual-descriptive, statisti-
cal, typological, formal classification, technological, comparative analysis and
analogies.

Results
Discussion and Conclusion

The tradition of decorating ceramics with calligraphic inscriptions has spread
widely in the Eastern Muslim world since the 10th century. This was facilitated by
the fact that in the vast territory conquered by the Arab Caliphate, especially in the
cultural space and art of the Eastern countries, Arabic calligraphy (calligraphy —
Greek — “beautiful writing”’) was thoroughly established. It is true that the Arabs
were not the first to use epigraphy for decorative purposes, but unlike others, they
significantly expanded the scope of the usual use of calligraphy and, thanks to the
decorative capabilities of the Arabic script, created a special artistic form — an in-
dependent ornament. It should be noted here that putting an inscription on a ceram-
ic product should not have been a foreign tradition for Georgian potters, as the
inscription on a pitcher found as a result of archaeological research in the area of
old city settlement cellar of Nekresi [4, p. 7], Georgian inscriptions scratched on
the polished surface of small vessels [1, p. 8] and the inscribed building ceramics
found during the excavation of various settlements in Georgia [19, p. 58, 75; 15,
p.- 21; 3, p. 24; 38, p. 43] testifies. However, inscriptions and artist's painting are
more rarely found on Georgian artistic ceramics, which makes it sharply different
from oriental products of a similar style [1, p. 14].

Arabic calligraphic ornament played an important cultural role in Muslim
countries and was intensively used for the purposes of fine art, in particular, for the
decoration of various artistic products — ceramics, porcelain and metal products,
carpets and other fabrics, coins, and also architectural monuments (mainly cult
buildings) [14].

In complex compositions, epigraphic elements based on Arabic script enliv-
ened the ornamental scheme. On ceramic products — jars, bowls, jugs and other
vessels, the inscription was placed concentrically, close to the edge. Inscriptions
were mainly completed in two styles: “Kufi” — with straight, clear, angular outlines
of letters and “Naskhi” — with more rounded letters. The inscriptions were in the
form of aphoristic (religious sayings from the Qur'an, exhortation), blessing and
benevolent (barakah, success), or only in the form of words (names of God and
prophets), syllables, or individual letters. Arabic letters in the Middle Ages were
considered a sacred image and had a semantic meaning, so, for example, the letter
O (“nun”) means the word “nusrat”, i.e. “success”, “victory”. [8, p. 25; 6, p. 662].

Later, the epigraphic ornament underwent certain changes: the first direction —
the letters of the Kufic ornament, as a result of stylization, were transformed into
plant flowers and flower spikes (floriation process); The second direction — the
epigraphic ornament turned into a stylized pseudo-epigraphic motif imitating the
Arabic script. At this time, the image is devoid of meaning, is not readable and is
used only for decoration. It is likely that the emergence of such ornaments was
facilitated by ignorance of the Arabic alphabet, when master potters created imita-
tion epigraphic decorative compositions imitating calligraphic ornaments and were
unfamiliar with the Arabic language and script. It is through such imitation of cal-
ligraphic ornament that pseudo-epigraphic ornaments were created.

Most likely, one of the pieces from the glazed ceramics collection of the Kuta-
isi Historical Museum represents an interesting product decorated with pseudo-
epigraphic ornament.

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Bowl — fragment of side, mouth and base (s. 9539 AAAA-764. c.t. no. 4073;
4011.85), reddish-colored clay. Well settled clay. Restored. The inner edge is co-
vered with a white engobe. The decoration is done with scratched lines filled with
swamp paint. Two concentric circle lines made by scraping are placed on the
mouth in the form of a belt, and on the inner surface of the skirt, at the beginning, a
wide belt-ring is made of two similar concentric circles, which is divided into seg-
ments. Closely spaced radial lines are scratched in every second segment. Various
signs similar to Arabic letters are inserted in the segments free of lines. In the mid-
dle, on the base of the bowl, there is a spiral ornament, which represents the sym-
bol of the sun. The bowl is covered with transparent glaze. The half part of outer
side is engobed and a colorless crystal glass is applied to it. The mouth of the bowl
is thickened and spread out, the mouth is folded, the heel is pulled out, hollow.
Dimensions: heel diameter — 7 cm; heel height — 1 cm; thickness of the fold — 0.4
cm; The thickness of the mouthpiece is 0.6 cm; total height — 6.5 cm; It was dis-
covered: Kutaisi old city settlement, at the foot of the castle located in the northeast
of the Bagrat temple (Fig. 1, 1).

The outline of individual letter-signs of the ornament inserted in the segments
of the bowl (Fig. 1, 2) resembles the outline of the letters of the epigraphic orna-
ment of Kashan ceramics of the Golden Horde period, about which in her mono-
graph N. Lisova explains that it represents a word written with a broad brush in the
Kufic script — “ikbal” (success) (Fig. 1, 3) [31, p. 72; 31, p. 154 tab. No. 21]. After
careful observation, one gets the impression that the letters are made by an un-
washed hand.

As a result of analyzing the obvious similarities between the ornament of the
Kutaisi bowl and the Kufic calligraphic inscription, various tentative opinions can
be expressed:

* On the Kutaisi bowl, the letters of the word “ikbal” are inserted in each seg-
ment;

» each sign may represent a ligature (letter-sign representing two or more
graphemes);

» Each symbol in a segment is a compressed scrambled word, or a kind of
cryptogram (encoded word).

As we mentioned above, medieval masters often depicted benevolence, bless-
ing, aphoristic or other inscriptions on their products. In some cases, craftsmen
resorted to ligatures and cryptograms to depict long phrases in a relatively limited
area. Such inscriptions are often left unread. In addition, as we mentioned above,
epigraphic inscriptions were transferred from one sample to another — through cop-
ying, by those people (master's apprentices, disciples) who did not know the true
meaning of the inscription and letters, which led to the loss of meaning and turning
the text into a pseudo-epigraphic ornament. Obviously, this circumstance also
complicates the deciphering of the inscription.

Based on the above, the glazed ceramic jar, from the collection of the Kutaisi
Historical Museum, is decorated with a pseudo-epigraphical ornament depicting
the Muslim world, namely, the word “ikbal” (success), made in imitation of Kufic
calligraphy, with separate letters and signs. This allows us to assume that the men-
tioned sample is an imported oriental product, however, it is also possible that it is
a local copy of a foreign glazed vessel.
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In the Kutaisi collection, there is another fragment of a bowl decorated with
epigraphic ornament from a relatively later period, which attracts attention with a
different style of artistic decoration.

Bowl — fragment of a side (sh. 9539 AA-764. ts. sav. No2749.84), white clay.
The decoration is made with light relief modeling. The upper edge of the inner side
is decorated with a blue-white ornamental narrow strip. Calligraphic ornaments are
painted with black contours below the strip — Arabic letters, on which large dots of
dark blue color with light blue spots are applied; One of the repeated letter-signs,
which has the shape of an inverted punctuation mark — a comma, has sharp tur-
quoise spots. Surrounding each ornament is a continuous row of black, fine dots.
Below them are a pair of black lines (concentric circles), between which there is a
large dark blue dot with a light blue spot. Below the black outline are stylized tear-
drop-shaped Figures arranged in a grid, with a large blue dot in the middle (also
dotted). A bead of small black dots surrounds the Figures. On the edge of the frag-
ment, radially, in relief modeling, a black line shows flower-rose petals, on top of
which an arched ornament is inserted. A chain of vertical dashed lines is drawn in
the middle of the sides, and two large blue dots are placed at the edges — vertically.
The bowl is covered with colorless, transparent glaze. Dimensions: thickness of the
fold — 0.4 cm; Found: Kutaisi old city settlament, west of Bagrat temple (Fig. 2).

Parallels of this kind of glazed vessels can be found in Georgia. According to
the decoration technique and similar material, similar vessels are considered to be
Sultanabad products and dated to the first half of the 14th century [33, p. 60].

Analogues of the Kutaisi bowl (we can say exact analogues) are found in a
large number in a geographically quite wide area, which includes the Crimea, the
Azov region, the Moscow Kremlin [22, p. 742], Belarus [29, p. 618], Lower Volga
Region [34, p. 688; 31, p. 196; 30, p. 781; ], North Caucasus [9, p. 128], Khorezm
(Central Asia) [21, p. 798; 20, p. 819; 13, p. 63] and others. The materials obtained
as a result of archaeological research confirm this (Fig. 3). The named samples date
back to the Golden Horde period. All of them are polychrome and made with relief
modeling of the ornament. There is no doubt that for this period we are dealing
with the formation of a different tradition and a new artistic style of decorating
glazed ceramics with epigraphic ornaments.

The analysis of completely preserved bowls reveals that a certain typical, gen-
eralized form of decoration of glazed vessels has been developed and the principle
of decoration is the same in all cases, namely: the outer surface of the bowls is
decorated with a relief rose decorated with blue dots and an arched ornament at-
tached to the upper edge of the vessel. Rose petals are divided into two parts by a
chain of vertical short lines; The interior design scheme is different. It can be said
that it is too decorative and overloaded, but this does not prevent it from being
harmonious and balanced at the same time. The inner rim is characterized by the
uniformity of the ornamentation of the skirts (ornamented belts, concentric circles),
while the base of the vessel is distinguished by a different compositional solution
(Fig. 3). The inner surface is divided into zones by alternating concentric circles,
decorated belts and a central composition. In each zone, the elements are arranged
according to a certain rhythm:

* In a wide belt near the edge an epigraphic ornament is drawn in large,
“thick” letters. The mentioned motive has been carefully discussed by the resear-
chers — A. Iskanderova [13, p. 10], O. Kuznetsova [25, p. 173), n. Grajdankina [9,
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p. 128] and O. Bolshakov [2, p. 35]. N. Lisova [31, p. 196] and Iskanderova [13,
p- 62] in their works is noted that the ornament represents the Arabic word “ikbal”
(luck?), written in Kufic letters, repeated several times (Fig. 4, 1);

» The next, relatively narrow, belt is made with the motif of stylized drops
(tears) decorated with a large blue dot. The drops are depicted in the form of ex-
tremely schematic Figures, which is why they have a rather interesting interpreta-
tion, namely: some researchers refer to such a motif as “diving (watching) fish”
[22, p. 741, 743], with another interpretation this motif is called “peacock eye” [22,
p. 741; 31, p. 84, 64]. The peacock eye in Islamic symbolism is associated with the
“eye of the heart” and inner vision, which is why they were used quite often in
Islamic aesthetic culture.

» Each belt is separated from each other and from the central composition of
the base of the vessel by a ring surrounded by black concentric circles, in which a
large blue dot is inserted here and there.

* The bottom of the vessel — the center is accented with a different decor,
which at the same time is also a compositional center. The central composition, in
contrast to the typical, uniform decoration of the sides of the bowl, is distinguished
by a variety of ornamentation (Fig. 3, 2—6): there is a plant motif, a six-pointed
star, a floral motif combined with a geometric one. Sometimes zoomorphic (duck,
peacock, fish, predatory animals) or abstract Figures, etc. are represented. For ex-
ample, one of the bowls shown in the picture has a small blue circle in the center,
surrounded by white and black concentric circles; outside of them, a six-pointed
star obtained by intertwining two equilateral triangles (Fig. 3, 2); The base of the
second bowl is decorated with a stylized lotus flower (Fig. 3, 3); There are compo-
sitions of ducks (Fig. 3, 4), abstract forms similar to “rolling clouds” (Fig. 3, 5), a
rhombic grid enclosed in a circle and alternating stylized drops (Fig. 3, 6) and
many others.

Similar to foreign bowls, the principle of dividing the inner side into decorated
belts is clearly visible on the Kutaisi fragment, in particular, a wide epigraphic belt
is located near the edge — the very fragment on which the Arabic word “ikbal”
written in Kufic letters is read (Fig. 4, 2); And after it, a relatively narrow belt —
with a stylized “peacock eye” motif (Fig. 2).

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As we can see, according to the comparative analysis, despite the fragmenta-
tion of the Kutaisi ceramics, their identity is visible, which means that the foreign
ceramics are direct analogues of the Kutaisi ceramics. The mentioned fact, despite
the absence of a central composition, allows the graphic reconstruction of the
fragment of the Kutaisi bowl (Fig. 5).

The comparative analysis of Kutaisi and foreign materials reveals that we are
dealing with samples of the same origin and that the ceramic ware from the Kutaisi
museum collection is not locally made, but imported, oriental-style Kashan pottery,
decorated with Kufic letters and the Arabic word — “ikbal”.

The similarity of the decoration characteristic of the Kutaisi and foreign sam-
ples, the identity of the relief modeling of the ornament, the uniformity of the calli-
graphic inscription, the same compositional structure, form, motifs, and colors
allow us to conclude that all of them were made in the same area with the same
traditions and possibly in the same workshop. It is quite difficult to specify a spe-
cific place. Most of the authors name the place of origin of Kashan vessels with
such a compositional solution, decorated with epigraphic ornaments, in the Lower
Volga region of the time of the Golden Horde, some in Khorezm regions (Central
Asia), and others in the city of Nishapur (Iran, Khorasan). Lisova writes that exact-
ly the same inscriptions are on the well-known “Sultanabad” type Iranian bowls
and Syrian vase necks [31, p. 71]. The researcher notes that in Khorezm, the orna-
mentation characteristic of Kashan pottery did not occur earlier than in the Lower
Volga Region [31, p. 116]. Contrary to this assumption, in a recent publication [13,
p. 68] the opinion is expressed about the great role of Khorezm masters in the for-
mation of the ceramic crafts of the Golden Horde, which is explained by the tradi-
tion of bringing ceramic craftsmen from the conquered countries to the Golden
Horde; It is also noted that many decorative elements and relief ornaments of
Kashan ceramics of the Golden Horde originated in pre-Mongol Iran — Central
Asia, in particular, they include the “peacock eye” motif, epigraphic ornament —
“ikbal”, lotus flowers or zoomorphic images [13, p. 68]. This opinion was ex-
pressed by the authors in the publications — Bulatov N., Soviet Archaeology, M.,
1968 and Kdyrniyazov, Issues of History, archeology and ethnology of
Karakalpakstan, Nukus, 1990. Therefore, the question of the origin of the above-
described samples is still controversial, therefore, the question of the attribution of
the Kutaisi glazed ceramic vessel remains unclear and only assumptions can be
made about its origin. The mentioned problem needs additional study — including
the full array of existing sources.

It should not be surprising to find foreign-made Kashan pottery decorated with
epigraphic ornament in the territory of medieval Kutaisi old settlement. Of course,
it is impossible to prove for sure — in what way it should have got to Kutaisi old
city. The period to which similar Kashan pottery dates, i.e. the turn of the 13th and
14th centuries, is the period of Mongol rule in Georgia. At that time, our country
had close political and socio-economic relations with the Eastern world — because
of political considerations, Georgian kings and princes often traveled to the territo-
ry of the Mongols (Ilkhans); Georgian nobles received valuable gifts from the
Mongols. The Georgian army took part in all Mongol campaigns [5] and returned
with trophy; In this period, despite the fact that the trade routes around Georgia
were somewhat reduced, the tradition of giving and receiving continued with the
Eastern world. Therefore, the possibility of bringing Kashan pottery to Kutaisi old
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settlament is not ruled out. One thing can be said for sure: the existence of a bowl
decorated with Arabic epigraphic ornaments in the territory of Kutaisi old
settlament is an indicator of cultural contacts and mutual relations between Georgia
and the Eastern Muslim world.

Therefore, from the bowl of the two types of glazed ceramics of the above-
mentioned oriental style, if there is an opinion about the first sample that it may be
a local copy, the second is undoubtedly an imported product of the Golden Horde
period and represents a fragment of the oriental-style Kashan ware imported from
the Muslim world (Lower Volga Region, Khorezm, or Nishapur). As for medieval
Kutaisi, it was undoubtedly a city where various types of glazed ceramics were
made in ceramic workshops and foreign products were imported through trade or
socio-political relations with foreign countries.

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THE ALANS IN MONGOLIA AND CHINA:
THE MAIN WRITTEN SOURCES (1253-1811)

Abstract. This paper is a source study review aimed at presenting the main information
that details the history of the Alans’ service to the Mongols in Mongolia and China. The
materials for the study were multilingual written sources covering the period from the mid-
13th to the early 19th centuries. A tidy, single summarizing of information from sources on
this issue, having such a wide chronological range, is the scientific novelty of the present
study. The relevance of the study is determined by the absence of such a work in the exist-
ing scientific tradition. Based on the results of the review, a general conclusion was made
that the Alans who served the Mongols in Mongolia and China took part in many signifi-
cant foreign and domestic political events in Mongolian history that took place in the East
Asia region from the mid-13th century onward, beginning with the conquest of Southern
China which was complete in 1279 and ending with the internal political struggle in the
Mongolian lands that followed the overthrow of the Yuan Dynasty in China in 1368. In
addition, it is noted that one of the Alan leaders, Arugtai, was even able to unite the warring
eastern Mongolian peoples for some time in the first quarter of the 15th century. At the
same time, it is indicated that the Alans, who by the will of historical fate found themselves
in Mongolia and China, could not avoid assimilation by the Mongols, having become part
of this people, known as the Asuts. Nevertheless, it is argued that even after becoming part
of the Mongolian people, the Alans continued to preserve such an important elements of
their ethnic identity as their self-designation until the beginning of the 19th century.

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INFORMATION ABOUT THE GOLDEN HORDE IN THE “SALTUK-NAME”
OF THE OTTOMAN AUTHOR EBUL-KHAIRY RUMI

Abstract. The purpose of the study is to analyze information on the history of the Golden
Horde from the multi-volume work of Ebul-Khayri Rumi “Saltuk-name”, an Ottoman au-
thor of the 15th century.

Research materials. Ottoman historical works contain quite original information about the
Golden Horde and the Tatar khanates. Their information allows us to reveal previously un-
known pages of the history of the Golden Horde period. One of such important and early
works is the three-volume work “Saltuk-name” by Ebul-Khayri Rumi, an Ottoman author of
the 15th century, describing the legendary history of Sary-Saltuk, who was engaged in the
spread of Islam, including in the lands of the Golden Horde, primarily in Crimea. In Russian-
language historiography, this author is little known and his information has not been used for
scientific research. The relevance of the article is explained by the need to introduce into
scientific circulation the information of the “Saltuk-name” about the Golden Horde.

Results and scientific novelty. The study is the first attempt at a systematic analysis of
Ebul-Khayri Rumi’s Saltuk-name in Russian. The novelty of the study is the introduction of
specific information from the Ottoman historical work and its interpretation into scientific
circulation. This study provides an important impetus for the introduction of information
from the works of Ottoman authors who wrote about the Golden Horde into active scien-
tific circulation.

Abstract. Research objectives: To study the problem of comparing the level of organiza-
tion of Nogai society at various levels up to the level of its elite.

Research materials: This work is based on the analysis of Russian embassy books and
chronicles. It is also based on the theoretical ideas of V.V. Trepavlov and P. Turchin. The
research uses the idea of "overproduction of the elite" as a theoretical framework.

Results and scientific novelty: In the narrow sense of the term, a limited number of top
status positions in the Nogai Horde were suitable for the elite. Initially, these were the ulus
bey and the Ulubi Horde. Naturally, with such a narrow base, fierce clashes for power were
inevitable since overproduction of the elite occurred almost as soon as such a community
appeared. Attempts to stabilize the system led to the emergence of a wing structure and an
increase in high-status positions, but the number of applicants to these positions was con-
stantly growing. As a result, the Nogai Horde fell into an "amplification effect" where the
number of applicants for high-status positions was noticeably greater than the social organ-
ization of the Nogai Horde could satisfy. This "amplification effect" occurred in the middle
of the 16th century. Due to the underdevelopment of the social structure of the Nogai con-
federation, it exploded from the inside.

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EDIGE’S DESCENDANTS IN RUSSIA
IN THE 16th-17th CENTURIES

Abstract. Purpose of the study: Recently, much fruitful work has been done to identify and
study the Nogai component in the structure of the highest stratum of service people of the
Russian state in the 16th—17th centuries. In particular, a list of clans was established, these
having every reason to consider themselves Edigeevichs — the descendants of the Golden
Horde backlerbek, Edige. In the presented work, an attempt is made to clarify the features
of the status of noble Nogai immigrants in the Moscow state and how it was influenced by
changes in the relationship between the Nogai Horde and the Orthodox monarchs.

Research materials: Archives of central Moscow orders and previous historiography on this
topic.

Results and scientific novelty of the study: It is assumed that starting from the middle of the
16th century, according to Moscow sources, the Mangyt state was subject to the Russian
tsars. This happened when Nogai turned to Ivan IV for investiture of the beys. In the steppe
they looked at this somewhat differently, and considered this step as the conclusion of some
kind of temporary agreement and alliance. However, the gradual degradation of statehood
in the Nogai Horde and the inflexible position of Moscow led to the fact that this formation
and the people who inhabited it began to become increasingly dependent on the will of the
Russian monarchs with each passing decade. As a result, the status of the Mangyt clan
nobility evolved from the position of children and grandchildren of natural sovereigns (who
entered the service of the monarch of a neighboring state) to ordinary citizenship with com-
pulsory service, like all the nobility under Peter I.

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THE TAMGA OF MAMALI IN THE GLINSKY PRINCES SEALS
OF THE 16th AND 17th CENTURIES

Abstract. To compare two sets of sources — ornithomorphic tamga marking coins issued in
the Mamai Horde in the late 14th century, and variants of tamga-shaped figures on the seals
of the Glinsky princes in the 16th and 17th centuries.

Research materials: Numismatic material of the Mamai Horde, seals of representatives of
the princes Glinsky family, and genealogical books.

Results and novelty of the research: The paper compares, on the one hand, the numismatic
material associated by researchers with the issue of mints controlled by Mamai, and on the
other hand, a body of sphragistic, heraldic, and genealogical sources belonging to the fami-
ly of the Glinsky princes who positioned themselves as direct descendants of this person-
age. The ornithomorphic tamga on Mamai’s coins has been interpreted as his personal and
ancestral sign only on a presumptive basis until now. Nonetheless, the truthfulness of the
genealogical legend of the Glinsky princes is detected in a series of other legends about
descent from famous ancestors with some skepticism. A comparative analysis of sources of
various types and kinds allows us to build a coherent picture of the history of the transfor-
mation of the personal and ancestral sign of Emir Mamai into a coat of arms figure, assimi-
lated by his descendants — the Glinsky princes. Thus, both the hypothesis that the
ornithomorphic tamga on coins from the late 14th century belonged to Mamai and the ge-
nealogical legend of the Glinsky princes are clearly confirmed.

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THE FALL OF THE GREAT HORDE IN THE ASSESSMENTS
OF RUSSIAN AND LITHUANIAN SOURCES

Abstract. The purpose of the study: The article is devoted to the analysis of the defeat of
the Great Horde in 1502 by Mengli-Giray based on Russian and Lithuanian sources, which
reflect the perception of contemporaries, their different views on this event from the Rus-
sian and Polish-Lithuanian sides.

Research materials: Nikon Chronicle is a chronicle of the 16th century. Vologda-Perm
Chronicle is a chronicle of the end of the 15th — first half of the 16th century. The 16th
century pictorial vault is a monument of book art containing 17 thousand miniatures.
Gustyn Chronicle is a chronicle of the last third of the 17th century, containing information
about the history of South-Western Rus’, Lithuania and Poland. Bykhovets Chronicle is a
source on the history of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania until 1506. Monuments of diploma-
tic relations of Ancient Russia with foreign powers. This source contains ambassadorial
letters on relations with the Crimean Khanate.

Results and novelty of the study: the article analyzes the defeat of the Great Horde on the
river Sula in 1502 in Russian and Lithuanian sources. It was possible to identify differences
in the interpretation of this event. Russian chronicles report on the fall that occurred rather
reservedly and assess it from a neutral position. Lithuanian chronicles and annals, on the
contrary, sympathize with the Great Horde in the outcome of this battle, and there is clear
condemnation of the political leadership of the Polish Kingdom and the Grand Duchy of
Lithuania. Differences in the perception of this event are due to the fact that the Great
Horde ceased to pose a great danger to the Russian principalities at the beginning of the
16th century, and all attention was focused on relations with the Crimean Khanate. The
Grand Duchy of Lithuania and the Kingdom of Poland tried to build an alliance with the
Great Horde, directed against Moscow and Crimea, so all the attention of contemporaries at
that time could be focused on relations with it, in addition, the battle took place on the terri-
tory that was part of the Grand Duchy of Lithuania. The Treatise on Tractatus de duabus
Sarmatiis is a source of Polish origin, written by the historian Maciej Miechowita and pub-
lished in 1517.

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Abstract. The aim of the research was to analyze the level of Islamization and, at the same
time, cultural and religious tolerance of the multiethnic and multi-confessional Turkic-
Finno-Ugric population of the Kazan Khanate. Among the objectives of the research were:
to review the degree of development of the state education and enlightenment system in the
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In 1438 or 1445, the Kazan Khanate (1438/1445—-1552/1556) was formed by
the former Golden Horde Khan Ulugh Muhammad and his son Mahmud. Its state
structure and culture were based on the heritage of Volga-Kama Bulgaria and the
Golden Horde, with significant elements of Central Asian, Middle Eastern, Crime-
an Tatar, and Nogai influences. Like in Bulgaria and the Horde before, the state-
hood of the Khanate had a distinctly Muslim character, dominated by the Hanafi
school of Sunni Islam, actively incorporating local customs and legal practices.
This school of thought was also widespread in the Astrakhan, Kasimov, Crimean,
and Siberian Tatar Khanates.

In all the mentioned states, it was specifically the Muslim clergy, alongside the
Chinggisid khans and Tatars (who constituted the highest social stratum), that de-
termined the socio-political life, as Islamic legal doctrine always regarded the state
as an institution endowed simultaneously with both religious and secular authority.
For example, the foundation of the judicial-legal system of the Kazan state was
Sharia, whose sources are the Quran, the Sunnah of the Prophet Muhammad, the
consensus of theologians and jurists. The Quran was the primary book and, togeth-
er with the Hadiths, the basis of the life of the local Muslim community, as evi-
denced by the constant narrative in the diplomatic culture of the Kazan Khanate
Tatars — the "oath on the Quran," as well as the "Tafsir of the Quran," written in
Kazan in 1508 [1, p. 340-341; 6], and the "Collection of Hadiths," compiled in
Kazan in 1552 [4, p. 84].

The Muslim clergy held an honorable position in the state system of the Kazan
Khanate, and the leader of this clergy — the supreme sayyid, a descendant of the
Prophet Muhammad — often headed the Divan (state council) and Kurultai ("as-
sembly of all the land of Kazan"), actively participating in key processes of domes-
tic and foreign policy of the country. The diplomat of the Holy Roman Empire,
Sigismund von Herberstein (1486—1566), referred to the leader of the Kazan clergy
as the "supreme priest of the Tatars"; by the Russian prince Andrey Kurbsky
(1528-1583) he was called the "great bishop" and "great anaryi, or amir"; and by
the Tatar historian and Muslim theologian Shigabutdin Mardjani (1818-1889),
based on medieval sources unknown to us, as the "chosen from the noble" or the
"leader of the great" ("nekéybel-dshraf") [8, p. 9-10].

Historian Mikhail Khudyakov noted the following supreme sayyids of Kazan:
Burash (1491-1507), Shah-Hussain (1512-1516), Beyurgan (1546), Mansur
(1546), and Kul-Sharif (1552). He further indicated: "The head of the clergy was
considered the first person in the state after the khan, and during interregnums, due
to his high position, he usually became the head of the temporary government. The
listed heads of the clergy, except for the last one — the son of Mansur, formally
stood at the head of the state, and Burash and Shah-Hussain, in addition, actively
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participated in state activities, making trips as ambassadors abroad, to Moscow.
The diplomatic missions they carried out required exceptional education, profound
intellect, and extensive experience" [11, p. 189-190].

When describing one of the Tatar ceremonial events near Kazan in 1524,
Herberstein informs his reader that the sayyid "exercises such power and honor
among them that when he approaches, even kings come out to meet him, standing
to offer him their hand — while he sits on horseback — and, bowing their heads, they
touch (his hand); this is allowed only to kings, while dukes (and chiefs) touch not
his hand but his knee, noble people — his foot, and common people (plebeians) —
only his clothes or horse" [5, p. 176].

The official residence of the Kazan supreme sayyids was somewhere inside the
Kazan Kremlin, near the Khan's palace, the Khan and Cathedral mosques, and their
nearest country residence was the settlement of Kuraishovo, located on the left
bank of the Bulak channel. In Kuraishovo, there had been functioning since ancient
times a stone mosque (named after the bek Kutuch; in Russian "Kutuchev/Otuchev
mosque") and a citywide cemetery, houses of the Muslim clergy, and accordingly,
many Muslim figures lived there. Historian Nikolai Kalinin, remembering that
"Kuraish" is the oldest Meccan clan to which the Prophet Muhammad and all
righteous caliphs belonged, wrote that "Kuraish is an aristocratic clan of the clergy,
from which the heads of the Kazan clergy trace their descent." However, there is a
version that this settlement was given by Khan Ulugh Muhammad to the loyal bek
Kuraish, "which is why it became the village of Kuraish" [8, p. 13—14]. Later,
Kuraishovo became the Archbishop's settlement.

It is quite likely that the very first mention of a Kazan sayyid from the Kazan
Khanate period (if we consider the year of the Khanate's foundation as 1438) — in
the information about the events of the first half of October 1445 — is found in the
"Russian Chronograph," compiled in the late 17th century. The source mentions
someone named Said-Asan [18, p. 10], who accompanied Grand Duke Vasily II,
released from Tatar captivity, from Nizhny Novgorod to Moscow in October 1445.
It is not certain whether Said-Asan was a sayyid, let alone a Kazan sayyid, much
less a supreme one. Thus, according to various sources, we definitively know the
following supreme Kazan sayyids: Tevekelya, Kasym, Burash, Beyurgan, Mansur,
his sons Kul-Muhammad and Kul-Sharif. The mention of Shah-Hussain by
M.G. Khudyakov is also questionable — whether he was indeed a supreme sayyid,
we do not yet know. The most recent information about acting sayyids of the lands
of the Kazan Khanate dates back to 1553-1554 [16, p. 230, 239], just a couple of
years before the final demise of this Tatar state in 1556.

The clergy of the Kazan Khanate had a fairly clear and branched structure. In
written, folklore, and archaeological sources, there is information about supreme
and lesser sayyids and sayyid-zadeh (sons of sayyids), sheikhs (prominent Muslim
figures, theologians, experts in teaching religious disciplines, heads of Sufi broth-
erhoods) and sheikh-zadeh (sons of sheikhs), hakims (chief judges and provincial
governors) and qazis/kadis (people's judges), fagihs (experts in Islamic law), mul-
lahs (experts in the Quran and religious rituals) and mullah-zadeh (sons of mul-
lahs), imams (theologians overseeing the work of mosques), muezzins (mosque
servants, who loudly recite the call to prayer from the minaret), abizes (interpreters
of the Quran), hafizes (professional Quran memorizers, who memorize it by heart),
ustazes (professional teachers), danishmands (teacher-mentors, later called
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"mudarris"), shakirds (students of schools and madrasas), dervishes (ascetic men-
dicants, adherents of various Sufi orders and brotherhoods), sufis (followers of Sufi
orders), and many others, who performed religious, judicial, administrative, teach-
ing, missionary, diplomatic, and military activities, whose specific "ecclesiastical"
and "secular" duties (functions), unfortunately, are not always clearly reflected in
the historical materials that have come down to us.

Ownership of the primary means of production — land, evidently constituted
the material basis of the Islamic clergy of the Kazan Khanate. Representatives of
the clergy acted as administrators of various wagqf lands (inalienable immovable
property of Islamic institutions, bequeathed to them with charitable purposes and
exempt from any taxes and fees in favor of the treasury), which were akin to estates
from which incomes were derived. This is clearly evidenced by some toponyms
from the Kazan Khanate period — for example, the names of villages from Russian
scribe books of the second half of the 1560s (in Russian transcription):
Alderbysh/Aldermish, Derbyshki, Kulseytovo and Kulseytovo Men'she, Seitlyar
and Seitova (Alatskaya daruga of the Khanate), Molnina/Molly, Khozyashevo and
Khozyasheva (Arskaya daruga of the Khanate), Abyzazovo, Akkozino,
Aryshkazda, Kibyak-Kozi Bolshie and Menshie, Shikhazda Bolshaya and Malaya
(Zyureyskaya daruga of the Khanate), Beksheikhovo, Beysheikhova and another
Beysheikhova, Islamova, Seitovo, Khozyashevo Bolshoe and Maloe (Crimean
daruga of the Khanate), Sheikh-Zade (Nogai daruga of the Khanate) [3, p. 483—
499] (darugas are administrative units of the Tatar state).

By indicating the incomes received by the clergy from the land estates, it is
impossible to overlook the list of taxes and duties that existed in the Kazan Khan-
ate. A detailed list of them was compiled by Shamilem Mukhamedyarov in his
candidate dissertation "The Socio-Economic and State Structure of the Kazan
Khanate (15th — first half of the 16th centuries)." Among the purely Islamic taxes
and duties, formed already during the period of the Arab Caliphate in the 7th-9th
centuries, but having their own specifics in the Kazan state, we can mention the
"kharaj" — a tax for Muslims and non-Muslims for the use of land and other proper-
ty, paid in favor of the khan or another feudal landowner, as well as "ushr" and
"zakat" — a tithe tax for Muslims from agriculture and trade, paid in favor of the
Muslim clergy, and mandatory annual alms for needy co-religionists. Possibly, the
country also collected jizya, not mentioned in the sources — a poll tax for non-
Muslims, for example, local Armenian and Russian merchants, Mordvins, and
"Cheremis" (Mari, Udmurts, Chuvash).

The Chinggisid khans, rulers of the Kazan state (as only a descendant of
Chinggis Khan and a representative of the Muslim faith could be the ruler of the
country), clearly and openly recognized their belonging to the Islamic ummah
(community) and the global Muslim civilization, which, in particular, confirmed
the legitimacy of their power in the eyes of the local population. This is mentioned
in many Tatar oral and written dastans (heroic poems), poetic and prose traditions,
and baites-songs, which often refer to the "Muslim khans of Kazan." This is evi-
denced by the khan's decrees, with the deepest reverence mentioning Allah and the
Prophet Muhammad and containing verses from the Quran in the text, as well as
the burials of Kazan khans in the territory of the Kazan Kremlin. Many Russian
written sources also inform about this. Also, the poem "Mogzhiz-name" ("Book of
Miracles") by Muhammad-Amin (Kazan khan or another person?), dedicated to the
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Prophet Muhammad, serves as one of the indirect confirmations of this. Another
evidence is the text of the message from the Khan of Tyumen State, Ibak
(Aybak/Ibrahim), to the Grand Prince of Moscow, Ivan III (1489), in which it is
said: "I am the ruler of Besermyen and You are the ruler of Christians." A vivid
testimony to this is the appearance of the honorary title "gazi" for the Kazan khans
Sahib-Girey (Kazan khan in 1521-1524, Crimean khan in 1532-1551) and Safa-
Girey (Kazan khan in 1524-1531, 1535-1546, 1546-1549), indicating "a fighter
for faith," "a Muslim participating in the war for faith," "a hero, a conqueror of the
infidels."

The upper echelons of the state, as evidenced by numerous written, archaeo-
logical, and folkloric sources, were also Muslim, like the rulers of the country. The
renowned Kazan poet and diplomat-translator Muhammad-Yar Mahmud-haji Ugly,
author of the poems "Tukhvai-Mardan" ("Gift to Warriors", 1539) and "Nur al-
Sudur" ("The Light of Hearts", 1542), wrote about the history of the emergence
and spread of Islam, the lives of prophets and caliphs, and other popular figures of
the Islamic world [12]. The author of "Sharaiq al-Ahkam" ("Determinations of
Sharia", 1553/1554) and "Siraj al-Qulub" ("Light of Hearts", 1553/1554) — works
imbued with Islamic ideology and philosophy, based on the Quran, hadiths, and
Sharia prescriptions — was Adnash-hafiz ibn Muhammad-hafiz, a participant in the
negotiations between Kazan and Moscow in the 1550s. Popular books in the Tatar
upper society of the Kazan Khanate, as reported to us, in particular, by Shigabutdin
Mardjani's "Mustafad al-Akbar fi Akhvali Kazan va Bulgar" ("Treasury of News
about the State of Kazan and Bulgar") and Husain Faizkhanov's "Kazan Tarihy"
("History of Kazan"), included "Kissa-i Yusuf" ("Story of Joseph", 1233) by Kul
Gali, "Nah;j al-Faradis" ("The Pathway to Paradise Gardens", 1357) by Mahmud al-
Bulghari, the collection of baites "Shagir Bolgar Gazylare" ("Muslim Warriors
from Bulgar", 14th century), the collection of hikayats "Nasihat as-Salihin" ("Ad-
vice of the Righteous"), anonymous "Badavam" ("Always Repeat") and
"Kisekbash Kitaby" ("Book of the Severed Head"), and so on. Tatars often per-
formed the Hajj — pilgrimage to Mecca, followed by the honorary title "Hajji"
("Azi"). For example, we know about the trip to Saudi Arabia and Egypt of
"queen" Nur-Sultan (Kazan Khanum in 1466-1486, Crimean Khanum in 1486—
1519), her relatives, and entourage (more than 50 people), which she personally
reported in a letter to Grand Prince Ivan III of Moscow in 1495 [2, p. 10-11]. In the
sources, we often come across the names of Tatars of the Kazan Khanate with the
addition of the title "azi"'. In many Tatar historical epics, legends, songs, and tales
about the Kazan Khanate (for example, in dastans about Amat, about Chura
Narykov, in stories and songs about the history of Kazan and Sviyazhsk, about
Kazan khans and Khanum Syuyumbike, about Ivan the Terrible, etc.), "noble Mus-
lims of Kazan", "Muslim army" fighting with the "infidels", "Muslim heroes",
"Muslim scholars", etc., are constantly mentioned (see for example: [14; 15, p. 48—
68]). It should be specially noted that the affiliation of the Tatars of the Kazan

! Besides, the Tatars, and not only those of the Kazan Khanate, also made pilgrimages
to the ruins of the cities of Bulgar and Bilyar — former capitals of Volga Bulgaria. There is
information about this, in particular, in Tatar baits with various plots about the history and
"holy places" of this Muslim state, which existed in the Middle Volga region from the 10th
to the first third of the 13th century, as well as as a vassal ulus/vilayat of the Golden Horde
in the second half of the 13th to the first third of the 15th century.
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Khanate and their ancestors to the Muslim ummabh is clearly and distinctly traced
throughout the entire folklore and literature of the Tatars of the feudal period (see
for example: [13]).

Medieval Tatar folklore was also deeply imbued with the philosophy of Islam.
During the Kazan Khanate period, strictly religious compositions became widely
spread in the popular environment, their genre composition being very rich — these
are some of the legends and myths mentioned above (for example, mawlid about
the "messenger of Allah and the seal of prophets Muhammad", kisas about various
well-known biblical-Quranic characters, especially "Kissa-i Yusuf", "Kissas al-
anbiya" and "Kissa-i Hobbi Hodja"* hikayats and rivayats about "first righteous
caliphs", about Mecca and Kaaba), these are also munajats (for example, "Aminah-
Khanym — Muhammad's mother" about the mother of the prophet, as well as nu-
merous odes to the prophet Muhammad, about paradise and hell, about the "sirat
kuper" — the bridge over the fiery abyss, about the soul, about death, about truth),
these are purely religious tales (for example, with angels Azrael and Gabriel), as
well as proverbs and sayings, through which the "common" population of the state
(the so-called "kara khalik" or "common folk", i.e., "rabble") absorbed the basic
tenets of the Muslim doctrine, including the attitude towards the Almighty Creator
(Allah)’ and the prophet Muhammad, towards their own destiny, towards the na-
ture and meaning of "earthly power", etc.

Although there was a large number of so-called "pagans" within the state
(Mordva-Moksha and including Mordva-Karatai; ancestors of modern Bashkirs,
Mari people, Udmurts, Chuvash, etc.) [10], the majority of the population of the
Kazan Khanate, including the feudal nobility of the aforementioned peoples, was
also Islamized. In Rus’ written sources of the 15th—16th centuries, the inhabitants
of the Kazan state were called "godless", "blasphemous", "unholy", "accursed",
"heathen", "barbarians", "agarians" and "Ismailians", "sratsyns" and "besermens"”.
Numerous Muslim cemeteries and individual burials ("holy places") with grave-
stones with quotes from the Quran on the former territory of the Kazan Khanate
clearly testify to the prevalence of the Islamic faith among the local population.
Apparently, of the 400-500 thousand people living in the Kazan state in the mid-
16th century, at least half were Muslims.

It is very important to note that in the Khanate, with the dominance of Islam
and the growth of its influence in all spheres of state life, there was complete reli-
gious tolerance, which was associated with the traditions of the Khazar Khaganate,
Volga Bulgaria, the Mongol Empire, and the Golden Horde. In the propaganda of
mutual respect, tolerance, and interconfessional tolerance, the role of Sufi sheikhs
was particularly noticeable. Near the city of Kazan, there was an Armenian settle-
ment, a church, and a cemetery, and about half of the population of the state freely

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practiced various forms of paganism. According to many sources, Islam spread
non-violently in the interfaith environment — as a result of the intensification of
ethnocultural contacts. "Muslims treated non-Muslim pagans with complete toler-
ance and never attempted to forcibly convert them to Islam. The preaching of Mus-
lim missionaries among pagans was done peacefully: Sufi sheikhs walked through
villages and through their preaching converted pagans to Islam. As a sign that the
conversion of the inhabitants to Islam in the Kazan Khanate was accomplished
peacefully, the mullah during prayer (khutba) in the mosques of the Kazan region
stands, leaning on the staff of a traveler, and not on the sword of a warrior, as in
Turkestan, where the conversion of the inhabitants to Islam was accomplished by
fire and sword," wrote M.G. Khudyakov [11, p. 191]. And the Russian historian
Mikhail Karateyev noted: "The subject peoples — Cheremis, Bashkirs, Chuvash,
and others — were not oppressed by the Tatars, and therefore there were no rebel-
lions and uprisings against them. On the contrary, all these peoples, apparently,
were satisfied with the order established by the Kazan tsars, and supported them in
the struggle against external enemies" [7, p. 54]. Therefore, it should be separately
emphasized that in the Khanate, as a result of the intensification of the intensity of
cultural interaction between various ethnosocial groups of the population, the be-
ginning of the process of creating a unified ethnosocial community is clearly ob-
served, interrupted by the events of the mid-16th century [9].

It is also necessary to mention the quite extensive multilingualism and multi-
culturalism of the population of the Kazan state. The necessity of multilingualism
and multiculturalism in the educational and communicative space "in the post-
literacy era", highlighted by many modern scholars and educators, has long been
successfully implemented in various countries in the medieval period, for example,
in the 15th—16th centuries in the Kazan Khanate. Naturally, this primarily con-
cerned the most affluent and educated part of the population. Various sources pro-
vide us with information that the aristocracy of the Kazan state was well versed in
many Turkic territorial dialects, as well as Arabic and Persian languages, while the
"common people" on the periphery of the country often communicated in a mixed
Turkic-Finno-Ugric blend, which automatically led to the multiculturalism of the
local population. Examples include the aforementioned "Tafsir of the Quran"
(1508), written by a connoisseur of the Arabic-language Quran, in Old Tatar liter-
ary language; the Arabic-Tatar dictionary (1581) by Hadjibayram ibn Hadjibulat;
numerous lists of works by Central Asian Turkic thinkers such as Suleiman
Bakyrghani, Ahmed Yassawi, Rabguzi, and Majlisi, Persian-language authors (for
example, poetic spiritual masnavis, poems, and verses by Firdausi, Nizami, Attar,
Ganjavi, Saadi, Hafiz Shirazi, and Jami) and the Arabic-Persian-language "Kitab
Alf Layla wa-Layla" ("One Thousand and One Nights"), which were widely circu-
lated among the population of the Kazan Khanate’; multilingual decrees of the
khans (which actively used Turkic-Tatar, Persian, Arabic, and Ottoman words and
terms), multilingual texts of the Kul Sharif Mosque, and multilingual inscriptions
on gravestones. The presence of Karatay Mordva in the state (who adopted the

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Tatar language and some elements of Tatar culture but retained their Mokshan
identity) and the beginning of the formation of the Udmurts-Besermyans here (part
of the southern Udmurt population that experienced significant Turkicization and
Islamization, or conversely — part of the Tatars who assimilated into the Finno-
Ugric-speaking environment) testify to the fact that the "common people" on the
periphery of the country often communicated in a Turkic-Finno-Ugric blend [10,
p. 225,218-219].

The rich tradition of Islamic enlightenment (based on "giylem — the pursuit of
knowledge"), the highly developed system of Muslim educational institutions
(mektebs and madrasas at all mosques in the country, which invariably had librar-
ies with books in various languages, "sections" of Quran reciters and calligraphers,
etc.), a large stratum of educated people (ulemas), and the constant special invita-
tion of scholars, poets, artists, singers, and musicians from different countries by
the Kazan khans significantly contributed to the wide multilingualism and multi-
culturalism of the population of the Khanate. Literally following the well-known
hadiths of the Prophet Muhammad ("The pursuit of knowledge is a duty for every
Muslim"; "Acquire knowledge from the cradle to the grave"; "Whoever embarks
on the path of seeking knowledge, Allah will direct him to the path to Paradise,"
and others), in the Kazan state, theology, jurisprudence, office work, historiog-
raphy, literature and literary criticism, philosophy, astronomy, architecture, musical
creativity, decorative and applied arts, and so on actively developed [17, p. 31-36,
39-41, 406439, 488-643 etc.]. The well-developed office work in the Khanate is
evidenced by miraculously preserved Tatar documents after the events of 1552—
1556 (for example, Khan’s decrees), as well as diplomatic correspondence of the
khans (for example, with the Grand Duchy of Lithuania). Folk legends inform us in
detail about the abundance of schools and libraries, scholars, and poets in the Ka-
zan Khanate, and this is clearly evidenced by the literary-historical works of
Adnash-hafiz, Garifbek, Kul-Sharif, Muhammadyar, Muhammad-Amin, and other
authors. I will note (following the researcher Gamirzan Davletshin) that during that
period, artistic literature remained the most effective means of popularizing reli-
gious and, in general, any knowledge [4, p. 85]. The medical treatise "Shifa"
("Healing") with comments by Muhammad-Amin al-Bulgari and "Mijmégil
kavagyd giylme hisab" ("Collection of rules of arithmetic science") by Muhyiddin
Muhammad ibn al-Hajj Atmajji show us the high level of development of various
exact sciences in the state, which, in particular, is reflected in the high urban plan-
ning culture of the Kazan Khanate, known to us from the information of the author
of the "Kazan History" and the texts of Prince Andrey Kurbsky, as well as from the
research of archaeologists [17, p. 31-36, 3941, 406439, 488643 etc.]. All this
together enabled Baron Sigismund von Herberstein to write in his "Notes on Mus-
covite Affairs" (1549) that "these [Kazan] Tatars are more cultured than others, as
they cultivate fields, live in houses, engage in various trade, and rarely go to war"
[5, p. 170].

Conclusions. Islam penetrated into all spheres of activity of the rulers, the up-
per society, and the taxable population of the Kazan Khanate, exerting a tremen-
dous positive influence on the country's development. The Kazan state, like the
earlier Volga Bulgaria, became the main center for the dissemination of the men-
tioned monotheistic Abrahamic religion among the peoples of the Middle Volga
region and the Western Urals, the "northernmost outpost" of Islam in the 15th—16th
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centuries. At the same time, we observe in the Kazan Khanate confessional toler-
ance, as well as wide multiculturalism of all layers of society and ethnosocial
groups in the population...

Abstract. Research objectives: To investigate the historical reasons for the neglect of the
Shibanid dynasty in the historical scholarship and political discourse of Uzbekistan within
the framework of the “Centralized State” concept.

Research materials: The research draws upon the historical works of prominent Orientalists
such as N.P. Ostroumov, V.V. Bartol’d, P.P. Ivanov, A.Y. Yakubovsky, A.A. Semenov,
0.D. Chekhovich, R.G. Mukminova, B. Akhmedov, and L.B. Alaev. Additionally, the
study incorporates the works of Jadids, such as A. Doinsh, A. Fitrat, and A. Kadiri, as well
as the contributions of I.A. Karimov, A.A. Askarov, I. Muminov, B.A. Alimdzhanov,
A. Malikov, and others.

Results and novelty of the research: In the field of historical research and historical dis-
course in Uzbekistan, the post-Timurid era, which spans from the 16th to 19th centuries, is
often portrayed as a period of backwardness, political fragmentation, and weak centraliza-
tion of power. The Shibanid and Ashtarkhanid dynasties are often viewed as less significant
and influential in the history of Uzbekistan compared to the Timurid dynasty. Pre-Soviet
historiography, Jadid historians, Soviet historians, and post-Soviet historians have all con-
tributed to this negative assessment of the Shibanids. This perspective is rooted in the Sta-
linist concept of a centralized state. In the 1950s and 1980s, there were attempts to "rehabil-
itate" the Shibanids by historians and orientalists. Articles on the history of the Central
Asian Shibanids were published, and historical works were translated into Uzbek. Howe-
ver, these efforts were not successful in creating a positive image of the Shibanids in the
Uzbek political and research spheres. In contemporary Uzbekistan, the Shibanid dynasty
has not been restored to a position as the founders of the state in Transoxiana and
Khorasan, and the basis of its original culture. The dynasty's key figures, Muhammad
Sheibanikhan, Ubaydullakhan, and Abdullakhan II, are not widely recognized in historical
discourse. Although significant works on the Shibanid dynasty have been translated into
Uzbek, the dynasty remains a subject of study for a select group of scholars.

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Abstract. The International Symposium “The Genghisids in Ottoman Sources” was held in
Istanbul on March 11, 2025, organized by the History Department of the Faculty of Hu-
manities and Social Sciences of Marmara University and the Usmanov Center for Research
on the Golden Horde and Tatar Khanates, Marjani Institute of History of the Tatarstan
Academy of Sciences (Kazan, Russian Federation). Scientists from Tiirkiye, the Russian
Federation, Kazakhstan, and the USA attended the symposium. The International Symposi-
um “The Genghisids in Ottoman Sources”, which brought together essential scientists from
around the world, once again revealed the importance of Ottoman sources, which have not
been researched much until now, regarding Genghisid history. In the presented papers, the
scientists, on the one hand, discussed the most important works published on the subject to
date. On the other hand, they stated that these works contain essential information, especial-
ly about the campaigns of Genghis Khan and his children, the arrival of the Mongols in
Anatolia, the acceptance of Islam by the Genghisids, the wars between the Golden Horde
and the Ilkhanate, the attempted alliance against Emir Timur, the relations between the
Ottoman Empire and the Golden Horde, and the Tartar migrations. In this context, works
written in the Ottoman Empire and the Crimean Khanate, such as Ahmedi’s Iskandername,
Anonymous Tevarih-i Ali Osman, Stkrullah Efendi’s Behcetii't-Tevarih, Evliya Celebi’s
travelogue, Muhammed Seybani’s Tevarih-i Giizide, Abdulgaffar Kirimi’s Umdetii’l-
Ahbar, Kadir Ali Bey’s Camiii’t-Tevarih, Katib Celebi’s Fadhlakat Aqwal al-Akhyar fi’llm
at-Ta’rikh wa-I-Akhbar, Seyyid Muhammed Riza’s es-Sebii’s-Seyar fi Ahbar-1 Miiliki’t-
Tatar, and the yarlyk (order) of the Crimean khans were discussed. During the symposium,
experts on the history of the Genghisids also exchanged ideas on the lastest studies on the
subject in different countries. The symposium will contribute to the realisation of joint
projects for the future research of Ottoman sources on the Genghisids. This symposium,
jointly organized by two critical scientific institutions of Tiirkiye and Tatarstan (Russian
Federation), will undoubtedly contribute significantly to the development of scientific and
cultural relations between Tiirkiye and Tatarstan and, more generally, between Tiirkiye and
Russia.

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The International Symposium “The Genghisids in Ottoman Sources” was held
in Istanbul on March 11, 2025, and was organized by the History Department of
the Faculty of Humanities and Social Sciences of Marmara University and the
Usmanov Center for Research on the Golden Horde and Tatar Khanates, Marjani
Institute of History of the Tatarstan Academy of Sciences (Kazan, Russian Federa-
tion). Scientists from Tiirkiye, the Russian Federation, Kazakhstan, and the USA
attended the symposium.

In recent years, research on the history of the Genghisids has gained momen-
tum in Tiirkiye, as in the rest of the world. In this context, sources of the history of
the Great Mongol Empire, Ilkhanate State, and Golden Horde State in different
languages were translated into Turkish, and many master’s and doctoral theses and
research works were written on the subject. As a result, the negative image of Gen-
ghis Khan and the Mongols, who were once dominant in Tiirkiye, began to change
in a positive direction. It should also be noted that the number of scientific mee-
tings, especially those on the Golden Horde, has increased in Tiirkiye in recent
years.

Although a significant portion of the sources of Genghisid history in Persian,
Arabic, Russian, Latin, and other languages have been published worldwide, Otto-
man sources have not been studied much in terms of Genghisid history to date.
Although the first works in the Ottoman Empire were only written at the beginning
of the 15th century, many works from the Ottoman Empire have survived to the
present day. Some of these are general world history and contain important infor-
mation about Genghis Khan, his sons and grandsons, and the states they founded.
The symposium held in Istanbul was an important scientific meeting that evaluated
all this information.

The symposium was held with two main sessions and a closing session. The
first speaker of the first session chaired by Prof. Dr. Fehmi Yilmaz, Prof. Dr. ilyas
Kemaloglu, who works at the History Department of Marmara University, gave a
history of historiography in the Ottoman Empire in his paper titled “The
Genghisids in Ottoman Sources” and then focused on the image of Genghis Khan
and Genghisids in the first Ottoman annals. Kemaloglu gave examples from chron-
icles such as Ahmedi’s Iskandername, Anonymous Tevarih-i Ali Osman, and
Stikrullah Efendi’s Behcetii’t-Tevarih. In his paper, Kemaloglu stated that Genghis
Khan was portrayed in a highly negative light in Ottoman sources, just like in other
foreign works of the period, and that a similar approach was taken towards Hiilagii
and other Ilkhanate rulers. According to Kemaloglu, the approach towards the
Golden Horde rulers, especially Berke, was positive. Berke is described as a “Turk-
ish sultan” in these sources. Several factors can explain the positive approach to-
ward the Golden Horde. The first reason is that Berke Khan was the first Genghisid
to accept Islam, and the second is the multifaceted development of Golden Horde-
Ottoman relations. Commercial ties developed between the two countries, and at
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the end of the 14th century, these two countries tried to ally with the Mamluks
against Amir Timur.

[lnur Mirgaleev, the head of the Usmanov Center for Research on the Golden
Horde and Tatar Khanates, Marjani Institute of History of the Tatarstan Academy
of Sciences (Kazan, Russian Federation), discussed the importance of Ottoman
sources in the history of the Golden Horde. Mirgaleev stated in his speech that the
Russian Orientalist Tiesenhausen had already touched upon this subject. However,
despite preparing Arabic and Persian sources on the Golden Horde, he could not
complete his work on Turkish sources. Mirgaleev stated in his statement that rela-
tions between Anatolia and the Golden Horde began before the Ottomans, that
there was also contact with the Seljuks, and that relations between Anatolia and the
Volga River were not limited to political ties, and that there were also intense con-
tacts and mutual interactions between the two regions in economic, cultural, scien-
tific and religious fields. According to Mirgaleev, these were naturally reflected in
Ottoman sources. For this reason, Ottoman sources are of great importance regard-
ing the history of the Golden Horde and the Tatar Khanates. Although Mirgaleev
mentioned many Ottoman sources in his speech, he mainly focused on Ebu Bekir
Kalender Aksarayi’s Kalendername and Evliya Celebi’s travelogue. Indeed,
Kalendername was published by the Usmanov Center for Research on the Golden
Horde and Tatar Khanates. Some studies have been conducted in Kazan on Otto-
man sources in recent years. While discussing Celebi’s travelogue, Mirgaleev stat-
ed that Evliya Celebi had information about the Golden Horde cities that was not
found in any other source, and that the Ottoman historiography tradition was also
dominant in the Crimean Khanate, which was established after the disintegration of
the Golden Horde and soon came under Ottoman rule, and that the works written in
the khanate were of great importance in terms of the Golden Horde historiography.

In the first session, Prof. Dr. Ashirbek Muminov, whose name was mentioned
in the third list, also discussed the 16th-century Ottoman sources containing infor-
mation about the Golden Horde State in his report. Muminov, who works at
IRSICA, focused on the names of Mustafa al-Cenabi’s (d. 1590-1591) al-Aylam
ez-Zahir fi Ahval’il-Ava’il ve’l-Ava’hir and Katib Celebi’s (d. 1657) Fadhlekat
Ekveli’l-Akhyar fi Ilmi’t-Tarikh ve’l-Akhbar in his report. According to Muminov,
recently extensive studies have been published about the author of the first work al-
Aylam az-zakhir. The success in the research is related to the reading of the name
nisba as “al-Janabi”. The solution to the problem of the author's wrong attribution
to the village of “Janaba” in “Iran” near Basra helped to attribute the work to the
Ottoman historiographical school. 39 copies of this work have been identified in
world collections. IRCICA prepared the identified copies of the work he discussed
in his report to compile and publish the critical text of the voluminous work, which
contains many written texts. Fadhlekat Ekveli’l-Akhyar fi Ilmi’t-Téarikh ve’l-
Akhbar is related to the famous historian Katib Celebi. The largest work of the
great scientist remains unpublished to this day. Now, this work is being prepared
for publication in IRCICA. In this work, Katib Celebi showed himself to be a soci-
ologist of history, a successor of the school of Ibn Khaldun. The only copy of the
work that has survived to the present day is in the Istanbul Bayazit Library.

The last speaker of the first session, Prof. Dr. Yulay Samiloglu from the Uni-
versity of Wisconsin-Madison, presented a paper titled “The Golden Horde Khans
and Their Wives”. Samiloglu used primary sources, including Ottoman sources, to
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present the status of women in the Golden Horde. Samiloglu stated in his speech
that the Mongols did not marry girls from their tribes, and that Genghisids particu-
larly preferred the girls of the Kongirat tribe. He also stated that women married to
the Genghisids, such as the Toéregene and Ogulkaymis, played an important role in
the political life of the empire. In contrast, ordinary women performed tasks such
as riding horse carriage, setting up tents, milking cattle, and making butter. In other
words, a large portion of daily tasks were the responsibility of women. In addition
to Western travelers, the famous Ottoman traveler Evliya Celebi also provided
information about women in the Genghisid states. In general, the scientists who
presented papers at the symposium agreed on the importance of Evliya Celebi’s
work in terms of the history of the Genghisids.

The second session mainly dealt with the sources of the Crimean Khanate, the
heirs of the Golden Horde. In his paper titled “Notes on the Golden Horde in es-
Sebii’s-Seyyar fi Ahbar-1 Miiltiki’t-Tatar”, Assoc. Prof. Dr. Serkan Acar empha-
sized the importance of this work in terms of the history of the Genghisids. Despite
this, this work has only recently begun to attract the attention of researchers. While
Yavuz Soylemez in Tiirkiye prepared this work, its transcription was first pub-
lished in Kazan by R. R. Abdujemilev, and then its translation into Russian was
made by Ismail Gibadullin. Serkan Acar drew attention to the fact that the author
was both a bureaucrat and a scientist and stated that Seyyid Muhammed Riza belit-
tled the steppe tradition and even insulted it at times and that while he called
Hiilagii “scourge”, he was respectful towards Batu. This issue is undoubtedly relat-
ed to Batu’s campaigns to distant lands from Anatolia, and the state founded by
Hulagu also encompasses Anatolian lands. According to Serkan Acar, the percep-
tion of the Genghisids in this source was a continuation of the perception in the
Islamic world. One of the issues that Serkan Acar draws attention to is that the
author does not distinguish between the Golden Horde and Ilkhanate rulers when
counting the Muslim Genghisids. Again, according to Acar, the author correctly
assessed the process of the collapse of the Golden Horde State and directed justi-
fied criticisms to Edigey Mirza in this context.

The other speaker in this session, Dr. Ismail Gibadullin, also discussed the same
work in his paper. Gibadullin began his paper titled “The Ottoman Perspective on
Tatar History: Seyyid Muhammed Riza’s Es-Sebii’s-Seyydr fi Ahbdr-1 Miiliki’t-
Tatar” by explaining the title of the work. Accordingly, the number seven in the
work’s title was sacred in the Middle East. After providing information about the
author and content of the work, Gibadullin focused mainly on the Tatar perception in
the work. Indeed, Seyyid Muhammed Riza, who mocked both the Tatars and the
Noghais and their lifestyle and traditions, criticized the Tatars harshly after stating
that they were brave and very fast, calling them “savage, irreligious, Tatar predators,
iron hearted.” Like Serkan Acar, Ismail Gibadullin also noted that this source is im-
portant regarding the history of the Golden Horde and the Tatar khanates.

The third speaker of the second session, Prof. Dr. Fehmi Yilmaz, discussed the
yarlyks that have survived from the Crimean Khanate to the present in his paper
titled “Continuity and Change in Yarlyks of the Crimean Khanate”. Recalling the
explanation of the term yarlyk and the primary studies conducted on the yarlyks of
the Golden Horde and Crimean Khans, Yilmaz stated that the yarlyks were divided
into two as diplomatic and tarkhans and that the tradition of sending yarlyks in the
Crimean Khanate was a legacy left to it by the Golden Horde. Stating that he could
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identify 408 yarlyks between the years 1393 and 1742, Yilmaz noted that the most
yarlyks that have survived to the present day are from the 17th century and that
these yarlyks changed in terms of language and style over time under the influence
of the Ottoman chancellery. While stating that the language in the Crimean yarlyks
of the 15th—16th centuries was Kipchak Turkish, he believes that Oghuz elements
gradually increased in later periods.

The last speaker of the second session, Dr. Liliya Baybulatova, stated in her
paper titled “Genghisids in Turkish Sources” that Turkish sources are significant in
studying the history of the Golden Horde and Tatar Khanates. Baybulatova focused
on three works in her paper. These are: Muhammed Seybani’s Tevarih-i Giizide,
Abdulgaffar Kirimi’s Umdetii’l-Ahbar, and Kadir Ali Bey’s Camiti 't-Tevarih. Ac-
cording to Baybulatova, one of the critical features of these works is that they also
include the genealogies of the Genghisids. This is very important since not many
works were left by the Mongols themselves. On the other hand, she emphasized
that since most of these works were written upon the order of the rulers, the khans
are naturally praised too much and that such matters should be considered when
using the work.

The international symposium ended with a closing session. In the closing ses-
sion, chaired by Assoc. Prof. Dr. Serkan Acar, Prof. Dr. Ilyas Kemaloglu, Dr. ilnur
Mirgaleev, and Prof. Dr. Fehmi Yilmaz made evaluations. Since the symposium
was broadcast on the YouTube channel of the Marmara University History De-
partment, History Department students studying at universities all around Tiirkiye
also had the chance to follow the symposium. The symposium held in Istanbul
again showed great interest in the Golden Horde and the Genghisid general history
in Tirkiye. The fact that one of the 16 stars on the Presidential Seal of the Republic
of Tirkiye symbolizes the Golden Horde indicates the importance given to this
state in Tiirkiye. On the other hand, the historical research on the Golden Horde
State, which was banned in the Soviet Union for many years, is experiencing its
best period today. The activities of the Usmanov Center for Research on the Gol-
den Horde and Tatar Khanates, Marjani Institute of History of the Tatarstan Aca-
demy of Sciences (Kazan, Russian Federation), headed by Dr. Ilnur Mirgaleev, had
a significant impact on this process.

The International “The Genghisids in Ottoman Sources” Symposium, which
brought together the world’s leading scientists, once again revealed the importance
of Ottoman sources, which have not been researched much until now, regarding the
history of the Genghisid. Ottoman sources contain important information on sub-
jects such as the campaigns of Genghis Khan and his children, the arrival of the
Mongols to Anatolia, the acceptance of Islam by the Genghisids, the Golden
Horde-Ilkhanate wars, the alliance that tried to be established against Emir Timur,
Ottoman-Golden Horde relations, and Tatar migrations. Therefore, evaluating Ot-
toman sources from this perspective will contribute to the research on the history of
Genghisids. The papers presented at the symposium revealed that several critical
studies have been conducted on this subject and will continue to be conducted in
the future.
