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Abstract. As confirmed by previous studies, experimentation-based policymaking in China
is a highly versatile, pragmatic style that sharply contrasts with the more legalistic, bureaucratic
policy approaches. Analyzing the history and recent development of rural reform experimental
zones (RREZs), the authors demonstrate that China’s unorthodox policy experimentation has been
gradually adapted to function smoothly within the country’s hierarchical bureaucratic structure
governed by formal rules. The process of institutionalizing experimentation started in the early
2010s as a response to the nationwide promotion of “top-level design” and the rule of law with
Chinese characteristics. The institutionalization has strengthened the procedural stability, legality,
and political accountability of experimentation-based policymaking in China. Contrary to the popular
interpretation of this change as a sign of notable reduction in decentralized policy entrepreneurship,
the case of the RREZs shows that the rule-based institutionalized policy experimentation model
continues much of the legacy of the traditional model and still functions as a laboratory for testing
intensive policy reform experiments in China.

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Introduction

China’s unorthodox experimentation-based policymaking approach has
been identified as a time-tested explanation for the policy resilience of China;
evidence for this can be found in the large-scale market reforms since 1978 and
the continuing optimization of public administration. As confirmed by previous
studies, experimentation-based policymaking in China differs from the conventional
policymaking process, in which policy is first analyzed, sometimes with explorative
pilot projects, then embodied in legislation, and actually implemented /as?. In contrast,
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in China, novel solutions often resulted from mass policy experiments with initiatives
involving of local policy entrepreneurs that are then selectively and cumulatively
translated into major nationwide policy innovations by the central government [1].
This pragmatic, incremental form of policy development — mimicking the Chinese
metaphor “cross the river by groping for the stone” — “reflect (s) a mindset and
method that contrasts sharply with the more bureaucratic and legalistic approaches
to policy-making” [2].

One key component of this structure is the “experimental zones” in China —
geographical administrative units used for testing potential new policies.
Experimental zones are the key to understanding China’s policymaking style,
playing the role of laboratory for the most intensive policy trials in China’s
reform and opening-up — a nationwide strategy starting in 1978 intended
to transform the planned economy into socialist market economy and to boost
its integration into the global economic system. The discretionary power of local
authorities to enact local legislation and the volatile integration of decentralized
local experimentation with the ad hoc coordination by the central government
are perceived by researchers as essential prerequisites for the success of the
experimental zones [3], but the management of the experimental zones in the last
ten years has shown a paradoxical tendency toward the central’s institutionalization
of policy experimentation in China.

By analyzing the history and recent development of rural reform
experimental zones (RREZs), this article argues that these experimental zones
have transformed into a policymaking mechanism that functions smoothly
within China’s hierarchical bureaucratic structure governed by formal rules.
As once noted by Deng Xiaoping, often credited as the “General Architect
of the Reform”, China’s reforms started in rural areas [4]. To facilitate the
pivotal transformation of rural land system, agricultural taxation, grain market,
and rural industries, the RREZs were established in 1987 by central leadership
as a comprehensive platform for piloting possible reform plans. By May 2019,
58 RREZ sites had been established in different provinces. From 2010 to 2019,
226 rural experimentation projects were launched, and 144 of them directly
affected legislation at the state and province levels, contributing to policy
changes in nearly all rural development sectors'.

The article contains six substantive sections. The next section briefly
reviews studies on policy experimentation in China and outlines the neglect
of institutionalization in previous research. Then, in the next three sections, the
authors analyze the formation history, institutional structure, and management
workflow of the RREZ. The research data include relevant government documents,
annals on RREZ projects, speeches by key policymakers, media reports, and first-

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hand materials from field research. Since 2010, the authors have conducted fieldwork
and interviews with local officials and villagers who have personally experienced
the results of the experimentation at six RREZ sites, including Daxing District
in Beijing, the cities of Yunfu and Qingyuan in Guangdong Province, Liangping
County in Chongqing Province, Dongping County in Shandong Province, and
Zigui County in Hubei Province. In the concluding section, the authors discuss the
distinct features of this institutionalized policy experimentation that has emerged
and its implications for policymaking in China.

Literature Review

Multiple policymaking models have been extracted from the implementation
of the reform and opening-up program to explain the ability of Chinese Communist
Party to generate policy innovations and cope with socioeconomic challenges.
Drawing on cases from major domains of economic reform in China, Heilmann
suggested a basic “experimentation under hierarchy” model, a bottom-up
policymaking cycle with decentralized small-scale experimentation at the local
level preceding the enactment of national policies [5]. According to this explanatory
model, most experimental efforts in the policy process are made by local
policymakers faced with pressing local problems or motivated by personal political
career prospects, and their piloting initiatives are often backed by some higher-
level policy patrons [6]. Then, under the leadership of central decision-makers,
the “model experiences” extracted from promising local experiments are further
diffused to other places, refined through wider tests, and finally, integrated into
nationwide policies.

Factors that might facilitate such a bottom-up policymaking cycle in China are
of significant interest to scholars. Some have pointed out that from an administrative
perspective, it is the administrative decentralization that allows less central
planning [7] and provides space for local initiatives [8]. Others have demonstrated
that China’s political structure also provides opportunities for local experimental
governance, including competition between policy entrepreneurs [9] and informal
patron-client relationships between central and local policy entrepreneurs [10];
furthermore, these scholars have argued that in some cases, these factors provide
a more convincing explanation for China’s policy innovation success than
administrative decentralization. In searching for historical, ideological factors,
Perry and Heilmann coined the term “guerrilla policy style” to describe the Chinese
Communist Party’s means of dealing with unpredictable situations during the Mao
era and presented evidence that this style continues to shape the present-day Chinese
government’s unshrinking willingness to embrace uncertainty, experiment, and
learn through trial and error [2].

This adaptive, strategic policymaking model in China has been modified
as the “learning and adaption” model proposed by Chinese political scholar Wang
Shaoguang [11]. His case study of the 60-year-long rural healthcare reforms shows
that since the 1980s, policy advocators outside the political system, including
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scholars, the media, stakeholder societies, and NGOs, have played a more active
role in policymaking by testing out novel solutions and lobbying policymakers,
suggesting a transition to a more open, collaborative policymaking style. Wang also
emphasized that the guidance and organization efforts of the central government
are vital in policy experimentation, whereas Heilmann’s model of “experimentation
under hierarchy” assigned central policymakers the somewhat passive roles
of sponsorship, coordination, selection, and diffusion, thus highlighting the
vigorous local initiatives as the primary driving force in policy innovation. Likely
in response to Wang’s interpretation, Heilmann later added to his model another key
feature — ““foresighted tinkering”, in which local policy entrepreneurs quite often
carry out experimentation in line with broad long-term policy priorities set by top
decision-makers in China [12].

Subsequent studies have provided a more detailed description of the role
of the central government in such policy experimentation. Mei Ciqi and Liu Zhulin
illustrated that in the controversial urban housing policy reform from the 1980s
to the 2010s, central leadership consciously designed the reform plans, steered the
experimentation process, and sorted out “model experiences”, assigning a rather
limited role to local innovative initiatives [ 13]. By analyzing the policymaking process
for the abolition of the agricultural tax, Wang Guohui identified a “principle-guided
experimentation” model in which local policy experiments were formally launched
only after 1) a consensus on reform principles is reached at the top of political system
with supporting evidence originating from the initial local practice and delivered
to the center and 2) an experimental program is established by a temporary central
working agency [9]. The Party cadre system including the hierarchical official
appointment mechanism is also key to mobilizing top-down policy experimentation
and implementing the reform ambitions of the central government [14]. In addition,
central leaders also analyzed experience of other countries and use experiments
to adapt them to suit reforms in China.

Although these studies modified the “experimentation under hierarchy” model
by reemphasizing the central’s leadership and direction in the reforms, seldom
have the two key features of Heilmann’s model or the popular understanding
of China’s policy experimentation been challenged. That means, first, that most
policy experimentation is pushed forward by individual powerful central and
local officials, and the network between them, through which novel policy options
are communicated from the bottom up and the top down, is based on informal
patron—client relationships. Second, the policymaking process in China is highly
maneuverable, as local governments are endowed by the change-oriented central
government with broad discretionary powers for testing policies.

By focusing on the versatile features of China’s policy experimentation,
previous studies have downplayed the ongoing institutionalization process. Since
2013 China has witnessed an official turn to administration in accordance with
the law and an overall pursuit of the rule of law. An intensive formulation of rules
and regulations has been imposed including with regard to policy experimentation,
creating administrative checks and procedural accountability for the functioning
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of experimental zones. Analyzing the case of the RREZs, the authors attempt
to answer two questions: 1) Why and how does the decentralized policy
experimentation be institutionalized? 2) Does such institutionalization facilitate
or inhibit the robust policy experimentation that was vital to China’s reform?

Establishment of the Rural Reform Experimental Zones

RREZs represent the first use of experimental zones for testing policies
in rural areas of China. Prior to the establishment of RREZs in 1987, the central
leadership primarily designated experimental zones to test urban economic
reforms, such as special economic zones (1979), economic and technological
development zones (1984), coastal economic development zones (1985). The
idea of RREZs began to crystallize, following the abandonment of collective
agricultural production and the introduction of household production system. The
latter yielded a great production boom but then led to an abrupt decrease in grain
supplies, which finally bottomed out around 1985. The unexpected results gave
rise to doubts and debates over the direction of rural reform among both the
public and central policymakers, and no consensus was reached regarding further
reform projects. One cause of the policy deadlocks was that rural reforms were
launched without adequate research input, and the state of stagnation was “quite
desperate” [15], as described by Du Runsheng, the then director of the Central Rural
Policy Research Office (CRPRO) — China’s top thinktank for rural policymaking
affiliated with the Secretariat of the Central Committee of the Chinese Communist
Party (CCCCP). From 1985 to 1986, the CRPRO frequently sent officials to study
how local governments were dealing with issues arising from the reform efforts.
Observing that peasants were trying to find their own ways out of the impasse,
and that local policy entrepreneurs were making varying attempts to address
pressing problems in their jurisdiction and developing adventurous blueprints for
further development, Du proposed establishing RREZs to encourage more robust
local innovation in the hope that local exploration would inspire nationwide rural
reforms.

On Jan. 22, 1987, the CCCCP passed the Decision on Deepening the Rural
Reforms, providing the first guidelines for establishing RREZs?. The decisionrequired
leaders at the provincial level to enhance their supervision of policy experimentation
by designing reform programs that would guide the experimentation and drafting
instructions for experimentation based on piloting experience. The decision also
required that the central government give more leeway to local policymakers
to begin experiments that might exceed beyond the boundaries of the current legal
and policy system. These requirements and measures signalled official institutional
support for local experimentation.

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The Decision on Deepening the Rural Reforms (1987) was not fully implemented
at the time, and the first rural experimental zones were set up with a lack of detailed
administrative regulations on RREZs; they were guided by the Opinion on Several
Questions on Rural Reform Experimental Zones copublished by the CRPRO and the
Rural Development Research Center (RDRC) of the State Council on March 5, 1987.
This Opinion roughly stipulated that experimental zones and experimental projects
should be selected through the mutual agreement between the CRPRO and provincial
governments. Based on an earlier field investigations and evaluations, the CRPRO
selected several pioneering cases and shortlisted experimental sites. Then, an initial
consensus between the CRPRO and local governments was reached via central-local
interaction, such as, inspection tours for senior leaders, and then was supported through
by noninstitutional mechanisms; e.g., in early 1987, the CRPRO and Fuyang Prefectural
party committee in Anhui Province signed a task contract confirming their mutual
agreement to establish the Fuyang experimental zone [16]. The first 12 rural experimental
zones and their pilot tasks were officially validated in two rounds of symposiums hosted
by the CRPRO and the RDRC in April and September 1987 to discuss rural reform
experimentation with provincial officials from the shortlisted localities.

By the end of 1992, the State Council had authorized 24 experimental zones
according to a combination of proposals by central authorities and self-nomination
by local officials. In one example of self-nomination in November 1987, in pursuing
RREZ status, the Huaihua Prefectural Party Committee and the government
in Hunan Province drafted an experimental program proposal for mountain area
economic development and launched small-scale tests; in August 1988, they
convinced the Hunan provincial leadership to officially designate Huaihua Prefecture
as aprovince-level experimental zone, which would guarantee the prefecture’s access
to preferential policies for its development. Later, in 1990, during State Councilor
Chen Junsheng’s inspection tour of Huaihua in April, the provincial and prefectural
officials lobbied for RREZ status through multiple central-local interactions and
finally obtained it in November. From 1995 to 1997, another six rural experimental
zones were ratified through such an informal selection mechanism, and the total
number of RREZ sites then remained unchanged until 2014.

Insummary, intheinitial phase ofthe RREZ development, the flexible interaction
between central and local decision-makers played a key role in establishing the first
rural experimental zones, although institutional management tools were emphasized
from the very beginning and repeatedly brought to the attention of central leadership.
In 1989 on the 40™ anniversary of the founding of the PRC, Jiang Zemin noted
that the experimental zones should continue conducting pilot projects and building
experience with reform, and Song Ping, then committee member of the Central
Politburo, emphasized that rural reform experimentation should be continued’.

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In September 1991, the General Office of the State Council held several meetings
to discuss the institutional establishment of RREZs.

Nevertheless, most of the institutional arrangements began to take shape
only with the release of the Opinion on Enhancing the Guidance for Rural Reform
Experimental Zone under the New Circumstances by the Ministry of Agriculture
(MoA) in 2010 as a direct response to the Decision on Accelerating Rural Reforms
made during the Third Plenary Session of the 17" CCCCP in 2008 and to the adoption
of “a top-level design” of reform principles — a concept that first appeared in the
Proposal on Developing the 12th Five-year Plan issued on October 18, 2010. The
next two sections will illustrate how a unified formal procedure embedded in the
hierarchical administrative structure was established for selecting, supervising, and
evaluating RREZ sites.

Administration structure of the Rural Reform Experimental Zones

The central management of RREZs has been highly institutionalized from the
very beginning of the first phase. According to the Opinion on Several Questions
on Rural Reform Experimental Zones (1987), the CRPRO was charged with guiding
local experimental units and coordinating their work with that of central ministries.
The RREZ office was established by the CRPRO and the RDRC in October 1987
to conduct the routine management of local rural experimental zones. To smoothly
transfer the administration work from the Party’s branch to a central ministry, in July
1990, the RREZ office was moved to the Rural Economic Research Center founded
by the MoA (renamed as Ministry of Agriculture and Rural Affairs in 2018), while,
despite the abolishment of the CRPRO and the RDRC in 1989, the former members
of the CRPRO continued leading RREZ work until 1991.

Only in accordance with the decision of the State Council in October 1991
were the responsibilities of guiding, managing, and coordinating RREZs officially
delegated from the Party’s thinktank, the CRPRO, to the central ministry, the MoA.
From then on, the MoA was responsible for all RREZ administration work, while
the Party retained leadership in rural reforms by establishing the Central Rural
Work Leading Group (CRWLG) on May 19, 1993 and placing the RREZs under its
direct supervision. The CRWLG consists of central leaders of the CCP and heads
of the MoA; it functions as the top decision-making agency for rural and agricultural
development and oversees the rural reform course.

In 1992, the MoA decided to expand the Rural Economic Research Center
by setting up four divisions responsible for conducting field research, monitoring
the RREZ process, training local officials, and coordinating RREZ-related
processes. The decision was necessary given the twofold growth of the number
of rural experimental zones in the 1990s, which led to a notable increase in the
administrative workload and related complexities and potentially weakened the
central government’s supervision of rural policy experimentation. One more move
to institutionalize RREZ administration at the central ministerial level was motivated
by the Opinion on Enhancing the Guidance for Rural Reform Experimental Zone

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under the New Circumstances (2010), as it ratified the establishment of the RREZ
joint working meeting. The meeting is regularly held by the RREZ office and
attended by officials from more than 20 branches of the State Council. Its aim
is to jointly set rural reform objectives, discuss experimentation tasks at all RREZ
sites, coordinate interministerial work, and select issues of vital importance that
need to be re-examined and approved by the CRWLG.

In the first stage of RREZ establishment (1987 to 2010), as direct
contact between the central and local governments was the main channel
for communicating experimentation tasks, provincial Party committees and
governments usually established interim working agencies to assist with RREZ
management, arrange field research, conferences, etc., and promote “model
experiences” in their respective jurisdictions. The formation of a hierarchical
administrative structure for RREZ work at the provincial and local levels
was also hindered by the fact that the central RREZ office was affiliated
with the Rural Economic Research Center — a government-sponsored social
organization lacking subbranches. Thus, from 1991 to 2010, the local (county
or prefecture) governments, at the request of the center, directly established
local temporary RREZ offices, which in turn enhanced the direct cooperation
between the central and the local.

The breakthrough in the formation of the hierarchical administrative
structure occurred in 2010. With the issuance of the Methods for the Management
of RREZ Work by the MoA*, the central RREZ office moved from the center to the
Bureau of Policies and Regulations of the MoA, and the bureau’s provincial and
local branches created RREZ offices accordingly. From then on, the four-level
administrative structure comprised the CRWLG at the apex, the MoA and the
RREZ joint meeting on the central ministerial level, and RREZ offices on the
provincial and local levels; these offices began to serve as the institutionalized
organizational and communicative network for RREZ work. This change also
demonstrates the central government’s efforts to regularize its support of local
pilot projects.

Multilevel Planning and Vertical Check Mechanisms

The management of RREZs in the first (1987-2010) and second (2010 — present)
phases demonstrates a distinct contrast between traditional style and modern rule-
based policy experimentation in China. In addition to the soaring number of RREZ
sites and rural experimentation projects that made the establishment of a hierarchical
administration system seem inevitable, public commitment to “rule of law” by the
18" National Congress of the CCP in 2012 and the promotion of overall law-
based governance ever since has also reinforced a rule-based RREZ management

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model. One of its core tasks — the establishment of governance by law — directly
affected reform approaches and the experimentation-based policymaking style
specifically. After the adoption of the Decision on Some Major Issues Concerning
Comprehensively Deepening the Reform during the Third Plenary Session of the
18" CCCCP in 2013, central Party leadership began emphasizing that fundamental
reform projects should abide by laws and regulations.

Consequently, the local self-determined innovative initiatives that were
once the hallmark of experimentation were gradually replaced by a top-level
design. The RREZ policymaking cycle in the first phase was consistent with
the bottom-up model of “experimentation under hierarchy”. For most rural
experimental zones established in the early 1990s, experimental tasks were first
developed by local policymakers, revised after a discussion with the CRPRO,
and then officially approved by the State Council. One example is in Wenzhou
County in Zhejiang Province, a rural mountainous area which once had a vibrant
household handicraft economy, but which turned into a prefecture-level port
and industrial city as a result of the economic reform. This coastal city obtained
RREZ status in July 1987, as its pioneering progress in township enterprises
and small-town development drew attention from the central government. This
example reveals how the RREZ in the first phase served as a platform for the
center to identify and disseminate promising local innovative practices that
might have nationwide significance.

The center’s influence over experimentation design gained more weight
in the middle of the 1990s. For example, soon after the outskirts of the city
of Shijiazhuang in Hebei Province were selected as a rural reform experimental
zone to explore economic reform approaches for suburban areas in April 1995,
the officials of the central RREZ office conducted further field research, drafted
10 experimental programs, organized training courses for the local cadres’.
During the experimentation period, the central and local officials maintained
close communication to routinely discuss the progress and difficulties, and
to regularly evaluate and modify the experimental practices. When the
second round of RREZ work commenced in 2010, a top-level comprehensive
reform plan was created to set rural reform priorities. Under the direction
of the CRWLG, the MoA and the RREZ joint meeting formulated six rural
reform modules in accordance with the Opinion on Enhancing the Guidance
for Rural Reform Experimental Zone under the New Circumstances (2010)
and assigned them to 24 rural experimental zones. By the end of 2013, the
CCCCP had laid out 336 reform projects, with approximately 15% relating
to rural and agricultural development. On July 11, 2014, the MoA published
19 rural reform tasks and announced that new RREZ sites would be recruited

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to undertake “pioneering legislation work and explorative projects in line with
reform goals of the central government™.

An official “application-authorization” procedure has been adopted to recruit
new rural experimental zones. Local governments are required to submit to the
central RREZ office proposals for experimental program and apply for RREZ
status. The Opinion on Enhancing the Guidance for Rural Reform Experimental
Zone under the New Circumstances (2010) provides instructions for drafting
experimental programs. It requires that an experimental program be congruent
with the center’s reform goals and contain sections on experimentation rationale,
objectives, operating procedures, expected outcomes, and preparation work.
In this way, the reform agenda approved by top decision-makers develops into
concrete work plans. This policy experimentation style is described in the
public discourse of China as “the central assigns the synopses, the local writes
the plays”. Conventionally, provincial RREZ working agencies also help draft
experimental programs, mainly by organizing expert consultations, field
investigations, and symposiums. According to the Decision on Deepening
the Rural Reforms (1987), the participation of provincial leadership in the
first phase was perceived as a way of managing potential socioeconomic
risks in local innovative practice, while since the start of the second phase,
provincial leadership has been required to enforce preferential policies, provide
guidance and funds for local experimentation, and to ensure the congruence
of local efforts with provincial and national reform goals. The supportive and
coordinative role of provincial officials is also clearly stipulated in the Methods
for the Management of RREZ Work (2016).

The hierarchical examination of experimental programs as a formal collective
decision-making technique to select RREZ sites has appeared in the second phase.
The engagement of provincial governments in the experimentation design functions
as the first step of a multilevel examination. Before being submitted to the central
RREZ 3.75ffice for approval, experimental programs must first secure the official
support of provincial governments. On the central ministerial level, experimental
programs still have to pass several rounds of review, first by the MoA or other
central ministries, then by the RREZ joint work meeting, and finally by the
CRWLG. Throughout the whole process, local and provincial governments respond
to feedback, frequently exchange opinions with central governmentbodies, and revise
experimental programs. The collective wisdom helps optimize experimentation
plans and reduce the risk of failure. This is especially the case in the context where
reform principles have been set beforehand by the top leaders, allowing central
ministries of the state to become the key decision-makers in selecting experimental
programs. In December 2014, after four months of examination and cooperative

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planning, the MoA officially announced the list of 34 new rural experimental zones
and 14 experimental projects in those zones.

Another important change in the administration of RREZs in the second phase
is that authorization of the National People’s Congress (NPC) — the highest organ
of state power and the national legislature of China — is required in advance if rural
experiments are to explore policies beyond those set in existing legislation. Unlike
experimental points that test “model experiences” within existing policies, some
experimental zones may be permitted to undertake a heavier responsibility for

“creating a new system alongside, or in the interstices of, the existing one” [17]. These

require the center to grant broader flexibility and additional exemptions. The extent
to which rural policy experimentation might need to transgress existing regulations
has to be specified in the experimental program proposal, and the State Council
will officially present a case to the NPC for approval. For rural land system reform,
for example, on February 27, 2015, the Standing Committee of the NPC (2015)
authorized the State Council to lift several articles of Land Administration Law
and Law on Urban Real Estate Administration in 33 rural experimental zones’.
When the two-year exemption was going to expire in 2017, the local government
requested to prolong the experiments, and the State Council twice applied to the
NPC to extend the preferential treatment for another year. This formal NPC
authorization strengthens the legal institutionalization of policy experimentation,
whereas in the initial phase, it was the RREZ status itself that represented acceptance
by central leaders of the local authority’s exploration of transformational reforms.
As concluded by Chen Xiwen, the former director of the CRPRO, “the present-
day RREZ management differs from that in the initial phase in its rule-abiding
procedures” [15].

For process control and outcome checks, a regular hierarchical evaluation
mechanism has been established. The Opinion on Enhancing the Guidance for
Rural Reform Experimental Zone under the New Circumstances (2010) requires
inspection and assessment before rural experiments can proceed to a second
year. Local RREZ offices prepare self-assessment reports and submit them to the
central RREZ office after provincial RREZ offices have verified them. At the
central level, a combination of assessment by central ministries and third-party
evaluation (usually by experienced experts and scholars) has been adopted. The
introduction of third-party evaluation in the management of RREZ followed the
burgeoning development of external government performance evaluation in China
since the early 2000s and aimed to enhance the objectiveness, professionalism, and
credibility of the evaluation. Based on the inspection findings and the results of both

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hierarchical and external evaluations, the central RREZ office compiles an annual
report on RREZs and presents it to the CRPRO. The annual report presents the
successes of the experiment that may “proceed from point to surface”, or be applied
on a wider scale, and the less successful efforts from which lessons should still
be learned. It also provides suggestions about further deployment of rural reforms.
Rural experimental zones that are twice rated as “unqualified to further implement
experimental programs” will lose their RREZ status.

Conclusions

The case of RREZs illustrates the critical changes in the experimentation-based
policymaking style of China. RREZ management in the initial phase (1987-2010)
largely fell into Heilmann’s description of “experimentation under hierarchy”,
in which policy options are selected from decentralized local reform initiatives
and tested in experimental zones before being translated into national policies.
The support of top decision-makers, broad discretionary power of local policy
entrepreneurs, and direct flexible interaction between them are perceived as key
elements of the versatile, pragmatic policymaking approach of China. Although
such policy style stands in sharp contrast to legislation-centered policy approaches,
the second phase of RREZ work (2010 — present) has witnessed a tendency toward
the institutionalization of policy experimentation.

The institutionalization involves the establishment of a hierarchical RREZ
management system that is embedded in the bureaucratic government structure
and under the leadership of the central. This hierarchically structured organization
specifies the responsibilities of central, provincial, and local Party and administration
bodies; facilitates a transition to official top-level design and systematic planning;
and enhances the administrative supervision of experimental zones. Formal rules
on RREZ management have also been established to provide governance tools
for interministerial coordination, multilevel collective planning and examination,
hierarchical and third-party evaluation, and authorization for transformational
local trials. The rule-based management model strengthens the procedural stability,
legality, and political accountability of the experimentation-based policymaking
cycle in China.

These features show that since 2010 policy experimentation in China has
emphasized top-down design of reform policies and hierarchical collaboration
in experimental programs more than the decentralized discretionary power local
authorities once had. As a result, highly institutionalized, rule-based local trials
ofnovel policy options have replaced so-called guerrilla-style policy experimentation.
At least two driving forces have contributed to this turn in policymaking style. The
first was the commitment to rule of law with Chinese characteristics and the overall
emphasis on more formal law-abiding governance since 2012. Second was the
integration of the top-level design into China’s reform logic at the end of 2010.

Some researchers interpret this switch in policymaking styles as a sign
of a notable reduction in experimentation and a dramatic decline in decentralized
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policy entrepreneurship. Such argumentation is based on the premise that top-down
reform design and bottom-up policy exploration are incompatible, as is flexible
discretionary experimentation and rule-based hierarchical management. However,
the history and recent development of the RREZs shows that the unorthodox policy
experimentation has been gradually adapted to function smoothly within China’s
hierarchical bureaucratic structure governed by formal rules and this rule-based
experimentation model in fact continues much of the legacy of the traditional
model. For example, the “application-authorization” procedure guarantees that
local authorities’ innovative initiatives and pioneering experiences are still key
to obtaining RREZ status. Moreover, the institutionalization of RREZ work promotes
formal endorsement of local experimental programs and, together with the central’s
guidelines on reform priorities, still encourages local officials to embrace the risks
inherent in policy experimentation. It can be concluded that the case of RREZs
demonstrates how the bottom-up decentralized policy experimentation model has
been adapted to the instigation of top-level design and the construction of overall
governance based on law, while retaining its function as a laboratory for the most
intensive policy trials for China’s ongoing socioeconomic reforms.

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Subsystem of information interaction
in the system of collecting medical statistical data
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Abstract. The purpose of the study is describing the configuration and topology of a message broker
for asynchronous and reliable data transmission in the information interaction subsystem as part
of the modernization of the system for collecting and processing medical statistical data. Information
from regulatory and legal acts, federal law, as well as data on current research in the field of data
transmission were used. Medical statistics is a branch of statistics that includes data on medicine,
public health, and the activities of medical organizations. Medical statistics allow the most efficient
allocation of limited health resources. The introduction of digital technologies contributes to the
effective collection of medical statistics. As part of the digital transformation of the healthcare
system, the process of collecting medical statistics is being optimized. One of the optimization tools
is the introduction of electronic medical document management, where each document is presented
in the form of a structured electronic medical document. An example of structuring an electronic
document for medical statistics is documents structured in accordance with the international standard
for the exchange of statistical data and metadata — Statistical data and metadata exchange. The main
advantages of optimization are the ability to receive information in real time, the asynchrony of the
messaging process and the ordering of the flow of medical data over time. To ensure the operation
of the information system, it is necessary to configure the subsystem of information interaction
between medical data sources and their processing centers. As such a subsystem, we suggest using
an intermediary program for asynchronous message transmission. A program that implements the
message broker design pattern. The study describes the advantages of the Apache Kafka message
broker. The introduction of such a subsystem makes it possible to change the system of information
interaction between administrative levels, so that the upper levels can directly receive the initial raw
data from the lower levels. At the same time, the number of Apache Kafka clusters depends on the
number of administrative units that medical institutions are assigned to.

This question allowed for an exploration of the ways in which colonial policies and
practices have influenced current governance structures, urban planning, and development
challenges, providing a critical framework for analyzing the ongoing impacts of colonialism
in Zimbabwe. The study was informed by qualitative and archival research methodologies.

Zimbabwe’s urban landscape is a complex tapestry woven from threads
of history, politics, and socio-economic dynamics. The remnants of colonial
governance have left an indelible mark on the country’s local government systems
and urban development practices. From the spatial segregation enforced during
colonial rule to the persistent inequalities that characterize contemporary cities,
the legacy of colonialism continues to shape the urban environment in Zimbabwe.
Despite the significance of these issues, the critical influence of Zimbabwe’s colonial
past on its urban development has not been thoroughly examined in academic
literature. Most existing studies tend to focus on broader post-colonial transitions
or specific urban policies without delving into how historical governance structures
inform current practices. This oversight limits our understanding of the challenges
facing local governments in addressing urbanization, service delivery, and social
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equity. The article seeks to fill this gap by critically analyzing how colonial
heritage has influenced the current local government system in Zimbabwe and its
implications for urban development. By exploring specific case studies and drawing
on theoretical frameworks, the research aims to uncover the underlying mechanisms
that perpetuate colonial legacies in urban governance. Ultimately, it argues that
a deeper understanding of this relationship is essential for formulating effective
policies that promote inclusive and sustainable urban development in Zimbabwe.

Historical Context of Colonialism in Zimbabwe

Colonialism in Zimbabwe, formerly known as Southern Rhodesia, began
in the late 19" century and profoundly transformed the country’s social, political
and economic landscape. The arrival of British settlers under Cecil John Rhodes led
to the appropriation of land and resources, displacing indigenous communities and
disrupting traditional ways of life [1]. Economically, the colonial regime established
a dual economy: a modern sector benefiting settlers and a subsistence economy
relegating local populations to labor-intensive roles on farms and in mines. Politically,
the imposition of colonial rule marginalized African voices and governance systems,
culminating in a racially discriminatory political framework. This oppression
spurred resistance movements, notably the nationalist struggles of the mid-20th
century, which sought to reclaim sovereignty and rights. The eventual liberation
war and independence in 1980 marked a significant turning point, but the legacies
of colonialism continue to influence Zimbabwe’s challenges, including issues
of land reform, economic inequality, and social division.

Early Colonial Encroachment

In the 1880s, European powers, particularly Cecil John Rhodes and the British
South Africa Company (BSACo), began their incursion into Zimbabwe, claiming
land and resources [2]. The 1888 Rudd Concession was a pivotal agreement that
granted Rhodes and his British South Africa Company (BSACo) extensive rights
to extract minerals in what is now Zimbabwe. Negotiated with King Lobengula
of the Ndebele, the concession was ostensibly framed as a treaty for cooperation and
development. Rhodes, seeking to expand British interests in Southern Africa, used
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the agreement to secure mining rights across vast territories. The concession was,
however, marred by ambiguity and misunderstandings, as King Lobengula later
claimed he had not fully comprehended its implications. The BSACo subsequently
exploited the agreement to establish a colonial foothold, leading to the displacement
of local communities and intensified mining activities, particularly in gold and
copper. The Rudd Concession marked the beginning of a colonial enterprise that
would profoundly impact Zimbabwe’s economic landscape and set the stage for
ongoing tensions between indigenous populations and colonial authorities. This
exploitation of resources laid the groundwork for future conflicts and contributed
to the enduring legacies of colonialism in the region.

Establishment of Control

By the early 1900s, the British South Africa Company (BSACo) solidified its
control over Southern Rhodesia, leading to widespread displacement of indigenous
populations [3]. The imposition of colonial rule disrupted traditional land use and
social structures, as vast areas were appropriated for settler farms and mines. This
displacement not only stripped communities of their land but also their livelihoods
and cultural ties to the land. The Land Apportionment Act of 1930 further
entrenched racial segregation, institutionalizing policies that favored white settlers
at the expense of black Zimbabweans. This legislation allocated the most fertile
and productive land to white farmers, while black populations were forced into arid
and less arable regions, severely limiting their agricultural potential and economic
opportunities. This systematic dispossession sowed deep social and economic
inequalities that persisted long after the colonial era. It laid the groundwork for
widespread discontent and resistance movements, which would later gain momentum
during the mid-20th century as nationalist leaders rallied against colonial rule. The
impact of these policies can still be felt today, as land ownership and access remain
contentious issues in Zimbabwe’s socio-political landscape.

Resistance and Conflict

Indigenous resistance to colonial rule in Zimbabwe manifested prominently
during the First Chimurenga (1896—-1897), a significant uprising against British
colonial authorities [4]. Sparked by widespread discontent over land dispossession,
forced labor, and the erosion of traditional governance structures, the Chimurenga
united various ethnic groups, including the Shona and Ndebele, in a collective fight for
sovereignty and cultural preservation. The uprising was characterized by guerrilla
warfare and local mobilization, as leaders like Nehanda Nyakasikana and Kaguvi
inspired resistance against the colonial forces. However, the British response was
brutal and repressive. They deployed a well-equipped military, employing tactics
such as scorched earth policies and mass executions to quash the rebellion. This
violent suppression not only resulted in significant loss of life but also reinforced
the colonial regime’s authority, instilling fear within indigenous communities [5].
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The aftermath of the First Chimurenga saw the imposition of stricter controls and
increased militarization of the colony. Colonial authorities implemented harsher
laws and intensified surveillance, further marginalizing the local population.
Despite the defeat, the spirit of resistance endured, laying the groundwork for future
liberation movements and symbolizing a continuous struggle against oppression
that would ultimately culminate in the second Chimurenga in the 1960s and 1970s.
The legacies of these uprisings continue to resonate in Zimbabwe’s ongoing quest
for social justice and equality.

Socio-Economic Impact

Colonial policies in Zimbabwe profoundly disrupted traditional governance
structures and social systems [6]. The British South Africa Company (BSACo)
imposed a centralized authority that sidelined local leaders and traditional
chiefdoms, undermining indigenous governance systems that had effectively
managed communities for generations. This marginalization not only diminished
the authority of local leaders but also eroded cultural practices and communal
bonds. Economically, the colonial regime favored white settlers, who were given
access to the most fertile land and lucrative resources. This exploitation created
a stark economic divide, with black Zimbabweans relegated to poorly resourced
areas and forced to work as laborers on settler farms and in mines under harsh
conditions. The resulting poverty and disenfranchisement were widespread,
as indigenous populations were stripped of their rights to land ownership and self-
determination. As a consequence, many black Zimbabweans faced limited access
to education and healthcare, perpetuating cycles of poverty and inequality. The loss
of land and autonomy fueled resentment and resistance, sowing the seeds for future
uprisings. The enduring impact of these colonial policies is evident in contemporary
Zimbabwe, where issues of land reform, economic disparity, and the struggle for
political representation continue to resonate, reflecting a legacy that challenges the
nation’s path toward equity and justice.

Existing Research of Colonial Impact on Urban Governance

This is engaged under three subheadings, (1) disruption of traditional
governance structures, (2) racial segregation and urban planning, and (3) economic
inequality and urban poverty.

Disruption of Traditional Governance Structures

Through his scholarship, Mlambo provides a comprehensive analysis of how
colonialism fundamentally altered governance structures in Zimbabwe, emphasizing
thelong-termimplications ofthese changes forcontemporary society and governance[7].
His work is essential for understanding the historical context of current governance
challenges in the country. Mlambo emphasizes that colonial authorities systematically
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marginalized local leaders and traditional governance systems. By replacing
indigenous governance with centralized colonial administration, the colonial regime
dismantled established power structures, leading to a loss of community cohesion
and authority. Mlambo emphasize that the imposition of centralized colonial
authority disrupted established social hierarchies and governance practices, creating
a disconnect between local populations and governing bodies.

Racial Segregation and Urban Planning

According to Chikanda, urban planning during colonial rule enforced strict spatial
segregation, with designated areas for white settlers and separate, often substandard,
areas for black Zimbabweans [8]. This meant that white communities had access
to better housing, services, and infrastructure, while black communities were relegated
to less desirable, overcrowded areas with inadequate facilities. The segregation was
supported by various laws and policies, such as the Land Apportionment Act of 1930,
which formalized land divisions along racial lines. This act allocated the most fertile
land to white settlers while restricting black populations to marginal, less productive
land. The segregation not only affected physical space but also reinforced economic
inequalities. Black Zimbabweans were largely limited to low-paying labor jobs and
had restricted access to economic opportunities, which further entrenched social and
economic divides. Racial segregation fostered social isolation between communities,
creating a divide that affected interactions and relationships among different racial
groups. This separation contributed to a lack of mutual understanding and increased
tensions that persisted even after independence.

Economic Inequality and Urban Poverty

Ranger argues that the economic policies implemented during colonial rule
systematically disadvantaged black Zimbabweans. These policies favored white
settlers in terms of land ownership, access to resources, and employment opportunities,
creating a stark divide between racial groups [4]. He details how black Zimbabweans
were largely confined to low-wage labor in mines and on settler farms. The economic
structures established during this time perpetuated cycles of poverty, as many families
struggled to meet basic needs while working in exploitative conditions. Ranger
examines the rapid urbanization that occurred as black populations migrated to cities
in search of better opportunities. However, he notes that this influx often resulted
in overcrowded, informal settlements with inadequate infrastructure and services,
further entrenching urban poverty. His work highlights how racial segregation not only
affected where people lived but also their economic prospects. Black communities
were often relegated to the outskirts of urban centers, facing limited access to jobs,
education, and healthcare. Rodney emphasizes that the economic inequalities
created during the Southern Rhodesia era have had lasting impacts, influencing post-
independence economic policies and contributing to ongoing challenges in addressing
urban poverty and inequality in Zimbabwe today [9].
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Theories Related to Urban Development in Post-Colonial Contexts

Urban development in post-colonial contexts is shaped by several key theories
and models that address the unique challenges and legacies of colonialism. The post-
colonial theory critiques the lingering impacts of colonialism on former colonies [10].
It examines how colonial histories influence urban identity, governance, and spatial
organization. Scholars like Edward Said and Homi Bhabha highlight the need
to deconstruct colonial narratives and promote indigenous perspectives in urban
planning and development. Dependency theory posits that former colonies remain
economically dependent on former colonial powers [11]. This model suggests
that the structure of global capitalism perpetuates inequality, limiting economic
opportunities in post-colonial cities. Urban development strategies must focus
on reducing dependency and fostering self-sustaining economies.

Inclusive urbanism theory emphasizes the importance of inclusive and
participatory planning processes that consider marginalized communities [12].
It advocates for policies that promote social equity, access to services, and
community engagement in urban decision-making. Inclusive urbanism seeks
to address the disparities created by colonial practices. Sustainable urban
development framework focuses on integrating environmental sustainability with
social equity and economic viability [13]. In post-colonial contexts, sustainable
urban development seeks to address the environmental degradation often
exacerbated by colonial exploitation, while promoting resilience and sustainability
in urban planning. Urban political ecology approach examines the relationships
between political, economic, and environmental factors in shaping urban
spaces [14]. It highlights how power dynamics influence resource distribution
and environmental policies, particularly in post-colonial cities where historical
injustices may affect current urban environments. Globalization and urbanization
theory explores how globalization affects urban development in post-colonial
contexts [15]. It examines the ways in which global economic processes impact
local urban growth, infrastructure, and social structures, often leading to uneven
development and gentrification.

The informal economy and urban livelihoods theory recognizes the significant
role of informal economies in post-colonial cities [16]. This model focuses
on the contributions of informal workers to urban livelihoods. It advocates for
integrating informal sectors into urban planning to enhance economic resilience
and social inclusion. Decolonization of urban planning theory calls for rethinking
urban planning practices to prioritize local knowledge, cultural heritage, and
community needs over colonial legacies [17]. It emphasizes the importance
of understanding historical contexts and integrating indigenous practices into
modern urban development. These theories and models collectively highlight
the complexities of urban development in post-colonial contexts, emphasizing
the need for inclusive, equitable, and sustainable approaches that address the
historical legacies of colonialism. By integrating these frameworks, urban
planners and policymakers can work towards more just and resilient urban
environments. The article can assist scholars and policymakers develop more
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comprehensive strategies that not only address current governance challenges but
also work towards dismantling the lingering effects of colonialism in urban local
government systems in Zimbabwe.

The Development of Urban Local Government During the Colonial Era

The development of urban local government in Southern Rhodesia (now
Zimbabwe) during the colonial era was shaped by a mix of British colonial policies,
economic interests, and social dynamics. These are discussed below under the sub-
headings, early colonial period (1890—1910s), mid-colonial period (1920s—1940s),
and late colonial period (1960s—1970s).

Early Colonial Period (1890s—1910s)

Asmentioned earlier, the British South Africa Company (BSACo), led by Cecil John
Rhodes, played a crucial role in establishing the colony and the urban local government
system in Zimbabwe [3]. Initial settlements were primarily military outposts and
administrative centers, with limited local governance. Key urban centers like Salisbury
(now Harare) and Bulawayo were founded during this period. These towns primarily
served European settlers and were structured to support mining and agriculture. The
Salisbury Sanitary Board, established in 1897, was significant as one of the first structures
resembling a municipal council in Southern Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe). Founded
during a period of rapid urban development, Salisbury was primarily a settlement for
European settlers. The BSACo focused on establishing infrastructure and services
to support the growing population. With the influx of settlers and the associated public
health challenges, there was an urgent need for effective management of sanitation and
hygiene in Salisbury. The board was created to address these issues.

The Salisbury Sanitary Board was composed of appointed members, primarily
from the European settler community. It was characterized by appointed officials
rather than elected representatives. The BSACo exerted tight control over local
administration, prioritising the interests of white settlers. This reflected the
colonial government’s approach of limiting representation to white settlers. The
board’s main responsibilities included managing waste disposal, maintaining public
health, and overseeing sanitation facilities [3]. It played a critical role in developing
infrastructure, such as water supply systems and sewage disposal. The board
implemented various health initiatives, responding to outbreaks of diseases such
as typhoid and dysentery. Its focus on sanitation and health laid the groundwork
for future urban governance. The Salisbury Sanitary Board is often viewed
as a precursor to the more comprehensive municipal governance structures that
would follow. In 1914, Salisbury was officially declared a municipality, reflecting
the evolution of local governance in the region. While the board marked progress
in urban management, it was limited in its scope and representation. Indigenous
populations were excluded from governance structures, which would have lasting
implications for social equity and access to services.
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Mid-Colonial Period (1920s—1940s)

In the 1920s, as urban populations grew, the government established municipal
councils. Salisbury was officially designated a municipality in 1897, with Bulawayo
following in 1907. These councils were tasked with local governance, including
infrastructure, sanitation, and public health. In 1923, the minority government
of Southern Rhodesia adopted a constitution that gave limited self-governance
to white settlers, enabling the establishment of elected municipal councils [18].
However, this was exclusive to the white population, as Indigenous peoples had
no representation in these bodies. The booming mining and agricultural sectors
prompted local governments to invest in infrastructure, such as roads and housing.
This economic focus reinforced the importance of local governance in urban
development. The Urban Councils Act of 1930 was a significant piece of legislation
in Southern Rhodesia (now Zimbabwe) that established a framework for local
governance in urban areas. The Act was introduced during a period when the colonial
administration sought to formalize and standardize local governance in urban areas,
particularly as cities like Salisbury and Bulawayo grew rapidly. The Urban Councils
Act aimed to create a more organized system of local governance by establishing
urban councils that could manage municipal services and local administration. The
Act provided for the establishment of urban councils composed of elected members,
although this was primarily limited to the white settler population.

The councils were responsible for local governance and decision-making. Urban
councils were granted a range of powers, including: the ability to levy taxes for
funding local services, oversight of public health, waste management, and sanitation
facilities, and responsibility for maintaining and developing infrastructure such
as roads, water supply, and housing [19]. The Act empowered councils to enact
by-laws governing various aspects of urban life, including zoning, public health
regulations, and building codes. The Urban Councils Act helped standardize local
governance across different urban areas, providing a clear legal framework for
councils to operate within. While the Act introduced elected councils, it reinforced
racial segregation by limiting voting rights and representation to the white population,
thereby marginalizing the Indigenous majority. The Act was a precursor to further
reforms in local government, particularly as calls for broader representation and
equality increased in the post-World War II era.

Late Colonial Period (1950s—1970s)

The 1950s saw the entrenchment of racial segregation in urban planning and
governance [20]. Local governments were organized to maintain separate facilities
and services for white settlers and Indigenous peoples, culminating in policies that
marginalized Black urban residents. Townships for Black residents, such as Mbare
and Highfield in Salisbury (Harare) and Makokoba and Njube (Bulawayo), were
developed. The establishment of townships like Mbare and Highfield in Salisbury,
as well as Makokoba and Njube in Bulawayo, was deeply rooted in the racial policies
of colonial Southern Rhodesia. Originally established in the 1930s, Mbare became
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one of the first townships for Black residents in Salisbury. It was characterized
by overcrowded living conditions and inadequate infrastructure, reflecting the
colonial government’s neglect of non-white communities. Established around the
same time, Highfield was another township designated for Black residents. It faced
similar issues regarding infrastructure and public services, serving as a focal point
for social and political activism. Makokoba township in Bulawayo was established
in the 1940s as a response to the increasing urban Black population. Like its
counterparts in Harare, it experienced significant neglect and poor living conditions.
Another township created for Black residents in Bulawayo, Njube was designed
to house workers and their families, reflecting the colonial labor system that sought
to control and exploit Black labor.

The creation of these townships involved legal and administrative measures
to prevent Black individuals from settling in white areas. By restricting access
to better neighborhoods, the colonial government reinforced economic and social
inequalities [21]. The townships were often poorly serviced in terms of infrastructure,
sanitation, and public amenities. This lack of investment reflected the colonial
administration’s view that Black residents were not entitled to the same quality
of services as white settlers. In 1973, Southern Rhodesia adopted another Urban
Councils Act [22]. It was a significant piece of legislation that aimed to restructure
local governance in urban areas. The 1973 Act was introduced during a period
of heightened political tension and conflict in Southern Rhodesia, particularly
as nationalist movements were gaining momentum. The colonial government
sought to maintain control over urban governance while facing increasing demands
for political representation from the Black majority. The Act built on earlier
legislation, including the Urban Councils Act of 1930, which had established
municipal councils but had primarily served the interests of the white population.
The 1973 Act formalized the structure of urban councils, which were responsible
for local governance in designated urban areas. It aimed to create a framework for
managing urban development, public health, and services. The Act allowed for
the establishment of elected councils in urban areas. However, like previous laws,
it maintained racial segregation by limiting voting rights and council representation
primarily to white residents, further marginalizing the Black population.

While there was a provision for Black representation in the 1973 Urban Councils
Act, it was minimal and often tokenistic, failing to reflect the demographic reality
ofthe urban population. Urban councils were granted powers to manage local services
such as: waste management, water supply, public health, and housing development.
The Act outlined the administrative framework for urban councils, including the
appointment of town clerks and other officials to oversee operations. Despite the
introduction of elected councils, the 1973 Act perpetuated existing racial divisions
and inequalities in urban governance, reinforcing the exclusion of the majority
Black population from meaningful political power. The focus on maintaining white
interests in urban planning and service provision resulted in significant disparities
in infrastructure and public services between white neighborhoods and Black
townships [23]. The limitations of the Urban Councils Act contributed to growing
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dissatisfaction among the Black majority, fueling support for nationalist movements
that sought greater political rights and independence from colonial rule. The Act was
part of a broader context of colonial governance that faced increasing challenges
in the 1970s. It laid the groundwork for the eventual push toward political change,
culminating in independence in 1980.

Post-Independence Transition (1980-2024)

Following Zimbabwe’s independence in 1980, urban local government
underwent significant changes influenced by political, economic, and social factors.
The new government of Prime Minister Robert Gabriel Mugabe aimed to empower
local authorities, allowing for more self-governance in urban areas. This was intended
to promote participation and address local needs more effectively. As a component
of the reorientation of local government and making it more democratic, the
government of Zimbabwe passed the Prime Minister’s Directive on Decentralization
in 1984 [24]. The key points of the directive included, granting local authorities
greater decision-making powers, allowing them to address the specific needs of their
communities more effectively, improving the delivery of essential services, such
as education, health, and infrastructure, by enabling local governments to manage
these resources directly, encouraging citizen participation in local governance
processes, promoting transparency and accountability in decision-making,
ensuring that resources were allocated more equitably to urban and rural areas,
helping to address historical imbalances, and training local officials to improve their
capabilities in governance and administration. The 1984 decentralization directive
in Zimbabwe had several weaknesses that limited its effectiveness in reversing the
inequalities inherited from the colonial era. Despite intentions to empower local
governments, the central government retained significant control over resources and
decision-making, limiting local authorities’ autonomy. Appointments and resource
allocation often favored political loyalty over merit, leading to inefficiencies and
further entrenching existing power dynamics rather than addressing historical
inequalities.

The Provincial Councils and Administration Act of 1985 aimed to establish
a framework for decentralized governance in Zimbabwe, focusing on the
administrative structures of provincial and local governments [25]. Key elements
of the Act are that, it established Provincial Councils to oversee regional
development and ensure that local needs were addressed, it enhanced the powers
of local authorities, enabling them to make decisions on local matters, including
planning and resource allocation, it outlined the administrative framework for
provincial and local governments, defining roles and responsibilities to improve
governance efficiency and facilitating better management of local resources and
services, and allowing councils to address specific community needs. While
the Provincial Councils and Administration Act of 1985 laid the groundwork for
decentralization and aimed to address colonial legacies, its effectiveness was
constrained by ongoing centralization, resource limitations, and political dynamics.
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The political environment often hampered genuine participatory governance,
as appointments and resource allocations were sometimes based on political loyalty
rather than local needs.

In the late 1980s, Zimbabwe transitioned to a de facto one-party state under the
Zimbabwe African National Union-Patriotic Front (ZANU-PF). This centralized
control limited the political diversity of urban local governments, often sidelining
opposition parties. Local governance increasingly became tied to party loyalty, with
appointments and resources often distributed based on political allegiance rather
than merit. The 1990s and early 2000s saw economic instability, leading to reduced
budgets for local governments. This hampered their ability to provide services and
maintain infrastructure. Economic hardships prompted arise in informal settlements
and informal economies, challenging local governments to adapt their planning
and service delivery approaches. Rapid urbanization without corresponding
investment in infrastructure led to inadequate housing, water supply, and sanitation
services. Local governments struggled to meet these demands due to limited
resources [26]. Declines in the quality and availability of public services became
prevalent, prompting protests and demands for accountability from urban residents.
The 1990s saw increased activism and the emergence of civil society organizations
advocating for better governance, transparency, and service delivery in urban areas.
With domestic resources dwindling, NGOs became involved in urban development,
often filling gaps in service delivery and providing funding for projects. Pressure
from civil society organizations led to discussions around policy reforms aimed
at enhancing governance and service delivery in urban areas.

The Urban Councils Act of 1996 was a significant piece of legislation
in Zimbabwe aimed at reforming urban governance. The Act aimed to provide greater
autonomy to urban local authorities, allowing them to make decisions on various
local matters, including planning, budgeting, and service delivery. It established
provisions for the election of local councilors, promoting democratic representation
and participation in local governance [2]. The Act introduced frameworks for
financial management, allowing councils to generate their own revenue through
local taxes and fees, thus reducing dependence on central government funding.
Urban councils were given explicit responsibilities for delivering essential services
such as water, sanitation, waste management, and housing [27]. The Act encouraged
community involvement in local decision-making processes, aiming to enhance
accountability and responsiveness to citizen needs. Despite its potential, the Urban
Councils Act faced several challenges in effectively reversing the colonial legacy.
The central government maintained significant control over urban councils, which
sometimes undermined the intended autonomy and local decision-making [28].
Many urban councils struggled with inadequate funding and resources, limiting
their capacity to deliver services and implement policies effectively. The political
environment often influenced local governance, with opposition parties facing
challenges in many urban areas, which affected the democratic process.

In 2013, Zimbabwe adopted a new Constitution that elevated local government
to be one of the three systems of government, alongside provincial/metropolitan

councils and national government [29]. Before that it existed at the whims and
caprices of national government. This formal recognition underscored the importance
of local governance in the overall political structure. The Constitution provided for the
devolution of powers and responsibilities to local authorities. This aimed to enhance
local autonomy, allowing councils to manage their own affairs more effectively.
It explicitly protected local government structures and outlined their roles, functions,
and powers. This legal backing aimed to prevent arbitrary interference from the
central government [30]. It mandated that local authorities be elected, reinforcing the
principle of democratic representation. This meant that citizens would have a direct
say in their local governance through regular elections. The Constitution emphasized
the need for community participation in local governance, promoting transparency
and accountability in decision-making processes. Local governments were given
a clear mandate to provide essential services to their communities, including health,
education, and infrastructure [31]. Despite these advancements, implementation faced
challenges, such as limited resources, political interference, and bureaucratic inertia.
Implementation was also affected by the entrenched inequalities and disparities that
arose during the colonial era.

Research Methodology

The article adopted qualitative research methodology. The methodology
significantly enhanced the inquiry in the study by providing in-depth insights
into the complexities of colonial heritage and its effects on urban development
and local governance. Qualitative research allowed for detailed exploration
of the historical, social, and cultural contexts that shape urban development
in Zimbabwe. It was useful in revealing how colonial legacies influence current
local government practices. It enabled the article to identify recurring themes
related to colonial impact on urban development. This analysis revealed patterns
in governance practices, community responses, and development challenges.
Understanding the narratives surrounding colonialism and its legacy provided
insights into how these stories influence current policies and community attitudes.
Qualitative research enabled the researcher to track changes in local governance
and urban development over time, helping to understand how colonial legacies
evolve and impact contemporary practices.

Archival research provided a wealth of historical data and insights. It drew
data by identifying relevant archives in Zimbabwe, such as the National Archives
of Zimbabwe, which house documents related to colonial administration, land
policies, and urban planning. It also explored university libraries and archives that
contain theses, dissertations, and research reports focusing on colonialism and
urban development. It also accessed archives in other countries, such as the British
National Archives, which holds records related to colonial governance in Zimbabwe.
The article looked for official documents from colonial administrations, such
as policy papers, land allocation records, and urban planning documents that outline
governance structures and practices. It also gathered reports and White Papers from
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colonial and post-independence governments that discussed urban development
strategies and challenges.

The article also studied historical maps and urban planning documents that
illustrate land use changes and urban development patterns over time. In addition,
it scrutinized letters, diaries, and personal accounts from colonial officials, local
leaders, and residents that provided insights into the socio-political context.
A systematic approach to reviewing archival materials, categorizing documents
based on themes relevant to the research questions (e.g., governance, land policies,
and community responses), was adopted. The article analyzed the gathered
documents for recurring themes, patterns, and narratives related to colonial
heritage and its impact on urban development. This was followed by historical
contextualization which involved placing findings within the broader historical
context, linking specific archival materials to contemporary issues in local
governance. By systematically identifying, collecting, and analyzing archival
materials, the researcher gained deep insights into the historical roots of current
local government practices and urban challenges.

Findings, Discussions and Impact of Colonial Policies

One of the findings of the research is that racially segregated settlements existing
in urban Zimbabwe today are a continuation of colonial era policies that shaped
the country’s socio-spatial landscape. As it was discussed in the cases of Mbare,
Highfield, Makokoba and Njube townships, the colonial authorities encouraged
separation of races by residence. Decades after the end of colonial administration,
urban planning in Zimbabwe continues to suffer from colonial era policies fostering
racial segregation. Many of the spatial and social divisions established during
colonial rule persisted. The inherited urban planning frameworks continued to favor
existing racial and economic divisions. For instance, although the policy of racially
segregated settlements was officially abolished with the advent of majority rule and
independence in 1980, it persisted in subtle forms.

It was somehow replaced by urban planning that promotes more affluent
suburbs equipped with better infrastructure, services and amenities. Known for its
spacious homes, green spaces, and modern amenities, Borrowdale suburb in Harare,
for example, was developed during the colonial period and continues to be a sought-
after residential area. Chisipite in Harare, is another affluent area with large homes
and good schools, reflecting the colonial preferences for suburban living among
the white community. Suburbs like Hillside and Malindela in Bulawayo are
characterized by larger plots and better housing, attracting higher-income residents.
Their development was linked to colonial policies that favored white settlers. The
disparities between affluent suburbs and poorer townships continue to present
challenges for urban planners and policy-makers in post-colonial Zimbabwe.

While the new government aimed to promote inclusivity, systemic issues such
as poverty, unemployment, and inadequate housing persisted in areas originally
designated for black residents. This has fostered the colonial legacy of the twin

city concept in which urban planning and development continued to reflect the
inequalities established during colonial rule. A related observation is that racially
segregated settlements have resulted in unequal access to education, healthcare, and
unemployment opportunities. Communities in historically black areas often face
marginalization. The legacy of segregation has contributed to social tensions and
divisions within urban communities, affecting intergroup relations and community
cohesion. As if this is not enough, rapid urbanization has exacerbated the challenges
faced by racially segregated neighborhoods, leading to informal settlements and
increased demand for housing and services. Efforts to address these historical
injustices include policies aimed at urban renewal and the provision of affordable
housing, but progress has been slow and often met resistance.

Comparison of Local Government Systems

Understanding the evolution of local government systems in Zimbabwe requires
examining the distinct characteristics of each period: pre-colonial, colonial, and
post-colonial. This requires comparative analysis (Table). In pre-colonial Zimbabwe,
local governance was decentralized and based on traditional authority. Communities
were often organized around clans or tribes, each led by a chief or headman. Chiefs
had significant power, serving as both political leaders and custodians of cultural
practices and social norms. Decisions were made through consensus and communal
participation, with elders playing a significant role in deliberations. Land was held
communally, with collective ownership and use being central to agricultural practices
and resource management. Social structures were primarily based on kinship and
community ties, with strong emphasis on cultural traditions and practices.

The colonial administration imposed a centralized, hierarchical governance
model. Local government was largely controlled by colonial authorities. The
introduction of the Land Apportionment Act (1930) and other legislative
measures marginalized black local governance structures and enforced
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racial segregation. Decision-making processes were top-down, with limited
or no input from indigenous populations. Local councils, if they existed, were
often dominated by white settlers. Land was privatized according to racial lines,
leading to displacement of black communities and the establishment of separate
residential areas for whites and blacks. Traditional leadership structures were
undermined, and chiefs were often co-opted to serve colonial interests, reducing
their authority and role within communities.

In post-colonial Zimbabwe, the government aimed to create a more inclusive
local government system. However, it retained some centralized elements from
the colonial era. The introduction of elected local councils aimed to democratize
governance, although political interference and central control persisted. While
there was an emphasis on participatory governance, in practice, decision-
making has often been influenced by political parties, particularly the ruling
party. Land reforms were implemented particularly in the early 2000s, aiming
to redistribute land from white settlers to black Zimbabweans. However, the
process has been contentious and fraught with challenges. Traditional leaders
have been reasserted in some areas, but their roles are often contested within
the framework of the new political system. Efforts to integrate traditional
governance with modern local government structures have been made, though
with mixed results.

Conclusion

Scholarly attention to the enduring effects of colonial heritage on contemporary
urban development in Zimbabwe remains limited. The article sought to critically
examine this relationship, highlighting the need for a nuanced understanding
of how colonial legacies inform contemporary challenges in Zimbabwe’s urban
development. It found that the impact of colonialism on urban development
in Zimbabwe is evident in the spatial and infrastructural configurations of its cities.
Urban areas were often designed to facilitate the extraction of resources and labor,
leading to the establishment of industrial zones that were disconnected from the
residential areas of the black majority. This segregation has persisted long after
independence in 1980, as many cities continue to reflect the inequalities entrenched
during colonial rule. The lack of adequate infrastructure and services in these
historically marginalized areas has contributed to ongoing challenges in urban
governance, including inadequate housing, limited access to clean water, and
high unemployment rates. The article also found that the local government system
in Zimbabwe has undergone significant transformations from pre-colonial to post-
colonial periods. Each phase reflects broader social, political and economic changes,
with lingering effects of colonial practices still shaping governance practices today.
Understanding these dynamics is crucial for addressing contemporary challenges
inlocal governance and development. It is suggested that policymakers recognize and
incorporate historical and cultural contexts into urban development plans, ensuring
that the heritage of all communities is respected and preserved. Future studies
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can focus on addressing socioeconomic inequalities through targeted programs
aimed at enhancing economic opportunities for marginalized communities in post-
colonial Zimbabwe.

Abstract. This study addresses the integration of media ecological principles into educational policy
and practice, particularly within state and municipal initiatives aimed at improving vocational
education. Media ecology, as an interdisciplinary approach, examines the effects of media
environments on human behavior, culture, and learning processes. The study underscores its
significance in fostering media literacy, critical thinking, and the development of creative skills
among students. The research highlights the role of state and municipal authorities in promoting
media education through innovative programs, teacher training, and partnerships with educational
institutions and private organizations. It draws on the example of the “Media Class in Moscow
School” project, showcasing how municipal support can enhance the quality of education. The
project achieved significant outcomes, including improved student performance in specialized
exams, increased participation in pre-professional activities, and a rise in high-achieving students.
These results demonstrate the efficacy of collaborative efforts in aligning educational policies with
the principles of media ecology. Additionally, the study emphasizes the importance of providing
teachers with the necessary professional competencies to implement media ecological practices.
By fostering a supportive informational environment, schools can protect students from harmful
media influences while leveraging digital tools for educational and professional development. The
article concludes that the application of media ecology in vocational education not only enhances
student engagement and learning outcomes but also prepares them for active participation in the
information society. Strategic collaboration between educators, local authorities, and stakeholders
is essential for sustaining these innovations and ensuring the successful integration of media literacy
into state and municipal education policies.

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Introduction

Media ecology, as a field studying the multiplicative effects of media technologies
on human culture and psychology, is gaining critical importance in the context
of modern educational innovations [1]. With the development of digital technologies
and the increasing integration of media into daily life, the need for systematic media
literacy education is growing, especially in the context of school education. This task
involves not only teaching students the technical aspects of using media as a tool
for achieving educational goals but also fostering their critical attitude toward the
information circulating in the media environment [2].

Undoubtedly, the key to the effective application of the media-ecological approach
in education lies in creating a stimulating informational environment that promotes
the comprehensive development of students’ intellectual and creative potential. This
implies not only protecting them from the destructive influence of media but also
actively utilizing its educational potential, as discussed by Buckingham [3], who
emphasizes the need for media literacy education to address the evolving media
landscape in modern culture.

Foundations and Application of Media Ecology

Media ecology as an academic discipline emerged at the intersection of several
fields, including communication, cultural studies, sociology, and information technology.
It focuses on studying the impact of the media environment on individuals and society,
considering media not merely as tools or channels for transmitting information but
as active environments that shape our reality, perception, thinking, and culture.

The fundamental ideas introduced by Marshall McLuhan and Neil Postman laid
the foundation for media ecology as a discipline that examines the extent of media’s
influence on individuals and society.

Marshall McLuhan, a Canadian scholar, is known for his dictum “The medium
is the message”, which means that each medium contributes to shaping our perception
of the world and social organization [4], regardless of the content being conveyed.
He suggested categorizing media into “hot” and “cool” based on the level of audience
involvement required, and he argued that the advent of the printing press led to the
creation of a “global village” and significantly transformed social structures.

On the other hand, American cultural critic Neil Postman focused his analysis
on television as the dominant medium of his time, viewing it as a tool that turns
serious social discourse into entertainment [5], thereby undermining the foundations
of public dialogue and critical thinking.
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Public Sector Impact on Media Education Implementation

When discussing the use of media ecology principles in studying changes
in media literacy levels in pre-professional classes, it is essential to highlight
the role of state and municipal authorities in facilitating the integration of these
principles into educational practice. Media ecology not only involves acquiring
technical media skills but also emphasizes cultivating students’ critical thinking,
media analysis capabilities, and the development of their own media projects. These
components are aligned with the objectives of state and municipal policies aimed
at improving the quality of vocational education. The implementation of media
education programs in schools, driven by state and municipal initiatives, implies
that teachers must acquire new professional competencies, including the basics
of media ecology, methods for developing media literacy, and how to integrate these
into the curriculum [6].

Municipal authorities play a crucial role in facilitating and supporting the
implementation of media education programs. Through targeted policies, funding
initiatives, and partnerships with educational institutions, local governments
ensure that schools have the resources necessary to apply media ecology principles
effectively. For example, in the 2022/2023 academic year, 1294 teachers took part
in the Media Class in the Moscow School, of which 663, or 51%, took advanced
training courses for the implementation of media educational programs that
meet state educational standards. This initiative was supported by the Moscow
government and demonstrates how a municipal policy can directly affect the
professional development of teachers.

The project “Media Class in the Moscow School” serves as an example
of how the principles of media ecology can be integrated into educational policy
at the municipal level. Thanks to the creation of a joint educational environment
in which schools, local authorities and partner organizations participate, this
initiative demonstrates the potential of municipalities in promoting educational
innovations. In the case of Moscow, 185 schools, 19 partner universities and 7
partner organizations worked together to provide students with access to modern
media resources and real professional contexts, contributing to the implementation
of state and municipal education policy. The active participation of the city in this
project shows how municipal authorities can provide the necessary infrastructure
and support to such initiatives.

The results of the project demonstrate its success in improving the media
literacy and professional competencies of students. The analytical report of the
project highlights key achievements, such as a significant increase in the
percentage of students who have chosen two specialized subjects of the exam
(57.65%) and those who passed these items above the average in the city (30.16%).
In addition, 193 students received higher points in specialized subjects and the
Russian language, which indicates the high quality of educational innovations
promoted by municipal authorities.

The results of the scientific and practical conference and pre-profile exams
once again demonstrate the effectiveness of municipalities in educational programs.
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Compared to the previous school year, the number of participants increased
markedly: at the preliminary stage, 123.85% more students were studied, and at the
final stage — 148.50% more. The proportion of participants who became winners
or prize-winners of the pre-professional exam amounted to 7.42%, which indicates
the positive influence of municipal support on students performance. As noted
in studies devoted to the use of digital technologies in the educational environment,
the strategic use of media tools contributes to greater involvement and learning
results among students [7]. Moreover, the flexibility of mixed learning models,
as co-authors showed [8—10], can further expand the coverage and effectiveness
of media literacy programs in various educational institutions.

Conclusion

The analysis confirms that the educational innovations based on the principles
of media ecology supported by state and municipal policies play a key role
in increasing media graphicity and developing critical thinking skills in pre-
professional classes. The active role of the municipal authorities in promoting these
programs — through financing, training teachers and partnerships — has proved its
importance for the success of such initiatives. The study shows that the successful
implementation of media education requires a comprehensive strategy, including
advanced training of teachers, a favorable environment of training and active
cooperation between schools, local authorities and educational partners. Such
an integrated approach prepares students for active participation in the information
society and gives them the skills necessary for successful social and professional
adaptation. Moreover, the use of strategic methods for taking risks and informal
learning, as is discussed by Hobbs, can further increase media literacy, encouraging
students to study digital media tools and experiment with them in unstructured
conditions. Finally, the theoretical foundations of the theory of activity that are
related to understanding behavior when searching for information on the Internet
in the context of educational innovations, help to develop a wider strategy for
introducing media graphics in professional education.

Tools such as screen readers, text-to-speech technologies, and
learning management systems enable students to interact with educational content in a way
that suits their specific sensory, cognitive, or physical needs. By encouraging autonomy and
independent learning, these technologies enable students to organize their own educational
journeys. However, the study also examines the problems that hinder the full integration
of digital technologies into inclusive education. Insufficient infrastructure, inadequate
teacher training and limited financial resources are identified as the main obstacles. The
need for strategic planning in infrastructure development, teacher training and curriculum
innovations is emphasized to ensure the effective implementation of inclusive practices. The
study concludes by highlighting the significant social and professional benefits of integrating
digital technologies into inclusive education. By providing students with disabilities with the
skills and knowledge they need to succeed in an increasingly digital world, these initiatives
not only expand individual potential, but also contribute to a more inclusive and equitable
society. The study calls for an active policy and continuous efforts to support the continuous
development of inclusive educational systems.

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A model for prevocational training of specialists:
managing the “Media class in Moscow schools”
project as an example of implementing state
and municipal education policy
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Abstract. The study presents an analysis of the development of pre-professional education
in Moscow with an emphasis on the implementation of the Media Class in a Moscow School
project, which has become an example of successful integration of media technologies into
the educational process. Key management decisions are considered, such as standardization
of educational routes, development of specialized and additional teaching aids and programs,
as well as interaction of schools with universities and enterprises. Particular attention is paid
to the increasing role of municipal support, which ensures the unity of educational approaches
and coordination of actions between educational institutions and external partners. The authors
study the educational needs and interests of students in media classes of Moscow schools
based on the results of the survey. The main areas of study in demand among schoolchildren
are identified, including media production, journalism, photo, and video shooting. The
authors conclude that the practice-oriented approach to learning, which involves participation
in specialized courses and interaction with the professional environment helps to develop the
necessary competencies in schoolchildren to work in the media industry. The study presents
a model of comprehensive student training based on the integration of theoretical knowledge
and practical skills. The importance of project activities and an interdisciplinary approach that
promote critical thinking, creativity and career guidance is emphasized. The authors conclude
that it is important to consolidate the efforts of government agencies, educational institutions and
industry partners to further train highly qualified specialists who can adapt to the requirements
of the digital economy. The study emphasizes the need for further research into the long-term
impact of pre-professional education on the career prospects of media class graduates.
