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material and stories have become export goods, the winners are not those with the
most factories, but those with the most ideas, images, and meanings. And it is
precisely here that India emerges not just as a participant in global transformation —
but as its architect. Because in India, culture has never been entertainment: it has
been the air, the fabric of existence, the tongue of streets, mountains, and rivers.
Today, with creative energy as the economic engine, a nation of a billion living
stories finds itself at the epicenter of a new reality — one painted orange with meaning
and possibility.

In his address at WAVES 2025, Prime Minister Narendra Modi offered the
world a metaphor in which the economy suddenly acquired a color — and that color
was orange. Not from a kaleidoscope of statistics, but from the inner heat: from
creativity, cultural heritage, the power of narrative. The “Orange Economy,” as he
called it, is not just an economy of color but an economy of spirit — like blood flow-
ing through the veins of culture, creativity, and content. Its pulse is the energy of art,
technology, crafts, and media. These three living vectors, Modi asserted, lift India
to the crest of a new wave — a wave in which value resides not merely in things, but
in meanings.

India is not only the epicenter of the Orange Economy — it is its natural matrix.
Here, reality has never been divorced from myth: gods walk down streets, poets
become prophets, songs become mantras. This is a unique cognitive model where
every action can be ritual and every object, a symbol. Such a worldview is an ideal
seedbed for the creative economy: creativity here is not “produced” — it flows or-
ganically, like the sacred Ganges. A billion minds attuned to form, rhythm, and ar-
chetype impart enormous depth to everything they create — from screenplays to
startups, from embroidery to video games. India does not invent the Orange Eco-
nomy — it lives within it.

Consider this example: Baul singers — wandering mystics of Bengal — have, for
centuries, sung of inner freedom, of the unity of body and spirit, without temples or
dogmas. Their music was born not on stages, but on dusty roads, between rivers and
villages, between breaths and mantras. And that is precisely why they are the fore-
runners of the modern Orange Economy. Baul is living proof that storytelling, au-
thenticity, and emotional sincerity are not digital-era inventions, but embedded in
India’s deep codes.

Today, as global markets crave authenticity, Baul becomes not only a cultural
reference but a business model: sincerity is paid for, tradition is invested in, unique
sound earns contracts. As Modi reminded in his speech: “Every street, every moun-
tain, every river... a billion stories live in India”. Now those stories are becoming
economic assets — demanded, monetized, exported.

“Musicians from Guwahati, podcasters from Kochi, game designers from Ban-
galore...”!” — this is more than a geographic list or evidence of polyphony in India’s
creative production: it signals a profound transformation. Cultural capital in India

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is no longer the privilege of megacities — it has become fluid, omnipresent, distri-
buted. Now every person, with their talent and creativity, is a unique trade proposi-
tion: free, organic, and therefore perpetually in demand. Cultural formatting no
longer flows top-down — from film studios or media conglomerates but horizontal-
ly: from phones, from headphones, from livestreams. This new media-communica-
tion environment becomes not just an expressive space, but a full channel of eco-
nomic value. India has ceased to merely produce art — it inhales it everywhere.

This is sustained not only by talent and enthusiasm but by infrastructure: initia-
tives like Skill India', platforms such as WAVES Bazaar'? and WAVEX" — not
mere rhetoric, but working mechanisms. In fact, we are witnessing the emergence
of a new mediasystem — not centralized, but distributed, flexible, organically
linked to local creativity and global markets. It is precisely such a system that en-
sures the transformation of creativity into capital. That is why the numbers do not
feel dry: in four days at WAVES 2025, agreements (MoUs) totaling 8000 crore'
were signed, and 3000 B2B meetings took place. This is not just proof of demand —
it is the moment when culture begins to operate under industrial laws. And vice
versa: industry begins to be nourished by culture. The creative economy stops being
a premonition — it becomes statistics.

Boston Consulting Group (BCG), the world’s premier strategic consulting firm,
in its report From Content to Commerce, presented at WAVES 2025, projects that
by 2030, consumer spending driven by creative industries will exceed $1 trillion".
This is not a cultural surge but a tectonic shift — not a seismic wave but the move-
ment of entire strata of consciousness. As if the lands of Kurukshetra had shifted
under the weight of Krishna’s words in the Bhagavad Gita. Not just a change —
a revelation. It redistributes not incomes but meanings. Creative energy in India is
shifting the plates of time: from the Vedas to video content, from ancient shastras to
YouTube storytelling. This is a new global center of cultural investment. Just as
Korea turned emotions into exports through K-pop, India is transforming myth into
economy — but on a different scale and with greater depth.

As Modi put it, “The screen becomes microscopic, but the message is mega
not mere rhetoric, but a diagnosis of the TikTok age. Short videos, AR, mobile
storytelling — all weave together the local and the global, the intimate and the uni-
versal. A small device — a smartphone — but an ocean of possibilities in audience

scale. According to FICCI-EY", India’s short video industry grew by 160% in two
years, enabled by platforms like Moj, Josh, and ShareChat'8.

Film, music, video games — they are no longer soft power; they are hard assets:
capital convertible into revenue, export, and political influence. What the world
calls the “creative economy,” in India has found its own name and hue — orange —
because here creativity is sacred, expansive, and every day. This is not an imported
model but one that has grown organically from Vedic narration, Bollywood energy,
and digital ingenuity. In India, the Orange Economy did not just emerge — it became
the driving force, because storytelling here is not a skill, it is a way of being.

Western players do not merely acknowledge this — they respond in its own cur-
rency: money. In the animation sector alone, the global market is worth $430 bil-
lion, with potential to double by 2035. YouTube invested 850 crore —not in dreams,
but in infrastructure, in local creators, in the ecosystem. That is not a courtesy ges-
ture, but a calculated act of trust.

The Orange Economy is where light, warmth, and resource converge in a single
phenomenon: a story told in such a way that millions pay for it. This is not just a
new market. This is the new cultural gravity of the 21st century.
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Abstract. The examined Anton Chekhov’s novella The Black Monk (1894), focusing on its
exploration of eucatastrophe — a term coined by J.R.R. Tolkien to describe sudden turns from
despair to joy. The story follows Andrey Kovrin, whose ecstatic visions lead to madness by
illustrating the fragile nature of human existence tied to ambition, delusion, and longing for
greatness. This study highlights how Chekhov subverts traditional fantasy structures. Through
close reading, the analysis examines key passages to explore how eucatastrophe appears in the
story with focus on Kovrin’s psychological state and transformative experiences. The findings
show that, unlike typical fantasy, where eucatastrophe brings resolution, Chekhov twists this by
showing that moment of inspiration and quest for enlightenment can end in doom and despair.
Future research could explore the blend of psychological realism and supernatural mysticism
in Chekhov’s works, along with comparisons to other Russian authors, to deepen our understan-
ding of madness and the search for meaning. The contemporary relevance of The Black Monk
in discussions of mental health and artistic ambition could also be explored.

Introduction

What happens when a miracle changes into a curse? Anton Chekhov’s The
Black Monk (1894) blurs the line between realism and fantasy by exploring the
fragility of human perception. According to Claire Whitehead, Chekhov uses
ambiguity and shifting narrative techniques to create interpretative hesitation,
leaving readers uncertain whether the monk is a hallucination or a supernatural
presence (Whitehead, 2007, pp. 601-628). This tension mirrors the protagonist’s
indecisive grip on reality and it illustrates how internal conflict can manifest itself
as external visions. While, Chekhov is celebrated for his realism, The Black Monk
introduces mystical elements that challenge this classification. K. McSweeneytalks
about Chekhov’s ability to capture human emotions with a photographic eye
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(McSweeney, 2007, p. 1). However, in this story, delusions distort realism and make
it harder to see the truth clearly. Similarly, Hajjari, Aliakbari Harehdasht, and
Mirzaie argue that illusion and reality intertwine in Anton Chekhov, in The Kiss and
Thomas Wolfe in The Far and the Near (Neberman, 2016, pp. 27-28), where
characters’ idealized perceptions lead to disillusionment (Hajjari, Aliakbari
Harehdasht, and Mirzaie, 2017, pp. 8-16). In The Black Monk, the protagonist’s
vision of the monk offers inspiration primarily but eventuallyit deepens his alienation
and echoes this theme of shattered illusions. The story also engages with the concept
of eucatastrophe, coined by J.R.R. Tolkien to describe a sudden turn from despair
to joy. The protagonist, Andrey Kovrin, has moments of intense joy where he
believes he is great. But these feelings don’t last long and he falls into madness and
despair in the long run. Skyler Neberman argues that sorrow and struggle are
intrinsic to human existence (Neberman, 2016, pp. 27-28) and Chekhov’s story
reinforces how the hope for transcendence falls apart, leaving only isolation and
misery.

This paper explores how The Black Monk uses and weakens eucatastrophe.
It blends fantasy and realism to examine ambition, delusion and existential longing.
By applying Tolkien’s concept to Chekhov’s story, this study reveals the paradox of
brief miracles. It also analyzes Chekhov’s use of fantasy, delusion and transcendence.
It shows how fleeting joy appears in a story like The Black Monkthat shifts between
hope and hopelessness.

Background and Objectives

The objective of this study is to examine the presence and subversion of
eucatastrophe in Anton Chekhov’s The Black Monk (1894). It analyzes how the
story engages with and challenges traditional fantasy structures. J.R.R. Tolkien
defines eucatastrophe as “the mark of a good fairy-story, of the higher or more
complete kind, that however wild its events, however fantastic or terrible the
adventures, it can give to child or man that hears it, when the ‘turn’ comes, a catch
of the breath, a beat and lifting of the heart, near to (or indeed accompanied by)
tears, as keen as that given by any form of literary art” (Tolkien, 1984, pp. 109—
161). While this idea is important in classical fantasy, The Black Monk challenges
it by giving only a short-lived sense of transcendence that ends in despair. Toner, in
Catastrophe and Eucatastrophe: Russell and Tolkien on the True Form of Fiction
(2008), contrasts Bertrand Russell’s view of tragedy as inevitable downfall with
Tolkien’s belief in redemption (Toner, 2008, pp. 77-87). Chekhov’s story aligns
more with Russell’s view because the protagonist realizes his delusion but feels
more isolated instead of finding relief. This bleak vision reflects Chekhov’s own
struggles. As Donald Rayfield notes in Anton Chekhov: A Life (2013), the author’s
personal battles with illness and disillusionment shaped the psychological depth of
his characters (Rayfield, 2013, p. 1). In The Black Monk, this tension between
fleeting miracles and existential despair has its deep impact on the protagonist’s
life. Chekhov’s choice of ending makes sense as tragic endings feel more natural
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than forced happy ones. Goldman and Kantor, in The Limits of Poetic License:
When Shouldn't an Ending Be Happy?, find that tragic endings often feel more
authentic, as they preserve the author’s intent over imposed justice (Goldman,
Kantor, 1993, pp. 135-150). Similarly, The Black Monk rejects the conventional
happy ending by means of offering an illusion of fulfillment. Here, Chekhov
highlights the depth and inevitability of human suffering and shows how tragedy
leaves a strong emotional and philosophical impact.

Aim of the Paper

This paper examines the ways in which Chekhov’s The Black Monk challenges
traditional literary conventions, especially the concept of poetic justice. Zirker
observes that poetic justice, the idea that good is rewarded and evil punished,
remains a debated concept in literature, as it often limits the freedom of storytelling
(Zirker, 2016, p. 1). Rushdie rejects the idea that literature must always reward
virtue. According to him, stories become more engaging and complex when they
lack clear moral conclusions, what he calls amorality (Rushdie, 1992). This
perspective aligns with Zirker’s point that ethical expectations in literature should
not limit narrative freedom. The Black Monk reflects this view, when Andrey
Kovrin’sapparent success turns to despair without moral resolution. Rayfieldexplains
Chekhov’s rejection of didactic storytellingwhich is influenced by his own struggles
with illness and disillusionment (Rayfield, 2013, p. 1). In The Black Monk, suffering
is presented as inevitable though it rejects moral absolutes. Traditional stories often
bring back order through deus ex machina or divine intervention, while eucatastrophe
provides a resolution that is more emotionally impactful. However, Chekhov’s story
challenges this by showing how moments of uplift, insight and revelation lead to
tragedy and despair, rather than a resolution. As Heath notes, ancient philosophical
poetics analyze the dependence on improbable resolutions like deus ex machine. He
critiques thatit often oversimplifies the complexity of human experience (Heath,
2013). This paper aims to examine how Chekhov blends psychological realism with
supernatural mysticism throughKovrin’s visions of the Black Monk. It also explores
how deus ex machina works and whether transcendence leads to salvation or ruin.

Materials and Methods

Anton Chekhov’s The Black Monk (1894) is a psychological novella that blends
realist fiction with elements of the supernatural. This makes it a convincing text for
examining the presence and paradox of eucatastrophe. The story is about Andrey
Kovrin, a scholar who visits a peaceful country estate and starts seeing visions of
a strange Black Monk. This vision gives him moments of great joy and insight,
similar to the happy twists in traditional fantasy. It is unknown whether this
visualization is born from Kovrin’s genius or madness. However, these brief
moments of wonder eventually turn into mental decline and deep despair instead of
bringing enlightenment. Fulfill the purpose of this study, The Black Monk is
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analyzed as a text as it explores and challenges the idea of eucatastrophe. This paper
examines key passages that show Kovrin’s ecstatic visions, intellectual ambition,
and downfall. It also explores how Chekhov’s narrative structure challenges the
traditional fantasy resolution.

This paper uses close reading to examine eucatastrophe and its role in traditional
fantasy stories, focusing on Chekhov’s The Black Monk. In classical fantasy,
eucatastrophe is a sudden and joyful event that leads to a happy ending. Tolkien
describes as “a sudden and miraculous grace” that brings about a “joyous turn” in the
story (Tolkien, 1984, pp. 109-161). However, Chekhov obscures this by showing
brief moments of wonder that eventually turn into a big tragedy. This study focuses
on Andrey Kovrin, the protagonist, whose visions of the Black Monk bring both
inspiration and disaster. His inner struggles, ambitions, and mental decline are central
to the understanding of how eucatastrophe works or fails in the story. The paper
examines key moments in the story, such as Kovrin’s ecstatic visions, his heightened
sense of purpose, and the eventual disintegration of his reality through textual analysis.
These instances are analyzed in relation to Tolkien’s concept of eucatastrophe to
determine ifKovrin’s “miracles” signify genuine transcendence or a tragic illusion.
The study uses direct extracts from the text to show how eucatastrophe appears and
unfolds in the story and focuses on the paradox of these moments. The paper’s
methodology centers on a contextual understanding of eucatastrophe by means of
using textual analysis to investigate its complexities in Chekhov’s work.

Analysis and Discussion

Chekhov’s The Black Monk presents a distinct exploration of eucatastrophe
within a psychological and existential context. The protagonist, Andrey Kovrin,
a scholar of intellectual ambition, begins to experience visions of a mystical Black
Monk during his stay in the countryside. Kovrin’s experiences are characterized by
a contradictory fusion of self-destruction and enlightenment. This stands in contrast
to many classic fantasy stories where miraculous events result in salvation or
fulfillment. Though his moments of euphoria initially give him a feeling of
transcendence and purpose, they turn into psychological instability and a tragic
demise at the end. Shakespeare’s Macbeth (Shakespeare, 2016) and Othello
(Shakespeare, 1997) explore themes of destiny and deception, much like Kovrin’s
belief in the Black Monk’s prophecy. Orwell’s 1984 (Orwell, 1949) gives Winston
a brief hope through his love for Julia, but it is soon destroyed, just as Kovrin’s
dream ends in tragedy. Kafka’s The Metamorphosis (Kafka, 1972) shows a strange
transformation that leads to isolation instead of salvation.Similarly, Fitzgerald’s
The Great Gatsby (Fitzgerald, 2004) depicts Gatsby’s dream of transcendence,
which, like Kovrin’s vision, ends in disappointment. However, the Black Monk’s
primary miraculous appearancesreflect fantasy’s ability to evoke awe and wonder.
The monk is revealed only to be an illusion. This reveals the darker side of human
desire for the extraordinary. This tension between fantasy’s promise of hope and
Kovrin’s downfall allows Chekhov to critique traditional fantasy tropes. He shows
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the limits of idealized fantastical experiences through a deeper and more realistic
perspective.

1. The First Encounter: A Moment of Ecstatic Revelation.

The first significant eucatastrophic moment happens when Kovrin meets the
Black Monk, being deeply moved by the serenity of nature. The monk speaks to
him of his greatness and divine purpose. He providesKovrin with a strong sense of
belonging and fulfillment and reinforces his belief in his extraordinary destiny. The
description of the Black Monk’s arrival is particularly striking:

“From the horizon there rose up to the sky, like a whirlwind or a waterspout,
a tall black column. Its outline was indistinct, but from the first instant it could be
seen that it was not standing still, but moving with fearful rapidity, moving straight
towards Kovrin, and the nearer it came the smaller and the more distinct it was.
Kovrin moved aside into the rye to make way for it, and only just had time to do so.
A monk, dressed in black, with a grey head and black eyebrows, his arms crossed
over his breast, floated by him... His bare feet did not touch the earth. After he had
floated twenty feet beyond him, he looked round at Kovrin, and nodded to him with
a friendly but sly smile”(Chekhov, 2009).

This scene is similar to the traditional eucatastrophic shift in fantasy fiction,
where a revelation is provided by an unanticipated supernatural intervention.
However, Kovrin’s encounter is unclear, unlike Tolkien’s happy endings, which
bring empowerment or salvation. Is this vision a sign of divine insight, or is it a sign
of his psychological disentanglement? After the monk’s appearance, Kovrin
experiences an intense sense of joy, as if he has been chosen for a higher purpose or
performance:

“In the park and in the garden people were moving about quietly, in the house
they were playing — so he alone had seen the monk. He had an intense desire to tell
Tanya and YegorSemyonitch, but he reflected that they would certainly think his
words the ravings of delirium, and that would frighten them; he had better say
nothing” (Chekhov, 2009).

This passage emphasizes the paradox of Kovrin’s experience as it is cheerfulbut
isolating, amazing yet deeply disturbing. In Fantasy Literature: An Approach to
Reality, T.E. Apter suggests that the “truth” in fiction is not merely about probabilities
but about uncovering new possibilities and plausibilities. Apter argues that fiction,
whether fantastical or realistic, reveals deeper truths through the integration of
character traits and events (Apter, 1982). This aligns with Chekhov’s use of the
supernatural in The Black Monk, where Kovrin’s visions act as a tool for exploring
his psychological state. Kovrin’s experiences of transcendence along with the
monk’s outward manifestations disclose his fragile mental state. This brings out his
anxieties and aspirations that he wouldn’t usually disclose in mundane life.

In this context, Kovrin’s apparent eucatastrophe, i.e. the sense of divine purpose
and grandeur can be seen as a “hypothetical truth” that untie his psychological state.
Kovrin’s journey aligns with Apter’s idea that the fantastic reveals deeper aspects of
character. Here, the boundary between the fantastical and the real is indistinct.
Although the Black Monk’s illusions offer a sense of transcendence, Kovrin’s downfall
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comes from his growing disconnection from reality and the real persons around him.
In this way, Chekhov’s use of fantasy reflects Apter’s assertion that even the most
implausible premises can reveal profound truths about the human condition.

2. The Black Monk as a Fantasy Mentor and Harbinger of Doom.

In classical fantasy literature, the mentor figure often plays a pivotal role in
guiding the protagonist toward a higher truth. In The Lord of the Rings, for example,
Gandalf offers wisdom and helps Frodo to navigate his journey (Tolkien, 1999),
while in Harry Potter, Dumbledore serves as a guiding force by providing Harry
with insight and hope during crucial moments (Rowling, 2018). Despite their
difficulties, these mentors aim to guide their pupils toward salvation and
empowerment. However, Chekhov depicts the mentor figure in a very different way
in The Black Monk. Instead of being a benevolent mentor, the Black Monk is
a manipulative force who worsensKovrin’s mounting hallucinations and finally
results in his demise. In Chekhov’s story, the Black Monk praises Kovrin’s
intellectual superiority. He strengthens his belief that Kovrin is a part of a grand
cosmic plan. The monk’s words appear to be a eucatastrophic revelation that offers
Kovrin a greater purpose and a higher calling:

“You are one of those few who are justly called the chosen of God. You do the
service of eternal truth. Your thoughts, your designs, the marvelous studies you are
engaged in, and all your life, bear the Divine, the heavenly stamp, seeing that they
are consecrated to the rational and the beautiful — that is, to what is eternal”
(Chekhov, 2009).

This moment reflects the traditional eucatastrophe in fantasy fiction, where a
miraculous event offers clarity and purpose. However, unlike Tolkien’s conception
of eucatastrophe, which leads to true salvation, Kovrin’s encounter with the Black
Monk represents a seductive illusion. Instead of leading him to salvation, the monk’s
words blind Kovrin to his own mental deterioration. Chekhov presents the Black
Monk not as a guide to wisdom but a phantom that fuels Kovrin’s arrogance. The
monk’s excessive praise of Kovrin’s intellect isolates him from others and drives
him toward madness.

De Sherbinin examines how Chekhov often engages with religious and cultural
symbols, particularly the Marian paradigm, within the context of Russian Orthodox
culture in the 19th century. De Sherbinin argues that Chekhov frequently inverts
these religious symbols and offers a more complex and disillusioned view of
transcendent figureseucatastrophiceucatastrophic (De Sherbinin, 1997). In The
Black Monk, Chekhov inverts the traditional role of a divine figure like the mentor,
by presenting the Black Monk as a deceptive force. A divine promise ultimately
proves to be deceptive, transforming a divine revelation into sheer folly. This twist
in The Black Monk shows that what appears to be a miracle may ultimately result
not in salvation, but in insanity and hopelessness. Through the use of the Black
Monk as a guiding figure, Chekhov challenges the idea of transcendence presented
by traditional fantasy narratives. Instead of enrichingKovrin’s potential, the monk’s
influence promotes his estrangement from reality. This intensifies his delusions and
brings him closer to his tragic fate. It highlights the darker and more intricate facets
of human desire for the extraordinary.
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3. The Unraveling: When the Miracle Turns to Madness.

As The Black Monkmoves along, Kovrin’s obsession with his visions grows
intense ever more. Transcendence gives way to loneliness and paranoia. Kovrin’s
relationships break down. Tanya, his wife, becomes concerned when she notices his
shifting behaviour. She realizes that these eucatastrophic experiences are actually
pushing him deeper into illusion rather than giving him direction and clarity. In one
particular haunting scene, Tanya discovers Kovrin in the dead of night, speaking
with the Black Monk:

“Tanya put her arm round her husband and held him tight, as though protecting
him from the apparition, and put her hand over his eyes. ‘You are ill!” she sobbed,
trembling all over. ‘Forgive me, my precious, my dear one, but I have noticed for
a long time that your mind is clouded in some way. ... You are mentally ill,
Andryusha” (Chekhov, 2009).

The story takes a significant shift at this point when Kovrin’s eucatastrophic
illusion breaks. What he first saw as a gift from God becomes something darker.
It is now a sign of his deteriorating mental state. His supposed intellectual
transcendence turns out to be an uncontrollable sickness instead of an added
advantage. He loses his grip on reality, pushes away his wife and surrenders to his
delusionseventually. However, the final tragedy of the story unfolds when Kovrin
undergoes treatment to recover from his madness and emerges from it as a dull and
lifeless version of himself. He mourns the loss of his visionary self, a shadow of his
former splendor. In his final moments, Kovrin sees the Black Monk again with
a vision, not one of spiritual triumph or divine revelation but of death:

“Kovrin already believed that he was one of God’s chosen and a genius; he
vividly recalled his conversations with the monk in the past and tried to speak, but
the blood flowed from his throat on to his breast, and not knowing what he was
doing, he passed his hands over his breast, and his cuffs were soaked with
blood”(Chekhov, 2009).

Kovrin’s final encounter with the Black Monk weakens the classic eucatastrophe.
His vision reveals itself as a fatal fantasy rather than a fair means of salvation.
Frye’s ‘mythos of spring” and Campbell’s ‘hero’s journey’ both describe
transformative moments that lead to hope or resolution (Campbell, 2008; Frye,
2020). However, Kovrin’s journey deviates from this pattern. Unlike Campbell’s
hero, who returns wiser (Campbell, 2008), Kovrin’s journey ends in alienation and
despair. Frye’s theory of literature as a “total form” presents it as a cohesive system
of recurring themes, archetypes and structures (Frye, 2020). For Frye, literature
functions as a unified whole and offers insight into human life. Even if Chekhov
subverts it, this idea can be applied to The Black Monk. Chekhov distorts the
function of the Black Monk, an archetype that is usually viewed as a spiritual
mentor. Even Chekhov challenges Frye’s idea of literature as a system of renewal
and reconciliation (Frye, 2020). Frye sees literature as a connected whole, but
Chekhov shows that it can also depict tragedy and despair. The Black Monk both
supports and questions Frye’s “total form” and reveals how literature explores
suffering instead of resolution (Chekhov, 2009).
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4. The Paradox of Eucatastrophe in The Black Monk.

In The Black Monk, Chekhov offers an ironic and subversive interpretation of
the eucatastrophic moment. Kovrin’smeeting with the Black Monk firstlyrepresent
the classic joyous turn of events found in traditional fantasy literature. However, the
consequences of these encounters bring no salvationexceptisolation, emptinessand
eventual destruction. In Tolkien’s or Rowling’s works, eucatastropheindicates
a transformative moment of hope or triumph. Chekhov’s story, however, offers
a stark contrast by exposing the fragility of miracles and their tendency to be
fleeting, deceptive and ultimately tragic. Chekhov challenges the idea that miracles
always bring salvation as The Black Monk explores how transcendence can be
fragile and even dangerous. The miraculous does not always lead to joy since it can
also bring destruction. Checkhov blends revelation with illusion and makes his
readers question if such moments of grace are true blessings or mere illusions to
hide a tragic downfall. Johnston introduces dyscatastrophe to describe the darker
counterpart of eucatastrophe where moments of joy lead to tragic outcomes
(Johnston, 2012, p. 9). This concept helps us to understand Kovrin’s journey in The
Black Monk. As his mental collapse goes on, his initial feelings of transcendence
and happiness gradually become illusions. Johnston’s concept of dyscatastrophe
shows how Kovrin’s moments of joy drive him further from reality toward madness.

In a more specific example, S. Metla and Y.V.S. Devi explore the traditional
role of eucatastrophe in fantasy literature. In the Harry Potter series, moments of
eucatastrophe often lead to the triumph of good over evil by means of providing
a sense of poetic justice and hope. As defined by J.R.R. Tolkien, these moments of
“sudden and miraculous grace” elevate the narrative, by offering unexpected
salvation or revelation (Metla, Sudha Devi, 2024, pp. 673-684). However,
Chekhov’s The Black Monk challenges conventional narratives of transcendence and
contrasts Kovrin’s miraculous visions with his own ruin and despair. This highlights
the complexity and ambiguity of human longing for the extraordinary and sheds light
on the tragic limits of the eucatastrophic narrative in The Black Monk.

Findings

In The Black Monk, Anton Chekhov explores the dual nature of eucatastrophe
by showing both its promises and its paradoxes. Andrey Kovrin sees visions of the
Black Monk, who represents both enlightenment and delusion. At first, these visions
seem miraculous as they fillKovrin with a sense of purpose and potential. However,
they also separate him from reality and his dear ones. His moments of transcendence
turn out to be illusions. What initially seems like salvation descends into madness
ultimately.

Chekhov highlights the tension between the desire for the extraordinary and the
grounding force of everyday life. Kovrin’s experiences also raise questions about
mental health and the line between genius and madness. The story challenges how
society views both, showing that the pursuit of greatness often comes at a cost.
It also forces readers to question whether eucatastrophe is real or simply an illusion
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created by the mind. The sorrowful conclusion of The Black Monk emphasizes this
paradox. When Kovrin ultimately understands that his visions were mere illusions,
he falters both physically and mentally. In contrast to conventional eucatastrophe,
which brings joy or salvation after a revelation, his death presents no victory. Rather,
it acts as harsh reminder that miracles may be temporary and potentially harmful.
Ultimately, Kovrin’s downfall forces readers to consider the true cost of seeking the
extraordinary. Can a miracle still be a miracle if it leads to destruction, or is it only
an illusion?

The Black Monk challenges our understanding of hope, transcendence and the
search for meaning. Through this, Chekhov offers a deep reflection on human nature
by prompting us to rethink about the balance between ambition and reality.

Conclusion

In The Black Monk, Chekhov presents a complex exploration of eucatastrophe
by means of challenging the traditional triumphant endings of fantasy stories.
Kovrin’s visions of the Black Monk bring moments of grandeur and transcendence,
but they lead to disillusionment and tragedy ultimately. Unlike the clear moral
victories in stories like Harry Potter, Chekhov’s eucatastrophes blur the line
between reality and illusion. His story explores the fragile human psyche and the
dangers of seeking the extraordinary. This analysis also examines how Chekhov
subverts fantasy traditions by focusing on Kovrin’s psychological struggles. His
ecstatic visions, instead of bringing resolution or justice, drive him toward madness.
The Black Monk does not provide the satisfying ending of conventional
eucatastrophes. Rather, it presents a complex portrayal of the human condition.
The story also connects with modern discussions on mental health, particularly
the fine line between genius and madness. Kovrin’s journey highlights the
emotional toll of ambition and the risks of mistaking fleeting inspiration for
lasting fulfillment. Future research could explore how Chekhov blends
psychological realism with supernatural mysticism. Comparison of The Black
Monk to other Russian literary works could also reveal deeper insights into themes
of madness and the search for meaning. The story remains relevant today,
especially in discourses about mental health and artistic ambition. Ultimately,
The Black Monk symbolizes both inspiration and destruction. Kovrin’s moments
of divine purpose come at the cost of his isolation and downfall. Chekhov forces
readers to question whether such graceful moments are truly meant for salvation
or merely illusions. The story’s tragic ending rejects the fairy-tale notion of
victoriousfinish. It offers a meditation on the dangers of chasing illusions blindly.
Chekhov redefines eucatastrophe as a brief glimpse of what might have been with
focus on the balance between aspiration and reality.
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Abstract. The examined the main fire models of the military prose by G.D. Grebenshchikov
and I.S. Shmelev. The relevance of the work is determined both by the selected material — little-
studied and first introduced into scientific circulation essays and stories about the First World
War, and by the aspect of research — identifying the specifics of the author’s positions and genre
strategies of writers.

This approach to the work
of writers makes it possible to identify Grebenshchikov’s main genre models — notes, sketches,
travel essays with a predominance of autobiographical motives, as well as a tendency to
fictionalize Shmelev’s military prose. At the same time, both prose writers have similar genre
strategies associated with the evolution from essays and short stories to the novel form.

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The Etymology of the Title of A.P. Platonov’s Novel
Chevengur and its Reflection in the Ideological
Content of the Work

Abstract. The purpose of this study is to determine a possible new etymology of the title of
A.P. Platonov’s novel Chevengur and to track the reflection in the text of the novel of possible
translations of this title into Russian. The relevance of the research is determined by the fact that
the philosophical novel Chevengur is the main work of A.P. Platonov and invariably attracts the
attention of researchers in Russia and abroad, since it touches on eternal questions of existence.
Explanatory-etymological, comparative-linguistic and intertextual methods are used. The ety-
mology of the title of A.P. Platonov’s novel Chevengur and its existing etymologizations are
considered. A new hypothesis is put forward about the origin of the name ‘Chevengur’ from the
Armenian-Turkic word ‘chilingar’, which is substantiated by the proven facts of A.P. Platonov’s
contacts with representatives of the Armenian community of Voronezh even before starting work
on the novel Chevengur. The use of the words ‘master’, ‘locksmith’ and ‘blacksmith” and their
derivatives, which are variants of the translation of the word ‘chilingar’ into Russian, is traced
in the text of the novel by A.P. Platonov. It is proved that these words are used in connection
with the main ideas of Chevengur — a reflection in it of N.F. Fedorov’s Philosophy of the Com-
mon Task on the universal resurrection of the dead and the motive of the master and craftsman-
ship. This circumstance can serve as a reinforcement of the hypothesis about the Armenian-Tur-
kic etymology of the name ‘Chevengur’. N.N. Borovko’s hypothesis about A.M. Gorky as
a possible prototype of the blacksmith characters in the novel, Sotykh and Yakov Titych, is also
considered, and it is recognized that it has a right to exist, the connection of these characters
with the Philosophy of the Common Task is traced. There is also a combination in A.P. Pla-
tonov’s novel Philosophy of Common Task with social Darwinism, which is also reflected in
A.P. Platonov’s article Communism and the Heart. The ideas of social Darwinism were embo-
died in the episodes of the extermination of the ‘bourgeoisie’ and the expulsion of the ‘semi-bour-
geoisie’ in Chevengur, leaving only the ‘chosen’ communards alive.

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Space and Narrative in the Short Story by E.l. Zamyatin

Abstract. The short story The Meeting by E.I. Zamyatin has hardly been studied by researchers
as an independent work. However, it is of considerable interest in the context of the reception
of cinematography in the literature of the first half of the 20th century and in the literature of the
Russian abroad of the first wave of emigration. At that time, the writer, like many of his
contemporaries, addressed the problem of the interaction of literature and cinema, tried to
unravel the phenomenon of cinematography, and also worked on scripts. In this regard, the
reflection of the theme of cinema in the writer’s work is understandable. In addition, the role of
space in the story remained underestimated for a long time. At the same time, the analysis of the
narration in the work was covered in individual works of modern literary scholars, but the
authors’ main attention was focused on the narrative techniques borrowed from cinematography
and the indication of the presence of an unreliable narrator in the story. The aim of the work is
to identify the features of the space and its connection with the narrative. The study is based on
descriptive-functional, cultural-historical and hermeneutic-interpretative methods. The article
analyzes the image of space in accordance with the established image of cinema in the Silver
Age and the writer’s attitudes: attitude to cinematography, worldview, established creative
principles. The role of this category in the organization of the narrative is studied, their
interaction is obvious. The results of the work showed that the images and actions of the
characters are consistent with the reality surrounding them. The connection between the space
of the story and the features of the narrative is proven. A conclusion is made about the possible
correlation of the images of cinema characteristic of the 20th century with the general ideological
attitudes and creative views of Zamyatin and their reflection in the story The Meeting at different
levels.

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The Ballad of the Little Tugboat in the Context
of Brodsky’s Poetry
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Abstract. Examined Brodsky’s first published poem, The Ballad of the Little Tugboat, in
connection with other texts by the poet: Stanzas, Stanzas to the City, Poems in April, and some
others. The introduction provides the history of the publication of The Ballad...; the main part
offers a detailed analysis of the poetics of the work. It is noted that Brodsky puts the genre
definition of ‘ballad’ in the title of several more texts: The Ballad of Lermontov, Melancholic
Ballad, Poems and Ballad from a Letter to E. Rein, Ballad with a Parcel. The source of most of
these texts is the Maramzin's Collection, the first self-publishing collection of Brodsky’s works,
which contains unpublished texts by the poet. In addition, Brodsky’s ‘ballad’ texts are considered
as part of the process of rethinking and overcoming the canons of the ballad genre in 20th-
century poetry. Comparing the Ballad of the Little Tugboat with the poe’s ‘adult’ poems allows
it to be included in the circle of Brodsky’s metaphysical and ‘autobiographical’ poetry. An
analysis of the image of the tugboat in Brodsky’s work allows us to conclude that the tugboat in
the poet’s artistic world is an individual, free, romantic and at the same time stoic consciousness
resisting the automatism of perception of life, whose choice is to swim ‘against the current’.

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From Reading to Creativity: The Concept ‘Library’ in Valery
Mikhailov’s Essay-Novels about Russian Poets
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Abstract. V. Mikhailov is known in the global literary space as a poet, prose writer, and laureate
of many international literary awards. His essay-novels Lermontov, Boratynsky, and Zabolotsky
gained wide recognition and received positive reviews from critics in Russia, Germany, and
Kazakhstan. The aim of this study is to reveal how, in texts of the biographical genre, the author
traces the evolution of the protagonists’ interest from reading to mastering the craft of writing.
In the process of the protagonists’ personal and literary development, home libraries play
a significant role. The home library, as a concept of knowledge, was an essential companion
during the childhood of N. Zabolotsky and V. Khlebnikov — the idol of the 20th century Russian
poet. A love for the spoken word, legends, and fairy tales grew into a love for books. A man
of deep thought and feeling, N. Zabolotsky understood his high calling but referred to it with
a simple word — profession. Alongside reading, the natural world awakened in the future poet
a thirst for knowledge, and its imagery is reflected in many of his poems. While imitating
V. Mayakovsky, A. Blok, and S. Yesenin, the widely-read N. Zabolotsky was more profoundly
influenced by V. Khlebnikov. The novelty of this article lies also in its exploration of the
influence of Russian Symbolists on the creative work of N. Zabolotsky.

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Mythopoetics of M. Mokaev: The Mountain Archetype

Abstract. Examined the figurative realizations of one of the key archetypes in the poetics of
M. Mokaev. The mountain, as a form of the material world, is an archetype of the ‘top’, sym-
bolizing strength, connection with the divine. The path of spiritual enlightenment is associated
with the motive of overcoming difficulties and trials. Mythological nominations act as carriers
of value guidelines, correlate with the motive of inspiration, creative growth. In the poetry of
the Balkarian writer, new information about the symbol is observed, presented in the form of
author’s associations dating back to precedent texts. It is proved that the artistic system of M.
Mokaev at a deep level is closely connected with the archaic ideas of the people, the cultural
and historical chronotope. The correlation of spatial semantics with the mythological code is
revealed in the poetic text through locative antitheses (profane/sacred, one’s own / someone
else’s). As a result, it was revealed that the archetypal symbol of the mountain, on the one hand,
is a fragment of an individual picture of the world, on the other hand, it interacts with universal
categories and value orientations for world literature. The mythologem of the mountain con-
tains not only a reference to myth as a text, but also goes back to myth as a genre, which creates
a prerequisite for a mythological situation (‘life is an ascent’). Studying the poet’s idiostyle
through the prism of the concepts of ‘archetype as a thought form’ (according to Yu. Lotman)
allows us to penetrate more deeply into the author’s intent, to holistically present the artistic and
aesthetic system of the writer.

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Donna Tartt’s Novel The Secret History in the Context
of the Crisis of Postmodernism
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Abstract. This study aims to identify the unique features of postmodernist and metamodernist
discourse in D. Tartt’s novel The Secret History. The synthesis of these characteristics enables
the characterization of this work as a transitional phenomenon, reflecting the crisis of the fun-
damental attitudes of postmodernism and the formation of the artistic paradigm of metamodern-
ism. The scientific novelty of the work is related to the shift of the text analysis perspective from
the consideration of moral issues and genre uniqueness to the inclusion of the novel in the
context of fundamental changes of the post-postmodern era. The findings of this study demon-
strate that the poetics The Secret History are predominantly shaped by the distinctive characte-
ristics of postmodernism, as manifested through the narrator’s mosaic consciousness, the ab-
sence of moral and ethical imperatives, the intertextual inclusions that contribute to the novel’s
semantic field, and the dissolution of the dichotomy between ‘elite’ and ‘mass’ culture. The
subsequent section aims to substantiate the thesis that D. Tartt’s debut novel exhibits characte-
ristics that transcend the postmodernist paradigm, thereby unveiling pivotal tendencies inherent
in metamodernism: an appeal to the traumatic experience of the past, the issue of reflection, the
articulation of authentic sentiments, and the aspiration to establish a cohesive social communi-
ty, in contrast to the postmodern disconnectedness.

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Introduction

At the beginning of the 20th century, precisely on September 11, 2001, four
American passenger planes were hijacked by suicide terrorists who crashed them
into three vivid areas in America, leaving more than 2000 people dead. The tragic
event of the 9/11 attacks was a watershed moment in the lives of all Americans.
Muslims have not been an exception, as the tragic event has touched them just as
much as any other Americans. They have been concerned in various ways as the
incident undermined their social standing and called their place on the American
demographic map into doubt. The shocking events of this tragedy have been echoed
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by many media outlets that have tackled Muslims from different standpoints. As for
the American media, it has conveyed negative stereotypical images of Muslims,
considering them as ‘“aggressive people” who are ignorant of humanity (Samaie,
Malmir, 2017, p. 12). However, the ensuing War on Terror “<...> rendered Muslim
people more visible as a uniquely threatening ‘enemy other’, further fomenting
their racialisation” (Jardina, Stephens-Dougan, 2021, p. 2). This stereotype has
been used continuously from the past till nowadays, with the othering of Muslims,
setting them as enemies, which further enlarges their dilemma in America.

This feeling of irreparable split has been felt deeply by the Muslim diaspora,
who are seen as a source of threat as belonging to the same Others as the terrorists.
Indicting Muslims with terrorism generates intimidation towards Islam, which fur-
ther results in the exclusion and discrimination of Muslims in the social, cultural
and civic life in the West: “negative stereotypes about Muslims as terrorists have
always contributed to an exaggerated fear, hatred, and hostility towards Islam and
resulted in discrimination and exclusion of Muslims from social, political, and civic
life in some Western societies” (Haider, Al-Salman, Al-Abbas, 2021, p. 7). In fact,
‘stereotypes’, ‘exclusion’, ‘discrimination’, ‘hatred’ and ‘hostility’ provoke vio-
lence against the Muslim minority groups in the Western host societies, including
Muslims inside the multicultural American society. In Behind the Backlash: Muslim
Americans After 9/11 (2011), the American sociologist Lori Peek emphasises the
increase of violence towards Muslims by highlighting the “verbal harassment; vio-
lent threats and intimidation; physical assault; religious profiling; and employment,
educational, and housing discrimination that Muslims faced following 9/11” (Peek,
2011, p. 16). In this sense, Muslims in America have to face not only negative ste-
reotypes but also systematic violence that results in their oppression, as violence is
one face of oppression of any minority group in the American host society.

However, reactions toward all the forms of oppression against Muslims have
made their way into the development of ideas. As a result, Muslim authors, through
their literary works, have been open to the collective demands of their group as they
seem apprehensive about how to establish their identities and place themselves
amid the oppressive culture of the American society: “the hostility and prejudice
towards Arabs in general and Muslims in particular based on various political
events, particularly after the 9/11 tragedy, attracted attention to the meaning of cit-
izenship and maintaining identity found in such works” (Abdelsalam, 2023, p. 197).
Muslim authors have also been compelled to express their community’s reactions to
the increased sense of violence and oppression against them (Bujupaj, 2016; Khalid,
2023; Majaj, 2008). Therefore, their literary works concentrated mostly on these
issues affecting the Muslim minority in America’s multicultural society.

The contemporary British-born Pakistani author H.M. Naqvi, through his novel
Home Boy (2009), portrays the lives of three young Muslim characters in America.
The first one, Chuck, a Pakistani immigrant residing in New York City, narrates the
tale under his true name, Shehzad. Chuck is part of a group of Pakistani companions
including Jimbo (Jamshed) and Ali Chaudhry (AC). As a team, they live bright,
joyful lives amid the city’s global tapestry, frequenting bars, exchanging clever
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conversation, and fitting in with the cosmopolitan throng. They are urban men who
identify as more American than Pakistani and are deeply established in their urban
lifestyle.

However, the tragic events of the 9/11 attacks have disrupted this feeling of
assimilation. After the incident, the sociopolitical scene shifts radically, with a wave
of Islamophobia and discrimination spreading throughout America. Consequently,
Chuck and his companions, formerly unnoticed in New York City, are being noticed
because of their South Asian look and Muslim background. As a Muslim minority,
they started being treated with discrimination and exclusion by the Americans,
while also being set up as a part of the terrorist group inside America.

The novel has been examined by numerous literary studies that dealt with dif-
ferent thematic issues concerning Muslims, such as alienation and Othering (Pa-
than, Ahmed, 2019), terrorism (Rashid, Jabeen, Shahbaz, 2020), psychological bor-
ders (Ullah, Ahmad, Qazi, Rehman, 2021), Islamophobia (Hai, 2022), resisting
neoliberalism (Shah, Sheeraz, 2022), marginalisation and resistance (Zaib, 2023),
and disruption and multiculturalism (Aziz, Nadeem, 2024). This study, however,
aims to explore the state of oppression experienced by the Muslim minority charac-
ters due to the American violence that had played a pivotal role in oppressing Mus-
lims in post-9/11 attacks, as depicted in the selected novel. In the course of the
analysis, this study applies the concept of violence and its related critical insights
of oppression by the American political theorist Iris Marion Young (1949-2006).
By using this concept, this study underscores the issue of the oppression of the
identity of Muslim minority characters under the violence of the American society
in the aftermath of the 9/11 attacks, as the issue of Muslim identity in post-9/11
literature has been a subject of many scholars who have explored different angles of
this subject matter (Arslan, Yasin, 2021; Fakhrulddin, 2024; Hauso, 2020; Imtiaz,
Azam, 2022; Wolfson, 2023), except the issue of oppressed Muslim identity who
live under the violence of the American society. The scope of the present study is
limited to Naqvi’s depictions of the American violence and the oppression of Mus-
lim minority characters in the selected novel and to the conceptual framework of
violence and its related critical insights of oppression. The focus of the study is on
how Naqvi depicts the oppressed state of Muslim minority characters amidst the
violent American society.

Methodology

The concepts of oppression and violence are apparent in different literary
works. Examples of oppression and violence exemplify many themes and tech-
niques used by authors to unravel the lurking meaning of these concepts and how
they influence the lives of minority groups in the host society. In literary studies,
scholars identify the shape of oppression and violence in relation to the physical
and mental aspects of the minority groups (Bashir, Aurangzeb, Bibi, 2022; Egya,
2020; Kuortti, Ruokkeinen, 2020; Manikome, Rombepajung, Lolowang, 2021;
Nisa, 2023; Umeh, 2024). In both cases, oppression and violence cause dangerous
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treatment of the minority groups and place them in vulnerable conditions. This
study investigates the imagology, representation and cross-cultural encounters that
stand for the impotent depiction of Muslim minority identity in Naqvi’s novel Home
Boy. This study attempts an in-depth analysis of the selected work, which includes
a textual analysis methodology of the novel. The novel will be examined in light
of the social approach by applying the concept of violence and its related critical
insights of oppression by Young (1990). This study intends to focus on the analysis
of the Muslim minority characters, which in turn helps in a better understanding
of the state of Muslims’ oppression that they face under the violence of the Ameri-
can society. A careful analysis of the selected work will establish the fact that the
American society has developed an oppressive and violent power in controlling,
humiliating and torturing the Muslim minority group and curbing their presence in
the post-9/11 epoch. The analysis will also bring to light the fact of the vulnerable
state of the Muslim minority group in America.

Analysis and Discussion
American Systematic Violence as an Imputes of Muslim Oppression

In her notable book, Justice and the Politics of the Differences (1990), Young
connects violence to oppression, where she defines violence as a powerful means
harnessed by the dominant group to impose their oppression on specific minorities
who belong to specific groups in the society. This typical form of oppression uses
physical attack or torture to persecute the minority groups in America: “<...> many
groups suffer the oppression of systematic violence. Members of some groups live
with the knowledge that they must fear random, unprovoked attacks on their persons
or property, which have no motive but to damage, humiliate, or destroy the person.
In American society women, Blacks, Asians, Arabs, gay men, and lesbians live under
such threats of violence, and in at least some regions Jews, Puerto Ricans, Chicanos,
and other Spanish-speaking Americans must fear such violence as well. Physical
violence against these groups is shockingly frequent” (Young, 1990, p. 61).

Similarly, in Naqvi’s Home Boy, the Muslim minority characters are being
oppressed through acts of physical violence exerted upon them by American society
after the terrorist attacks of 9/11, September 2001. This can be seen clearly through
the situation of the Muslim protagonist Chuck facing a group of gangsters at one of
the bars in New York City who insulted and beat him for no reason: “then there was
a flash, like a lightbulb shattering, a ringing in my ears, the metallic taste of blood
in my mouth. I didn’t quite see the fist that knocked me flat on my back™ (Naqvi,
2010, p. 24). Though Chuck is a Muslim, he enjoys his time at the bar like any other
American. The act of physical violence by a group of American gangsters upon
Chuck is an obvious example of the violence of the dominant group in the American
society. The physical violence exerted by American society against Chuck is
massive, as it leads to the complete obliteration of Chuck. That is, Chuck becomes
devoid of his rights and social practices, and he cannot cope with the whole
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oppressive society. As a rule of thumb, violence is a direct, vital tool to exert
oppression against the Muslim minority group in all cases.

Young asserts that “the oppression of violence consists not only in direct
victimisation, but in the daily knowledge shared by all members of oppressed
groups that they are liable to violation, solely on account of their group identity. Just
living under such a threat of attack on oneself or family or friends deprives the
oppressed of freedom and dignity, and needlessly expends their energy” (1990,
p. 62). Similarly, in the novel, the Muslim characters face the same situation. In the
following textual evidence, Chuck expresses his fears over the endless violations
and threats by the police officers who used to ‘target’ and check him ‘everywhere’
and ‘every corner’: “<...> there’s sadness around every corner? There are cops
everywhere? You know, there was a time when a police presence was reassuring,
<...>but now I’'m afraid of the, I’m afraid all the time. I feel like a marked man.
I feel like an animal. It’s no way to live. Maybe it’s just a phase, maybe it’ll pass,
and things will return to normal, or maybe, <...> history will keep repeating
itself” (Naqvi, 2010, p. 206).

In the above textual evidence, Chuck’s fears of the police officers’ threats and
violations are indications of the violence of the American society that results in his
oppression amidst the prevailing tyrannical culture of the Americans. The oppression
that emerges against Chuck is due to his identity as a Muslim who belongs to
a Muslim minority group. This is the severest form of oppression since it deprives
the Muslim minority group of their rights, freedom and dignity.

Young argues that the concept of violence overlaps with the concept of cultural
imperialism, which results in irrational violence between the minority group and
the dominant group: “Cultural imperialism, moreover, itself intersects with violence.
The culturally imperialised may reject the dominant meanings and attempt to assert
their own subjectivity, or the fact of their cultural difference may put the lie to the
dominant culture’s implicit claim to universality. The dissonance generated by such
a challenge to the hegemonic cultural meanings can also be a source of irrational
violence” (Young, 1990, p. 63).

To further connect Young’s view with our subject, once the Muslim minority
group disagrees with the American dominant group, they become opposing and do
not show any form of acceptance of the dominant American culture. Accordingly,
the Muslim minority group becomes adverse towards any form of American
imperialism and its dominant culture. In the long run, such adversity formulates
violence between the Muslim minority group and the dominant American group,
which ends up ultimately in the oppression of the Muslims. In the following textual
evidence from the novel, Chuck comments on the violence of the American society
at the time when he prepares reactionary acts against the Americans, as he no longer
accepts the dominant culture of the American society by any means, saying that
“when somebody hits you, you hit back™ (Naqvi, 2010, p. 40). Here, the reactionary
acts that Chuck prepares for show the violence of the dominant American culture,
as his statement above reveals how he lives under the threats of the American
society that inflicts violence upon him at any time. Chuck’s situation demonstrates
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how the Muslim minority group lives in worse conditions under the dominance of
the American society that inflicts violence on them. It further unveils their oppression
as they are persistently inspected and controlled by a higher and mightier dominance
called American imperialism that incarnates the concept of cultural imperialism and
its oppression (Fakhrulddin, Bahar, 2022, p. 9; Fakhrulddin, Bahar, Zainal, Awang,
2023, p. 373). This can be seen in the following evidence spoken by Chuck: “you
could feel it walking down some streets: people didn’t avert their eyes or nod when
you walked past but often stared, either tacitly claiming you as their own or
dismissing you as the Other” (Naqvi, 2010, p. 45). In this sense, the Muslim minority
group faces violence and oppression by the dominant American imperialism.

Young furthermore debates violence in terms of injustice that can be induced
through stereotypical images of minority groups (Young, 2010, p. 63). The Muslim
minority group, of course, can be linked to Young’s discussion of the stereotypical
images of these minorities. To explain, once the Muslim minority is portrayed in
stereotypical ways by the Americans, unjust violence occurs against them. That is,
they become vulnerable to several attacks just because the Americans see them as
outsiders or terrorists. As such, stereotypes motivate American society to commit
violence against the Muslim minority. In the following textual evidence from the
novel, Chuck’s interrogation by a police officer, Grizzly, reveals such a situation:

Grizzly: You are a terrorist?

Chuck: No, sir.

Grizzly: You a Moslem?

Chuck: Yes, sir.

Grizzly: So you read the Ko-Ran?

Chuck: I’ve read it.

Grizzly: And pray five times a day to Al-La?

Chuck: No, sir. I pray several times a year, on special occasions like Eid (Naqvi,
2010, p. 113).

In the above textual evidence, the concept of violence lies in Grizzly’s depiction
of Chuck in a stereotypical way as a ‘terrorist’. Here, violence can be begotten as
a consequence of stigmatisation towards the religion of Islam and their followers,
the Muslim minority, who are perceived as terrorists. The tendency of American
society to create stereotypical images lies behind the rationalisation given to
violence and deliberate injustice of the Muslim minority group. As a matter of
fact, violence and injustice toward the oppressed Muslim minority group cannot
be eliminated unless there is a “change in cultural images, stereotypes, and the
mundane reproduction of relations of dominance and aversion in the gestures of
everyday life” (Young, 2010, p. 63).

Conclusion

Through the textual analysis methodology and applying the selected conceptual
framework to Naqvi’s novel Home Boy, this study has explored the issues of
oppression that the Muslim minority group characters face by examining the
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author’s depictions of both violence and American society. Violence has been
explored through the physical attacks and stereotypes that the Muslim character
Chuck has experienced from the American society, which tortured and described
him as a terrorist. Violence has also been explored through the dominance of
American imperialism, which has played a crucial role in violating, subjugating and
depriving Chuck of maintaining any form of power and sociocultural stability in the
society. The acts of violence practised toward Chuck highlighted his vulnerable
position and further revealed his oppression amidst the dominant American society.
Therefore, it is safe to conclude that this study has demonstrated the systematic
violence of American society as a motivation for the oppression of the Muslim
minority group in the post-9/11 epoch. Future research can be done on the selected
novel by applying the theory of post-traumatic stress disorder (PTSD) by the
Austrian psychologist Sigmund Freud (1856—1939), which highlights the issue of
Muslim characters’ trauma related to violence.

Introduction

One of the densest countries in terms of demography, India, is inching towards
more challenges revolving around its water. The long-term consequences of climate
change along with uneven regional distribution have made an unequal access to

water sources even worse, and this has caused far lesser reserves than ever before
as well as intensifying socio-economic disparities. This in turn engenders what is
called Hydropolitics, linking together contested issues of control and exploitation
of the waters to a myriad political, economic and social injustice. The highest stakes
are for industries and agriculture — they depend on the country’s key river systems:
Ganges, Yamuna and Brahmaputra. The culture of the people found within, besides
its economy — these rivers are lifeblood for India, a hugely populous nation.
However, they are burdened as never before, and people feel the knock-on effect.
This suggests that approaches to water governance in India are complex and multi-
pronged, necessitating a continuous process of reviewing & tweaking strategies
that can be drawn up based on evolving challenges. The at most cause of resistance
is originally found due to these natural resources, which include water disputes
prevailing not only as disparities between the local but also at state-based
international relations. Several states across the country have had water wars and
woes, among which the Cauvery River dispute between Tamil Nadu and Karnataka
is one of the most fiercely contested over decades. This controversy serves as an apt
demonstration of the challenges in governing water resources collectively, which
are usually followed by prolonged and bitter conflicts because common people
stake their claims (Puthucherril, 2022, pp. 1-73). To mitigate these challenges, the
Inter-State River Water Disputes (IRWD) Act was enacted by Indian government in
1956. The Act was enacted to give a legal basis for the obtaining of water from
rivers flowing through more than one State. Though the Act has seen several
amendments over time, a major intervention by none other than Supreme Court
came in 2016 but the usefulness of it to act as an instrument for resolving water
conflicts is not that huge. The problems at a structural level are too deeply entrenched
in historical injustices, regional imbalances and the existence of diffuse multi-
sectoral (and cross-regional) interests. This has left water management in India
victim to constant quibbling and mutual acrimony. The repercussions of this feud
have had a material impact on our social-economical stability.

The distressed climate due to the threatening sign of global warming does not
help, changing weather patterns only worsens rainfall variability making situation
worse for water stressed state like most parts in India are. Monsoons, the lifeline for
much of India have failed in recent years and weather patterns are volatile with
droughts being severe in some parts while floods occur increasingly elsewhere.
Water availability, especially in arid regions that are severely water-stressed and
experiencing non-seasonal shifts in rainfall patterns. This has in turn turned into a
water crisis that prevails through most part of the country distressing agricultural
productivity, food security and aggravating socio-economic disparities (Matin et
al., 2018, pp. 197-205). The water resources of climate change do not focus solely
on quantity; it also affects that in any aspect. There has been widespread destruction
of water bodies due to the pollution caused by industrial wastes, discharge of human
sewage and increasing agricultural dispel. Millions of people already depend on the
nearly dead Ganges River, which is considered sacred in Hindu culture but
increasingly defiled by human waste and industrial contaminants. While there have
been some attempts to tackle these issues. However, efforts by the Indian government
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to address these issues, such as the “‘Namami Gange’ project of cleaning up the holy
River Ganges has faced major hurdles. But it has not been implemented in a uniform
way and there have been disparate results that simply illustrate the challenges
associated with trying to manage such gigantic environmental remediation (Mathur,
2020, pp. 54-64). It is more of a social and economic challenge that endangers the
existence of millions, just as an environmental aspect.

According to NITI Aayog’s report, over 600 million people will be under high
water stress in India by the year 2030 while cities like Mumbai, Jaipur, Lucknow
and Chennai are already facing acute water scarcity (Ghosh, 2021, pp. 131-38).
The decline in groundwater, which supplies more than half of urban and rural areas
with drinking water, seems to be a worrying point (Sengupta, 2019). Water scarcity
in India has a broader impact on national economic growth. Agriculture, the
backbone of the Indian economy along with industry, energy generation and
domestic use requires water. Ineffective water management threatens to cripple
economic growth, perpetuate poverty and increase social inequality. Water scarcity
can also result in intra- and inter-community, state, or even nation-state conflict as
it increases conflict for a scarce resource. With these challenges comes an urgent
necessity for the development of resilience strategies that consider the intricate and
inter-linked forces driving water scarcity. Those strategies must also be supported
by sound overarching development plans that focus on the effective use of water
resources as related to climate change. This calls for a move towards integrated
water management that acknowledges the linkages among multiple human uses of
water as well as the complexity in governing and managing such an important
natural resource. Figure 1 illustrates the feedback loop between poor water
governance, environmental degradation and social inequalities, underscoring the
need for comprehensive management reforms.

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Research on water conflicts in India should consider an inter-disciplinary lens
and include social, economic, political as well environmental aspects of water
management. Specifically, we need to explore our historical legacies and governance
agendas that prefigure current practices alongside the power structures around water
(Mustafa, 2007, pp. 484—-501). These insights can help identify viable and sustainable
water management strategies, benefiting all in the country. This calls for an inclusive
process, where states participate together with their citizens in making decisions.

The water crisis of India is a complex ecosystem level issue which needs
immediate solutions. Rapid climate change, growing national population and
excessive industrialization are taxing the water economy in a way that has led to
depleting reserves nation-wide, as well inequality. Water scarce countries are
particularly vulnerable to lack of clean water for drinking, washing and hygiene in
the time of COVID-19. The current unprecedented public health crisis further
underscores the urgent need for effective water governance, together with innovative
and integrated approaches to managing our limited freshwater resources sustainably.
Interdisciplinary research and integrated water management strategies can tackle
the issues of water scarcity in India to make sure that its water resources are set up
for sustainable development, aligned with equitable growth objectives.

Results and Discussion
Political Ecology and Water Scarcity in All Quiet in Vikaspuri

Political Ecology may be defined as the study on how power relations, economic
processes, and social disparities rule the use of natural resources. As such, the topic
cuts across various disciplines and provides the framework for analyzing the
relationships between environmental issues and politico-social stakeholders. In this
regard, such effects could not result from the conservation virtue, as portrayed by
Banerjee. It is evident that he has based his story on the negative aspects associated
with the water crisis — the recurring scenario. Moreover, he has decided to bring the
scenario during dystopian life in the modernist Delhi. The above-described approach
demonstrates how the socio-political characteristics led to resource allocation
disparities (Greenberg and Park, 1994). Figure 2 represents the relationships
between power structures, economic systems, and environmental degradation as
discussed in the novel.

All Quiet in Vikaspuri is a graphic novel that discusses the impacts of water
scarcity in a negative socio-economic manner. It challenges the current political and
economic structures as water crisis is the recurring theme that disrupts urban life
(Gupta, 2018, pp. 144-58). All the scientific illustrations have vividly described the
effects of the commodity scarcity on the ordinary citizen, who is the classic victim.
Moreover, the privatization of the resource has sustained class differences and
aspects of environmental conservation. The industry has been criticized for
consuming an enormous quantity of water as Banerjee mocks it by saying “mining
is a thirsty business” (Banerjee, 2015, p. 11). The author has decried the industry
and other organizations’ activity, echoing the environmental justice components
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concerning commodity marginalization. This narrative extends comics studies to
urban discourse by offering insights into urban inequities and social justice concerns
(Sarkar and Bhattacharya, 2022, pp. 697-717). The novel also discusses
intersectionality of environmental justice with development by investigating how
gendered relations are impacted in the face of water crisis (Madan, 2018, pp. 125—
143). The plot of A/l Quiet in Vikaspuri is about Girish, a plumber with some psychic
talents who goes on the search for The Saraswati. The novel takes place in a
dystopian Delhi where the crisis for water has drained away at its very part of being
a society. The title ‘All Quiet in Vikaspuri’ reflects the timbre of much deeper
meaning and ‘Quiet’ representing a chilling silence of dry taps. That silence is a
metaphor to that of the water which is gone in Delhi. Through Girish’s journey,
Banerjee highlights poor urban planning and the catastrophic effects of privatization
practices, also elucidates how absurd water withdrawal is contributing to this crisis.

Socio-Economic Inequalities Community Responses
marginalized communities are grassroots movements, resistance
disproportionately affected activities, and collective action

There is also a broader critique on display in the novel of neoliberal urbanization,
including an examination of exactly how profit trumps people, particularly
concerning public infrastructure. For Banerjee, the resistance against these policies
involves communities organizing for holding group meetings in response to water
scarcity. Through a narrative that uses mythical symbolism as well as many
languages, Banerjee invites readers to contemplate what it means to create cities
and manage resources ethically. It is a persuasive case in how literature can make
us lean towards community, collaborative solutions are what the world need to
tackle environmental change, and it makes a reader think about his place in
promoting sustainability and social justice.

From a political ecology lens, Banerjee’s All Quiet in Vikaspuri delves into the
psychological and cultural consequences of ecological crises.

While this interdisciplinary storytelling does more than a great
contribution to urban studies, environmental justice and calls for additional research
on the ethics of planning. Reading Banerjee today challenges us to think about what
role ordinary citizens and stakeholders have in creating a sustainable city that also
seeks an egalitarian urbanism. This critique of failed urban planning and governance
in the capital, especially as concerned with water management is part of what makes
this novel a strong one.

In doing so, Banerjee
critiques the narrative of economic development by revealing the ecological
disasters and social marginalization bound up in it. He gives the example of how
economic gains usually increase at environmental and social cost, making clear it
only exacerbates existing disparities. In that sense, the novel becomes a mirror,
because it reflects to society in general what are we doing when profit comes before
people and ecosystems (Daiya, 2018, pp. 3—10).

This cinematic depiction can
be likened to the situation in Banerjee’s A/ Quiet in Vikaspuri where water scarcity
serves as a central narrative device, underscoring the socio-political ramifications
of resource mismanagement. Additionally, the film’s narrative of characters
attempting to control weather conditions reflects a broader human desire to mitigate
climate change impacts, including water scarcity issues (Amzah et al., 2023,
pp. 285-307). Similarly, Banerjee’s novel highlights the desperate measures that
societies mat resort to when facing severe environmental crisis, reinforcing the
urgent need for equitable and sustainable water policies. Water injustices act as an
indicator of diminishing democratic values and the need for more equitable
governance (Fioret, 2023). Fioret’s linear argument structure explores various
philosophical frameworks, and his focus on the broader social and political harms
beyond mere distribution issues (Siefert, 2024, pp. 120-23). Power inequities must
be addressed through the active inclusion of diverse voices and perspectives in
resilience-building processes to achieve equitable outcomes. This inclusivity
engages transformative impacts, which ensure not only the rights-based resilience
are facilitated but also in vulnerable communities (Matin et al., 2018, pp. 197-205).

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The Phenomenon of Identity Stratification in the Poetics
of Modernism

Abstract. The aim of the work is to represent the idea of the fractional perception of one’s own
self within the boundaries of the poetic text using the example of the fusion of mystical, real and
conventional playspace in the poems of O. Paz and G. Maliev. The scientific novelty of the
research lies in the chosen aspect of studying the ways of self-identification of the subject in the
field of modernist discourse based on the example of Mexican and Ossetian literature. For the
first time in the history of Ossetian philological research, Maliev’s work is subjected to
a comprehensive literary analysis in the context of intercultural connections and influences.
Paz’s and Maliev’s texts explicate the theory of stratified wholeness of understanding of the
world and man in it. In Paz, the cyclical nature of the time loop and the division of the lyrical
self reflects both the current methods of modernism — surrealistic games with the subconscious
and creative techniques —and the idea of the eternal search for the ideal, lost time, the harmonious
and enduring “now”. In Maliev’s work, the problem of identity manifests itself in the search for
the self, through an attempt to meet the elusive guest, whose essence is something native, close
and, at the same time, otherworldly and transcendent. The commonality of the poets’ worldview
consists in the same choice of poetic space (night, deserted street) and in the impossibility to
come into contact with a doppelgénger, a shadow, a guest, as an embodiment of the phenomenon
of Ouroboros, a temporary loop of self-rejection in the world of looped loneliness. The result of
the study presents the assertion that the search for selfhood in the literature of the early twentieth
century moves away from tragic reality into a playful, conventional sphere, when the idea itself
becomes the semantic center, and the end result is not as important as the striving for it.

Introduction

The article examines the nature of Gandhi’s representation in mediatised Indian
popular culture in intermedia advertisements. In order to do so, first, this paper
explores what Gandhi’s own transversal values and iconography represent, revealing
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two contradictory developments — the dichotomy between the iconography of res
publica and the popular representation of Gandhi, covering the contents of thirty-
seven cases, delving into the essence of representation, including explicit and
implicit branding.

Before moving further, it is contingent to underscore the meaning of mediatised
popular culture. The term ‘mediatization’ refers to the incremental influence of the
media as a meta-process (Livingstone, Lunt, 2014) on a range of societal facets,
such as politics, religion, culture, and daily life. The term mediatized popular culture
refers to how the media shapes popular culture of beliefs and customs of a common
community. The larger impact of mediatization on society, behaviour, and people’s
perceptions of the world happens through proliferation of media technologies or the
growth of media content and is most easily visible in common iconographies of
popular culture.

Gandhi's Transversal Values and Iconography in Mediatised Popular Culture.
Gandhi (1869-1948) remains one of the essential referential points in Indian
everyday life and popular culture (Rai, 2022). His form of political action,
Satyagraha or non-violent resistance against injustice is well documented and
debated due to its transformative impact both on the participants in Satyagraha and
oppositional forces. It is builds on the ideas of commons, inclusivity and anti-
passivity (Gandhi, 1910, 1927, 1929, 1968). Other epistemological nterventions
which are anti-binary and anti-lexical priority and constitute the ‘transversal values’
are rooted in Gandhi’s non-territorialised theorisation, for example, his ‘modern
civilisation’ critique rejecting binaries and prioritisation between countries (Rai,
2025). His bodily clothing, walking stick, spectacles, loincloths, spinning wheel,
ascetic image, sandals, ashrams, talking while walking, seating images while
listening or working, giggling with children, presence of male and female images,
visiting colonies of underclasses — all images point out two distinctive transversal
values - decentralisation and accessibility (Rai, 2023). Gandhi’s ‘body is/as the
message’ which is half-naked, symbolises minimalism and transparency. This
chosen asceticism with secular body is a conscious political message against state
violence with an intersectional appeal, building his transverse against sectarian
nationalism, religious symbolism, masculinity, absolute binary, othering,
humiliation, sublime violence, and majoritarianism of popular bodies.

Contradictory Developments. Gandhi’s iconography in mediatised popular
culture, happens via two contradictory agencies. First is the state-led iconography
creating popular sites of Gandhi’s iconography with compromised transversal
values. This is a heteronymous state with centralised and societal binaries. This is
exhibited in roads, institutions and flagship policies (like Mahatma Gandhi National
Rural Employment Guarantee Act), named after Gandhi, his pictures on currency,
his framed photographs in government institutions, using his spectacle for
Government’s flagship programme Swachh Bharat Abhiyan (Clean India Mission).
State intervention has expanded Gandhi’s iconography in far-reaching corners and
yet there is the marginalisation of Gandhi’s ‘anti-violent state’ and ‘transverse’ by
‘heteronomy’ and ‘sectarian nationalism’ in this Gandhi of res publica.
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Second, people’s iconography in mediatised popular culture emphasises on
Gandhi’s message, example, use of ‘Gandhi’ diary, Gandhi placards in protest
movements, cartoons in newspapers and walls, Gandhi as sign of peace, his high-
rise sculptures in metropolitan cities, low-rise sculptures in small towns and villages,
murals, as a character/image in Indian films, postage stamps and so on. Here,
Gandhi’s image is democratised in vivid forms (Benjamin, 1969), reinventing
Gandhi’s transverse via massive production and circulation.

Gandhi and Indian Intermedia Advertisements. Advertisements are an essential
part of a mediatised popular culture as these generate discourse around products,
creating brands, and impacting customer’s behaviour. These are a part of consumer-
centric brand normalisation with psychological and emotional techniques to connect
with a heterogeneous base of customers. Advertisement works on the ‘negative
principle, anything which does not bear its seal of approval is economically suspect’
(Horkheimer, Adorno, 2002). In Indian advertisements, Gandhi as a philosopher
(Bilgrami, 2001) gives way to Gandhi as a brand. Gandhi’s numerous transversal
values as discussed earlier, Satyagraha, participation in Indian Freedom struggle,
Swaraj, truth and non-violence — all make him a viable brand, as an appropriate
advice. However, Gandhi’s expansive transverse philosophy is replaced by narrow
utility-centric advertisement/branding.

Brands have appropriated Gandhi through consumption and ownership. For
instance, in 1920s there were cigarettes bearing his name, and he himself cautioned
people against accepting any advertisement/branding of his name without his
signature (Khanduri, 2012; Gonsalves, 2010). After independence, the government
of India passed the Emblems and Names (Improper Use) Act of 1950. This law
differentiates between public and private benefits, wherein it specifies individuals
whose names and likenesses cannot be used for trade or business without government
permission. The name M.K. Gandhi appears on the list. Modifications to the 1950
Act in 1982 permitted the authorised use of postal stamps, souvenirs, state-backed
institutions, and government-approved circulation for various purposes. Yet,
advertisements featuring Gandhi’s name and likeness have circulated in India both
before and after its enactment (Mazzarella, 2010).

Materials and Methods

The following sections give content analysis of certain 36 advertisements and
17 specific infographics in India retrieved from Adspot (an advertising archive
commercial database)!, which will be discussed thematically. These advertisement
and infographics issued since the end of 1940s till 2023.

The selection of these was based on purposive sampling, focusing on materials
from 2007 onwards that explicitly or implicitly summoned Gandhi’s imagery, va-
lues, or symbolism. This period marks a renewed interest in national identity and

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heritage within Indian advertising, coinciding with the rapid expansion of broadband
internet and the growing significance of digital platforms as key sites for advertising.
The cases were chosen for their thematic relevance, heterogeneity of sources
(government campaigns, FMCGs, financial institutions, etc.), and public visibility,
ensuring a representative spread of Gandhian ideals appropriated in commercial
and state narratives. Table’ explains the representation of Gandhi in Indian
intermedia advertisements in terms of distortion of Gandhi’s transversal values.

Case 1: Little Gandhi Ad-Lifebuoy. The advertisement portrays a young boy
dressed up like Gandhi, wearing spectacles and carrying a broom. The kid starts to
clean his locality, and after seeing him, other kids join him. It ends by stating, ‘The
world can be changed by only those who have no fear!’ (Divya, 2007).

Case 2: Gandhiji Ke Teen Bandar-Lifebuoy. It revolves around the theme of
Gandhi’s three monkeys, narrating the principles of ‘hear no evil, speak no evil, see
no evil’ to school children; the last kid (acting as a monkey) is not able to come to
stage due to bad health, bringing in the importance of using Lifebuoy soap for
health and hygiene (Chrome, 2004).

Case 3: Hutchison Essar. The ad uses old clips of the massive crowd with
general public and leaders attending Gandhi’s funeral procession, followed by a
text, ‘In 1942, Winston Churchill called this man a useless, half-naked fakir. Don’t
jump to conclusions. Open your mind. ESSAR’ (David, 2002).

Case 4: The Gandhi Font. It states, ‘Gandhi saw things differently...we decided
to recreate his vision for the current generation of Indians’. After this, his spectacles
are broken and replaced by the image of a new Hindi ‘Gandhifont’ (Tﬁéﬁﬁﬁ'ﬁﬂ:{)
‘in the regional Devanagari script, where each letter has trademark Gandhi glasses
subtly incorporated’ (Burnett, 2012).

Case 5: Maha Cement. It depicts a kid renovating an old statue of Gandhi in
bad condition, using Maha Cement, ending with the quote, ‘Strong personalities are
built strong. Maha Cement number 1 strong cement’ (Maha, 2015).

Case 6. Western Union-Franklin/Gandhi. 1t shows the Western Union demo
billboard of Gandhi strategically placed around the outlets that showed many
businesses. It says, ‘The billboards generated conversation way beyond their
locations; the result, 100% of all express transactions in these outlets, were through
Western Union’ (Erickson, 2012).

Case 7: Killer Jeans. It states, “One man saw what millions could not. ‘The
Lathi’ was a symbol of hatred & fear. One old man’s grip changed what millions
couldn’t, one man could, dare to dream, Killer Jeans”. Showing Gandhi’s spectacles,
lathi, him holding it, breaking off chains (Killer, 2012).

Case 8: Hindustan Times. The advertisement depicts a government office with
a long queue. A man with a thuggish appearance breaks the line, submitting his file
with bribe of a note with Gandhi’s image. A person from the queue intervenes and
lightly strikes the officer with a rolled newspaper for taking it. The next day, same

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thuggish man attempted the same tactic. This time, the officer emphasises justice
and honesty by hitting the goon with the newspaper with the lines: ‘It is time to
follow the real Gandhi’ (Abhijeet4you, 2011).

Case 9: Tata Tea- #JaagoRe. It portrays common scenarios of bribery and says,
‘people tend to ape Gandhi but take money as corruption fed by common people.
From today onwards stop feeding and make them drink tea’ (Tata, 2021).

Case 10: Aditya Group-Mahatma Gandhi as Teacher, Mentor, Friend. It begins
with a quote with Gandhi’s picture ‘Some will earn more and others less. Normally,
people with talents will have more. Such people should be viewed as Trustees-
Mohandas Gandhi’. This is followed by images of Aditya Group performing social
services (Aditya, 2021).

Case 11: Tatas-Mahatma Gandhi. 1t provides an audio-video format for
Gandhi’s (Tata and I) words related to Jamshed Ji Tata, Ratan Tata, contribution to
Satyagraha, use of Taj Mahal Palace Hotel Mumbai, Lady Meher Bai Tata, Tata
Steel as a great Indian firm, and their belief in Swaraj (Tata, 2019).

Case 12: Transforming livelihoods (Tata Group). 1t highlights various
agricultural issues and introduces “Collectives for Integrated Livelihood Initiatives
(cInl)”, a Tata Trusts initiative that helped farmers in Maharashtra diversify and
increase their incomes, in Gandhian fashion (Tata, 2016).

Case 13: TATA Salt-Gandhi in Me. 1t is a cartoon story of a man scanning news
of scams, violence, and theft. Still, he states that the country has more good than
bad today, urging to show good stories through Facebook (Tata, 2015).

Case 14: TATA Salt-A salt art tribute to the Mahatma. It showcases an artist
making art forms related to Gandhi using salt and simultaneously showcasing his
various thoughts (Tata, 2018).

Case 15: Raymond Khadi Collection. It promotes Khadi as a symbol of Indian
cultural pride and adapting to fashion. It shows models wearing a modern form of
Khadi in a salt desert with a voiceover associating Khadi, Gandhi, and fashion
(Raymond, 2018).

Case 16: Raymond Khadi-The Story Re-spun. The models walking on white
salt deserts. The voiceover depicts the process of making Khadi: “You don’t just
wear Khadi; you re-affirm your independence of thought and action’ (Raymond,
2020).

Case 17: Gandhi Optics Sunglasses. Promoting sunglasses for the summer
look, it shows Gandhi-fashioned sunglasses as the new cool look (Creative, 2019).

Case 18: Hindustan Unilever-Swachh Aadat, Swachh Bharat. 1t states, ‘In the
week leading to Gandhi Jayanti, actors dressed as Mahatma Gandhi walked the
streets of Mumbai’. It shows one dressed as Gandhi cleaning the street. It concludes
by quoting, ‘Don’t just remember Mahatma Gandhi; remember his values too’
(Hindustan, 2018).

Case 19: Cute little boy imitates Gandhi — Manyavar. A day before Republic
Day, a kid imitates Gandhi with a dhoti, stick, and specs, excited to wear traditional
dress the next day. As his father seemes busy, he practices self-reliance, picking the
dress for himself and his father designed by Manyavaar (Manyavar, 2015).

Case 20: Bapu Ki Aawaz — Byjus depicts Gandhi as a beloved hero among
children who inquire about him from their grandfather. Ad showcases individuals
who follow Gandhi’s principles in current times — Jamuna Tudu (Environment),
Sapan Patralekh (Education), Ganesh Rakh (Health) and Kameshwar Waghmare
(fitness) stating that an honest heart keeps the spirit of Gandhi alive (Byju’s, 2021).

Case 21: Gandhi Jayanti 2020 Indian Oil Corporation Limited. Image of
Gandhi and background score states ‘Mahatma Gandhi’s thinking of Swadeshi led
our country to the path of independence. Let this Gandhi Jayanti make Swadeshi
power our nation’s power.” The graphic image in the video shows Gandhi with
charkha, in salt march, and with a kid (Indian, 2020).

Case 22: Gandhi Lives On-Gandhi Jayanti — Eros Now Musics. This
advertisement celebrates Gandhi’s enduring legacy using the song Paintra. The
video juxtaposes Gandhi’s philosophies with contemporary violence, littering,
bribery, and harassment in front of Gandhi’s symbols. The advertisement ends with
the quote: ‘Gandhi lives on; let’s make him more than a symbol’ (Eros, 2018).

Case 23: Exclusive Gandhi Jayanti Special Song — T Series. It uses the song
Bande Mein Tha Dum with a graphic image of Gandhi and his quotes, ‘An eye for
an eye only ends up making the whole world blind; God has no religion; There is
more to life than simply increasing its speed’ (T-Series, 2014).

Case 24: You walk on M.G. Road — Tata Salt. It shows an audio-visual
advertisement board situated on Mahatma Gandhi Road, Mumbai. Gandhi’s voice
nudges people and asks them to pledge to keep the city clean by showing visuals of
Gandhi and the dirty city. The voiceover highlights the impact of following Gandhi’s
path. Interviews with people express appreciation for Tata Salt’s initiative to place
the audio-visual board (Tata, 2019).

Case 25: Cipla Health Gandhi Jayanti Campaign. It uses Naselin Nasal Spray
to create the charkha spinning wheel. With the caption, ‘He fought against injustice
so that the entire nation could have a Shubhratri’ (Anuburn, n.d.).

Case 26: Minister White Tribute to Gandhi — Tamil. It features a group of
musicians dressed in white playing various instruments in diverse geographic
locations, with large poster of Gandhi, depicting Gandhi and his followers dressed
in white in front of the Red Fort, where he is seen spinning white thread (Minister,
2020).

Case 27. Union Bank. 1t shows the bank’s history, as its head office in Mumbai
was inaugurated by Gandhi in 1921. In his address, Gandhi emphasised the ability
of the bank to manage large amounts of money efficiently for national activities
espousing values such as peace, cleanliness, and honesty, honouring Gandhian
foundation of a self-reliant India. The ad promotes the government initiative of
designating an hour on October 1 for cleanliness. Another highlights the bank’s
CSR initiatives, which include building toilets and providing basic needs to
orphanages and nursing homes (Union, 2021, 2022, 2023).

Case 28: Gandhi Jayanti-Celebrating the Legacy of Mahatma Gandhi PNB
HFL. This showcases old visuals of Gandhi walking with the masses. It also quotes,
‘Inspired by India’s freedom struggle, we dedicate ourselves to freedom from
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struggle, freedom from waiting — home loans; freedom from uncertainty — loan
against property; freedom from anxiety — fixed deposits’ (PNB, 2020).

Case 29: Gandhi Jayanti special- Radio City India. It depicts Gandhi not just
as a name but as an ideal. A child dressed as Gandhi corrects a woman for littering,
prompting her to apologise and pledge cleanliness. It ends with the statement that
Gandhi’s imprint should not be restricted to money notes but to thought processes
(Radio, 2018).

Case 30: Happy Gandhi Jayanthi- MadAds. 1t features a montage of historical
photos of Gandhi set and culminates in a graphic image created from Gandhi’s
original photos, accompanied by the quote, ‘Happy Gandhi Jayanti’ (Mad, 2017).

Case 31: Wipro Consumer Care and Lightings. It features a graphic image of
Gandhi focusing on his spectacles. The lenses are brightened to showcase a bright
light, symbolising the brand’s light (Experience commerce, 2022).

Case 32: Reliance Digital. The video shows a graphic of Gandhi in a boat,
featuring Reliance Digital and Reliance Jio logos. His spectacles emerge, one lens
showing quotes of Gandhi and in other the work done by brand (Reliance, 2023).

Case 33: GOQii. It comes with the quote, ‘He walked 386 km; we can walk an
hour daily. He offered peace; we can meditate. He fasted; we can detox. He stood
firm for his beliefs; we can make a difference for ourselves’ #BETHEFORCE
(GOQii, 2022).

Case 34: Axis Bank. It uses Gandhi’s spectacles to denote the idea of peace
(Axis, 2023).

Case 35: ICICI Bank. 1t shows that the bank offers financial wisdom inspired
by Mahatma Gandhi: ‘Prioritise needs over wants for financial stability’ (ICICI,
2023).

Case 36: Union Bank: It highlights the location of Gandhi’s first Satyagraha
(Union, 2023).

Case 37: 17 specific infographics in India retrieved from ads spot (an advertising
archive commercial database) are as follows: Coco’s Café (showing Gandhi’s
conversation at Birla House, Delhi on January 30, 1948); Whitex Correction Pens
by Soni Officemate (A letter where the Viceroy of India states Gandhi as harmless);
Denodia photo 1ib (image of Gandhi on a book); The readers book shop (A world
map using red to highlight where Gandhi stayed, specifically India and Africa;
representing ‘My Experiments with Truth’); Dhara Veg Oil (Image of Gandhi with
caption — ‘My Daddy Strongest”); Kurl On (Gandhi’s journey — falling from train
on Kurl On bed mattress and bouncing back as Mahatma with charkha); Story
Bookshop (Gandhi’s image with highlighting spectacles and using lens as O to
write BOOK); Xerox (Printing of picture of Gandhi from printer); Western Union
(Image of Gandhi on the American note); Tide (A graphic image of Gandhi with
a lathi and a white dhoti so clean it blends into the white background); Winco ship
matches (image of Gandhi as flames); Happydent (image of Gandhi made by
happydent and caption — giving millions a reason to smile); Turtle (image of Gandhi
and others with charkha with quote Fabric of Freedom); Rotomac (graphic image of
Gandhi made by pen); In Gandhi’s shoes (news story titled: Stepping into Gandhi’s
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shoes); Fingerprint Audio Books (image of Gandhi and adjacent to it is headphone
and caption-listen to the leaders) (Adsspot, n.d.).

Results and Discussion

These advertisements while ritually honouring Gandhi, alter his transversal
values replacing it with product’s concept and its branding, either explicitly or
implicitly.

Explicit Branding: CSR, Trusteeship, and Explicit Brand Endorsement. Case
10 illustrates the brand’s CSR initiatives and asserts that Gandhi’s concept of
trusteeship served as inspiration for their beliefs. Case 11 leverages the brand
Gandhi and his words to enhance brand promotion. Case 12 illustrates how
a corporate group draws inspiration from Gandhi to engage in corporate social
responsibility. Case 14 leverages the relationship between salt and Gandhi for
promotional purposes. Case 15 uses Gandhi and Khadi to promote the brand. Case
16 uses Gandhi’s Khadi to highlight the company’s Khadi production.

Case 17 uses the name of Gandhi to encourage and make a brand. Case 24 uses
multiple levels of advertisement tools to endorse the brand. Case 25 uniquely uses
charkha for promotion. Case 26 uses colour in sync with the brand. Case 27
incorporates Gandhi into multiple advertisements, endorsing his brand and his
words for the bank and drawing inspiration from Gandhi’s principles of cleanliness
and trusteeship. Case 28 draws a parallel between Gandhi’s ideas and the bank’s
approach to problem-solving. This visual tribute promotes market development in
Case 30. Gandhi opposed using advertisements, yet this advertising company
profited from selling Gandhi’s products. Case 31 represents the brand’s product, the
light. Case 32 prominently displays the product logo as a symbol of change. Case
33 emphasis is consistent with the brand. Case 35 highlights the significance of the
financial plan. Cases 37 (infographic advertisements) superimpose brands over
Gandhi’s image in unsubtle ways.

Implicit Branding: Cleanliness and Health Hygiene. Case 1 and 2 highlights
Gandhi’s idea of cleanliness and how an individual with conviction can change the
course of action in the world. The narrative aims to demonstrate that these are not
just products but also a catalyst for positive changes in public health. Case 18
promotes cleanliness as part of the Swachh Bharat. Case 29 emphasises cleanliness,
and people’s outlook of him is limited to image on the money notes.

Communication. Case 3 illustrates Gandhi’s value and how he connected with
the larger masses, demonstrating effective communication. Case 13 highlights how
another social platform embraces and shares the positive aspects of society. Case 22
uses music as a medium to create public discourse.

Symbolism. Case 4 shows a unique way of using Gandhi’s spectacles. Case 7
uses Gandhi’s concept of Khadi — that an individual can effect change. Case 34 uses
spectacle to convey the idea of peace.

A Strong Personality. Case 5 portrays Gandhi as having a strong personality
who believed in a change in personality over time. Case 20 underscores Gandhi
remains a hero figure.
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Speed and Transformation. Case 6 uses Gandhi on billboards to attract people
to the brand, even though ironically, the billboards celebrate the concept of speed,
something that Gandhi opposed. Infact, case 23 uses Gandhi’s idea of change to
celebrate speed.

Corruption. Case 8 presents Gandhi’s idea of fighting corruption, albeit with
violence, (corrupt person being hit on the head with newspaper). Case 9 exemplifies
Gandhi’s philosophy against corruption.

Self-reliance, Swadeshi, and Satyagraha. Case 20 highlights Gandhi’s idea of
self-reliance. Case 21 promotes Indian goods a la Swadeshi. Case 36 uses the
location of Gandhi’s first Satyagraha.

Conclusion

Gandhi is essential because of his transversal values. Popular culture serves as
a crucial platform for the dissemination of Gandhi’s philosophy. Advertisements are
anecessary component of popular culture, and they are critical due to their maximum
capacity for dissemination and infinite digital consumption. Advertisements use
Gandhi as a brand circumventing his role as a philosopher or transformer. Gandhi
is resurrected to conform to heteronomous norms, becoming a site of consumption
instead of a transformational space.

Gandhi’s unrestrained expression as a philosopher comes to an end without
a comprehensive representation, diminishing his image, reducing it to a mere add-
on movement for advertising rather than disrupting the monopoly of uncritical
consensus about every product. In intermedia advertisements, Gandhi’s images
replace Gandhi’s Belief.

Political Communications in India:
Comparing the Era of Nehru and Modi

Abstract. India has experienced an intricate pattern of political communication in times of
popular leaders which has shaped larger political discourses and narratives on nationalism,
secularism, caste and class. The increasingly mediatized political communication merits a
comparative between the Nehruvian era (1947-1964) and the contemporary times (Modi,
2014 — till now) as both the eras are led by popular leaders. This research attempts to evaluate
the contours of mediatised political communication in India, through a qualitative content
analysis of the political communication of the two leaders. The research utilises historical
speeches and media interactions of the two leaders, using the archival data such as historical
records, speeches, writings, newspaper articles and television broadcasts. The political
communication between the Nehruvian and contemporary era is crucial in terms of both
traditional media and new media. Nehru relied on traditional media for his communication and
used a public place to address the masses fundamental issues of the country. Modi’s
communication strategies emphasised new sources of media such as social media and online
news and is focused on the individual-centric and mediacentric communication shaping the
political narrative in contemporary India.

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Introduction

Political leaders and the masses interact via political communication in media
and India represents an interesting case study of the political communication that
has emerged during the periods of popular leaders at the central level. This article
focuses on a comparative of Jawaharlal Nehru (hereafter Nehru) and Narendra
Modi (hereafter Modi) in terms of their political communications on social, political,
and economic issues, analysing the difference in methods, purposes and outputs in
an increasingly mediatised political communication. It explores the impact of
media, political rhetoric, political messaging as they are reflected in an increasingly
mediatised political communication, locating these interactions in archival data
such as historical records, speeches, writings, newspaper articles and television
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broadcasts. The paper explores Nehru’s and Modi’s political communication as
prime ministers of India, their media strategies, narrative rhetoric, and public
engagement in both eras.

Materials and Methods

The study is based on qualitative content analysis. Qualitative methods are
essential in comprehending the post-colonial era and populism associated with
Indian Prime Ministers: Nehru and Modi. Content analysis opens up the route to
discerning deliberate variations in the substance of communication including
intentions and attributes of the communicator, propaganda, and cultural norms of
organisations, institutions, and societies (Rai, 2022).

Results and Discussion
Contextualising Mediatized Political Communication

Political communication is an interactive process subdivided into three
categories: production, contents, and effects (Norris, 2004). These three components
help to understand the dynamic process (Deutsch, 2015, p. 5) of relationships among
three components: political organisation, media, and citizens. The objective is to
convince or influence. Media organisations encompass print, radio, online platforms,
and the Internet (McNair, 2011). Political communication involves actively
participating in local, regional, state, national, and international matters. It focuses
on utilising information, persuasion, and strategic message creation to comprehend
and influence outcomes, especially in the realms of governance and social behaviour
(Norris, 2004, p. 1).

Mediatised political communication plays a crucial role in influencing the
structure, way of engagement, and culture of the political process (Kaid, 2004). In
political discourse, leaders state and defend party policies on the presumption of an
institutionally-authored line. Politics and linguistic activities have a common
cultural lexicon and are dedicated to similar demands of comprehensibility and care
over expression, including changes in emotionality outside of political
communication.

The Nehruvian Era: Political Communication and Media

Nehru was the Prime Minister of India for seventeen years, initially as the
leader of the interim legislature (1947-1952) and subsequently winning general
elections three times (1952, 1957, 1961). Additionally, he served as the leader of the
Indian National Congress party and held other ministerial positions during his
tenure (Nehru, 2004). According to Madhav Khosla, Nehru’s enthusiasm for his
political action can be interrogated in terms of his political actions coming from his
political communication (Khosla, 2014) through which he introduced his ideas of
politics, society, and economy. Most of the time, Nehru used to communicate with
the masses through traditional media methods such as television, radio, and personal
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letters. Often, he used a public place to address the masses with his ideas and
a democratic perspective.

Nehru advocated the utilisation of radio as a medium for engaging with the
masses. However, Nehru did not limit his usage of the radio to only significant
events. While the discussions of the Constituent Assembly were coming to an end
in June 1949, Nehru made a declaration on the food situation in a radio broadcast
(Sen, 2021). On 3 December 1949, he again delivered a speech to the country
through radio transmission; He repeated his desire to maintain communication
with the public, either in person or over the radio (Sen, 2021). Nehru would regularly
deliver addresses to the country over the radio, particularly during times of signi-
ficant national upheaval including the India-China conflict in 1962. He advocated
for both individual and national freedom through peaceful methods. He addresses
a speech to the entire nation, without considering differences in religion, region,
caste, class, gender, or political affiliations. He rejects the concept of segregated
nationalism and identity-based politics. In this regard, Nehru delivered a speech to
the nation on October 22, 1962, on All India Radio.

1 invite all of you to whatever religion or party or group you may belong to be
comrades in this great struggle that has been forced upon us. I have full faith in our
people and in the cause and in the future of our country...We have followed a policy
of non-alignment and sought friendship of all nations. We believe in that policy fully
and we shall continue to follow it. We are not going to give up our basic principles
because of the present difficulty’.

Nehru encouraged universal nationalism vis-a-vis internationalism. This was
evident in his active participation in international affairs and the non-alignment
movement. He advocated for mature nationalism that was not dependent on religion,
region, caste, gender, or province. The fundamental principle of Nehruvian
internationalism is the promotion of peaceful cooperation among nations.

Further, Nehru’s letters are an important method of political communication, he
used to exchange letters with important political figures. Nehru proposed to ‘form
the habit of fortnightly exchange of the letters’, and the letter of October 15 was the
first of this exchange initiated a political practice that he continued until a few
months before he died in 1964. (Khosla, 2014, p. 2).

These letters concern various social issues such as class, caste, religion, poverty,
scientific temper, communalism, reason secularism, socialism, and democracy.
These letters are examples of ‘concerted efforts’ (Khosla, 2014, p. 23) to establish
a society based on democratic principles. Subsequently, his speeches, letters,
writings, and personal communication are very much related to his concerted
efforts. Nehru communicated in various ways and places with people, and in
parliament, various conferences, and meetings through his ‘concerted political
communication’.

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Nehru well understood the specificities of the Indian context. His theorisation
of class-caste specificities in the Indian context was well documented in his writings,
letters, and speeches. In a letter to the Chief Minister (dated 25 October 1957)
Nehru asserted that:

There are national conflicts and economic conflicts among classes, there is
a class war, and, in India, there are all kinds of other conflicts based on province,
language and caste etc...We want a classless society, and we know that at present it
is a class-ridden and caste-ridden society we have to deal with (Nehru, 1984,
pp. 819-820)°.

In Nehru’s view, caste is worse than class and more specific to India. Further,
Nehru looked at identity conflict from an economic perspective to resolve and
transform these agitations in a different direction from powerful disruptive
tendencies such as communal, provincial, caste, and other discriminatory categories
in the country. Further, addressing a public meeting Mr. Nehru said that:

We must not allow religion to enter into politics, nor should we allow
communalism to a way of our minds. We must avoid these dangerous paths of
communal politics always, but it is more important to do so in the present time
(Nehru, December 12, 1953)°.

However, Nehru believed that the idea of secularism could permanently solve
the problem of communalism. Nehru established the fundamental principles
of democracy, the federal parliamentary system, and secularism, emphasising the
equality of all individuals before the law, regardless of their race, religion, region,
sex, caste, or creed (Malhotra, 2007, p. 23). Thus, Nehru’s correspondence with
many political organisations, individuals, and citizens through various mediums
and channels exemplified the active involvement of the public in the decision-
making process and public affairs.

Additionally, Nehru advocates a radical perspective on journalism. In his
opinion, any journal must be dedicated to the promotion of rational thought. He
believed that the ‘National Herald’ was required to adhere to a specific ‘ideological
standard’. In contrast to ‘profit-making’ journalism, Nehru advocated for a form of
‘ideological journalism’. These ideological standards must be in opposition to
‘Bania’ and ‘Baniagiri’ in journalistic functions and activities and must promote
rational thinking (Nehru, 1963). Countering market oriented/sensationalist media
was considered crucial by Nehru in the process of political and social transformation
and change.

In sum, Nehru political communication focused on utilising the media for
espousing universal nationalism, secularism, and handling class-caste specificities
in the Indian context.

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Mediatized Political Communication in Contemporary India

The Prime Minister of India Narendra Modi’s political communication is
reflected in his slogan, sabka saath, sabka vikaas, aur ab sabka vishwas (Supporting
everyone, everyone’s development, and now everyone’s trust). The slogan’s clear
use of the word vishwas (trust/belief) is telling. This understanding of politics is
founded upon the popularity of Narendra Modi and the faith that voters have in him
(Sircar, 2020). In the politics of vishwas, the reverence to a particular politician is
explicitly proportional to how well that politician can communicate with the voter
primarily through media or party organisation (Sircar, 2020).

Modi’s approach, the populist nature of his speeches, and his influence as
a strong leader were crucial factors in his party’s electoral success. Modi has
successfully circumvented the entire framework of party politics, vote banks,
electoral procedures, parliamentary democracy, and representative governance, by
portraying himself as the protagonist, Narendra Modi, who embodies the voice,
determination, and representation of the Indian population. He has launched
a monthly radio show called ‘Mann ki Baat’, which may be interpreted as ‘What’s
in my heart’ or ‘Sharing the message of my heart’, but more accurately means ‘The
heart’s discourse’ or ‘My heart’s testimony’ (Vajpeyi, 2020, p. 21).

Modi often avoids making political references and statements in his ‘Mann ki
Baat’, a platform used to deliberate on the social sphere, highlight noteworthy
achievements from different regions of the nation, and read intriguing letters received
by the Prime Minister from his follower*. In his nine radio speeches in 2019, he has
only discussed politics once, referenced the economy or economics eight times, and
brought up education five times. He consistently addresses the audience as ‘Mitron .
The phrase ‘Friends’ is translated into English 48 times in a total of nine talks, which
averages to almost five occurrences in each speech’. Modi’s speech of self-
congratulation “I,” “main,” and “hum” are the most frequently used words in every
one of Modi’s speeches. In this discourse, his speech was about the surrounding self
and individual achievements and failures. Modi used the media, particularly social
media in his political communication via messengers and importantly his political
communication with the masses which is ‘Man ki Baat’ (Sen, 2021). In June 2019,
Modi delivered a speech via his radio broadcast ‘Man ki Baat’. He said:

‘Mann Ki Baat’is like a mirror to the country & our society. It conveys to us
that there is no dearth of inner fortitude, strength & talent within our countrymen.
The need of the hour is to synergise those strengths and talents, to provide
opportunities, and to implement them. ‘Mann Ki Baat’ also tells us that 130 crore
countrymen wish to be, strongly and actively, a part of the nation's progress®.

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Regarding the use of COVID-19 vaccination doses, he said in October 2021:

My dear countrymen, Namaskar...namaskar a billion times! And I am saying
‘koti-koti namaskar’ also since after crossing the 100 crore vaccine doses, the
country is surging ahead with a new zeal; and renewed energy. The success of our
vaccine programme displays the capability of India...manifests the might of our
collective endeavour’.

Modi’s populism is personal and he has received several correspondences from
people in general through ‘Mann Ki Baat’, as well as a multitude of messages on
social media and the NaMo App. He said “Friends, many people who listened to
‘Mann Ki Baat’ have written letters to me and shared their memorable moments. It
is on account of the strength of 140 crore Indians that this year, our country has
attained many special achievements. Furthermore, in January 2024, following
Republic Day and the Pran Pratishtha ceremony in Ayodhya Ram temple, he gave
the following speech on his radio show:

The Constitution of India has come into being after such intense brainstorming
that it is called a living document. In part three of the original copy of this very
Constitution, the fundamental rights of the citizens of India have been described
and it is noteworthy that at the beginning of Part three, the makers of our Constitution
had allotted due space to the pictures of Bhagwan Ram, Mata Sita, and Lakshman
Jji. The rule of Prabhu Ram was also a source of inspiration for the makers of our
Constitution and that is why on January 22 in Ayodhya, I had talked about ‘Dev se
Desh’... I'd referred to ‘Ram se Rashtra ™.

Modi’s political communication reflects his religious nationalism, namely the
concept of Hindu Rashtra. In addition, the recent political system draws attention to
the non-political trends in new civil society projects focused on yoga, spirituality,
and public cleanliness.

Modi’s show ‘Man ki Baat’ from 2019 to 2024, focused on the trends in his
political communication. Specifically, his speeches revolve around Indian festivals
such as Janmashtami, Chhath Maiya, Deepawali, Kumbh, and the Desert Festival
Rann of Kutch. Furthermore, he also narrates stories about individuals such as
Swami Vivekanand, Dr. APJ Abdul Kalam, Sardar Vallabhbhai Patel, and B. R.
Ambedkar. In a broadcast ‘Mann Ki Baat’, Modi addresses the country on air
regularly wants to reach out and connect with people, just as Nehru used his radio
talks to explain His and the government’s position on several crucial matters,
including communalism, caste-based discrimination, the food crisis in 1949, and
the 1962 border conflict with China (Sen, 2021). However, Modi’s political
communication especially through ‘Man Ki Baat’ is self-referential and aimed at
making a personal connection with citizens (Sen, 2021).

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Conclusion

The political communication between the Nehruvian and contemporary era is
crucial in terms of both traditional media (print, radio, television) and new media
platforms (social media, internet news). Nehru relied on traditional media for his
communication, whereas Modi’s communication strategies emphasised new sources
of media such as social media and online news.

During the Nehruvian era, the media was predominantly under state control,
with only a minimal presence of commercial media. The pivotal role played by All
India Radio (AIR) and Doordarshan in spreading information is noteworthy.
Nehru’s political communication reflected his political conceptions of state (secular,
democratic), society (universalism through internationalism), and the people
(guided by modernity, reason, and rationality).

The Nehruvian era had a prominent and enduring role in shaping government
and politics in the advancement of society through principles such as equality,
freedom, voting rights, and belief in democracy. He demonstrated a strong awareness
and consideration for issues of respect for marginalised groups and individuals, as
well as their social and political concerns (Kothari, 1964, pp. 1170-1171).

Nehru’s primary concern was the address fundamental issues of the country, for
example, the elimination of gross social inequalities (especially social concerns
such as caste and class-based discrimination), the abolition of feudalism, protective
legislation for labour, the linguistic reorganisation of states, through the
implementation of special privileges for marginalised groups and the strict
suppression of any instances of violence, secession, or discrimination, the political
system has successfully eradicated social and political unrest (Kothari, 1964,
p. 1169).

Modi’s approach involves disregarding traditional news media and instead
relying on social media and government websites to update his fans about his
everyday activities and government policies (Rodrigues, Niemann, 2019).

In contemporary India, the media landscape in the current political system is
characterised by the widespread presence of privately-owned news networks and
online news sites. In addition to this, there is a common practice of utilising
numerous social media platforms, with an increase in the contents pertaining to
false news, media bias, and information overload.

Modi and his party has effectively utilised various social media channels to
actively engage with young, educated, middle-class voters in India throughout the
election campaigns by creating a populist narrative around hyper nationalism and
his individuated leadership.

Introduction

The conflict between India and Pakistan has been going on for almost seven
decades, since the partition of British India into two independent states in 1947. The
subject of the dispute between the two countries was the territory of the princely
state of Kashmir, the status of which was not secured by official border agreements.
Over the years, the contradictions between the countries have repeatedly escalated
and led to wars and local clashes. The terrorist attack in northern India in April 2025
caused a new wave of conflict, which could lead to catastrophic consequences for
all of humanity, since both countries possess nuclear weapons. The world mass
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media drew attention to the threat of a full-scale war'. The United States advocated
de-escalation of tensions in the region?; China took the same position. The Russian
Foreign Ministry called on both countries to engage in constructive dialogue aimed
at a peaceful resolution of the conflict’. Russia has consistently advocated for the
resolution of disputes between India and Pakistan over the past decades* and,
according to experts, in the current circumstances, the Russian Federation is the
only power capable of acting as a mediator in the peaceful settlement of the Kashmir
conflict. BRICS, which includes Russia and China, which advocate de-escalation of
tensions in Indo-Pakistani relations, can also play an important role as a peacemaker.
Within the BRICS framework, major powers can find a mutually acceptable solution
for Pakistan and India more successfully than other international organizations. The
Indo-Pakistani conflict affects not only regional but also global processes involving
both the countries of the South Asian region and other states that shape the nature
of modern international relations. In this context, the task of studying the behavior
of global Internet audiences in relation to the conflict between India and Pakistan
has become relevant, the implementation of which was aimed at the media
geographic study of the mental landscapes of the countries of the world. Media
geographic tools make it possible to trace the dynamics of changes in the interests
of the global Internet audience and identify the main vectors of their development,
which can become the basis for modeling its behavior and influence on the
development of conflict processes. Theoretical approaches to the study were based
on scientific works in the field of history and current state of relations between India
and Pakistan (Zaitsev, 2018; Khrisanfova, 2014; Makarevich, 2021; Tankhilevich,
2011; Dikih, 2017; Lazareva et al., 2024); international relations and modern world
politics (Asmolov, Babaev, 2024; Lebedeva, 2021); practices of resolving
international and regional conflicts (Vershinina et al., 2023; Kaveshnikov, 2023);
theories of journalism and conflictology (Lynch, Galtung, 2010; Merkley, 2020).

Methods and Context of the Study

The study was based on media geographic approaches to the analysis of media
reality (Couldry, McCarthy, 2004; Falkheimer, Jansson, 2005; Relph, 2000;
Yanglyaeva, Yakova, 2018; Yakova, Yanglyaeva, 2019). In modern media

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geographic studies, the main categories are space and time, which allow us to
determine the scale, boundaries and parameters of information flows (Yakova,
2021). The media and mental spaces of the conflict are studied within the framework
of the spatio-temporal coordinate system at different levels (from the micro level of
the individual to the macro level of the state and the global world). Media and
mental spaces and their mutual influence are the focus of media geographic studies
of international conflicts. We define the media space of a conflict as a dynamic
communicative environment formed by a set of media texts (news reports, analytical
materials, visual content, etc.) that construct, broadcast and interpret a conflict
situation in the public sphere. The mental space of a conflict is ideas about the
conflict in people’s minds, subjective images of territories and events formed under
the influence of the media and the cultural and historical stereotypes they broadcast,
political narratives, manifested in search queries and user reactions. The media and
mental spaces of a conflict are linked by a cyclical dependence: the media construct
a reality that influences people’s consciousness, and their reactions again fall into
the media field. Analysis of Internet queries allows us to see where and how different
versions of reality are formed. An effective tool for their differentiated study is
offered by the theory of rank analysis (Buletova, Sharkevich, 2016), based on the
law of rank distribution. The object of the study is the global mental landscape®. The
objective of the study is to identify the place of the semantic morphosculpture®
Kashmir conflict (fully correlated with the content of the conflict between India and
Pakistan in the global information space) in the mental landscapes of the countries
of the world. The main method was the rank analysis of the spectrum of interests of
Internet audiences of countries of the world for queries substantively related to the
topic of ‘conflict between India and Pakistan’. The study of the global English-
speaking Internet audience was conducted using the rank analysis method. The
empirical base of the study was made up of big data from the Google Trends service,
reflecting the Internet behavior of users in relation to the research topic. The
chronological framework of the study covers the period from the beginning of the
Google Trends service (2004) to May 2025. The comparison of the mental and
media spaces of the conflict between India and Pakistan was carried out on the basis
of a content analysis of the world mass media (The Times of India (India), Dawn
(Pakistan), Straits Times (Singapore), The Kathmandu Post (Nepal), The Bangladesh
Today (Bangladesh), The Island (Sri Lanka), Global New Light of Myanmar
(Myanmar), The New York Times (USA), The Times (United Kingdom)’) and was

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of a pilot nature (the sample included media texts published during periods of
escalation of the Kashmir conflict in August-September 2019 and April-May 2025).

Results and Discussion

The results of the rank analysis showed that the interest of the global Internet
audience in the topic of the conflict between India and Pakistan has been recorded
by the Google Trends service since the search engine was launched. The first surges
in the number of queries (Figures 1 and 2) were registered in 2005-2006, when inci-
dents occurred on the Indo-Pakistani border and events in the Jammu and Kashmir
region (armed clashes in July 2005, the earthquake in Kashmir and the agreement
between the countries to cross the dividing line to search for relatives in October
2005, the restoration of rail service in February 2006). The terrorist attacks in 2008
(in Mumbeai and other cities) exacerbated the contradictions between the two coun-
tries, their missile and nuclear confrontation intensified — since then, the interest of the
global Internet audience in the conflict between India and Pakistan (Figure 1) and,
especially, in the Kashmir region (Figure 2) has remained consistently high.

Interest in the topic “conflict between India and Pakistan” is actively
demonstrated in 50 countries, excluding territories with a small number of requests.
Pakistan, Nepal and India lead the ranking by the relative share of popularity of this
topic. Internet users from 52 countries are interested in the topic “Kashmir conflict”
(and 93 countries, taking into account territories with a small number of requests).
Pakistan tops the ranked list (Table 1); India is in 5th place, the USA is in 11th, and
United Kingdom is in 20th place. Since the wording of the requests largely coincides
in content, we will consider the dynamics of the relative popularity of the topic
“Kashmir conflict” in more detail.

Pakistan tops the ranking list, and this is logical: Pakistanis are as concerned
about the problems of the union territory of Jammu and Kashmir as the people of In-
dia (sixth place, which is more likely due to the activity of Internet users). But Singa-
pore is in second place, which can be explained, firstly, by the fact that this country
has been a key economic and trade partner of India in the ASEAN region in recent
years. Both countries confirmed their intentions to continue cooperation in September
2024 during the visit of Indian Prime Minister Narendra Modi to Singapore and in
January 2025 during the visit of Singaporean President Tharman Shanmugaratnam to
New Delhi. Secondly, Singapore has a high proportion of English-speaking popula-
tion and specialists in international trade and finance interested in political and eco-
nomic issues in the region. Third place is occupied by Sri Lanka, for which India is
the closest neighbor. In addition, both countries have strong civilizational and histor-
ical ties. The same can be said about Bangladesh (fourth place in the ranking): the
country was part of India and Pakistan and only in 1971 became an independent state,
which today maintains close religious, linguistic and cultural ties with the population
of both countries. A long common border and ethnic roots link the populations of
Myanmar (fifth place) and Nepal (seventh) with India. Quite a high level of interest in
the conflict in Kashmir was demonstrated by the Internet audiences of Qatar (eighth
place) and the UAE (ninth). This is explained by the fact that since the mid-2010s, the
UAE-India and Qatar-India cooperation has noticeably intensified in the economic,
financial and trade spheres. The interests of the Internet audiences of other countries
included in the ranked list (Norway, Sweden, Kenya, Canada, Malaysia, etc.) are as-
sociated with different political, economic and cultural relations with India and Paki-
stan, which is broadcast by national and global mass media.

The rank distribution for the morphosculpture “Kashmir conflict” (Figure 3)
has the form of a hyperbola®. The steepness of the hyperbola, constructed according

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to the formula shown in the figure, indicates that in one country (Pakistan) the level
of interest in the topic is extremely high, and then there are a number of countries with
approximately the same level of attention to the topic: Singapore, Sri Lanka, Bangla-
desh, Myanmar, India, Nepal, Qatar, Qatar, etc. The rank distribution demonstrates
how the morphosculpture “Kashmir conflict” is positioned by countries of the world.

Let us separately consider the changes in the dynamics of the popularity of
queries on the topic “Kashmir conflict” for India, Pakistan, Singapore and Nepal (as
an example of a state bordering India and historically connected with it), as well as
for the USA, United Kingdom and China (37th place in the ranking list), which are
actively involved in the conflict processes between India and Pakistan.

The topic has attracted attention in all states and union territories of India (Fig-
ure 4), with the highest level of relative popularity of Internet user queries recorded
in the territories of Jammu and Kashmir (100), Chandigarh (11), Rajasthan (5),
Bihar (5) and the National Capital Territory of Delhi (4).

In Pakistan, too, interest in the conflict is countrywide (Figure 5). The ranking
list is topped by the Azad Jammu and Kashmir administrative territory (100), fol-
lowed by Gilgit-Baltistan, Islamabad Capital Territory (19), Sindh (17), Balochi-
stan (15), Punjab (14), Khyber Paitunkhwa (14).

Singaporean Internet users showed the greatest interest in August-September
2019 (Figure 6), when the Indian government unilaterally revoked Article 370 of
the Constitution, which granted special status to the state of Jammu and Kashmir.
The events of April-May 2025 attracted less attention from the Singaporean Inter-
net audience (compared to 2019).

In Nepal, Internet users in all administrative sub-regions showed a high level of
interest in the conflict in Kashmir, which is confirmed by the high rates of the rela-
tive popularity of the query (Table 2, Figure 7). A similar picture is seen in other
countries neighboring India (Sri Lanka, Bangladesh, Myanmar).

The results of the study of the English-speaking Internet audience in China
(Figure 8) are too superficial and include a high margin of error due to restrictions
on foreign information resources (including Google) for Chinese Internet users and
the low share of the population who speak English. In addition, China has its own
national search engine, Baidu. Requests on the topic were registered from 28 ad-
ministrative-territorial entities of the PRC. The most active were Tibet (100), Tian-
jin (24), Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region (11), Hainan (11), Beijing (9), Fuji-
an (8), Shanghai (8). Interest in the conflict is explained by the fact that the Chinese
part of Kashmir (Aksai Chin) is part of the Xinjiang Uyghur Autonomous Region
and is of strategic importance for China (despite its isolation and remoteness), since
it connects Tibet and Xinjiang. In recent years, the leadership of the PRC and India
have taken steps to resolve the military confrontation in the Himalayas. The rela-
tionship between China and Pakistan is strategic: Pakistan has received support in
developing its own nuclear program not only from the United States, but also from
China, and has entered China’s military and economic “ring” around India (Bre-
dikhin, Yadykina, 2023). These aspects are discussed in different interpretations in
Chinese, Indian and Pakistani mass media, which has a significant impact on the
interests of Internet users in the countries of their affiliation (forms the vectors of
their requests).

In the United States (Figure 9), interest in the Kashmir conflict has been shown
in all 50 states (the list is topped by New Jersey (100), Virginia (87), Massachusetts
(87), Connecticut (85), and New York (83). An analysis of American media content
in August-September 2019 and April-May 2025 showed that close attention is be-
ing paid to the topic of relations between India and Pakistan, which is primarily due
to the active intervention of the US leadership in political and economic processes
in South Asian countries.

Internet users in all parts of the United Kingdom also demonstrated a high
level of interest in the topic (Figure 10): in England (100), Scotland (61), Wales
(43) and Northern Ireland (38). The high level of relative popularity of queries
about the conflict in Kashmir in the UK is based on the ongoing colonial ties with
India and Pakistan and the active policy of the country’s leadership towards this
region. The topic of the Kashmir conflict occupies a significant place in the infor-
mation agenda of the British mass media. In addition, there are quite a lot of people
from India and Pakistan in the country’s political and financial elite, and it is to
England that Indian and Pakistani emigration has been heading in recent decades
(and not to Northern Ireland, for example).

Conclusion

The results of the media-geographical study of the mental landscapes of
countries around the world demonstrated a high interest of the global Internet
audience in the topic of the conflict between India and Pakistan. Internet user queries
on topics substantively related to the conflict were registered in 93 countries and
territories with different administrative status. The greatest attention to the events in
the Jammu and Kashmir region (as the most conflict-prone part of the confrontation
between India and Pakistan) was shown by Internet users of neighboring states:
Nepal, Myanmar, Bangladesh, Sri Lanka.

The study covered only the English-speaking part of the global Internet
audience, which is the most active part of Internet users interested in international
political processes and consuming information from the world mass media in
English. The results obtained can be extrapolated to the global Internet audience.
The Kashmir conflict is an ingrained morphosculpture on the mental landscapes of
a number of South Asian countries. The media space of the conflict, mediated by
global mass media, has a significant impact on the formation of the mental space,
manifested and recorded in the requests of Internet users in different geographic
locations. Analysis of the dynamics of reactions of Internet audiences to the
development processes of the Kashmir conflict can become the basis for predicting
the behavior of the population of countries of the world in the conditions of
exacerbation of crisis processes, influencing the behavior of decision-making elites,
and modeling exits and solutions.

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Introduction

Social isolation, a multifaceted construct central to social sciences, psychology,
and communication, signifies the weakening or severance of bonds between
individuals and social structures. Seeman (1959) conceptualizes it as cognitive
alienation — an estrangement from societal values — while others emphasize
experiential dimensions such as loneliness, diminished social support, and pervasive
feelings of alienation. Analytically, social isolation manifests across various levels,
including familial relationships, community engagement, and social capital (Gunnes
et al., 2024). Researchers describe it as the erosion of social participation, leading
to weakened attachments and feelings of powerlessness and despair. The rise of
digital platforms (Polyakov, 2022) amid increasing social distancing has supplanted
face-to-face interactions, fostering superficial connections that often lack
authenticity and deepen feelings of isolation (Jin, 2024). This technological shift
encourages preoccupation with virtual realities, undermining the depth and quality
of real-world relationships among digital citizens (Volkova et al., 2024).

As digital technologies advance, traditional relational frameworks — marked by
emotional intimacy and stability — have significantly diminished for digital citizens.
This has resulted in transient, superficial, and emotionally detached interactions,
disrupting conventional social patterns and exacerbating isolation. While online
networks broaden communication, unregulated engagement often undermines
authentic connections, weakening real-world bonds and intensifying loneliness
(Tabatabaei et al., 2024; Volkova et al., 2021). Scholars like Golzar-Khojesteh
(2024) argue that reliance on these platforms hampers genuine discourse and
collective participation, while Sucharitha (2020) links excessive virtual engagement
to loneliness, relationship dissolution, and depression. They further contend that
prolonged digital interaction fosters emotional detachment, fragmenting familial
bonds and fueling self-alienation and anxiety (Sucharitha et al., 2020). This virtual
environment frequently functions as a protective barrier, insulating individuals
from the tangible realities of society and thereby depriving them of substantive
human connections (Sharma, 2021).
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Mass media is a crucial tool in shaping societal dynamics, acting as both a
mirror reflecting cultural values and an agent of change (Ochuko et al., 2025).
Social media disrupt traditional loyalty patterns and foster new group affiliations,
reshaping users’ communication and identity constructs. Shy or vulnerable
individuals often craft idealized personas online, driven by fear of rejection, which —
amplified by excessive use and exposure to advertising — can distort their perception
of reality. Human relationships are fundamental to identity formation, social status,
and personal development, fulfilling core biological and social needs (Taneja,
2023). Prolonged engagement in virtual environments, however, constrains real-
world interactions, diminishes social commitments, and fosters individualism
rooted in profit motives and modern isolation, leading to loneliness and societal
detachment. Given India’s status as one of the most populous nations of digital
citizens, understanding these evolving digital dynamics is imperative for
safeguarding societal cohesion, fostering inclusive cultural narratives, and ensuring
resilient community structures amidst rapid technological transformation.

In Delhi, a microcosm epitomizing India’s rapidly digitizing demographic
landscape, over 70% of individuals aged 18-35 actively participate in social media
platforms, dedicating an average of 3.5 hours per day — surpassing the global norm —
thereby underscoring a pronounced dependency. Young users frequently leverage
these digital spaces to construct and project identities, cultivate or sustain
interpersonal relationships, and, on occasion, fabricate fictitious personas. While
virtual environments facilitate communication and serve as conduits for bridging
social divides, they concurrently pose risks of engendering superficial, anonymous,
and isolating interactions that may attenuate intimacy and undermine a collective
sense of belonging. Despite their manifold advantages, excessive engagement with
social media can intensify social alienation and attenuate the inclination toward
face-to-face interactions. Consequently, as a particularly impressionable segment
within the digital citizenry, youth are subjected to a diverse array of cultural stimuli
that shape their attitudes, influence behavioral patterns, and redefine social bonds.
Such exposure potentially erodes trust, diminishes civic participation, and fosters
individualism — collectively threatening the integrity of authentic social support
networks. This study endeavors to investigate: 1) the prevalence and determinants
of social isolation among young residents of Delhi; 2) the impact of social media
engagement on the degree of social isolation within this cohort.

Methodology

This study employs a predominantly quantitative, survey-based approach to
elucidate the research phenomena. The target population encompasses all young
individuals aged 18 to 35 residing within Delhi, which has an estimated demographic
of approximately' 9 million, as Delhi population reported to be around 34,665,600 by

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the World Population Review.? This group primarily consists of digital natives —
individuals who have grown up with digital technology from an early age —highlighting
their familiarity and fluency with digital environments. Employing Cochran’s formula
with an anticipated margin of error of 10%, the calculated sample size approximates
422 respondents. A purposive, non-probability sampling technique was utilized to
select participants, aligning with the study’s specific objectives. Data collection was
conducted via an online questionnaire disseminated among Delhi-based users. The
research instrument is a meticulously developed questionnaire crafted by the
researcher, with the unit of analysis situated at the micro level. The validity of the
measurement indicators was established through face validity, while the internal
consistency of the items was assessed via Cronbach’s alpha, which surpassed the
threshold of 0.70, thereby affirming the instrument’s acceptable reliability.

Concept

Social Isolation. This pertains to a condition wherein an individual, influenced
by specific perceptions of environmental circumstances and personal motivations,
severs social interactions, resulting in a deprivation of social support. Such a state
is often concomitant with experiences of loneliness, despair, and diminished
willingness to partake in social activities (Romo, 2023). The construct is
operationalized through three dimensions, as delineated by Simon’s theoretical
framework: (1) loneliness, (2) social despair, and (3) reduced social tolerance, each
measured via a ranking scale.

Digital Social Support. Defined as a reciprocal exchange whereby emotional,
cognitive, and behavioral feedback serve to bolster an individual’s positive self-
concept and sense of self-worth (Faraji, 2018). Within the digital realm, this support
manifests through empathetic messages, social feedback, and intimacy within the
network. It is evaluated across four levels: (1) informational support — access to and
perception of information quality; (2) emotional support — receipt of empathetic
messages and feelings of being supported; (3) companionship support—simultaneous
interaction fostering a sense of belonging; and (4) advisory support — counseling
and the perception of feedback quality.

Social Media dependency. This refers to the attachment and satisfaction derived
from sustained engagement with online environments, conceptualized within Young’s
framework as media addiction (Young, 1998). Such dependency entails an excessive
allocation of time to digital spaces and a propensity to prioritize virtual interactions
over real-world experiences. Individuals may also follow curated content and
internalize the prevailing ideas and values within these digital environments. Virtual
dependency is examined through three dimensions: (1) dependency on online
content — persistent engagement with trending and sensitive material; (2) reactions
to online content — involuntary and frequent responses to posts; and (3) social
interaction and communication — the selection of followers and active participation
in public postings.

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Results and Discussion

The findings indicate that the average duration of social media use is 4.41 hours
per day, with observed extremes ranging from 1 hour to 17 hours. A substantial
proportion of respondents (42.7 %) exhibit a high level of dependence on social
media platforms (Table 1). Additionally, 47.9 % of participants’ report receiving
a moderate level of support from social media and its users. Furthermore, 47.7 % of
respondents’ experience moderate social isolation, characterized by feelings of
loneliness, despair, and reduced social tolerance.

The Pearson test results indicate a statistically significant and positive correlation
between social isolation and several variables (Table 2). Specifically, social media
usage frequency (r = 0.598), perceived social support derived from social media
(r=0.520), and the degree of dependency on social media (r = 0.454) all demonstrate
meaningful associations. These findings suggest that excessive engagement with
social media — especially when accompanied by a reliance on these platforms for
psychological support — may be linked to increased social isolation, reduced
psychological resilience, and a diminished capacity to engage with differing
viewpoints.

Regression Analysis. To elucidate the influence of the independent variables
on social isolation within an exploratory framework, a stepwise regression approach
was employed. The adjusted R? value of 0.497 indicates that approximately 49.7%
of the variance in social isolation is explained by the set of predictors — namely,
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digital social support, social media dependency, social media usage frequency, and
duration of social media membership (Table 3). Notably, social media engagement
frequency emerged as the most significant predictor, exerting the strongest direct
effect on social isolation.

Based on the regression model outcomes, social media usage exhibits the most
substantial direct effect on social isolation, as indicated by a standardized coefficient
of B = 0.436. Conversely, the duration of membership demonstrates the least direct
influence, with = 0.112. Additionally, digital social support exerts the most
pronounced indirect effect, evidenced by a standardized coefficient of f = 0.312
(Figure).

The present study delineates the relative influence of various predictors on
social isolation among digital natives in Delhi, utilizing rigorous regression analysis.
Consistent with prior research emphasizing the pivotal role of digital interactions,
our findings demonstrate a significant positive correlation between social media
usage and social isolation among Delhi’s youth (r = 0.59). These results align with
previous studies by Sucharitha et al. (2020), Puri and Sharma (2016), Golzar-
Khajasteh (2023) and Guo (2018). According to Guo, excessive engagement with
virtual spaces — particularly when accompanied by a decline in offline interactions —
contributes to heightened feelings of loneliness. Moreover, individuals possessing

underdeveloped social skills and limited familial support are more susceptible to
internet addiction and social isolation (Tabatabaei et al., 2024).

Without developed critical thinking skills and developed emotional intelligence,
the use of digital social networks and proper consumption of media content seem
impossible (Tabatabaei et al., 2024). Young (1998) introduces internet addiction as
a factor that transforms individuals into isolated and detached beings, emphasizing
that this addiction negatively affects social relationships and individual productivity.
Excessive use of the internet leads to reduced efficiency, fewer social interactions,
anxiety, loneliness, depression, and low self-confidence (Gazo et al., 2020). This
disorder may even cause physical and psychological symptoms, even after
discontinuing internet use (Puri, Sharma, 2016). Golzar-Khajasteh (2023) also
believes that addictive use of social media leads to identity crises, value disorders, and
social isolation. Dreyfus (2008) warns that excessive use of the internet can be
dangerous for an individual’s mental and physical health and can replace real-life
relationships, such as family bonds, leading to further isolation. (Ciacchini et al.,
2023) also notes that excessive media use fosters addiction to them, pushing the user
to the periphery of social interaction. Ultimately, overuse of virtual spaces can degrade
the quality of personal relationships, placing individuals in low-quality communication
loops that lead to isolation and transformation in their identity and lifestyle.

Young (1998) believes that depressed individuals, who fear social isolation and
have a desperate need for acceptance, turn to the internet to cope with interpersonal
relationship problems in the real world.

According to Bullingham and Vasconcelos (2013), drawing upon Goffman’s
framework, social media platforms disrupt traditional social norms and values,
thereby transforming users’ identities and facilitating their integration into new
groups and organizations. In their pursuit of external validation, individuals
consistently engage with these virtual environments, often at the expense of real-
world interactions and familial relationships. This persistent engagement can
culminate in social isolation, a phenomenon particularly pronounced among
individuals with diminished social skills.

Further findings of this research indicate a significant positive relationship
between dependency on social media and social isolation in young Indian users (r =
0.44), which aligns with the results of Masoudnia (2019), and Dortaj et al. (2018).
According to Dehghan and Kazemi-Aliabad (2019), individuals heavily reliant on
social media frequently experience fatigue, depression, and introversion, often
attempting to compensate for deficiencies in real-life social interactions through
their online engagement.

Dortaj et al. (2018) consider dependency on social media as a result of the
immediate attractions of social media, arguing that such dependency leads to
increased depression, psychological disorders, and isolation. These users create
false identities to escape reality, which results in an identity crisis and further
isolation. Young (1998) also states that cyberspace, by imposing specific lifestyles,
leads to a decrease in real-world interactions, amplifying feelings of isolation and
internet addiction. Masoudnia (2019) and Tabatabaei et al. (2024) pointout that
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social media-dependent users feel lonelier than others and prefer virtual relationships
over family relationships, which contributes to increased social isolation. From
Dreyfus (2008) perspective, virtual spaces only allow individuals to present an
1dealized version of themselves, which leads to increased false self-confidence and
reduced social anxiety, gradually pulling them into isolation.

Furthermore, the extent of digital social support and the degree of social
isolation among young users in Delhi demonstrate a significant positive correlation
(r=0.52), corroborating findings by Tateno et al. (2019) and Morevat and Dehghan
(2018). Tateno et al. (2019) argue that social media, by offering emotional and
informational support, can exacerbate dependency and social isolation. Similarly,
Tabatabaei et al. (2024) highlight the decline of familial emotional support, which
fosters reliance on social media and engenders feelings of despair concerning real-
world interactions. They reference Wellman, positing that dependence on social
media for emotional and informational support diminishes engagement in offline
relationships and amplifies social isolation.

Conclusion

The use of social media among young people in Delhi has notable advantages
as a tool for communication and gaining social support, but excessive use of these
platforms can exacerbate social isolation. Social media, especially for those lacking
emotional and social support in the real world, becomes a space for seeking
validation and compensating for emotional deficiencies. This leads to a reduction in
real social interactions and family relationships. Young people in Delhi, in pursuit
ofattention and support online, gradually distance themselves from real relationships,
and their feelings of loneliness and social isolation intensify.

To counteract the social isolation of social media users, particularly young
people in Delhi (ages 18 to 35), it is essential to strike an appropriate balance in
social media use. In this regard, it is recommended to develop domestic platforms
with culturally and educationally appropriate content for young people so that social
media becomes a tool for empowerment and the enhancement of social skills.
Furthermore, strengthening communication skills in the real world is of great
importance. Organizing educational courses on social skills and face-to-face
interactions could encourage young people to participate in real social activities and
reduce their dependence on virtual spaces.

Family and social institutions’ supervision of young people’s online activities,
especially with the goal of strengthening real-world social and family relationships,
will play an effective role in reducing the negative effects of social isolation.
Moreover, teaching time management skills and purposeful use of virtual spaces,
especially during adolescence, can help young people make more productive use of
the online world while simultaneously strengthening their social relationships in the
real world. Ultimately, supporting young people in participating in social and group
projects outside the online space can effectively reduce feelings of isolation and
strengthen their social belonging.
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Abstract. In the contemporary mediated era, cinema plays a crucial role in depicting and
portraying the ecological connections between humans and non-humans, nature. Given the
extractionist approach of capitalists in shaping the Anthropocene and the resilient practices
of the communities against uncontrolled exploitation of natural resources, it becomes
important to understand the changing metabolic rift between humans and nature. This study
focuses on the Hindi film ‘Sherni’ (2021) as a reference point to comprehend the role of
cinema in establishing the connection between society and the environment. Departing from
typical Hindi film stereotypes, ‘Sherni’ addresses urgent issues related to human — nature,
metabolic relationships, the environment, and the challenges faced by local communities to
counter exploitative practices in the forest. The paper argues for the need to explore these
changing metabolic rifts within the context of ecological communication. Using the Marxian
concept of metabolic rift and content analysis, the film explores the complexities of human-
environment relationships disrupted by forest and animal exploitation (tigress poaching), as
well as displacement of local communities for capitalist gains. This brings forth the need to
use ecological films as a tool to disseminate information and establish communication
practices related to the environment in society.

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Introduction

Cinema cannot escape nature. In relation to nature, film is either placed or, if
‘the world is not enough’, displaced. (Pick, Narraway, 2013, p. 21).

In the last thirty years, media has come to be seen as a crucial tool to foster
public discourse on environmental issues and related concerns. In the modern
mediated world, media plays a critical role in influencing public opinions, providing
information, and shaping social viewpoints and actions related to environmental
concerns, vianewspapers, television, radio programs, and cinema. The environmental
movements and nature portrayed in media can either support or contradict popular
ideas about the environment and ecology. The environmental issues framed in
media narratives create an impact on public feelings based on which policies are
decided. The discussion of such issues on media channels is influenced by a variety
of socio-political and economic aspects that exist in contemporary society. Media
and communication processes are centrally implicated in both the acquisition and
interpretation of knowledge pertaining to the environment. Moreover, they wield
substantial influence over the generation, elaboration, manipulation, and contestation
of environmental concerns (Hansen, 2018). Furthermore, they have a great deal of
impact over the conception, development, exploitation, and refutation of
environmental issue. Popular films, as well as televisual documentaries and
animations, can effectively promote and challenge simplistic approaches to
environmental issues and debates (Hansen, Cox, 2015). Cinema registers, records,
or reveals the material reality of its objects. According to Tom Regan' the relation-
ship between the film, plant life and inanimate matter, all are ecological matters in
the broadest and most profound sense (Pick, Narraway, 2013).

However, it is essential to understand that ecological challenges are not
something that exist in isolation; rather, their depiction in the media is intimately
intertwined within the social, cultural, political, and economic components of
society. Then a question arises: What is ecology? Foster (2000) underlines the
necessity of understanding the historical evolution of ideas about nature, which
occurred along with the emergence of materialism and scientific inquiry from the
17th to 19th century. He emphasizes the importance of Marx’s materialist and
metabolic approaches to comprehend current environmental degradation and
anticipate transformational social and ecological changes. Marx’s emphasis on the
inherent contradictions between use value and exchange value, the conflicts
resulting from wealth accumulation, and the pursuit of sustainable human
development provides a methodological foundation for criticizing environmental
degradation and advocating for a more sustainable future (Clark et al., 2019). The
basic idea of the Marxist ecology discourse is that of alienation of human from
nature, which rejects the idea of human dominion over nature as embodied in the
myth of Prometheus. The argument within Marxism revolves around whether
ecological concerns should be primarily focused on morals or whether more effort

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should be spent toward understanding the metabolic relationships between humans
and nature. Randhir Singh (2009) defines the question of the environment as a ques-
tion of how to change the world, and this change is envisaged through socialism,
and not through the accumulation and commodification of nature.

In this context, this study aims at analyzing the Hindi film ‘Sherni’ (2021) using
a Marxist ecological perspective. By placing the film within the context of Marxist
discourse, we intend to provide light on how the narratives and experiences of indi-
viduals, notably women as shown in ‘Sherni’, contribute to our knowledge of the
current environment. This discussion will focus on a few film-related questions,
such as how the film depicts the metabolic relationship between humans and nature,
how the local forest community is portrayed as insiders versus outsiders, how
patriarchal ideologies regarding nature control are questioned, and how primitive
accumulation results in dispossession and the erosion of local communities’ rights
to the forest.

Theoretical Justification

It is not the unity of living and active humanity with the natural, inorganic
conditions of their metabolic exchange with nature, and hence their appropriation
of nature, which requires explanation or is the result of a historic process, but rather
the separation between these inorganic conditions of human existence and this
active existence, a separation which is completely posited only in the relation of
wage labour and capital (Marx, K., 2005).

Marx’s writings on the environment and ecology emerged in the mid-19th
century, whereas ecological thought is commonly associated with the late 20th
century. Despite this temporal disparity, there has been an increasing recognition
that Marx’s ideas hold significant relevance as an early and influential voice in
ecological critique. Nonetheless, there are those who contend that Marx’s ecological
insights, due to the passage of time, have lost their historical significance and are
only applicable to the era characterized by steam engine technology. Although Marx
formulated his analyses in a different historical context, they offer invaluable
perspectives on the intricate interplay between society, economy, and the
environment that continue to hold relevance today. His recognition of the exploitative
nature of capitalism, the inherent contradiction between use value and exchange
value, and the alienation of labour from nature provide a fundamental framework
for examining the ecological challenges of the contemporary world.

Further, Marxist ecology investigates the numerous linkages between human
societies and the natural environment. Marx’s approach consists of three key
components: the universal metabolism of nature, the social metabolism, and the
metabolic rift. Universal metabolism consists of specific cycles and processes
within the broader biophysical world that produce and regenerate ecological
conditions (Foster, 2013), whereas the social metabolism refers to the process where
humans through their productive lives and activities create a social metabolism
between themselves and the rest of nature, which requires interchange of matter and
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energy (Friedman, 2018). Thus, the social metabolism of humans takes place in
relation to the universal metabolism of nature. The metabolic rifts refer to the crux
of Marx’s ecological critique of capitalism, denoting the disjuncture between social
systems and the rest of nature.

These elements offer a thorough perspective to look at the relationships and
interdependencies that have existed historically between ecological systems and
society. Within the capitalist paradigm, which is defined by its continuous pursuit of
capital accumulation, Marx finds rising pressures on nature, resulting in increased
strain on ecological systems and waste generation. These dynamics manifest as
detectable metabolic ruptures, which interrupt natural cycles and processes. Marx’s
critique, particularly of capitalist agriculture, emphasizes its role in promoting
ecological rifts within the soil-nutrient cycle. Such a relationship between human
society and the natural world and its reciprocal interactions and effects can be better
understood with the use of this analytical method (Clark et al., 2019). While Buttel
(2002) highlights the significance of the metabolic rift as a core theoretical notion
within environmental sociology, Foster’s seminal work (2000) further elucidates
Marx’s environmental analysis, with a special focus on the metabolism of natural
systems. Marx introduced the notion of the metabolic rift, which has multiple
aspects that extend beyond the social, ecological, and historical domains. It is the
core element of Marxist ecological critique, which argues that the human labour
process itself is defined in Capital as ‘the universal condition for the metabolic
interaction between man and nature, the everlasting nature-imposed condition of
human existence’. It follows that the rift in this metabolism means nothing less than
the undermining of the ‘everlasting nature-imposed condition of human existence’
(Marx, 1976, cited in Foster, 2000). Marx makes some crucial points that capitalism
has created an ‘irreparable rift’ in the ‘metabolic interaction’ between human beings
and nature (ibid.).

Metabolic rift refers to disturbances or imbalances in natural cycles in an
ecological sense, whereas it refers to the causes and consequences of diverse societal
interactions with nature in a social context. It has historically highlighted the
contingent nature of relationships between the social and natural spheres (Schneider,
McMichael, 2010). This viewpoint places environmental deterioration in the context
of capitalist development, attributing it to systemic imperatives as opposed to
fundamental aspects of capitalism. As a result, nature and society are compared as
distinct entities, and their dialectical relationship is investigated in terms of mutual
interaction and transformation (Clark, 2005).

Marx’s ecological perspective can be understood through an analysis of
cinematic narratives, images, and thematic aspects. Cinema, as a cultural product,
reflects and strengthens existing ideologies and social institutions, particularly
capitalist production relations. As a result, one might study how cinematic portrayals
of nature, technology, and society interact with Marx’s critique of capitalism and its
ecological consequences. The aim of this study is to examine the changing interaction
between humans and nature in the context of neoliberalism, as portrayed in film
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narratives. By evaluating how the metabolic rift is shown in the film, the study
hopes to get an insight into how neoliberal values and practices influence this
relationship.

Materials and Methods

The research materials included: Foundational works by Marx (Marx,
1867/1976; Marx, 2005), contemporary eco-sociological studies (Foster, 2000;
Clark, York, 2005; Foster et al., 2010), ecofeminist scholarship (Shiva, 1988;
Ruether, 1997; Carlassare, 2000; Agarwal, 2008); key scenes from the film ‘Sherni’
(Masurkar, 2021).

The research methodology employed a comprehensive approach combining:

— Theoretical framework: the metabolic rift concept (Foster, 2000), critique of
patriarchal environmental governance (Agarwal, 2008), analysis of capitalism’s
impact on natural resources (Clark et al., 2019);

— Empirical methods: film content analysis (examination of narrative structure
and visual imagery, study of character dialogues, investigation of multi-level
societal conflicts (state-society-nature interface), gender analysis of character
representations.

Comparative analysis: contrast between capitalist and traditional resource
management approaches, contextualization within India’s real ecological conflicts
(Agarwal, 1998).

Discourse analysis: comparative reading with Marxist texts (Marx, 1867/1976;
Foster, 2000), interpretation of key character quotes (e.g., Masurkar, 2021,
00:45:23).

Critical approaches: gender studies perspective (Agarwal, 2008; Ruether, 1997;
Shiva, 1988), examination of alternative social models (community-based
conservation), critique of capitalist resource exploitation (Foster et al., 2010).

Analysis Framework and Discussion

The Hindi film ‘Sherni’ (2021), directed by Amit Masurkar features Vidya
Balan, Vijay Raaz, and Brijendra Kala in the lead roles, and engages with the
framework of the metabolic rift. The film revolves around Vidya Vincent (Vidya
Balan), a female forest officer who is tasked with heading a team to chase down a
man-eating tigress, T12 (name given to the tigress by the forest department), that
has been causing a havoc in a village community. As a forest officer, she navigates
bureaucratic hurdles and political constraints; and faces deeply rooted cultural
prejudices regarding women in positions of power. Through the deliberate use of a
tigress and a female lead character, the film challenges the patriarchal understanding
of nature, where men hold ownership and control over nature. In a patriarchal
understanding of nature, women are identified as being closer to nature and men as
being closer to culture. Nature is seen as inferior to culture; hence, women are seen
as inferior to men.
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Firstly, in the film, the symbolic portrayal of the tigress as a strong force in the
narrative subverts conventional gender stereotypes of domination and power.
Nature has historically been anthropomorphized and masculinized, with ideas of
power and control is associated with men. However, by depicting a female tigress
as the focus of conflict and tension, the film challenges these entrenched gendered
norms, disrupting the patriarchal paradigm that holds male control over nature.
Secondly, the character of Vidya Vincent embodies a multifaceted challenge to
patriarchal hegemony. As a forest officer tasked with navigating the complexities of
tracking the tigress, Vidya confronts institutionalized sexism and skepticism from
her predominantly male colleagues and superiors. Her journey underscores the
pervasive nature of patriarchal structures within professional spheres, where women
are routinely marginalized, and their capabilities questioned. Consequently, her
character becomes important for reimagining gendered relationships with nature
and for advocating equitable and more comprehensive approaches to conservation
efforts.

Thirdly, the film relates itself to the idea of people’s rights, with a specific focus
on gender. In doing so, it rejects the notion of patriarchal dominance over nature.
An insightful scene in the film involves a group of young local female forest
employees who assert that the paw prints in the forest do not belong to a tiger.
However, their advice is disregarded by a patriarchal hunter who chooses to venture
into the woods in pursuit of his own agenda. Vidya Vincent ‘s character represents
a female protagonist who confronts the challenges, both within her family and at
her workplace, as her ideas are opposed by male forest department officers. By
emphasizing female characters in positions of authority and agency, the film
addresses the need to resist stereotypical gender roles and power relations while
simultaneously highlighting women’s essential contributions to the environment.
The film ‘Sherni’ delves deeply into the complicated material dynamics inherent in
human-nature relationships, emphasizing their interconnectedness and mutual
reliance. It underlines the importance of human-nature metabolic relationships in
preserving ecological balance, as pointed out by the character Hassan Noorani’s
(Vijay Raaz) remark that the local community and the forest ecosystem rely on one
another for sustenance.

The film adeptly tackles the issue of primitive accumulation, highlighting the
forceful displacement of many locals from their traditional means of self-sufficiency
(Patnaik, 2019). The film also presents the locals’ challenge to the concept of
sanctuaries, which they perceive as a deliberate attempt to separate them from their
forest lands and sources of livelihood. The commodification of labour and land
resulted in the dispossession of people from their ancestral territories (Polanyi,
2001). This metabolic relationship can be understood through the lens of a social
contract, wherein different species establish a mutually defined system of order and
care, encompassing rules, duties, and rights (Theodosopoulos, 2005; Oma, 2010).
The film employs the concept of social contract as a tool to explore the significance
of animals within the social fabric. However, it acknowledges that humans and
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animals are often seen as unequal partners, necessitating an eco-contract to redefine
their relationship within modern society.

Agarwal (2008) argues for the active involvement of local village communities,
including women, in the sustainable management of local forests and commons.
Furthermore, Singh (2009) raises a crucial question regarding the unique value of
local perspectives and their celebration of communitarianism in environmental
discourse. ‘Sherni’ achieves a similar objective by highlighting the active role of the
local community, along with Vidya Vincent, in safeguarding the environment and
reshaping human-nature relationships. It sheds light on the resilience of the local
community, which endures the greatest hardships caused by environmental
degradation. Their protests against the forest department underscore the larger
issues of post-independence development models, primitive accumulation,
deforestation, and the establishment of national sanctuaries and parks in the name
of national progress. This sparks a broader conversation within the complex
interplay between development activities in the forest area and efforts to protect the
environment. In this context, the forest symbolizes a communal resource shared by
people, animals, and resources. It embodies a life-enhancing paradigm for the
locals, enabling them to assert their rights to the environment. The binary of outsider
and insider in the context of the forest has raised some very important questions
regarding the understanding of the forest in the narrative of the film. The film
challenges the very understanding of forest departments when one officer says,
“India’s forest department is a gift of the British; we, as officials, should work in the
same manner as they do. Bring in revenue and get a promotion” (Masurkar, 2021,
00:45:23). Locals challenge this notion of the forest department, and it broadens our
understanding of the forest, where every agency is portrayed as an important agency.

In his very first political economic essay, ‘Debates on the Law on Theft of
Wood’, Marx (1842) discussed ecological issues and human-nature relationships.
He quoted one incident when peasants were arrested for picking deadwood in the
forests. He believed that by carrying out this act, the peasants were merely exercising
what had been a customary right but was disallowed with the spread of private
property (Foster, 2011). In the film, the state restricts the local community from
gathering deadwood and food for their animals, highlighting the clash between
government regulations and traditional livelihood practices. This depicts a conflict
between conservation policies and the socioeconomic requirements of vulnerable
local communities. The film highlights the state’s approach to forest management
and the socioeconomic issues that the local community faces, emphasizing the
importance of animal health and resource preservation over the complex dynamics
of human-nature relationships and ecological considerations. Furthermore, it
emphasizes gendered perspectives by narrating a story in which male characters are
portrayed as more knowledgeable and skilled than their female counterparts.

As discussed above, in the patriarchal understanding of nature, masculine
attitudes are given higher status than others. This is how the male dominates and
controls nature. In the film, the subordination of women, whether it is the forest
officer, Vidya Vincent, or the local women, reflect Shiva’s (1988) point where she
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says that the violation of nature is linked with the violation and marginalization of
women in the third world. Films reflect this notion while showing how locals are
subjugated by the local leaders and, on the same side, the forest officer Vidya
Vincent’s subjugation. However, the film narrates the idea that social and ecological
changes occur through personal transformation and changes in consciousness when
Vidya Vincent fights to save the T12 and goes against her officers in the department.

The film’s story dives into an ecological investigation of the human-nature
relationship and the metamorphosis of forest department officers. The role of
Hassan Noorani is essential to this investigation since he acts as an intermediary
between the forest officer, Vidya Vincent, and the local community. The depiction
of the human-nature dynamic relationship provides an experiential understanding
of how people interact with the natural environment. This interpretation emphasizes
the idea that notions are created by intersubjective interactions and shared
experiences rather than being limited to individual perceptions (Bakhurst,
Sypnowich, 1995). Furthermore, the film brings forth the detrimental impacts of
mining and development activities on forest ecosystems, demonstrating how these
activities affect animal habitats and the environment. It eloquently highlights the
fight for existence experienced by the animals and human inhabitants of the forest
area through the agony of an unseen tigress attempting to navigate a forest devastated
by mining. The film resists portraying nature as separate from human realities,
instead focusing on the actual experiences of local communities living in forest
areas. The narrative’s emphasis on the everyday interactions between humans and
nature exposes viewers to the real essence of the forest environment, creating
a greater appreciation for its intrinsic value.

‘Sherni’ emerges as a cinematic project that goes beyond conventional portrayals
of nature, focusing on a nuanced exploration of the human-nature relationship in
the setting of local communities inhabiting forested landscapes. It emphasizes the
urgent need for a more harmonious and sustainable approach to human-nature
relations by criticizing industrial development and its impact on forest resources.
Finally, the film serves as a powerful reminder of the need to maintain and respect
the delicate balance between human activity and the natural world.

Conclusion

The study highlights a few important aspects that are portrayed in the movie.
First off, ‘Sherni’ becomes more than just a film text; it becomes an important
medium that goes beyond the screen, providing a deeper examination of the
relationships between humans and nature to a wider audience. The film methodically
depicts these relationships, going beyond the customary visual depictions of Hindi
cinema and diving into the transforming path from traditional to contemporary
human-nature dynamics. Second, the film critically examines the dynamics of the
insider-outsider binary as well as the concept of primitive accumulation, shedding
light on how insiders are separated from their sources of livelihood. The analysis
gives depth to the story and encourages reflection on the socio-economic systems
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that shape our relationships with the natural environment. Third, ‘Sherni’ emphasizes
the importance of local communities in environmental and ecological issues,
highlighting their critical role as proactive stewards of their surroundings and
disputing the concept that environmental preservation is primarily the domain of
centralized institutions like the forest department of the state. Finally, the film
depicts everyday interactions between humans and animals to show how nature is
an important part of the lived experience of humans. In doing so, it advocates for a
nuanced understanding of the human-environment relationship, rejecting
romanticized images in favor of a direct encounter with the realities and complexities
of these interactions.

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In India, media is not just a source of information — it is part of the cultural fabric,
a fusion of traditional storytelling and digital technology. What defines the media environ-
ment of the world’s largest democracy? Why is the Indian diaspora in Russia becoming
a media actor in its own right? And what does street theatre have to do with the metaverse?
These are just some of the questions discussed in a conversation with media practitioner
and founder of the Varta Patrika project, Devadathan Nair.

Devadathan Nair, President of the Organization Blizhniy Club — Indian Compatriots
in Russia. He is a specialist in media management, government relations, and public
relations, and an organizer of projects at the intersection of media, education, and
intercultural communication. He graduated from the University of Kerala (Political
Science) and RUDN University (Journalism). He has worked as a broadcaster for the
international service of Gosteleradio, a correspondent for Asia Net channel, and PR
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Director for a Russian pharmaceutical company. From 2007 to 2014, he implemented
international media projects promoting India in Russia, including collaborations with
Rossiyskaya Gazeta and the Times of India Group. From 2012 to 2020, he oversaw the
Indian segment of the edu.ru project aimed at promoting Russian education abroad. He
heads the Blizhniy Club non-profit organization, which unites the Indian diaspora in
Russia and implements international cultural, educational, and awareness-raising pro-
grams. He is the publisher of the Ayurveda magazine and the author of the Varta Patrika
initiative — a multimedia project focused on Russian-Indian cooperation and Indian
compatriots in Russia.

— How would you describe the media landscape of contemporary India? What
makes it unique in a global context?

— India’s current media sphere is both a mirror of and a driving force for its
profound transformation. It weaves together ancient narratives with cutting-edge
digital technologies, operating across a multifaceted, multilingual, and decentralized
landscape. There’s no single media standard in India — rather, there are countless
cultural and linguistic lenses through which society experiences reality.

Media here is part of culture itself — it is its very breath. Folk media forms —
street theatre, oral storytelling, wall painting, baul music, kathakali dance — are not
merely forms of expression but systems for transmitting memory, emotion, and
values. These are “pre-media” forms —practices that today are regaining relevance.
In a world fatigued by clichés and algorithms, it’s authenticity that wins.

At the same time, India is a country of digital enthusiasm: millions of young
users don’t just consume content — they create it. And yet a kind of media patriarchy
persists — print journalism, especially in regional languages, still holds great
importance for millions, particularly in rural areas.

— You’ve worked for years at the intersection of Indian and Russian media.
How different are the two media systems? Where do you see points of convergence?

— The media systems in India and Russia differ due to their historical, cultural,
and institutional roots. India’s media ecosystem is more fragmented and
commercialized, with strong regional characteristics: each language has its own
newspaper, TV channel, and YouTube scene. In Russia, the media space is more
centralized, with strong government involvement and a dominant federal narrative.
Yet both countries recognize the strategic role of media in cultural policy and
diplomacy.

The clearest points of convergence lie in the realm of soft power — in cultural
exchanges, educational initiatives, and image-building projects. These provide not
formal but human feedback. And at that point, it’s no longer just an exchange but
the co-creation of new humanitarian meaning — something valuable to both India
and Russia.

One vivid trend bringing our media environments closer is the demand for
sincere, “human” communication. This is particularly visible in the rise of micro-
influencers — not necessarily media stars, but individuals trusted within their
professions or local communities. These are the voices now bridging our two
countries. I believe India should not be spoken of only by institutions or federal
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media, but by the people themselves — those who’ve had real encounters with Indian
culture, who studied, worked, traveled, made friends.

When a blogger, young entrepreneur, or student shares their experience with
emotional involvement and genuine respect, it creates a completely different level
of perception. When India is spoken of in a space of trust, free from clichés, through
the language of lived experience — it’s more powerful than any official campaign.
That’s the media model of the future: informal, participatory. India and Russia —
despite their differences — are moving toward a new ethics of communication, where
what matters isn’t scale but openness, not volume but authenticity.

— Which media formats are most effective in presenting Indian culture to
Russian audiences?

— In my experience, the most impactful formats combine visual richness and
emotional depth: documentary and feature films, mini-series, cultural festivals, live
events, and short-form video content — reels, shorts, music, dance, and craft videos.

Films and series allow for a deeper immersion into India’s philosophies,
traditions, and customs. Russian viewers especially connect with themes of family,
spirituality, and self-discovery — central motifs of Indian storytelling. A striking
example i1s S.S. Rajamouli’s film RRR (2022): an epic of heroism, friendship, and
freedom that unexpectedly resonated in Russia. RRR played in cinemas across the
country, sold out at special screenings, and became a social media phenomenon
thanks to its visual flair, music, and the now-iconic Naatu Naatu dance, which won
India its first Oscar-.

The film shattered the old stereotype of “vintage musicals” and revealed a
modern India — technological, vibrant, steeped in heritage and spirit. It clearly
proved that culture is a powerful driver of recognition and national image.

Large-scale events are also effective — India Days in Moscow, exhibitions,
culinary and music festivals. They create living cultural contact that transforms
interest in India from surface-level to deeply personal. That said, in such formats,
it’s vital not to translate India literally, but to interpret it in a culturally resonant
language — so it’s perceived not as exotic, but as a space of ideas, inspiration, and
meaning.

— What role does the diaspora play in India’s media representation abroad —
particularly in Russia?

— The diaspora is not just a connecting thread between India and the world —it’s
a full-fledged media actor, with its own voice, its own audience, and its right to
interpretation. In recent years, we’ve seen an increase in diaspora-led projects in
Russia — not merely participatory, but as initiators and producers of media: from
documentaries to educational programs and cultural festivals. This was especially
visible during diplomatic anniversaries — for example, in 2022, when India
celebrated 75 years of independence and 75 years of India-Russia diplomatic ties,
dozens of joint media events took place with the diaspora playing a key role.

One such project was the India-Russia Dosti Utsav festival, launched by the
Indian diaspora in Moscow with support from the Indian Embassy,
Rossotrudnichestvo, and several Russian universities. It created a vibrant media
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context where India was represented by the voices of its own people — living and
working in Russia.

— One of the notable voices of the diaspora has been the Varta Patrika media
project.

— It was born in response to a need: The Indian diaspora in Russia needed
aplatform for dialogue, self-expression, and representation —both among themselves
and to Russian society. We wanted to create a space for meaning and human stories
that reflect the real voices and sentiments of Indians living and working in Russia.

The word varta in Sanskrit and Hindi means conversation, news, or narrative.
And patrika means journal or gazette. So literally —it’s a “journal of conversations”.
We cover opportunities in education, business, culture, and media. We publish
success stories, event reports, interviews with people from both countries. Cultural
diplomacy plays a special role in our work, because often, a personal story speaks
louder than official statements. The first issue of Varta Patrika was timed to coincide
with Russia Day — June 12, 2025. We wanted to emphasize that the Indian diaspora
feels itself part of Russian reality, contributing energy and respect for tradition —
while also preserving its own identity.

I believe that such initiatives are more than media — they’re bridges of trust,
open in both directions: from India to Russia, and from Russia to India.

— How are Russian audience demands for information about India evolving
today? Has the tone, depth, or nature of interest changed?

— Yes, the demand has significantly evolved. In the past, interest in India in
Russia was often focused on classic symbols of the global image — yoga, Ayurveda,
Bollywood, spices, Goa. But now we’re witnessing a shift from admiration to
thoughtful curiosity.

Russian audiences now want to understand structures: how Indian society
functions, how its economy works, the peculiarities of its education system, and
what’s happening in its media, tech, and culture scenes. It’s an interest aimed at
cooperation. Against the backdrop of growing political and economic ties, India is
no longer perceived as a “distant land” but as a real, modern partner.

The tone has changed, too. India is no longer seen as a country of the past: more
and more people view it as a country of the future — young, dynamic, and tech-
savvy. Interest is rising in the creative industries, in Digital India, in education
programs, the labor market, and startups. All this calls for a different media approach
— deeper, more precise, and respectful of the reader’s intellectual expectations. So
yes — the quality of interest has grown, and with it, the responsibility of those of us
who work with Indian-themed media.

— How can media projects contribute to the development of the creative
economy between our two countries? Is there potential for sustainable
cooperation?

— Media projects are becoming key channels for shaping the creative economy.
We live in an era where content is currency, and storytelling is the foundation of
trust and commercial success. Today, media is the bedrock of image, reputation, and
cultural capital.
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When it comes to India-Russia synergy, the potential is enormous. Both nations
have deep cultural traditions, strong educational foundations, and growing creative
industries. But for these assets to meet, we need a platform for interaction — and
media can serve that role. Joint documentaries, podcasts, exhibitions, digital
magazines, cross-cultural festivals — all these open up new economic models:
in tourism, education, design, IT, video and audio production.

It’s crucial to understand that the creative economy is built on trust and curio-
sity —and media is what awakens and sustains that interest. We already see successful
cases — from Indian series dubbed in Russian to international forums like WAVES
where real B2B agreements are signed. The participation of Indian representatives
at the St. Petersburg International Economic Forum (SPIEF) is also significant, as
is growing collaboration between the Skolkovo Foundation and Indian startups in
media technology, education platforms, and creative solutions. The potential for
sustainable cooperation is real—and it starts with smart, meaningful, and two-way
media communication.

— Are Russian media outlets currently ready to cover India in a productive,
stereotype-free way? How can we move beyond the ‘exotic’ image?

— The exoticized image of India — distant and mystical — still exists. It’s
convenient, recognizable, and has marketing power. But we’re hearing deeper,
more meaningful narratives more often — especially in niche publications, cultural
projects, academia, and educational media.

Still, we have yet to fully develop systematic and sustained coverage of
contemporary India. This is often due to a lack of current content, trained
professionals, and sometimes the basic language barrier. India is profoundly layered:
it’s not one story but millions. To truly understand and communicate its essence, we
need not only interest but ongoing work — dialogue, research, translation, analysis.

When Russian audiences see India not as a relic of the past, but as a country of
startups, digital ecosystems, youth trends, and independent cinema, the exoticism
fades. A good example is the ITEC (Indian Technical and Economic Cooperation)
program, which annually invites participants from many countries, including
Russia, for training, exchange, and professional dialogue. Thanks to ITEC,
participants from various fields — from media to digital economy — get to see India
from the inside, through practice, not myth. It’s one of India’s most effective tools
of soft power and helps form the image of a modern, professional, and tech-driven
India. That, I believe, is also the core message from the Indian diaspora. That’s why
our team at Varta Patrika and in other projects focuses on real stories — of
contemporary designers, entrepreneurs, scientists, and students. These are the true
bridges between our cultures.

—As both a practitioner and educator, what do you believe students need most
if they want to engage in international media professionally?

— First and foremost: an understanding of cultural codes. International media
communication requires the ability to “translate” not just language but meanings,
contexts, emotions. This isn’t just a skill — it’s a mindset that must be nurtured from
the start. While today’s media space is globalized, perception remains deeply shaped
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by culture. Students must learn to distinguish between news and narrative, between
text and subtext.

Second: critical thinking and the ability to navigate an ever-changing information
environment. The world is flooded with content, but there’s still a deficit of
meaningful messages. So students need to be trained not only to create media but to
understand its impact — on audiences, on perceptions of countries, peoples, conflicts,
and values.

And finally, empathy and real intercultural experience. Without live dialogue —
whether through classroom cases, internships, or exchange programs — it’s
impossible to become a true media communicator.

— If you had to describe India’s place in the global media landscape with one
metaphor or story, what would it be?

— I’d liken India to a living pavilion at a world expo of civilizations — a space
where every corner breathes history, yet it’s here that past and future meet in
dialogue, not as museum exhibits.

Imagine a tent stitched from thousands of multicolored fabrics — languages,
traditions, beliefs — and inside it, virtual symposia on neural networks, sustainable
development, and Martian architecture. Here, ancient epics are not forgotten —
they’re woven into the digital structure of the new world.

This pavilion is open to all — it’s not closed off or dogmatic. It constantly
transforms, absorbing the new without losing its roots. It’s a media environment
that values not volume but meaning, not spectacle but depth. This media pavilion
isn’t utopian — it’s already the reality of India in the global media picture. And in
this sense, it embodies Marshall McLuhan’s idea that media are extensions of
human senses, body, and mind.

Perhaps this is India’s message to the world: that the synthesis of tradition and
technology, cultural memory and innovation — is not only possible, but essential, if
we hope to build a humane, sustainable, and mutually understanding future.

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Abstract. In foreign media studies since the early 2010s, a new direction has emerged that
offers an original approach to studying media and various contemporary media phenomena —
Existential Media Studies. The founder of this direction, Amanda Lagerkvist, emphasizes the
need to fill the deficit of existential content in media theory. In this context, media are studied
not as communication channels, social institutions, or material artifacts, but primarily as
environments and ways of existence for modern humans. Central to this is the question of what
it means to be human in the age of digitalization. Thus, media are examined from the perspective
of ontological and philosophical-anthropological issues as an existential phenomenon, with key
ideas and principles developed in existential philosophy of the 19th and 20th centuries serving
as methodological foundations. This article outlines the main themes of existential media
studies, which have shaped their development and current state. This work will contribute to
further discussions about the prospects of existential media studies both abroad and in Russia.

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Abstract. Video games have established themselves as a key sociocultural phenomenon of the
21st century, which predetermined the formation of a specialized information field around
them. This study is devoted to a comparative analysis of leading Russian online media special-
izing in video games. The aim of the study is to identify and analyze the similarities and differ-
ences between these platforms. To achieve this aim, the research involves reviewing the key
stages of their development and determining the dominant thematic framework of their materi-
als. The paper also focuses on the origins and significant milestones in the development of game
journalism in Russia. Key findings include the systematization of the main thematic vectors
characterizing the Russian gaming media landscape and the formation of a generalized portrait
of the target audience. The dynamics of the game industry’s development, the specifics of
adapting global trends within the Russian media environment, and persistent patterns of gaming
content consumption confirm the high relevance and significant potential for further interdisci-
plinary researches in this field.
