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ON THE EVE OF BAPA+40 — SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION
IN TODAY’S GEOPOLITICAL CONTEXT

In Remembrance of Patrice Lumumba and Julius K. Nyerere
Two Towering Figures of the Global South

Abstract. The “South—South cooperation” concept is still not widely known or used, except
in the framework of the United Nations. Yet, its inception goes back more than 60 years, when the idea
was crystallized as a key building bloc of the national liberation and anti-colonial struggle of developing
countries'. The struggle found its apogee in the UN and was marked by the Congo crisis that witnessed
the deaths of Patrice Lumumba and Dag Hammarskjold.

In March 2019, the United Nations will hold the 2™ High-level Conference on South—South
cooperation, in Buenos Aires, Argentina, to discuss the state and prospects of South—South cooperation
(SSC) and chart a path for the future. The Conference will also mark the 40" anniversary of the 1978 UN
Conference on Technical Co-operation among Developing Countries (TCDC), also held in Buenos Aires,
which adopted the Plan of Action for Promoting and Implementing Technical Cooperation among
Developing Countries (thus the acronym for BAPA+40 or Buenos Aires Plan of Action + 40).

BAPA+40 offers a new opportunity for the international community and, more importantly, the
Global South to focus attention on South—South cooperation. This cooperation is important not only
for development and national-sovereignty aspirations and needs of the developing countries and their peoples,
but also for these countries’ greater role and influence in the world arena. Consequently, South—South
cooperation holds a promise of the developing countries playing a key role in reforming and shaping the

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world order to respond to the shared needs and objectives of humankind. The essay approaches this
question from a point of view widely shared in developing countries and is inspired by their decades-long
collective struggle in the world arena.

The historical challenge facing the Global South today is to grasp the possibilities
and options inherent in South—South cooperation. This is a monumental task, a “game-
changing” opportunity, which, if seized with vision and determination, can fundamentally
affect the shape and orientation of the international system and help to move the Global
South from the periphery to the centre of the world stage.

South—South cooperation has for decades been a marginal and neglected area of
international development cooperation. This has been the case for different reasons,
including objective difficulties and constraints, a concern among developing countries
that SSC may be used to detract attention from North—South issues, the low priority
assigned to SSC both within individual developing countries and internationally, and,
indeed, the political opposition to the very notion of South—South cooperation and
collective self-reliance, especially by the North’s key countries®.

Possibly, one way to open a discussion on what can and ought to be done to seize
multiple and varied opportunities that South—South cooperation offers today is to
address some issues that have stifled SSC development for years.

THE GEOPOLITICS OF SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

The first issue that needs to be mentioned is the underlying disagreement and often
ambiguity within the United Nations regarding the meaning and content of South—
South cooperation, an issue that has emerged also in the context of preparations for
the 2019 Buenos Aires High-level Conference.

The reason behind this goes back to the very early days of group or collective action
of the Global South, the 1955 Afro-Asian Conference in Bandung’, which was followed
by gatherings attended not only by developing countries of Africa and Asia, but also
those of Europe and Latin America. The first of those gatherings was the 1961 Belgrade
Conference, which had a comprehensive agenda involving mainly political but also
economic issues’ and which launched the Non-Aligned Movement (NAM). Then, under
the impulse of NAM and the 1962 Cairo Conference on the Problems of Economic
Development, the First UN Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD 1) was
held in 1964 in Geneva, at which the Group of 77 (G77) was born’.

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The Group’s objective was to strengthen the developing countries’ bargaining power
and influence in negotiations with the developed countries concerning trade and
development issues®. This bifurcation into “political” and “economic” was necessary
because many Latin American and also some other developing countries were not ready
to join NAM, seeing it as too much to the “left” and as being under the influence of some
developing countries that were not to the liking of the North. NAM, nonetheless, exerted
political influence in the socio-economic sphere, especially at critical junctures, first
in launching, in the UN, the process that led to the creation of UNCTAD and birth of
the Group of 77, and a decade later by conceptualizing the notion of the New Inter-
national Economic Order (NIEO) and having it adopted at the 6th Special Session of
the UN General Assembly’.

Thus, the larger grouping of developing countries began to function in the frame-
work of UNCTAD I, which was focused on trade and development issues, making
possible the participation and involvement of all developing countries. The practice
of developing countries’ permanent UN missions in Geneva to work and act together,
forged during UNCTAD I, continued in the framework of the newly created UNCTAD
in the post-Conference period. The Group of 77 was formally inaugurated in 1967
at the 1% G77 Ministerial Conference held in Algiers, where the Charter of Algiers was
adopted and the unity of the Group solidified in preparation for the forthcoming
UNCTAD II, scheduled for early 1968 in New Delhi.

The developed countries were far from being pleased by the emergence of a united
front of developing countries, and from the very first moment tried, by various means,
to discredit, undermine and splinter the Group. They argued that there was no such
thing as the Third World or the South, and that both NAM and G77 were artificial
creations that were bound to fail and break up due to differences of interest and conflicts
between developing countries®. This drive, often not visible to the naked eye and to
the uninitiated, continues unabated and across the board to the present day.

In the current global geopolitical context, as the international community gears
up for the 2019 Buenos Aires Conference and the developing countries face the need
to work out their up-to-date platform on South—South cooperation, it is important to
highlight the fact that for decades continuous attempts have been made to undermine,

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sabotage, discourage and discredit group action of the Global South, both within NAM
and the Group of 77°. The above applies also to the concept of South—South cooperation.

Parallel to the emergence of developing countries’ collective, group action in the
UN and the multilateral arena, and inspired by the beginnings of regional integration
in Western Europe, fledgling attempts were made at economic cooperation and inte-
gration in different developing regions, especially Latin America under the impulse of
the UN Economic Commission for Latin America (ECLA), headed by Ratil Prebisch'’.
ECLA, a UN regional economic commission, was established despite strong opposition
of some developed countries, which did not look favourably on the decentralizing of UN
economic activities to developing regions''.

The long and protracted tussle over the meaning and place of cooperation among
developing countries began at the global level after the establishment of UNCTAD,
which had in one of the Divisions of its Secretariat a team working on regional and
sub-regional economic cooperation and integration of developing countries. Eventually,
patterned on the ongoing UN programmes of technical cooperation assistance, and
triggered by the developing countries’ New International Economic Order (NIEO) drive
in the UN General Assembly, the UN Conference on Technical Co-operation among
Developing Countries (TCDC) was held in 1978 in Buenos Aires'. As a follow-up
to the Conference, a TCDC Unit was established within the UN Development Pro-
gramme (UNDP), a unit that over the years played a very important practical and
political role in promoting South—South cooperation and operational activities within
the UN system.

This was an important step forward within the UN, necessary but not sufficient,
as it limited South—South cooperation to “technical cooperation”, which, due to the
reservations of the developed countries effectively excluded “economic”, not to mention
“political”, cooperation. It is in this situation that the Group of 77 organized in 1981,

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outside the UN framework, its own Caracas Conference on Economic Cooperation
among Developing Countries, or ECDC".

The Conference was prepared and held with the support of UNCTAD. This must
have displeased the developed countries, already unhappy because the UNCTAD
Secretariat was assisting the Group of 77 and was seen as de facto acting as the Group’s
secretariat'. They argued that such assistance was contrary to the mandate of the Secre-
tariat, whose staff was obliged to be “impartial” in the North—South confrontation, not
to take sides and assist the developing countries’ Group'’. Indeed, by then a move was
already under way to neutralize the UNCTAD Secretariat’s activities and in this way
weaken the Group of 77'°. A concerted drive was launched in the early 1990s to this end,

which included even an unsuccessful effort to abolish UNCTAD".

'3 Another, this time personal anecdote, which is an illustration of the very core of the UN’s
mission and North-South differences, is appropriate here. Upon arriving in Geneva in 1967 to pursue
my research on group system in UNCTAD, late one night I ran into Raul Prebisch standing in front
of a shop window in a deserted street. I approached him and introduced myself. In our conversation,
as a green Berkeley graduate student, I asked him a question that, as urged by my supervisor, was
in my thesis prospectus: “As a high UN official, who is supposed to be neutral in the confrontation
between developed and developing countries, how do you justify your active support for and
involvement with the Group of 77?”” He took one step backwards and in a somewhat theatrical manner
said: “Son, if you were to walk down the street and see an adult beating a child, would you stand
by and watch?” This chance encounter helped define my attitude towards the UN and my posture while
working in and being involved with this Organization. Being a Yugoslav, it helped cement my life-long
engagement for the Third World cause and in the struggle against global hegemonies. Many decades
later, when reading Boutros Boutros-Ghali’s book Unvanquished: A U.S. — U.N. Saga [Boutros-Ghali
1999], I was happy to see a similar attitude expressed: “...I continue to believe that any [UN] secretary-
general, from whatever region of the world, must advocate the cause of the developing countries.
In a world of many big and wealthy powers, it is the United Nations’ job to look out for those
marginalized...” and “...For as far ahead as we can see, the United Nations must continue to be the
main voice for the weakest and least regarded peoples... and help them find ways to succeed in a global
economy” [Boutros-Ghali 1999: 337—338].

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As concerns the inclusion of ECDC which the developing countries were advo-
cating, the countries of the North were clearly opposed to the idea. The institutional
reform undertaken in UNCTAD saw, among other things, it being denied certain
important functions, such as in the field of commodities, and its small, symbolic Unit
on ECDC closed one decade after the Caracas Conference.

In this unfavorable context, the developing countries began to promote the notion
of “South—South” cooperation. The term became current in the 1980s, for example,
prominently so in the Report of the South Commission which elaborated the concept
in the chapter “Mobilizing the South: Towards Greater Co-operation among Developing
Countries™'®. It was meant to end the dichotomy between TCDC and ECDC, fuse the
two, subsume the more “political” cooperation of the kind practiced by NAM and, in
doing so, to give this cooperation a holistic, comprehensive meaning.

Eventually, following the Group of 77 Foreign Ministers’ Declaration of 30 Septem-
ber 1994, which urged the United Nations to convene an international conference
on South—South cooperation in 1996, the UN General Assembly in December 1994
adopted, by consensus, the Resolution “United Nations Conference on South—South
Cooperation”". Noting the G77 Ministerial Declaration, the UN General Assembly
Resolution requested of the UN Secretary-General, in preparing a comprehensive report
on the state of South—South cooperation and how it is to be strengthened, to keep “in view
the proposal to convene an international conference on South—South cooperation”.

In the period that followed, the developed countries, in particular the United States,
objected to such a conference being held, on the grounds that too many UN conferences
were being organized, were costly and represented a burden on the budget and the
Organization. As a result, the proposed UN conference could not be held, but the Group
of 77 organized a number of its own annual South—South cooperation conferences
on sectoral issues, including energy, food and agriculture, South—South trade, invest-
ment and finance. This process culminated in the 1*" South Summit in April 2000
in Havana, Cuba, which adopted a programme of action that contained an important
section on South—South cooperation®.

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However, towards the end of the first decade of the Millennium this obstruction
by the developed countries softened for no apparent reason. The concept of South—South
cooperation was anointed in the UN with the approval of the North. The Special Unit for
TCDC was strengthened and in 2004 renamed Special Unit for South—South Cooperation.
It was upgraded in 2012 into the UN Office for South—South Cooperation (UNOSSC)?'.
Also, UNCTAD ECDC work was resumed as South—South cooperation, and agreement
was reached to convene a UN High-level Conference on South—South Cooperation, which
was held in 2009 in Nairobi, Kenya, 15 years after the proposal was first made by G77*.

What brought about this change of heart on the part of the developed countries
remains to be researched and explained. I have surmised, on the basis of my observations,
that this policy shift, which inter alia led even the World Bank to begin supporting
some South—South activities®, was at least in part a collateral benefit of China’s
significant and growing SSC presence and diversified investment, especially in Africa
but also other developing regions. China’s actions were viewed as political inroads,
a threat and economic competition by some quarters in the West. The policy shift was
also influenced by the ongoing changes in the global geo-political setting, including the
emergence of IBSA (India, Brazil, South Africa Dialogue Forum) and BRICS (Brazil,
Russia, India, China, South Africa) groupings, and the flourishing and diversification
of SSC activities, especially in Latin America.

This newly found interest in South—South cooperation on the part of the North
was, at least partly, of a tactical nature. The underlying strategy of putting a damper
on South—South cooperation, which began in the late 1970s as part and parcel of
rolling back and/or blocking the Global South’s NIEO advances, persists basically
unchanged. Under the motto “If you cannot defeat them, join them!”, the strategy has
included the launching of “triangular cooperation”, i.e., bilateral cooperation projects
between developing countries that also involve UN institutions and partners from
the North. It is a way for developed countries not merely to assist but also to be present,
involved and influential on the ground, both in the conception and implementation
phases of given activities®.

» The World Bank and regional development banks have shied away from South—South capital
development projects, especially those involving more than two countries. This reluctance has its roots
in the lack of support by the developed countries for an early proposal, submitted by India in 1949,
for the establishment of a Special UN Fund for Economic Development (SUNFED), an idea that
eventually fell by the wayside [Kaufmann 1980: 179—208].

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Not at all accidentally, this greater interest and involvement of developed countries
in SSC has also been accompanied by the traditional OECD/DAC-inspired drive to make
Official Development Assistance (ODA) an important dimension of SSC and involve
major developing countries as “‘donors” in spite of the firm G77 position of not equating
ODA with South—South cooperation, the latter being “partnership among equals based
on solidarity”. Also, the giving of priority to bilateral and technical assistance projects
continues to be the developed countries’ preference, and they often see SSC as “sub-
stituting” and not “complementing” North—South cooperation, as the developing
countries argue. This approach is present and is felt in the context of UN proceedings
and work on SSC, including in preparations for the 2019 Buenos Aires Conference.

SOME MAJOR SHORTCOMINGS IN THE EFFORTS
TO PROMOTE SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION...

The awareness of the larger geopolitical context of North—South relations sketched
above is necessary in the efforts to strengthen South—South cooperation and evolve
a global vision and approach needed. In terms of practical action, it is important to be
aware of and highlight some of the objective and subjective weaknesses and obstacles
that need to be recognized, dealt with and overcome in the forthcoming period, based
on and backed by a Global South’s up-to-date and overarching South—South cooperation
policy and programmatic framework that needs to be elaborated and agreed on®.

One can safely argue that the political dynamic of South—South cooperation, which
did not take off as originally hoped and has been obstructed and not sufficiently
encouraged and assisted, has been weak over the years relative to the growing chal-
lenges and complex needs that the Global South has been facing.

Several factors have contributed to this situation. The objective condition of under-
development and lack of complementarity between economies of developing countries
have significantly played a discouraging role. In the context of advancing national
development, SSC requires a long-term sustained effort, political commitment and
resources. However, these have frequently lacked, being that SSC has not been high
on the list of priorities of individual countries, preoccupied with difficulties and problems
of the development and modernization of their own economies and societies, competing
needs for the limited available resources, and sometimes disagreement and friction with
potential partners within their own region. At the same time, their traditional ties with
developed countries, opportunities these countries offer, as well as demands they make
have often pre-empted possible South—South links. The jointly agreed and declared

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intent and objectives have not been accompanied by the necessary follow-up and
commitment to act, nor have the required conditions, institutions and resources been
in place and available, nationally or internationally, for adequately translating these,
often relatively ambitious, objectives into practice.

If one were to attempt to point out the main shortcomings that have helped to
discourage and stall the South—South cooperation process over the years, the following,
in no order of priority, can be mentioned:

¢ On a general policy level, lack of systematic efforts to build on commonalities
within the South and lack of a sustained common strategy to minimize, overcome, and
manage differences, and identify and deal with sources and causes of problems.

¢ Lack of necessary and regular finance, including investment.

¢ Lack, at the national level, of necessary institutional structures for South—South
cooperation, and the inadequacy of existing arrangements, often only “SSC focal points”
consisting of one minor officer within a ministry.

¢ Weak intellectual support for and interest in South—South cooperation of
research institutions and academic centres in developing countries, which are mostly
focused on North—South issues.

¢ Lack of infrastructural links for closer cooperation ties between countries of
the same region.

¢ Weak or non-existent regional mechanisms for South—South cooperation.

¢ Lack of development finance for South—South cooperation projects and
activities, including from the World Bank and regional development banks.

¢ Inadequate support from the United Nations, in particular financial, for South—
South cooperation.

¢ Lack of a South’s own global institution, similar to the OECD of the North,
to provide the necessary drive and long-term institutional leadership for the evolving
process of South—South cooperation.

¢ Absence of qualified and committed personalities in key positions and nodal
points to drive and inspire action and provide the leadership required™.

¢ Weak mutual awareness among developing countries®’.

%% One cannot but emphasize the importance of this point. A “bureaucrat” will never provide
the leadership and driving force required in positions of this kind. It can be assumed that the story
of ECLA, regional economic commissions in the South, UNCTAD and the international Development
Agenda in the United Nations owe a great deal to the authority, intellectual strength and leadership
provided by Raul Prebisch during the initial phase.

27 Mwalimu Julius K. Nyerere, during his South Commission and South Centre years (1987—
1999), often remarked how, as a national leader involved first in the anti-colonial struggle and then
in nation-building efforts, he knew very little and could not learn much about other developing
countries and the Global South. As the head of the Commission, his extensive travels in three continents
of the South, and direct encounters with leaders, officials, intellectuals and common people of different
countries, made him aware of similarities, affinities and shared bonds between developing countries.
Even more important, he considered as a “great school” the three years of deliberations in the Com-
mission, interaction, debates, and honing of joint statements and conclusions with its members from
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¢ Lack of interest and sustained direct involvement of heads of state or gov-
ernment®,

...AND SOME PROMISING CHANGES AND OPPORTUNITIES
FOR STRENGTHENING SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

The above is a lengthy laundry list indeed. The point is to single out these short-
comings that are manageable, can be dealt with and overcome, which, if approached
systematically, would help to bolster South—South cooperation tangibly and signifi-
cantly.

More importantly, the objective situation and conditions for moving in this direc-
tion have improved markedly. It can be argued that today, despite difficulties, problems
and political tensions within the South, between and within its countries, often with
a pervasive involvement of and influences from the North, and despite the crises in the
global economy and turbulences in the multilateral system of international cooperation,

different countries and different walks of life, who often saw problems from different angles and
had different national concerns and priorities from the Commission’s joint position that was required
and had to be articulated in its Report. He used to repeat how this was a precious, invaluable experience
of being “educated” about the South, its needs, the importance of common institutions, and South—
South cooperation, which he summed up in an oft repeated phrase: “You people must work together!”
Indeed, the developing countries are in need of leaders who are deeply aware and knowledgeable
of common problems and challenges, thus the choice by Mwalimu Nyerere himself of the title for
the South Commission Report, “The Challenge to the South”. Can such leaders easily emerge based
only on their national involvement and experience, and without a deeper knowledge of the South,
of the geo-politics of North-South relations, and of multilateral cooperation in the United Nations?
Thus, the importance of such high-level, distinguished instruments, like the South Commission,
to deliberate on common problems and challenges faced and experienced by the developing countries.
This led some Commission members to suggest that the Commission be transformed into a permanent
high-level institution. The idea was ruled out, because it could have been interpreted as a selfish
proposal for “self-perpetuation” of its members. But, the need for a dedicated facility for regular
get-togethers, interaction and reflexion was recognized during proceedings in the Commission.

% During this period, Prime Minister Mahathir of Malaysia was notable for his interest and
commitment to South—South cooperation. He was personally involved in launching a number
of practical SSC initiatives in the 1980s and 1990s. It is also relevant to mention how, at the 11™ Summit
of the Group of 15, in Jakarta in May 2001, President Hugo Chavez of Venezuela gave an impassioned
speech about South—South cooperation. He waved the South Commission Report, The Challenge
to the South, cited some of its recommendations on the subject of South—South cooperation, and
asked his peers whether they had read that important document. Relying on financial resources
available to Venezuela, he launched some important regional South—South initiatives based on
the Commission’s Report, including Banco Sur and Telesur, as well as the ALBA project jointly
sponsored with Cuba. Chavez’s rhetorical question, namely how many and which political leaders
and decision-makers have read and studied the South Commission Report with a view to ensuring
its implementation, remains unanswered. The Report keeps on being a unique and the Global South’s
own analytical and prescriptive study. At the beginning, it did not get proper attention and follow-up,
shrouded in the fog of the neo-liberal globalization and neo-conservative global expansionism of
the 1990s, and then was largely overlooked as it often happens with complex documents and analyses.
Yet, its basic themes are as valid today as 30 years ago and it offers a solid infrastructure to begin
fashioning a new South—South platform of the Global South.
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the overall context is favourable for a new and promising beginning for South—South
cooperation. In fact, South—South cooperation can also emerge as a leading force
in the efforts to deal with predicaments confronting the international community.

What are, in brief, some of these changes and opportunities?

¢ Rising South and the diversifying of developing countries’ national economies.

¢ BRICS and its institutions.

¢ Emerging powers of the South and their interest in South—South cooperation,
in particular China’s political decision to assign high priority to SSC in its national plan
and longer-term vision.

¢ Internet as a means of communication, information exchange and flows within
the South, transfer of knowledge and know-how, etc.

¢ Spread of right-wing populism and migrant crisis in the North, and major
economic problems within and between developed countries are likely to be reflected
in these countries’ greater aggressiveness and more negative attitude towards the
developing countries, their demands and aspirations, and, indeed, multilateralism on
which the United Nations was based. This too would require that the developing countries
more actively seek and find solutions through South—South cooperation and the revival
of the Third World project, i.e. their collective self-reliance, greater solidarity and
overarching political stance on global issues as the Global South.

BAPA+40: AN OPPORTUNITY
FOR THE GLOBAL SOUTH TO REVISIT
AND REENERGIZE SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

As noted in the opening paragraphs, BAPA+40 ought to be more than just another
UN conference where the developing countries assemble to present their demands and
seek support from the North. Also, it must not turn out to be a replay of the 2009 1* UN
High-level Conference on South—South Cooperation, i.e. an anodyne event in terms
of impact and follow-up, though such a scenario may be preferred by some, risk of which
exists since the conference is scheduled to last only three days, not enough time for
genuine deliberations and negotiations.

Therefore, it is up to the developing countries to build up BAPA+40 into a major
global event, where they will articulate their vision and position on global issues,
including the future of the United Nations and of multilateralism, both of which are
under siege on a number of fronts. BAPA+40 is a chance for the Global South to speak
and be heard as a group of countries that account for two-thirds of humankind and today
are in a position and ready to play an active and leading role in shaping the future of
the world in a constructive and progressive manner.

BAPA+40 is a reason and catalyst for the developing countries to begin reflecting
on what the South can and ought to do for itself through collective self-reliance to tap
and constructively mobilize the potentialities offered by South—South cooperation.

Given the geopolitical context depicted above, the Global South, led by G77 and
NAM, must not allow the concept and vision inherent in South—South cooperation to
be diluted and restricted in the UN by being subjected to negotiations with and demands
from the North, which continues to pursue its project of “dismantling” and “neutralizing”
the Global South, including by using the UN for this purpose.
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The developing countries thus need to come to the Conference with their own plan
of action and framework, which they intend to follow up on and implement®. In addition,
they need to define what the United Nations system and the international community
should actively and effectively do to support South—South cooperation.

The 2019 Buenos Aires Conference should open a vista for the future, rather than
constrain and reduce options for SSC as preferred by the key North powers. It should
thus, regardless of the Conference outcome, be used to make known the Global South’s
own policy and institutional platform, to assert itself and show its intent to play the card
of “collective self-reliance” and ““national self-reliance”, and, importantly, also to exercise
“global-leadership” roles.

This would be an important and necessary step in a world that faces risks of major
global crises, meltdowns and military conflicts, and given the resuscitation of old modes
of thinking in the North, which inspire and permeate the rising tide and spread of far-right
populism in developed countries, the heavy-handed assault on the United Nations and
its mission embodied in the UN Charter, and the virtual disappearance in the mainstream,
except for civil society, of the “like-minded”, socio-democratic North that used to urge
international development cooperation, support the developing countries’ aspirations,
call for peace and democratic international relations, back the mission of the UN, and
was ready and willing to cooperate in these endeavours.

South—South cooperation is a domain where the developing countries can act
independently, much like the developed countries do in their own West-sphere and
with the support of their own “West—West cooperation” mechanisms and institutions,
which are off-limits to the “outsiders”. To act and cooperate together, the Global South
does not need to seek permission or support from the old-time powers, which, if asked,
would not be inclined to anything that would significantly increase the role, importance
and competitiveness of the Global South on the world scene™.

Today’s world is one of naked power and hard bargain. The developing countries,
as the Global South, can and should mobilize and rely on their own collective power,
political and economic clout, voice and influence to attain their goals and vision, to play
a role and have influence in refashioning, reforming and changing the international
order, and in enlisting the support of peoples of the world and world public opinion in this
process that could potentially evolve into a “history changing undertaking”.

It bears repeating that what the above implies is that the developing countries
come to BAPA+40 both with their proposals for the Conference’s results, i.e. for what
they hope to see as its outcome concerning multilateral cooperation in the framework
of the United Nations, and, more importantly, with their own, a Global South’s platform
or charter for South—South cooperation, their statement of intent and their declaration
addressed to the international community.

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a. South—South cooperation
and the United Nations system

One of the key objectives of the Global South at BAPA+40 should be to place
South—South cooperation at the very centre of the UN system of multilateral coopera-
tion. The UN system needs to recognize the diversity and broad spectrum that SSC
subsumes, to resist the limits being imposed on SSC and it being distanced and cut off
from its original institutional and political roots and aspirations. The United Nations
ought to introduce clear and specific measures and programmes, necessary human and
financial resources, and mandates by “mainstreaming” and “enhancing support” for SSC
in every organization and agency of the UN system, to have them incorporate the needs
and objectives of South—South cooperation.

It needs also to be reiterated that South—South cooperation is not a substitute for
North—South development cooperation, but a parallel and new sphere of multilateral
cooperation that opens new and promising opportunities, stimulates North—South
cooperation, and provides alternative and innovative approaches in development co-
operation.

In the fold of the UN, as mentioned, the first significant, yet very limited step has been
taken by creating the Office for South—South Cooperation (UNOSSC), which has been
doing valuable and useful work, especially in networking and promoting South—South
cooperation. However, this cannot and should not be the end-station, but needs to be
followed up ambitiously and seriously at the global level, by the establishment of a UN
specialized organization (specialized agency, programme) whose mission would be to
promote South—South cooperation, as recommended by the Group of 77 Ministerial
Meeting. The organization would have to have its own intergovernmental machinery,
a major capital development fund for South-South projects, and fully staffed substantive
secretariat equipped to perform a number of important functions, including initiating and
funding projects, undertaking research, maintaining a data base on SSC and a directory
of national actors involved in SSC, and publishing a UN report on South—South Coope-
ration called for by G77 Summits®'.

Such an organization for SSC would need to be backed at the regional level
by greatly strengthened and invigorated UN regional economic commissions in the South.
These Commissions are the principal UN bodies based in and with a full knowledge
of their respective regions. Their key mission should be the promotion of South—South
cooperation or “horizontal cooperation”, as traditionally referred to in Latin America.

The proposed structure, drawing also on UN specialized agencies in their areas
of competence, would have as its task to support and energize sub-regional, regional
and inter-regional South—South cooperation. Regular, high-level UN conferences
on South—South cooperation would need to be convened, and UN annual reports
on SSC will need to be prepared™.

31 A suggestion has been made to consider transforming UNCTAD into such an organization,
given that its mandate concerning North-South issues has been eroded and its role marginalized.
Invigorating its South—South cooperation role could give it a new lease on life and an additional
mission in the changing global environment.

However, as pointed out above, the overall global context is not favourable, and
the developing countries cannot rely solely on the United Nations, even if and when
the suggested institutional improvements are approved and become operational.

This essay has argued that South—South cooperation is an opportunity for the
Global South to contribute to achieving a number of outstanding goals and aspirations
and be a vehicle for reshaping the global system. For this to happen, however, what is
needed on the part of the developing countries is hard work, mobilization of resources
and of collective power, major and sustained efforts and commitment/obligation
to pursue and attain a series of objectives that need to be identified and agreed on.

Mwalimu Julius K. Nyerere, during his years as the Chairman of the South Com-
mission and then the South Centre, often used to say: “The South must stand up and be
counted”. In its efforts to do so, in addition to many practical obstacles and problems,
the South would also encounter opposition and doubts within its own ranks, not to mention
a frontal or undercover resistance by actors from the North. This resistance would especial-
ly come from those who would consider every major move in that direction as a potential
threat to their own interests and global designs, and would, very likely, take steps,
including within individual developing countries, often with local support and even via
“inconvenient” regime change, to influence and embroil the collective efforts.

What matters, however, is that today the Global South has the resources and collec-
tive power to stand up and move forward, and that this is not a “mission impossible”,
as some who are familiar with problems and difficulties encountered in South—South
cooperation efforts and undertakings and the building and management of joint institu-
tions might point out. There is little that stands in the way of:

¢ Undertaking a critical, in-depth review and analysis of: South—South coopera-
tion, important actions and proposals agreed on over the years and their implementation,
experiences, public attitudes, performance of individual countries, functioning of joint
institutions and mechanisms of cooperation and integration, main obstacles and short-
comings that call for action, including the all too frequent difficulties or failure to follow
up on important decisions taken at the political level.

¢ Focusing on how to resolve the issue of lack of adequate financing for South—
South cooperation, activities, projects and institutions, probably one of the most
serious practical obstacles standing in the way of SSC being put into practice as desired
and called for™.

Res 49/96. Dec.1994) and reiterated on a number of occasions. While reports on operational activities
within the UN system have been prepared, a consolidated and regular substantive, analytical and
statistical UN report on the state of South—South cooperation is still not available.

3 Obstacles in financing common institutions and projects are many and often petty. Once more
a Mwalimu Nyerere experience in trying to fund the South Centre throws some useful light on this
problem. While the financing of the South Commission’s work, based on one-time contributions
by individual developing countries, functioned smoothly, the financing of the South Centre was an
entirely different matter. Aware of the likely problems with regular financing and the fact that most
developing countries would not be able to accede to an intergovernmental agreement that would
require them to contribute financially on a mandatory and regular basis, it was decided that the Centre
was to be financed by an investment income from a $30 million trust fund. It was felt that this sum
could be mobilized within the South with Mwalimu Nyerere in person leading the fund-raising
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¢ Inspiring, informing about and involving in the South—South cooperation
project the public and individuals; with this in mind, applying capacity-building and
training to raise the awareness of the existing experiences and opportunities; using to this
end also educational, marketing, media and public relations approaches, which are so
common in contemporary society and are used not only to advertise and publicize goods
and services, but also political and social goals and causes, in this case the common
identity of the South as an entity.

¢ Setting up a South organization for South—South cooperation, and pooling
together and networking intellectual and analytical resources available in the South and
internationally to staff and support the work of that institution.

effort. The whole process started successfully and one-third of the proposed sum was secured. But,
when the Asian financial crisis struck in 1997, both regular financing of the Centre and fund raising
for the Capital Fund were adversely affected. Despondent, Mwalimu Nyerere often sighed: “T only
wish I had a rich uncle!” He did not enjoy going around with a begging bowl from one developing
leader to another, most of them unable to act due to administrative and/or budgetary limitations.
Although already quite ill, only a few months before his death in 1999, Nyerere visited Muammar
Qaddafi in the hope of getting a major contribution for the South Centre Capital Fund. He left empty-
handed. The Capital Fund never approached the target figure and the Centre had to be financed by
voluntary contributions of willing member states. This produced a situation similar to the voluntary
funding experience in the UN, namely uncertain funding and some contributing countries claiming
that they are entitled to have a greater say in the Organization’s work and operation. Due to the lack
of regular finance and financial uncertainty, which thwarted institutional growth and consolidation,
the Centre’s small staff had to devote a good deal of effort and energy to fund-raising. This, no doubt,
detracted from the substantive work and activities of the small institution. In conclusion, the lessons
of funding provided by the experience of the South Commission and the South Centre, and, in general,
of South—South’s activities, including those of the Group of 77 and NAM, merit careful scrutiny
and analysis in approaching future South—South cooperation activities and mechanisms and ways
how to finance them.

¥ Another Nyerere anecdote illustrates his views on the vital importance of institutions for South—
South cooperation. In the South Commission there was no consensus on the need to create a major
institution for South—South cooperation, an “OECD of the South”, as some of its members argued.
Still, the Commission did manage to agree on and recommend the setting up of a South Secretariat,
a modest institution of 30 or so professionals [The Challenge to the South 1990: 200—205]. But,
aware of the likely difficulties and opposition from some quarters to the very idea of setting
up a “secretariat”, it provided a safety valve. The Commission de facto extended its own life
temporarily by setting up the South Centre as its two-year follow-up mechanism, chaired by Mwalimu
Nyerere. In June 1992, the “former Commissioners” met at a “Two Years After” Meeting to consider
what the Chairman and the Centre had done to promote the South Commission’s Report and
to discuss the response of governments to the recommendation for the establishment of a South
Secretariat. Given the lack of encouraging signs on the institutional front and repeated demands by
some heads of state for the extension of the South Centre’s life, on the grounds of the valuable support
it had provided both to G77 and NAM during the intervening two-year period, it was decided
to authorize Mwalimu Nyerere to try to transform the Centre into a permanent institution. After a major
and complex effort and with Indonesia playing a vital role in its capacity of NAM Chairman, including
through financing the Centre’s operational costs and activities on behalf of NAM, and negotiating
with Swiss authorities the organization’s permanent status in Geneva, this was achieved successfully.
In 1994, the intergovernmental agreement establishing the new organization was signed by 44 develop-
ing countries at the G77 Ministerial Meeting in New York. The South Centre was formally launched
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¢ Placing on the agenda the challenge of intellectual self-empowerment of the
Global South and the harnessing of its intellectual resources and institutions into an
interactive network for support of common goals and collective actions.

¢ Evolving, at the highest level, a representative system of political authority (e.g.,
heads of state or government, one delegated from each region) for regular and ad hoc
communication, consultations and contacts, for meetings to assess progress in the imple-
mentation of agreed SSC goals, and for communication/interaction with all heads of
state and/or government in the Global South.

¢ Based on the workings and experience of the South Commission, of the now
defunct UN Committee on Development Planning and of the G77 High-Level Panel
of Eminent Personalities of the South, to consider establishing a permanent South—South
commission or committee to bring together, on a regular basis, high-stature personalities
and thinkers from the South to reflect and deliberate on challenges faced by the de-
veloping countries and by the international community™.

¢ Elaborating and agreeing on a blueprint for national self-empowerment for
South—South cooperation, to guide and be used as a reference by the individual
developing countries in line with their own characteristics and capacities, and trans-
forming this blueprint into a legal instrument binding for all developing countries.

¢ Exploring various modalities of how BRICS can contribute to the pursuit of
common SSC goals, including by reviewing the experience with important institutional,
financing, investment and other measures taken by some BRICS members in support
of South—South cooperation.

¢ Focusing on the role and potential contribution of “digital South—South
cooperation”, ICT, Internet and Al to the promotion and energizing of all forms of
South—South cooperation, including closer contacts, communication, information
sharing and interaction, mutual understanding between and among the peoples and
countries of the South, transfer of technology, and education and culture.

as an intergovernmental organization in September 1995, after the required number of ratifications
of the Agreement. In the period that followed, Chairman Mwalimu Nyerere often said in private that
the Centre was his “baby” and most important legacy for the cause of the South. With his well-known
passion and enthusiasm, he began to work on the Centre’s institutional consolidation and placing it
on solid foundations, in the hope that it was only the first step towards a major organization of the
South that would match the North’s OECD in importance and influence. His sudden and early death
in 1999 interrupted this quest, but Nyerere left as his legacy a structure, institutional memory, and
institution-building learning and experience, a solid foundation on which to work on establishing
a major South—South organization.

35 The South Commission Secretariat was headed by Dr. Manmohan Singh of India. His career
included university professorship, a stint as a UN official (interestingly he worked with Raul Prebisch
in the UNCTAD Secretariat in the early days) and national service as Chairman of India’s Planning
Commission before he assumed the posts of the member of the South Commission and its Secretary-
General. Singh went on to become the longest serving Prime Minister of his country. Other Com-
mission members, who were all hand-picked by Mwalimu Nyerere, included several former heads
of state and other highly distinguished personalities from national and international spheres. It bears
highlighting the fact that three among them played crucial roles in the effort to establish and launch
the South Centre, in particular Gamani Corea of Sri Lanka, Luis Fernando Jaramillo of Colombia
and Widjojo Nitisastro of Indonesia, all belonging to the early generation of “Third Worlders”
and South—South cause enthusiasts.
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¢ Nurturing, training and educating future cadres and leaders for South—South
cooperation, directly exposing them to and familiarizing them with different problems
and different regions of the South, and, when they are ready, deploying them in national,
sub-regional, regional and multilateral, including UN, settings.

¢ Extending a hand of cooperation to the “like-minded” countries and civil society
actors in the North who want to offer genuine support to South—South cooperation,
as an integral part and a continuation of the developing countries’ common struggle
for sovereignty and development, formally launched far back in 1955 at the Bandung
Conference.

¢ Calling for closer cooperation between and joint initiatives of G77 and NAM,
as an important and pending political and institutional topic on the agenda of the
Global South.

There is little new in the above suggestions, which draw on practical experiences
and have been articulated over the years on many occasions and in different contexts.
What these suggestions call for is within reach, is doable, and would represent a major
“leap forward” for South—South cooperation. What is needed today is firm political
will, long-term vision and determined initiative for a group of the South’s countries
and leaders to launch on the desired track and, most importantly, sustain that process
with the necessary political commitment and financial and institutional support™.

Given the tectonic shifts occurring in the North, including those that hark back
to the sombre periods of human history that the Global South had fought against and
succeeded in overcoming, the developing countries have a duty to their peoples, their
history, and the international community as a whole to assume a collective-leadership
role in the world arena at this critical juncture for humankind. While cooperating with
the “friendly” North, they need to recognize and bear in mind the existence of the deeply
entrenched, powerful and unchanged West that has its roots in the colonial and imperialist
age, the aggressive and militarized West resolved in its pursuit of its global-empire
designs and thus determined to keep the South under its control by various subtle and
less subtle means, including by neutralizing the developing countries’ national and
collective efforts for greater autonomy and independence.

3% One more anecdote is in order at the end. At a South Commission meeting, wishing to dampen
the enthusiasm of some Commission members during the discussion of whether to create a South
secretariat, Manmohan Singh said: “If you were to present to developing countries on a silver platter
an institution, with a building, ample financing, and a large staff, they would accept it gladly. If you
ask them to establish and finance it themselves, there is very little hope that they would do it”.
And, when I visited him relatively recently, after he ended his last term as Prime Minister of India,
and brought up the potential importance of South—South cooperation, Singh asked me in his soft
manner: “But, do you think that the developing countries’ leaders care for and are interested in South—
South cooperation?!” Well, it seems that some care, as shown at the recent BRICS summits, for
example in Xiamen, China, where the President of the host country, Xi Jinping, highlighted the role
and importance of South—South cooperation. Were Mwalimu Nyerere alive, given his traditionally
warm relations with PR China, he would surely by now have approached President Xi to ask him
to play also the role of that mythical “rich uncle” he had been hoping to find and searching for but
without success.
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The 2019 Buenos Aires Conference is an opportunity for the South to stand up and
raise its collective voice, as in Bandung, in Belgrade, or at UNCTAD I in Geneva.
Both Patrice Lumumba and Julius Nyerere, were they still with us today, would be
heartened if this were to happen. And, Mwalimu Nyerere would no doubt add a parable
he had learned as a child from the elders of his Zanaki tribe and he cited in the closing
remarks of his speech at the opening meeting of the South Commission on 2 October 1987:

“Wakasusu, nihe wagya?

Nagya kwita Wanzugu!

Oragya kutura?

Ndagya kusaya-sayamu, Ndinukira!”

“Rabbit, where are you going?
1 am going to kill the Elephant!
Can you do it? Well, I'll try, and try again!”

He concluded: “The South can do what it needs to do. The South must never
give up”.
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SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION
IN THE CHAVEZ ERA IN VENEZUELA
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Abstract. South—South Cooperation (SSC) has become one of the major trends in the International
Relations of the new millennium. Initiatives of political cooperation, economic and technical assistance
can be traced back to the 1960’s, for example the Bandung Conference of non-aligned countries or the
creation of the United Nations Conference on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) under Ratl Prebisch’s
aegis [Braveboy-Wagner 2009; Prebisch 1954, 1969]. Nevertheless, the emergence of China and the BRICS
and a new period of high oil prices have produced an increased involvement of middle-income states
in initiatives of cooperation with other countries of the Global South.

Venezuela has been an actor in this wave of SSC during the government of Hugo Chévez. Certainly,
SSC is not new in the Venezuelan external relations because Caracas implemented programs of cooperation
to supply oil in special conditions to some Central American and Caribbean countries since the 1970’s.
Example of this were the Puerto Ordaz Agreement, approved during the Carlos Andrés Pérez administration
(1974—1979) and the San José Agreement, a Venezuelan-Mexican initiative implemented in the early
1980’s [Grayson 1985]. Similarly, Carlos Andrés Pérez played a role in the promotion of a New International
Economic Order and in the establishment of the Latin American Economic System (known in Spanish
as SELA) [Pérez 1980, 1983].

However, the logic of Venezuelan South—South cooperation was transformed since the rise to power
of Chavez in 1999 and in particular after his victory in the recall referendum convened in 2004. Chavez
aimed to transform the Venezuelan foreign policy since the beginning of his government. One of his goals
was obviously the deepening of the relations with the Global South. Venezuela as a middle-income country
became a driver in the new dynamics of SSC both in Latin America and the Caribbean and beyond the
Western Hemisphere.

This paper analyses this increasing involvement of Venezuela in initiatives of SCC, in particular
the reasons that led Chavez to promote those initiatives. Due to the particular narrative furthered by the
Venezuelan government to explain its SSC agenda, supposedly based on solidarity, complementarity
and cooperation, this paper compares Venezuelan strategy of international cooperation with more traditional
forms of North—South Cooperation (NSC). To achieve such a goal, a qualitative methodology is used
in the paper based on the review of the literature on international cooperation and on the evaluation of
international cooperation promoted by the Venezuelan government.

MODALITIES AND REASONS
OF SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

Liberal theory has associated the emergence of an interdependent world to the need
for cooperation and the creation of international regimes [Keohane 1984]. By contrast,
realists argue that liberal optimism on international cooperation has proved to be wrong
due to the perennial impact of anarchy on the behavior of states [Axelrod 1984; Grieco
1991]. Cooperation in this logic refers to a kind of state behavior in areas where
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potential common interests exist, such as finances, trade or communications. However,
cooperation has another meaning, in particular in the Development Studies. Thus,
cooperation refers to diverse programs furthered by developed countries to assist
developing world in the context of the postwar era. Cooperation was understood mainly
as foreign aid, development assistance, technical assistance or technical cooperation.
Behind all these notions was the key idea of transfers of funds from the Northern
developed countries to foster economic development and social progress in the Southern
developing countries. Thus, international cooperation was linked to economic develop-
ment and was mainly North—South oriented.

The United Nations played a crucial role in this process by implementing programs
of technical assistance since 1948. Beyond the UN, developed countries also created
their own programs labelled as Official Development Assistance (ODA) and national
agencies to manage foreign assistance, the best known of which is the United States
Agency for International Development (USAID). Developed countries decided to create
a common framework within the Organization of European Economic Cooperation
(OEEC) to deal with aid and assistance to the Third World countries. A Development
Assistance Group (DAG) was created in 1960 within the OEEC, and when the OEEC
was transformed in the Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD) in 1961, the DAG became Development Assistance Committee (DAC).

Nevertheless, the decolonization in Africa and Asia led to new interpretations of
economic development, cooperation and aid. The paramount moment of this process
was the Summit of Bandung (1955), when 25 Asian and African countries met to create
mechanisms to coordinate their interests and strengthening their position vis-a-vis
industrialized countries [De Renzio, Seifert 2014: 1862]. Very soon in 1961 in Belgrade
there was created the Non-Aligned Movement (NAM). As a result of these events,
a new narrative challenged the postwar hegemonic view on international cooperation
that had been associated almost exclusively to economic development and modernization.
After Bandung and Belgrade, cooperation took on a political dimension and began
to be also treated as “coalition building” among the Third World countries, particularly
in multilateral institutions [Lecchini 2012: 12]. The creation of the G77 in 1964 demon-
strated the trend. This approach to international cooperation led to the creation of the
Organization of Exporting Petroleum Countries (OPEC) in 1960. Further events such
as the establishment of UNCTAD, the proposal of creating of New International Eco-
nomic Order (1974) or the Buenos-Aires Plan of Action on South—South Cooperation
(1978) were the natural dvelopment of the process initiated in Bandung.

These innovative multilateral initiatives were accompanied by concrete bilateral
actions of economic cooperation implemented by Thailand, China and India, countries
that in the 1960’°s began to develop programs outside the schema advocated by the
OECD-ODA. The rise of emerging economies in the new millennium, in particular
China, led to a relaunch to bilateral programs of cooperation. The so-called BRICS
(Brazil, Russia, India, China and South Africa) have played a crucial role in the new
momentum of the SSC in the last two decades. Moreover, other middle-income countries
such as Saudi Arabia, Qatar and Venezuela implemented programs of cooperation with
the Global South.
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Thus, after seven decades since the first initiatives of technical assistance in the UN,
the current scenario is quite diverse. On the one hand, one observes the traditional
OECD-ODA NSC that still represents the largest amount of global assistance and,
on the other hand, Global South emerging actors are furthering modalities of SSC. One
can even perceive some forms of triangular cooperation in which traditional and
emerging donors are involved. In this scenario, questions arise on the nature of these
diverse modalities of cooperation, in particular on how they work and the extent to
which they are compatible. Another crucial question is related to the reasons behind
the SSC initiatives: are they different from to those argued by traditional OECD-ODA
donors?

NSC and SSC are slightly different. The OECD-ODA’s narrative on cooperation
is related to foreign aid or economic assistance to development. Conversely, SSC is often
described a multidimensional because of the political, technical and economic objectives
to be achieved. The political dimension of cooperation refers to the creation of multi-
lateral or regional forums among developing countries to improve coordination and
their bargaining power vis-a-vis the developed countries [Lecchini 2012]. The technical
dimension or technical cooperation is “essentially a process whereby two or more
developing countries pursue their individual or collective development through coope-
rative exchanges of knowledge, skills, resources and technical know-how” [Revised
Guidelines for the Review... 2003: 4]. The economic dimension of cooperation refers
to the promotion of closer relations in trade, finance, investments and social policy.
Even technical and economic dimension contrasts from the traditional ODA’s view
on economic assistance because SSC cooperation involves “different and evolving forms,
including the sharing of knowledge and experience, training, technology transfer,
financial and monetary cooperation and in-kind contribution” [What is South—South
Cooperation 2015].

SSC would differ from NSC not just in terms of the practice of cooperation but
also on the principles in which would be based on. Thus, SSC would aim at ascertain
principles such as horizontality, consensus and equity. Horizontality means that coope-
ration is developed among countries that perceive each other as partners. In consequence,
cooperation should be voluntary and untied to a compromise to buy goods and services
from the donor. Consensus implies a common framework to negotiate and manage
cooperation. Finally, equity indicates that benefits and costs derived from cooperation
should be shared among the partners.

The dichotomy NSC and SSC evidences the diversity of logics of associative
relations in the international system. None of them could pretend to have a moral
superiority over the other. However, the alleged innovative principles and practices
of SSC could lead to argue that the reasons of emerging powers or middle-income
countries to promote it are different from those one of developed states. This is a crucial
issue when analyzing SSC and the strategies followed by countries such as Venezuela
help to understand the issue.

Studies on foreign aid promoted in the OECD-ODA perceives two kinds of reasons
to foster it: humanitarians and self-interest. For pundits such as Lumsdaine [Lums-
daine 1993], aid is given basically due to ethical and moral concerns related to the
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fight against global poverty. Thus, “there has been an extended argument that it is the
moral responsibility of rich countries to assist in reducing poverty and enhancing
economic development in poor countries, over and above any considerations of self-
interest” [Ruttan 1989: 415]. This narrative subscribes to the liberal tradition, that treats
aid as “as an instrument or reflection of the tendency of states to cooperate in addressing
problems of interdependence and globalization” [Lancaster 2007: 4]. Aid would be
“a moral action that embodied a vision of international peace and prosperity” [Hattori
2003: 229]; a moral action the inhabitants of developed countries have “to assist the
inhabitants of the poor countries by transferring resources to them” [Opeskin 1996: 21].

Foreign aid is perceived in another narrative on the issue as a donor countries’
strategy to promote their political and economic interests. A political explanation
considers aid as a component of the donor’s foreign policy. Hans Morgenthau [Mor-
genthau 1962] and George Kennan [Kennan 1971], founders of the classical realism
theory, considered that political and strategic imperatives and not altruism were the
reasons behind cooperation with developing countries. In Carol Lancaster’s words:
“...aid (for purposes other than humanitarian relief) began as a temporary expedient of
Cold War diplomacy... If there had been no Cold War threat, the United States — the
first and, for most years, the largest aid-giving country — might never have initiated
programs of aid or put pressure on other governments” [Lancaster 2007: 5]. The
economic explanation considers that aid “constitutes a part of donor nations’ commercial
strategy to secure a larger trade benefits... Donors also use aid as an instrument for
improving goodwill while expecting that recipients will reciprocate by buying more
of their products” [Younas 2008: 662]. Younas argues that aid may also be given
as a reward to the recipient nations for promoting imports and removing trade restrictions.
This implies that donors can influence recipients to get preferential treatment on the
goods imported from them without entering formal trade agreements [ Y ounas 2008: 662].

In contrast, SSC would not be based on economic or political self-interest. SSC
would be based on mutual benefits among the countries. SSC would be based on post-
colonial solidarity and non-conditionality and it implies the share of expertise “based
on direct experience of pursuing development in a poor country circumstances”
[Mawdsley 2012: 264].

However, the claim of solidarity as the motivation of the SCC is contested. SSC
is also promoted because of political and strategic reasons. From the Bandung Summit
to the BRICS, SSC has been associated to goals such as the increase of bargaining
power, the reform of global institutions, the democratization of international relations
and the challenge of Northern hegemony. Certainly, the logic and instruments of SSC,
for example non-intervention, respect to sovereignty and non-reciprocity, are different
from those of NSC. This notwithstanding, if the SSC’s logic of implementation differs
from the NSC’s one, the political and strategic motivations do not. Benzi and Zapata
assert that the experiences of SSC “unequivocally suggest that the direct and symbiotic
relationship between aid, foreign policy and security, trade and economic interests and
power projection inherent to the North South Cooperation also exists in the case of
South—South [cooperation]” [Benzi, Zapata Mafla 2013: 68].
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The extension of this paper does not allow in-depth analysis of the diverse views
about the similarities and differences between NSC and SSC. Nevertheless, the case
of Venezuela in the Chéavez era is an excellent case to evaluate the logic of SSC and
the reasons behind it. One argues in this paper that the Venezuelan initiatives of SSC
cannot be understood and explained without considering their relation with the foreign
policy and the narratives and interests furthered by the so-called Bolivarian revolution.

VENEZUELA AND SSC UNDER THE CHAVEZ AEGIS'

International cooperation is not something new in the Venezuelan foreign policy’.
Manuel Pérez Guerrero (1911—1985), a close collaborator of presidents Romulo
Betancourt and Carlos André Pérez, was a figure in the development of SSC initiative
since the 1960s. He was one of the inspirers of the Organization of United Nations Educa-
tional, Scientific and Cultural Organization (UNESCO), and served as the first executive
secretary of the Technical Assistance Committee Developing Countries of the United
Nations. He was elected president of the Economic and Social Council of the United
Nations (ECOSOC) for the period 1967—1969 and became later Secretary of the Con-
ference of the Nations United Nations on Trade and Development (UNCTAD) between
1969 and 1974 as successor to Raul Prebisch. He promoted the creation of Generalized
System of Preferences and the approval of the Least Developed Countries category (LDC).

Caribbean Basin was the preferential area where Caracas developed cooperation.
Rafael Caldera promoted closer relations with the English-Speaking Caribbean during
his administration (1964). His Minister of Foreign Affairs Aristides Calvani was
an enthusiastic promoter of a rapprochement to the Caribbean, a region considered
of strategic importance for Venezuela. Carlos Andrés Pérez signed the Puerto Ordaz
Agreement in 1976 and Luis Herrera Campins subscribed the San José¢ Agreement (1980).
The Puerto Ordaz agreement allowed Venezuela to sell oil in special conditions to
Caribbean islands, countries on which the Venezuelan government led by Pérez aimed
to have a political influence. The San José Agreement was also a program of cooperation
in the field of energy, developed in collaboration with México that sold oil in special
condition to some Caribbean and Central American countries. Both Puerto Ordaz
Agreement and San José Agreement sought to the projection of the Venezuelan interests
and narratives in the Caribbean Basin. In a context of decolonization of the Caribbean
islands, revolutionary civil war in Central America and the expansion of Cuban influ-
ence in the region (even in Venezuelan neighbors such as Grenada and Guyana) in the

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1970’s and early 1980’s, President Pérez used oil diplomacy as a mechanism to promote
the national interest. Cooperation was linked to the narrative of defense of democracy
that was considered a Venezuelan foreign policy goal. Behind this, the interest was
to preserve the stability of a region that was crucial for the Venezuelan national security
and even for its economy because the Caribbean Sea was the major trade route of the
Venezuelan oil exports. Thus, those initiatives used oil as a foreign policy tool, a reason
that allowed arguing that Carlos Andrés Pérez was the initiator of the so-called oil
diplomacy that used oil as an instrument to promote the international projection of
Venezuela.

Beyond the Caribbean, Venezuela was founder of the Organization of Petroleum
Exporting Countries and it was member of UNCTAD since its early years in 1960’s.
The country became a member of the Non-Aligned Movement in 1974 and Pérez was
a promoter of the North—South Dialogue [Pérez 1980]. This was a policy initially
promoted by the Social Democratic party Accion Democratica (AD) and it was continued
by Christian Democrat party COPEI. Venezuela played a crucial role in the foundation
of OPEC, one of the promoter was Juan Pablo Pérez Alfonso. As known, OPEC became
a crucial player in the determination of oil prices since the 1970’s onwards. Venezuela
was also a player at UNCTAD and during the Pérez administration backed initiatives
such as the creation of a New International Economic Order (NIEO), a goal promoted
by the so-called Third World in those days [Pérez 1977]. Pérez also fostered closer
relations with African countries (it was well-known his friendship with Tanzanian
President Julius Nyerere) and with the European social democracy. Thus, it is also valid
to argue that the first attempt to promote Venezuela as a leading actor was developed
by Carlos Andrés Pérez in the 1970’s.

This is also valid at Latin American level. Pérez was a promoter of SELA in 1976,
in collaboration with Méxican President Juan Martin Echeverria. SELA was an important
initiative in 1970’s. The Organization of American States (OAS), created in 1948, had
been the regional framework for political dialogue, collaboration and cooperation among
the Latin American countries. However, OAS was not a Latin American institution
but a Western Hemispheric one in which the United States played a hegemonic role.
By contrast, SELA was conceived an “exclusive Latin American” space, in which the
Latin American countries could discuss their regional affairs without the US intervention.
Even if soft, SELA was a challenge to the US in the region [Maldonado-L 1982; Salazar
Santos 1985].

Therefore, the Venezuelan foreign policy previous to rise to power of Hugo Chéavez
included consistent and coherent initiatives to promote SSC. President Pérez granted
particular importance to those initiatives, particularly in the Caribbean Basin, but also
beyond that region. He was the initiator of the Venezuelan oil diplomacy and he made
the initial effort to promote policies leading to make Venezuela a true global actor. How-
ever, those policies were mainly autonomist, as proposed by the academic Juan Carlos Puig
[Puig 1980] and Helio Jaguaribe [Jaguaribe 1979]. They not aimed at a rupture with
the capitalist international order or a permanent conflict with the United States but an
increasing autonomy for the Third World countries. Similarly, the initiatives of SSC
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were closely related to the defense of democracy, a goal promoted by one of the few
democracies in the region for the time.

The new foreign policy aimed at producing a rupture with some aspects of that
promoted in the 1970’s and 1980’s. New premises were established: a) the promotion
of a multipolar world; b) the “Bolivarian” ideal of regionalism; c) the fight against
neo-liberalism and d) the strengthening of South—South cooperation.

Chavez strongly highlighted the need for a multipolar world, what in reality meant
the rejection of the post-Cold War global order that had initially been based on the US
unipolarism. For Chavez, this situation had produced a power imbalance in the interna-
tional system and, in consequence, “alternative poles of power” should be created
to restore balance. The promotion of a multipolar world led to foster “an independent
foreign policy”, manifested in closer relations with countries such as Cuba, China, Brazil,
Iran and Russia, with the goal of promoting alternative poles to unipolarism. Venezuela
also promoted what Chéavez called ‘the Bolivarian dream to constitute a great Con-
federation of racially mixed nations’, or the “Bolivarian integration™. This strategy
excluded the United States, as expressed in the radical opposition to the proposal of
establishing a Free Trade Area of the Americas (FTAA) [Briceno-Ruiz 2006]. The fight
against neo-liberalism became also a foreign policy goal. Chavez rejected the adoption
of neoliberal policies at domestic level but also criticized the way as neo-liberalism had
influenced the so-called new regionalism in the Americas.

The agenda stressed another issue, closely related to the fight against unipolarism,
the promotion of South—South cooperation. The Venezuelan diplomacy initially
intended reactivating mechanisms of cooperation among developing nations, such as
the Non-Aligned Movement and the Group of Rio. Venezuela also participated in the
creation of G20, a group of underdevelopment countries generated at the World Trade
Organization Trade Ministerial Meeting held in Cancun, Mexico, in November 2003.

A key element of this strategy was the “oil diplomacy” that had a two-fold
dimension. The first one was global: the restoration of the role of OPEC in the determi-
nation of oil prices, as exemplified in the convening of an OPEC Summit of Heads
of State in 2000, in Caracas. The second dimension was the use of oil as a mechanism
to promote SSC. Venezuela had sold oil in special conditions to Central American and
Caribbean since the early 1980, but in the era of Chavez new initiatives were set up to
incorporate Cuba, Uruguay, Paraguay and Argentina. Similarly, Venezuela promoted
join ventures with Brazil, Uruguay and Cuba, where were projected the building of
refineries. Moreover, Chavez promoted the creation of a South American pipeline to
send gas from Venezuela to Argentina. All these initiatives were part of more global
proposals such as Petrocaribe or Petroamérica. Another innovative aspect of the SSC
strategy was concrete actions of financial aid and technical assistance, sometimes
as donor, other times a recipient, with China, Russia, Belorussia, Iran and some African
countries [Bricefio-Ruiz 2006].

After 2004, the Venezuelan foreign policy was radicalized. Thus, the narrative based
on a criticism of unipolarism was transformed into anti-imperialism. Similarly, after
the adoption of the 21st Century Socialism, the anti-capitalist discourse complemented
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the criticism to neo-liberalism. At that moment, the problem for Chavez was not a parti-
cular way to understand capitalism (the neo-liberalism), but the capitalist system itself.

In this context, SSC and the promotion of initiatives of regional integration in Latin
America became fundamental goals in the Venezuelan international strategy. Favorable
conditions created by high oil prices allowed Chévez to create new programs and initia-
tives in Latin America and the Caribbean and in the other regions of the Global South,
particularly in Africa. Venezuelan actions of SSC included political, technical and
economic cooperation.

The political cooperation is related to the aim of achieving a multipolar world. In the
case of Latin America and the Caribbean, Chavez became a leader in the promotion
of regional initiatives of political dialogue and cooperation such as UNASUR and
CELAC. ALBA was also an instrument of political cooperation in which Venezuela has
had a hegemonic role. While the ideological diversity in UNASUR and CELAC led
in many occasions to political compromises based on a minimum common denominator,
the ideological uniformity in ALBA allowed adopting policies that fully coincided with
the Venezuelan foreign policy objectives. ALBA is a multidimensional process. Born
as a Venezuelan alternative to the FTAA in December 2001, ALBA became a regional
space after the signing of the Havana agreements in December 2004. Thus, ALBA is
a process of regional cooperation in the social and economic spheres. At the same time,
it has developed mechanisms of economic integration but, at least in the view of the
promoters of this regional initiative, based on cooperation, solidarity and comple-
mentarity. This is the reason why it is described in the official documents of its member
countries as a new model of regional integration. Finally, ALBA was conceived as
an instrument of political cooperation to establish a multipolar world and foster anti-
imperialism’.

The second dimension of Venezuelan actions is technical cooperation. Venezuela
strengthened the technical cooperation with Argentina, Brazil, Uruguay and Cuba
in sectors such as health, agriculture and agro-food, environment, energy, education,
among others. In the oil industry, Venezuela provided technical assistance to Ecuador
in oil refining and Bolivia in the production of gas.

In the field of economic cooperation, Venezuela developed cooperation in social
programs, finance and energy with the Caribbean and Latin American countries.

The “internationalization of the Misiones”, namely, the implementation of social
programs in certain Latin American and Caribbean countries, mostly members of ALBA,
was crucial in the Venezuelan strategy. Misiones was the name given to the social
programs in the field of health and education implemented in Venezuela since 2004.
Mision Milagro provided free medical attention and free eyes surgery to low-income
people from Latin America and the Caribbean countries. Another social program was
the Mision Yo si Puedo (Yes I can), a program also managed by Cuban specialists, the
goal of which is to teach to illiterates to read.

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The financial cooperation aims at creating mechanisms to diminish the Latin
American and Caribbean dependence on multilateral financial institutions, such as
the International Monetary Fund (IMF) and the World Bank (WB). Examples of this are
the Bank of the South, formally set up in December 2007 and the ALBA Bank, created
in 2008. However, these initiatives were not actually implemented. The agreement that
created the Bank of the South was approved in 2007. This was conceived as a mechanism
to finance developmental initiatives in South America but the agreement was not ratified
by countries such as Brazil and other states such as Colombia, Chile and Peru did not
participate in this initiative. The ALBA Bank was not properly an institution to deal
with financial crisis but a source of resources to pay projects in areas such as health,
education, energy in the Caribbean Basin. The financial dimension was developed mostly
at bilateral level. Thus, Venezuela provided 8.6 billion of US dollars in financing
to Argentina between 2005 and 2008 by underwriting its sovereign bonds. Venezuela
also purchased $300 million in Ecuadorean sovereign bonds in 2005 and $100 million
in Paraguay debt in 2007 [Labaqui 2014: 38].

Petrocaribe was the major Venezuelan program in the sector of energy cooperation.
The program was created in 2005 as an extension of the Caracas Energy Agreement
subscribed in 2000. According to Benzi and Zapata [Benzi, Zapata Mafla 2013: 76],
Petrocaribe has at least four dimensions: 1) a financing scheme of part of the energy
bill of the member countries; 2) measures to reduce intermediate and transport trade
costs of oil and its derived products; 3) a social development fund; 4) the promotion
of energy efficiency. Petrocaribe is closely related to the ALBA project.

Chavez also promoted SSC initiatives with Africa in the fields of political, technical
and economic cooperation.

In the field of political cooperation, the establishment of diplomatic relations
with some countries was followed by the interest in participating in regional spaces
in the African continent. Thus, Venezuela became observer of organizations such
as the African Union (2005), the League of Arab States (which includes 10 African
countries) in 2006, The Economic Community of Western African States (ECOWAS)
in 2009 and the Southern African Development Community (SADC) in 2009 [Mata
Carnevali 2012b: 21]. Chavez participated in the Summits of the African Union held
in Banjul (2006). He also visited Gambia, Mali, Benin, Angola, South Africa, Algeria
and Libya [Mata Carnevali 2012b: 21].

The promotion of the Africa — South American Summits (ASA) — was a key
element in the Venezuelan strategy. Certainly, ASA was an idea of Presidents of Nigeria,
Olusegun Obasanjo, and Brazil, Luiz Inacio (Lula) da Silva in 2005, but Chavez sub-
scribed to it and became a main promoter of the creation of a mechanism of political
dialogue between Africa and South America. As a result, the second ASA summit was
held in Margarita Island, Venezuela, in September 2009, with the presence of 30 leaders
of both regions. The summit was an opportunity for Chavez to present his view of
the international system and the role peripheral regions such as South America and
Africa should play, and in particular he highlighted the urgent task of constructing the
multipolar world [Chavez Frias 2009].
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SSC has also been developed in the sphere of technical cooperation. Thus, around
350 African students from 20 African countries (Angola, Benin, Cape Verde, Ethiopia,
Gambia, Ghana, Equatorial Guinea, Guinea-Bissau, Kenya, Libya, Mali, Mozambique,
Namibia, Nigeria, Western Sahara, Sao Tomé and Principe, Senegal, Seychelles, Sierra
Leone and Togo) have studied medicine and social sciences in Venezuela. Moreover,
more than 100 Venezuelan technicians have gone to Algeria and Egypt to specialize
in the energy sector [Mata Carnevali 2012b: 22].

The Venezuelan economic cooperation in Africa involves mainly social programs
in the area both of health and education. The program Adopta una escuela en Africa
(Adopt a school in Africa), was launched in 2007 and has been implemented in 16 African
countries. According to the Vice-Ministry of Africa, the initiative has reached about
70 000 school-age infants. Adopta una escuela en Africa is a program of assistance
through which the Venezuelan embassies provided financial assistance to school with
shortages, by providing school supplies and helping with the repairs and maintenance
of their buildings [Giacchi 2012: 54]. The cooperation in health implied medical attention
to African children with severe heart diseases at the Pediatrics Hospital Dr. Gilberto
Rodriguez Ochoa in Caracas [Mata Carnevali 2012b: 21].

EVALUATING THE LOGIC OF THE VENEZUELAN SSC:
SOLIDARITY OR REALPOLITIK

The Venezuelan government narrative highlights that the initiatives of SSC towards
Latin American and the Caribbean and Africa are not based on the traditional logic of
self-interest, especially in the sphere of trade and investments. In contrast to the logic
of benefits implicit in the NSC programs, Venezuela would be promoting new forms
of associative relations based on solidarity, complementation and mutual understanding.
These principles would be the driven forces of schemes of regional integration such
as ALBA or cooperation initiatives such as Petrocaribe, Yo si puedo, Mision Milagro
or Adopta una Escuela en Africa. No economic or trade compensation would be behind
these initiatives but a genuine interest in promoting links with countries that experienced
similar histories of colonization and imperialism. Similarly, the Venezuelan narrative
also excludes any sort of altruism behind its SSC initiatives but the idea of mutual
benefits with countries that could also help Venezuela to overcome some of its economic
or social problems. Thus, the principles of horizontality, consensus and equity would
inspire the Venezuela actions of SSC.

However, as Daniel Hellinger [Hellinger 2011: 57] argues ‘Venezuelan influence
comes from both soft and hard power. Its soft power is ideological, stemming from
the public rhetoric of Hugo Chavez and the relative success of its domestic model
in achieving democracy as well as economic and human development. Its hard power
comes mainly in the form of oil diplomacy’. Arguably, the rhetoric on a SSC based
on solidarity, complementary, equity and consensus was a deployment of the Venezuela’s
soft power in Africa, Latin America and the Caribbean. Thus, Venezuela presented itself
at the regional and global scenario as a country that shared the benefits of the ‘oil boom’
through a generous policy of cooperation with countries that would have serious
financial problems if they had to pay oil at international prices.
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The hard power, namely, the oil diplomacy, is the mechanism to build strategic
alliances with countries that subscribe to the narrative of solidarity. The crux of the matter
is that such a narrative is also related to foreign policy objectives promoted since
the restructuration of the Venezuelan political system in the early 2000’s. In other words,
the actions of SSC in Latin America, the Caribbean and Africa are related to Venezuelan
foreign policy goals, both political and economic, such as the construction of a multi-
polar world, anti-imperialism, anti-capitalism and the fight against neo-liberalism.

It is normally argued that Venezuela’s cooperation actions are not oriented towards
promoting economic interests. Nevertheless, oil diplomacy also aimed at improving
of the Venezuelan influence on production and distribution of energy. The political goals
of the Venezuelan SSC initiatives are easier to perceive. Fred Halliday has argued that
revolutionary states aimed at exporting at global level the political and economic changes
that they have promoted a domestic level [Halliday 1999]. In the Venezuelan case,
objectives such as the construction of a multipolar world, a new international balance
of power and the reshaping the logic of economic development by rejecting neo-libera-
lism implied clearly a challenge to the international status quo.

Initiatives such as ALBA, Petrocaribe and the rapprochement to Africa are closely
related to the Venezuelan foreign policy objectives. Venezuela aimed at constructing
of alliances and coalitions to advance an alternative international agenda. The promotion
of new forms of SSC is clearly related to it. Thus, ideas and interests explain the
Venezuelan SSC initiatives. On the one hand, Venezuelan SSC aims at promoting
the diffusion of a narrative about a model of society promoted by Chavez, through
what Forite has called the ‘Social Oil Diplomacy’ [Forite 2011: 117]. At the same time,
the Venezuelan government has used SSC to build alliances to promote its revolutionary
foreign policy agenda. Although ideas on solidarity could be influential in the design
of the Venezuelan SSC initiatives, interests matter and Realpolitik has definitively played
a crucial role in the SSC initiatives towards Latin America, the Caribbean and Africa.

The strategy was successful in terms of showing Venezuela as country that shared
the benefits of its economic boom with its partners in the Global South. As a result,
Venezuela presence in Latin America, Africa and even the Middle East grew in those
years and Chavez became an international figure in the Global South. However,
Venezuela was not the only country that developed that strategy in Latin America. Brazil
in the Lula da Silva era also fostered program of SSC in Africa and, to a lesser extent,
in Latin America. The logic was the same: Realpolitik; Brazilian governments used
SSC as a mechanism to promote its country as a global player with influence in Africa
and Latin America. The difference was that the anti-imperialist and anti-capitalist rhetoric
was absent in the Brazilian documents and discourse on SSC. A second factor that
deserves to be considered is that the Venezuelan program was linked to boom in com-
modities prices, in particular in oil prices. It was due to high oil prices that Venezuela
was able to further SSC in Latin America, the Caribbean and Africa. When oil prices
fell, SSC initiatives stalled or disappeared. That is the reason why Venezuelan presence
in the scenario of SSC in Nicholas Maduro’s government is almost non-existent, with
the exception maybe of Petrocaribe.

Venezuela is not actually a newcomer in the arena of SSC, particularly in the
Caribbean Basin. Initiatives such the Puerto Ordaz and San José¢ Agreements developed
in the 1970’s and 1980’s are clear manifestations of this commitment to SSC. Neverthe-
less, the rise to power of Hugo Chdvez meant a certain re-signification of SSC that was
associated to the new international strategy promoted by so-called ‘Bolivarian revolu-
tion’. Since the early years of his administration Chévez revisited the cooperation
in the field of energy with the Caribbean countries by subscribing the Caracas Energy
Agreement in 2000, in which Cuba was incorporated as a partner. Venezuela became
rapidly an actor in the SSC. As a result, Caracas promoted initiatives of political,
technical and economic cooperation. The Caribbean Basin remained as a major strategic
space, expression of what was the creation of Petrocaribe, the flagship of the Venezuelan
SSC initiatives. But Caracas’ actions went beyond the Caribbean Basin. Argentina,
Ecuador, Paraguay received financial assistance. Bolivia, Ecuador participated in social
programs such as Yo si Puedo and Mision Milagro. Cooperation in the field of energy
was promoted with Uruguay, Ecuador, Bolivia, Argentina and Brazil. Venezuela also
actively fostered the setting up of mechanisms of regional dialogue and cooperation
such as ALBA, UNASUR and CELAC. Similarly, Africa became a region increasingly
more important in the Venezuelan SSC, as manifested by the closer political relations
with some African countries, initiatives as the UNASUR-ASA summits and the coope-
ration in social issues.

This activism was accompanied by a special narrative that stressed different
character of the Venezuelan SSC from NSC initiatives. Venezuela emphasized soli-
darity, complementation, horizontality and equity in its relations with Global South.
However, the reality shows that behind that narrative of solidarity, Realpolitik played
rather significant role.

The SSC initiatives were used by the Venezuelan administration for promoting
the goals of the new foreign policy strategy furthered since the early 2000’s. Being
a revolutionary state, Venezuela fosters a radical transformation of the international
system. This explains why agenda of multipolar world, anti-imperialism and anti-ca-
pitalism, the fight against neo-liberalism became the cornerstone of the Venezuelan
regional and global strategy. In this respect SSC was treated mainly as a mechanism
for reaching those goals. On the one hand, Venezuela’s narrative on SSC and the inter-
national order demonstrated a soft power approach that aimed to promote the “Bolivarian
revolution” as a model of construction of society arguably based on socialist ideas.
At the same time, oil diplomacy was the “hard power” instrument for building alliances
with countries that shared a similar approach to the world order. In other words, ideational
factor mattered significantly in the Venezuelan SSC, but material interests were crucial.

The current political and economic scenario in Venezuela raises doubts about
the continuation of the SSC strategy followed in the Chavez era. The internal economic
crisis (it is foreseen a 1-million % inflation for 2018), shortages of basic food and
medicaments, violation of human rights, allegations of high-level corruption have
significally weakened the image of the ‘Chavist revolution’. Moreover, the hard power
based on the oil diplomacy has been affected by the reduction of oil prices and more
recently due to reduction of the production of PDVSA, the national oil company.

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VENEZUELA’S DEFENSE POLICY:
MILITARY-TECHNICAL COOPERATION, OIL FACTOR
AND GEOPOLITICAL DIVIDENDS

Abstract. The article describes the history of Venezuela's military-technical cooperation (MTC,
arms trade) with foreign states in the period from the 1950s until now. There are three stages of the
military-technical cooperation of Venezuela: pre-Chaves stage (before Hugo Chavez came to power),
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Chavez stage, post-Chavez stage (after Hugo Chavez's death during the reign of Nicholas Maduro).
The nature and direction of the MTC, as well as the structure of suppliers of weapons and military
equipment, as well as the factors that contributed to this orientation are described for each of these stages.
The conclusion is made that the MTC of Venezuela depends on two key factors — the political attitudes
of the current leadership and the market environment for Venezuela's key export commodity — oil.

Taking into account the severe economic, social and financial crisis that hit Venezuela, China
remained the only exporter continuing large shipments of military equipment to Venezuela. At the same time,
a slight recovery in oil prices allows Russian exporters to expect the Venezuelan arms market to recover
in the medium term. However, competition with Chinese exporters of military equipment will require
granting Venezuela large-scale soft loans. At the same time, the Venezuelan debt market will remain
high-risk because of political instability in the country, foreign policy pressures and volatility of hydrocarbon
prices. If the government of Nicholas Maduro falls and the Bolivarian revolutionary project is scrapped,
Caracas will be politically and militarily reoriented to the US and other Western countries with a high de-
gree of probability.

However, the inertia of Russian-Venezuelan military-technical cooperation will be a solid foundation
for its continuation after the stabilization of the economic situation in the country, regardless of the foreign
policy orientation of the future governments of Venezuela. In any case, the Russian political leadership
and the management of the military equipment exporters, working together with the expert community
and academic science, must constantly carefully assess the economic and political risks of continuing
the Russian-Venezuelan military-technical cooperation, on the one hand, and its potential commercial
and geopolitical dividends, on the other.

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Abstract. Framed by contested interpretations of the Buenos Aires Plan of Action, this article
aims to conduct a first evaluation of the BRICS development and education cooperation agenda as a case
study of South—South cooperation (SSC).

While a more pronounced and assertive
BRICS SSC agenda has emerged over time, the findings do not permit to unambiguously conclude that
BRICS education cooperation produces a counter-structure to the neoliberal global governance of education.
However, we nonetheless perceive BRICS education cooperation as contributing to building a counter-
dependency structure. Future empirical research will have to inquire about the de facto implementation
of this agenda.

INTRODUCTION

The Buenos Aires Plan of Action (BAPA)' has not been uncontroversially discussed
in the academic South—South cooperation (SSC) literature. On the one hand, the Plan
is viewed as “a key reference point for contemporary SSC efforts” [see also Birn et al.
2017: 43], “the foundational milestone of contemporary SSC” [Report on South—South
2017: 11], and having “stipulated the guiding principles of South—South cooperation”
[Silva 2018: 65]. These attributions derive from the BAPA’s reiteration of the fundamental
SSC principles of solidarity, complementarity, equal rights, national sovereignty, non-inter-
ference and economic independence®, while promoting knowledge and experience transfer
and sharing for mutual benefit’, “to achieve national and collective self-reliance and to the
need to bring about the new international economic order [NIEO]™ [Birm et al. 2017: 43;

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Report on South—South 2017: 26]. Following the 1955 Bandung Conference and
the formation of the Non-Aligned movement (NAM) and the Group of 77 (G77),
the Third World quest for greater political and economic independence or autonomy
from the capitalist core peaked in the 1970s demand for an NIEO [Gosovic 2016].
While the BAPA itself does not refer to “horizontal cooperation”, which has become
almost synonymous to SSC in contradistinction to “vertical” official development
assistance within the framework of the OECD-DAC (associated with conditionalities),
the origin or popularisation of the notion of “horizontal cooperation” has been ascribed
to the context of the Buenos Aires Conference [Esteves, Assuncao 2014; Martin 2016].

From a critical, dependency theoretical perspective, on the other hand, the BAPA
has been criticised for actually constituting a “regression” in the struggle for South self-
determination and the aspired “restructuration of the North—South relations™ associated
with the NIEO project [Ernst 1979: 1396—1397]. First, as one moment in the West’s
counter-offensive “to neutralise the NIEO” [Martin 2016: 67], the BAPA reduced SSC
to technical cooperation, thus undermining the larger vision of collective self-determi-
nation and restructuration of the world economy, instead promoting the South’s integra-
tion into “a new international” (i.e. the global) division of labour [Amin 1980; Ernst 1979].
Second, by declaring SSC a “complement” rather than “substitute” for North—South
cooperation’ [Report on South—South... 2017: 29], the BAPA laid a foundation for
“triangular cooperation” [Report on South—South... 2017: 26; Silva 2018: 65], which,
arguably, integrates SSC in a “subaltern fashion” into the OECD-DAC regime [Mar-
tin 2016: 58]. Strongly promoted since the late 1990s as part of the neoliberal global
governance of development, in triangular cooperation international agencies and
governments of the North act as “brokers” for “best practice transfer” among developing
countries [Sa e Silva 2009].

Framed by these discussions, this article conducts a first evaluation of the BRICS®
development and education cooperation agenda. Methodologically, as a qualitative
theory-based case study that integrates exploration with illustration and explanation
[Hesse-Biber 2017; Yin 2009], an analytical review of Anglophone academic BRICS
education literature combines with contents and discourse analysis of BRICS cooperation
documents from 2009—2017". While the mainstream international and comparative
education literature, embedded in (neo)realist international relations theory, limits itself
to individual BRICS member country case studies, a critical approach associated with

CONCEPTUAL CLARIFICATIONS

An authoritative definition of “best practice transfer”, or “policy transfer”, views
this as a “process by which knowledge about policies, administrative arrangements,
institutions and ideas in one political system (past or present) is used in the development
of policies, administrative arrangements, institutions and ideas in another political
system” [Dolowitz, Marsh 2000: 5]. “Transfer”, however, can be of a more or less
coercive nature, ranging from voluntary “lesson-drawing” to direct and indirect imposi-
tion through, inter alia, international institutional pressures (e.g., OECD, IMF, G-7,
think tanks), transnational corporations, and mechanisms such as conditionalities tied
to loans and grants [Dolowitz, Marsh 2000]. As a relation of inequality regarding actor
autonomy, the coercive element in “transfer” underscores the difference between
triangular collaboration and SSC as a “counter-dependency” strategy: unlike dependency
as a relation of inequality that implies “the absence of actor autonomy”, dependence
connotes “asymmetric interdependence” which, as a relation of “mutual control” and
“reliance”, is legitimate if consensual [Caporaso 1978]. Since autonomy or “total self-
reliance” appears illusionary for especially resource-poor nations, “controlled de-
pendence” is a more egalitarian relation as the partners can “affect the fundamental
nature of their relationships” [Erisman 1991: 143]. While the BAPA acknowledged
this by stating that interdependence “demands sovereign and equal participation
in the conduct of international relations and the equitable distribution of benefits™®, this
should not suggest that the solidarity and “win—win” relations associated with SSC
could per se be equated with altruism and absence of conflicting commercial and political
interests and other power asymmetries [Muhr 2016]. Rather, decisive is whether
South—South interdependences generate South counter-dependency — that is,
collective self-reliance. Subsequently, a further major criticism of “transfer” views
this as a depoliticisation of SSC as merely a technicality “no longer rooted in the political
mobilization of the South” [S4 e Silva 2009: 51]. The instrumentalisation, cooptation
and reconceptualisation of South—South cooperation as transfer rather than “collective
process” undermines the “organic, political and potentially innovative nature of South—
South cooperation” [Jules, S& e Silva 2008: 58].

International and comparative education literatures echo these discussions. With
the World Bank adopting its self-styled role as a global “knowledge bank™ in the 1990s,

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it simultaneously assumed the role of a “monitor and lender of ‘best practices’ [Steiner-
Khamsi 2007: 285], with other organisations of global governance, including
Transparency International and United Nations (UN) agencies, following suit. Together
with such donor conditionalities as efficiency and effectiveness (performance enhance-
ment) and practices of benchmarking, ranking and scoring associated with “international
standards”, best practice transfer has been considered a “unidirectional” mechanism that
advances “interstate competition, coercion and convergence” [Steiner-Khamsi 2007: 285—
286]. Subsequently, UNESCO has also adopted best practice transfer “as a tool within
its overall EFA (Education for All) program and strategy” [Sa e Silva 2009: 50], and
even in documents that make reference to the post-World War II spirit of SSC, such
as the UNESCO BRICS: Building Education for the Future report’, the view of SSC
as a technicality rather than political process dominates, stating that BRICS should
“learn from one another” for improvement of the “effectiveness” of their cooperation
programmes'.

While BRICS is a state-led South—South project, conceptual rigour requires
distinguishing two models of education governance: neoliberal “transnationalisation”
in the interests of transnational corporations, including the establishment of North
university subsidiaries in the South and the sale of academic licences; and “international”
and “horizontal cooperation”, conceived of as “respectful of the idiosyncrasies and
identities of the participating countries” [Tiinnermann Bernheim 2009: 51—52]"".
As has been shown with respect to Brazil, the two strategies of “commodification and
solidarity” can coexist in national education policies [Azevedo 2015]. It is hereby
important to highlight that much of the international and comparative education literature
speaks of “internationalisation” (e.g., with respect to student mobility) when actually
referring to transnationalisation.

BRICS EDUCATION LITERATURE: AN ANALYTICAL REVIEW

The Anglophone academic literature on education in BRICS' follows the dominant
mainstream approach to BRICS (in fact, to SSC generally) by adopting a methodologically
nationalist “country” approach as a basis for comparison [Robertson, Dale 2008],
coupled with (neo)realist underpinnings of nation-state competition and behaviourist
“soft power”, i.e. states viewed as subjects that have the ability to affect other states to
“obtain preferred outcomes by co-option and attraction” [Nye 2010: 216]. Consequently,
major publications on education in BRICS are simply collections of individual country
studies without exploring relations, common agendas and synergies generated. For

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example, Carnoy et al. compare “BRIC state behaviour... to develop a broad picture
of the higher education system in each country” [Carnoy et al. 2013: 26, 4]. Altbach
and collaborators compare “the academic systems and challenges of each of the BRIC
countries”, pointing to “aggressive international strategies” to “compete with each other
for prestige and placement in the global rankings” [Altbach et al. 2013: VIII—IX].
Similarly, Schwartzman et al’s “comparative” compilation restricts itself to “national
perspectives” of “the policies being implemented by the BRICS’s governments”
[Schwartzman et al. 2015: 5—6]. Oleksiyenko and Yang’s exploration of BRICS
members’ higher education “internationalization policies” is mostly concerned with
transnational, North-oriented and neoliberal cooperation initiatives and “soft power
diplomacies” [Oleksiyenko, Yang 2015: 3]. Finally, by reference to the two contributions
in their collection that engage in some detail with South—South education cooperation
by BRICS members, Cheng and Chan conclude that “China and India are intent on
aid intervention in education as a soft power to reidentify themselves as education
hubs and regional leaders exerting greater influence over developing Asia” [Cheng,
Chan 2015: 246].

This literature is problematic in two distinct though interrelated ways. Inherently
Western-centric, it takes the established global ranking and benchmarking regimes
and/or North (higher) education systems as references for comparison and prescription.
As Carnoy et al. insist, “the BRIC countries will likely have to make some major
investments in order to bring their higher education systems in line with the U.S./
European models of research universities” [Carnoy et al. 2013: 14]. In addition, the (neo)re-
alist view of nation-states as homogenous, rationally behaving units locked into permanent
struggle for survival and domination (“power politics”) [Buzan et al. 1998] conjoined
with the “soft power” approach downplays, if not ignores altogether, the relevance
of SSC as an analytical category'’. Within this approach, SSC is a state’s tool to pursue
its interests, and “soft power” depicts power as a unidirectional mechanism (rather
than relational-dialectical) in which the affected is inherently objectified. Transferred
from USA/Western foreign policy discourse and experience, “soft power” in relation
to SSC has been rejected for its “conceptual inadequacy” [Birn et al. 2017: 39], as it
ontologically excludes “real cooperation” [Jules, S& e Silva 2008: 53]. As King
[King 2013] points out in his comparison of OECD-DAC and Chinese “human resource
development” cooperation, “soft power” implies a “winner-loser” relation that rules out
the essence of SSC, namely, of common or mutual interests (such as the objective
of self-reliance), solidarity, equality, win-win cooperation and mutual benefit
[King 2013: 10—11, 193—194]". Within an SSC framing, “policy learning” then would
means mutual or bidirectional learning, rather than “policy transfer”.

3 See, for instance, Chatin and Gallarotti’s introduction to a special issue on BRICS and soft
power that dismisses SSC as simply “rhetoric” [Chatin, Gallarotti 2016: 337]. For exceptions that
transcend methodological nationalism and examine soft power in relation to BRICS as an entity,
nonetheless omitting SSC from the discussion, see [Gallarotti 2016] and [Stuenkel 2016] in that
same issue.

4 King, however, detects contradictions in China’s more recent official South—South cooperation
discourse, which he attempts to resolve by proposing an ambiguous “soft soft power” or “soft power
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‘with Chinese characteristics’”.
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The following analysis of the BRICS education agenda responds to the previously
discussed literature in two main ways: it overcomes the reduction of education to higher
education by highlighting the more holistic approach to education adopted by BRICS;
and it transcends the methodologically nationalist approach by exploring common
projects, relations and potential synergies within BRICS as an analytical unit. Thus, it
challenges such premature judgments that “grouping them [the BRICs countries] for
analytical purposes in higher education is simply not relevant” [ Altbach, Bassett 2014: 2].
Central to the inquiry is whether BRICS education cooperation contributes to building
a counter-dependency structure. Strategically, as Ernst [Ernst 1979: 1399] proposed
decades ago, education for self-determination would require joining resources and
experiences for selectively delinking from the Western education systems.

BRICS: TOWARDS A COMMON EDUCATION
COOPERATION AGENDA

Analysis of the BRIC(S) annual summitry declarations and respective Action
Plans 2009—2017 reveals a discursive shift towards a more pronounced and assertive
SSC agenda over time (Table 1). While this is a hybrid discourse that also integrates
elements of the “best practice” discourse, the SSC discourse clearly dominates, especially
from 2014/2015 onward. In this process, “cooperation” as a South—South relations
principle itself moved centre-stage, from a marginal mention in Point 12 in the 2009 Joint
Statement to Points 1 and/or 2 in the subsequent declarations. However, while direct
references to “South—South cooperation” and “win-win” relations entered the discourse
in 2015, these are absent in subsequent declarations (Table 1), which might be related
to government changes in recent years, particularly in Brazil.

NOTE: These are absolute figures. The ratios between words total and occurrences of the SSC indicators in the
annual summitry declarations increased from 0.0040 in 2009 to 0.0099 in 2017.
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Despite echoing the dominant international development cooperation discourse
by declaring SSC as merely a “complement” to North—South cooperation (“the main
channel of international development cooperation”)"?, “triangular” collaboration is entirely
absent in the BRICS discourse. This underscores the claim of BRICS as a “strategic
cooperation” and “strategic partnership” project'® for “common development™’.

Moreover, since 2014, BRICS has adopted a holistic approach to human rights,
placing equal emphasis on “civil, political, economic, social and cultural rights, as well
as the right to development™'®. By referring to the “right to development”, BRICS evokes
the 1986 UN Declaration on the Right to Development, which relates to the “social
and international order”, as it grants the “collective rights of peoples (of the South)”,
i.e. “collective solidarity rights vis-a-vis the peoples of the North” [Nowak 2003: 24;
Santos, 2002: 293—295]. That is, “the right of peoples to self-determination” (political,
economic, social, cultural), which has been a cornerstone of SSC since the 1955 Bandung
Conference [Pham, Shilliam 2016]. Thus, BRICS’ call for the “right to development”
can be understood as an implicit resumption of the South’s struggle for a “new in-
ternational economic order [NIEO] based on sovereign equality, interdependence, mutual
interest and co-operation among all States™".

The hybridity of the BRICS discourse derives from reference to “best practices”,
with one to three occurrences in each of the BRICS declarations between 2012—2017.
However, out of a total of 12 instances, ten refer to mutual “sharing” and “exchanging”,
which may be viewed as compatible with the South—South principle of non-imposition.
The other two instances refer to “learning” from “best practices available”™ and to
“exploring the possibilities of skills development cooperation through implementation

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of the international best practices™', which again connote a more voluntary process

(mutual learning), rather than coercive transfer. Hierarchically, in all instances, these
“best practice” discourse elements are introduced only further down in the texts after
SSC has been established as the overall frame of reference (on hierarchy and hybridity
in discourse studies [Fairclough 2003]). In fact, the replacement of “best practices”
by “good practices” and “effective practices” in both the 2017 general summit and
the education declarations* suggests a delinking from the dominant policy discourse.
In sum, the BRICS discourse strongly suggests an understanding of SSC as collective
process, rather than merely a technicality, with elements of greater (collective) self-
reliance.

Materially, this translates into the construction of a counter-dependency structure
for “structural transformation™ guided by the “common” or “shared vision™** of a “more
just, equitable, fair, democratic and representative international political and economic
order””. While industrialisation (for “value addition” and integration in “Global Value
Chains”) is identified as a “core pillar” in this effort*®, of equal importance is the ongoing
transformation of the global governance regime. In this respect, in reaction to the reluc-
tance of North governments to “reform” (i.e. democratise) the World Bank and the
IMF, most vocally called for by the BRIC(S) between 2010 and 2012 alongside “a com-
prehensive reform of the UN, including its Security Council™”, the establishment of
the “New Development Bank” and the “Contingent Reserve Arrangement (CRA)
amongst BRICS countries” emerged on the agenda in 2012, and the New Development
Bank has been operational since 2015 [Cooper 2017]. Political mobilisation of the South
for “redressing North—South development imbalances™ involves deepening coopera-
tion with non-BRICS developing countries, referred to as “BRICS Plus cooperation”

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for “the building of broad partnerships for development under the theme of ‘Strength-
ening Mutually-Beneficial Cooperation for Common Development”*°. This is not just
rhetoric. For example, Hopewell [Hopewell 2017] observes that enduring “strategic
alignment” grounded in “solidarity” and “common interest”, especially among Brazil,
China and India in alliance with the vast majority of developing country governments
within the World Trade Organization, has produced concrete transformations of the
power structures in global trade governance in favour of the South. Nonetheless,
an increasingly vocal position against “inward-looking policies™" within the rationale
of an “open world economy”** may undermine the emancipatory potential of the BRICS
model, as does the overall association of “development” (including “sustainable
development”, in alignment with the UN Sustainable Development Goals, SDGs) with
economic growth, only marginally recognising the dialectics of the “economic, social
and environmental” in “sustainable development™*.

Even though the New Development Bank is a “distinctive institution” in “norma-
tive” and “instrumental” terms — the first referring to the principles of “equality”” and
“mutual benefit”, and the second to “product innovation” regarding the exclusive
funding of small-scale (rather than large-scale) renewable energy projects — the re-
duction of “sustainable development” to “green infrastructure” and “green finance”
[Cooper 2017] within a growth rationale fails to provide a genuinely alternative
development paradigm [Sachs 2017]. Therefore, it may well be concluded that the BRICS
project principally seeks to increase “access to, and representation in, the institutions
and processes which define, administer and uphold international rules” (“‘contestation
over representation”) rather than challenging the underlying principles of the Western-
led international liberal order (“normative contestation’), despite “‘some areas of genuine
normative contestation” [Newman, Zala 2018: 871, 882] (also see footnote 19 in this
article). That is, from Newman and Zala’s more orthodox international relations
perspective, BRICS displays an overwhelming adherence to the “substantive and
procedural norms” that govern trade and development, peace and security, state
sovereignty, international law and diplomatic practice, and “equity, justice and
democracy” in international relations [Newman, Zala 2018: 875—877]. However, once
the SSC principles and practices are included in the analysis, largely ignored by Newman
and Zala, the BRICS project may especially since 2014/2015 represent a far greater
normative challenge to the global governance of development than is frequently
assumed. This is underscored by the suggestion that in the BRICS discourse, “national
sovereignty” relates to resistance to the normative framework of North-led development
assistance, especially the conditionalities and the “aid effectiveness agenda”, and/or
Western imperialism more generally [Abdenur 2014: 1883].

The question that arises from the preceding discussion is: What role is ascribed
to education in/for BRICS SSC, and what strategies seek to realise this? In the BRIC(S)
summitry declarations 2009—2013, education is considered only twice in very general
terms**. However, with the 1st Meeting of the BRICS Ministers of Education in Paris
in November 2013, within the context of the 37th session of the UNESCO General
Conference (which formed the basis of the aforementioned UNESCO* BRICS. Building
Education for the Future report), intra-BRICS education cooperation gained in momen-
tum. While the Fortaleza Declaration®® for the first time stresses the “strategic importance
of education for sustainable development and inclusive economic growth”, a common
education agenda became established in 2015 via the Second and Third Meetings of
BRICS Education Ministers and a Meeting of the BRICS Working Group on Educa-
tion’’. This agenda was initially framed by the hegemonic “Education for All” and
“Millennium Development Goals™**, superseded since 2015 by the “Sustainable
Development Goals”, i.e. the education-related SDG4 with its objectives of “inclusive
and equitable quality education” and “life-long learning opportunities for all”*.

The BRICS education discourse echoes the ambiguities inherent in the general
summitry discourse. First, throughout 2015—2017, iterative reference to the general SSC
ideas of “mutual interest”, “mutual understanding” and “common interests” can be stated
(in total 7 instances, see BRICS*), while use of existing “synergies™' has subsequently

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been omitted from the discourse. Second, in 2015 a discursive shift could be observed
within the BRICS education discourse. Over that year “sharing” and “exchanging” of
“best practices™* was replaced by “implementation” of “international best practices™,
while the neoliberal (anglo-centric) policy dimensions of “benchmarking” and
“excellence” became discursively integrated in November 2015*. However, while “best
practice sharing” re-entered the discourse in 2016 (replacing “implementation” of
“international best practices”), the ideas of “benchmarking” and “excellence” have
been abandoned®. While David and Motala remain inconclusive about the potential
of BRICS providing “alternative meanings to the notions of ‘world-class and ‘excel-
lence’” [David, Motala 2017: 525], an equally pertinent issue raised by David and
Motala is the incompatibility of solidarity cooperation and competition. That is, whether
BRICS education cooperation serves the establishment of “world class universities”
for competition in the global higher education market, or whether BRICS focuses on
“national preferences” and on “common interests and problems of the group rather than
global ranking” [David, Motala 2017: 520].

The outlined hybrid BRICS discourse provides some limited answers to these
questions. Even though “solidarity” is absent in the BRICS education-related documents
of 2015—2017, the “development of joint methodologies for education indicators”
through “collaboration” in the form of “mutual technical support” serves “to support
decision making in BRICS member states™. This suggests that rather than developing
indicators for competitive ends, as in the neoliberal project, here collective development
is pursued: “cooperation in social and labour relations for establishing full-scale social,
political and cultural cooperation and ensuring a qualitatively new level of external

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relations for BRICS™*. As Dilvo Ristoff, Head of the Brazilian delegation in the BRICS
meetings until August 2016 (during the Rousseff government), reports, the atmosphere
in the meetings of BRICS representatives were always very cordial and productive.
The BRICS partner countries treated each other “as equals and they were looking for
a project of mutual interest, a university project that would contribute to the development
of all the countries involved” [Ristoff 2016a].

At the same time, however, in accordance with the global education discourse
(most recently the SDG4), commitment to equitable “lifelong learning opportunities
for all” is a constant in the BRICS education agenda®®. This coincides with aiming to
integrate the “SDG4-related targets with the national and subnational-level education
sector development plans/programmes™. In 2015, education was viewed as an “invest-
ment” for the “development of human resources™, and even “pre-school education”
became instrumentalised for “skills and competencies development indispensable for
innovative activities™' — that is, for economic growth. This narrow human capitalist
view, however, has been superseded by associating higher education as a contribution
not only to “the development of high-level human resources and intellectual support”
for economic development, but also for “social development”. This suggests that
BRICS reasserts the role of education in/for development beyond economic ends, which
is underscored by the overall BRICS education cooperation objective of fostering
“cultural exchanges” via “people to people exchanges™?. While promoting “people-
to-people contact amongst the BRICS” entered the discourse in 2012%, this has only

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materialised since 2016, inter alia in the form of a film festival, a U-17 football tour-
nament, and a youth summit®. Thus, arguably transcending mere inter-government/
inter-state relations, in 2017 this transnational dimension was declared “the third pillar
of BRICS cooperation”® to “cultivate common values on the basis of diversity and
sharing”™’.

Education cooperation is now integrated in this “third pillar’>®, and concrete initia-
tives include: the BRICS Network University (BRICS NU) and the BRICS University
League; “cultural cooperation through language education and multilingualism”;
“streamlining the cooperation among educational think tanks and education researchers”;
“youth winter/summer camps”; scholarships; and advocacy for “global education policies
that take into account the common concern and priorities of the BRICS Member
States™. In policy terms, this has been categorised as: Higher Education; Technical
Vocational Education & Training (TVET); General Education; and Educational Policy
Strategy™. However, “higher education and research is a priority”®', whereby the BRICS
Universities League (an “association of BRICS universities”)** and the BRICS NU have
been created to promote “professionalization of academics™® through academic mobility
and the establishment of research networks, inter alia via master and PhD programmes

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security; BRICS studies; ecology and climate change; water resources and pollution
treatment; and economics®. Considered the “most ambitious BRICS project in the sphere
of education and research” so far [Smagina 2016: 144], the BRICS NU is not a suprana-
tional institution but an international structure among BRICS NU National Coordination
Committees, created in each member state by the education ministries, and financed
by the participating universities®. While this Network University at its foundation
stage integrates a maximum of 12 state universities from each BRICS member
(in April 2016, a total 45 universities committed themselves to participating in the
project) [Smagina 2016: 150], other initiatives within the BRICS education cooperation
structure, such as the BRICS Scientific, Technological and Innovation (STI) Framework
Programme for joint research projects among partners from at least three BRICS
members, are also open to private not-for-profit institutions®”. Ristoff, in personal
electronic communication with the authors, reveals that Russia proposed the BRICS
Network University and China contributed with the idea of a BRICS Universities
League, with the understanding that “both are projects that complement each other”
[Ristoff 2016a]. This occurs “in accordance with national guidelines, norms and regula-
tions in each of the BRICS countries™®. For example, as Ristoff shows in a contribution
to a newsletter published by the Ural Federal University (Russia), with respect to Brazil,
the BRICS Network University and BRICS Universities League are in line with other
internationalization efforts as considered in the National Education Plan 2014—2024:
“(a) to promote scientific and technological exchange, national and international,
between universities and (b) to raise the quality and quantity of scientific and techno-
logical activity of the country... expanding scientific cooperation [Ristoff 2016b: 17,
italics original].

CONCLUSION

By transcending the mainstream approach to BRICS in the Anglophone academic
literature, embedded in (neo)realist international relations theory, this article has pre-
sented a first evaluation of the South—South development and education agenda of
BRICS as an analytical unit. While individual member governments may drive integra-
tion in the global higher education capitalism, such as China and India as “major
‘sending’ countries” of international students to “major English-speaking universi-
ties” [Altbach, Bassett 2014: 2], BRICS actively promotes the South—South principles

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of solidarity, mutual benefits and self-reliance in an effort of generating “synergies”®.

Despite such apparent contradictions, both in discourse and practice, and although it
cannot be unambiguously concluded that BRICS education cooperation produces
a counter-structure to the neoliberal global governance of education, we nonetheless
perceive BRICS education cooperation as contributing to building a counter-dependency
structure. In this, the BRICS NU may assume a key role, even though, many envisioned
programmes (such as student exchanges) are not yet operational, and potentially
resorting to English as lingua franca within the BRICS NU symbolically undermines
the idea of a multipolar world. Future empirical research will have to inquire about
the de facto implementation of this envisioned agenda.

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THE BRICS’ CENTRIFUGAL GEOPOLITICAL ECONOMY!'

Abstract: The article is dedicated to the analysis of centrifugal tendencies within the framework
of BRICS and to their influence on the processes, proceeding in the system of global world. Factors, which
stimulate these tendencies are examined. The author considers that, in spite of positive potential and the
notable position, which the countries of BRICS play under the conditions of global crisis phenomena,
by their present economic policy they contribute to the sanitation “of imperialism”; activate the negative
manifestations of the global “crisis of capitalism”. In the author’s the opinion multipolarity strengthens
the neoliberal nature of institutes, especially in spheres of finances, trade and climate. The corporations,
which are based in the countries of BRICS, demonstrate super-exploitation in the course of the accumulation
of capital both in their regions and beyond their limits. The article is based on comprehension of documents
of international organizations, including UNCTAD, analytics views, sometimes adhering to contrary
opinions. The main aim of the author is to prove the possibility to move in positive direction. The article
contains the claim to the society of BRICS members to consider summit of BRICS in Johannesburg
in 2018 as an invitation for serious discussion of the problems of contemporary global policy.

Key words: BRICS, global policy, corporations, Johannesburg, summit, multipolarity

The formation of the Brazil—Russia—India—China—South Africa (BRICS)
network in 2009, based on South—South Cooperation and the desire to establish new
institutions, has been derailed by self-interest of the dominant member, Beijing. While
the Goldman Sachs banker Jim O’Neill began discussing the BRIC countries as 21* cen-
tury investment opportunities in 2001, this appears in retrospect to be part of the standard
Goldman Sachs approach to investment ‘churning’ (for by 2013 the bank shut down
its BRIC fund after poor returns). In 2006, a meeting between BRIC countries took
place on the margins of the United Nations General Assembly. However, it was with
the global financial crisis that the economic role of the BRICS gained prominence.
The crisis confirmed that Western countries were losing power in the world order,
especially insofar as financial bailouts and currency printing initially failed to restore
growth, leaving the Chinese and Indian economies as drivers of global capitalism.

After two decades of unprecedented growth, it certainly appeared that China’s
economy would challenge the dominant position of the U.S., Europe and Japan. The G8
countries expanded into the G20 in late 2008 in part to raise $750 billion in new resources
for the International Monetary Fund (IMF), to stave oft world financial meltdown. In 2009,
the first BRIC heads-of-state summit took place in Russia, launching a succession of
annual gatherings of leaders that gave body and content. South Africa was incorporated
as an African member at Beijing’s request in 2010, and BRICS went through a process

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of institutional densification, drawing thousands of participants not only for inter-govern-
mental events but also in business, academic, cultural, youth, labor and civil society
exchanges.

The Indian National Congress party’s loss to the Hindu-nationalist Bharatiya Janata
Party (BJP) in 2014 did not disrupt the BRICS, although 2017 border battles between
India and China caused enormous concern.

By this time, the Chinese president who gave BRICS muscle, Hu Jintao, was
succeeded by Xi Jinping in 2013, and within four years consolidated his power to Mao-
like levels. Likewise, the control Vladimir Putin exercised in Russia and his allegiance
to the BRICS both grew stronger after Crimea events, as the other G7 powers expelled
Russia from the G8. Notably, Brazil’s 2016 congressional coup d’etat by Michel Temer,
which ended Workers Party rule after 13 years, did not substantially affect the BRICS’
agenda, nor did a more popular palace-coup replacement of South Africa’s President
Jacob Zuma (who had served since 2009) by his deputy Cyril Ramaphosa in Feb-
ruary 2018, 15 months ahead of schedule. This occurred just five months before South
Africa hosted the BRICS summit, with Zuma begging on national television to be
permitted to stay through August, “to remove the perception out there that Zuma
is being elbowed out™.

Through all this political turmoil, grand claims have been offered about the way
BRICS will rebalance the world and ensure good global governance. This essay considers
the opposite, namely that a resurgent imperialism is being facilitated by BRICS politics.
This functions in three ways. First, amplified global capitalist crisis tendencies are
emanating from centrifugal BRICS economies. Second, multipolarity is amplifying
the neoliberal character of multilateral institutions, especially in the spheres of finance,
trade and climate politics, as the BRICS gain a seat at the table. Third, in a subimperial
manner, BRICS-based corporations are vital forces in super-exploitative accumulation
within their respective regions and beyond.

Finally, as seen in Johannesburg in mid-2018, the BRICS serve as an invitation
for their societies to talk about global politics much more seriously. In previous works,
we have identified ideological positions that help present BRICS through at least
a rudimentary class analysis: ‘BRICS from above’ (the position of governmental and
business leaders); ‘BRICS from the middle’ (the position of the generally pro-BRICS
academics, think tanks, NGOs and trade unions); ‘BRICS from below’ (grassroots
movements in struggles within those countries and beyond them, that may one day
create strong linkages between struggles and build transnational solidarity). To be sure,
another category is each country’s pro-Western businesses and their intellectuals
(especially strong in South Africa), who remain adherents to old-order capitalism no
matter the chaos within U.S.—EU circuits, who still fear the rise of the BRICS [Bond,
Garcia 2015].

I conclude by considering aspects of the latter’s narratives and strategies.

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BRICS AS CENTRIFUGAL NOT CENTRIPETAL
IN GLOBAL POLITICAL ECONOMY

Xi’s 2015 promise at the BRICS Ufa Summit to boost ‘the centripetal force of
BRICS nations, tap their respective advantages and potentials and carry out cooperation
in innovation and production capacity’ now faces extreme political, economic and
ecological contradictions. The most obvious geopolitical wedges have been pushed
into the BRICS not by Washington, at least for now, but are instead Sino-Indian border
conflicts, especially in Pakistani-held Kashmir. There, the transport infrastructure
needed by China to link its far western region to the Indian Ocean is a central
component of the Belt and Road Initiative. In September 2016, India’s Prime Minister
Narendra Modi lost a show-down while hosting the Goa 2016 BRICS Summit, when
he unsuccessfully tried to have Pakistan declared a terrorist state. Both China and
Russia refused.

In mid-2017, an even higher-profile fight unfolded at the site where India and
China share a border with Bhutan. When the Chinese built a small road on contested
ground, fisticuffs were initiated by Indian soldiers. In late August, just days before the
BRICS Xiamen summit was to begin, India backed down and withdrew its troops, but
not before Modi’s staff hinted he would boycott Xiamen, just as he had China’s Belt
and Road Summit in May. The Chinese state mouthpiece Global Times ran a column
headlined, ‘New Delhi may disrupt BRICS Summit to blackmail Beijing.” At the same
time, the Chinese government also issued two travel advisories to its citizens visiting
India: ‘Pay close attention to the local security situation, improve self-protection
awareness, strengthen security and reduce unnecessary travel’ (the very opposite of
the BRICS’ stated objective: ‘increasing people-to-people links’)’. In the end, Modi
went to Xiamen and there were no further disruptions.

There are deeper economic processes unfolding beneath the geopolitical tensions
and rising internal repression. The motors to expand capitalism rapidly — in China and
everywhere — were meant to be foreign investment, trade and finance. But even as Xi
praised them, all are running out of steam, or even veering towards collapse amidst
soaring indebtedness. Indeed, financial assets invested in other countries fell from
a level of 58% of world GDP in 2008 to just 38% in 2016, in spite of fast-rising flows
into high-risk (high-return) emerging markets and notwithstanding capitalism’s growing
overall indebtedness. According to the 2018 UN Conference on Trade and Development
(UNCTAD) World Investment Report, the BRICS accounted for 19% of global invest-
ment inflows and 23% of the world GDP in 2017. But Foreign Direct Investment (FDI)
into the BRICS fell in 2017 to $266 billion, a decline of $10 billion from 2016, amidst
a global decline of 23%, to $1.43 trillion [World Investment Report... 2018].

Global trade Sid Verma and Cecile Gutscher peaked at 61% of world GDP in 2012
and then fell to 2016’s 56%, but the BRICS suffered faster declines in relative trade
than the world as a whole (Figure 1). As a Standard Bank economist remarked,
“the commercial relevance of the BRICS to one another is minimal. Intra-BRICS trade
has actually fallen, from $342 billion in 2013 to $312 billion in 2017. Furthermore,
taken as a share of their respective trade, the BRICS share has plateaued, after doubling
from 6% in 2003 to 12% in 2011. In fact, it fell sharply in 2016.” As Stevens concluded,
“China is exporting manufactured goods to the other BRICS in proportions consistent
with their relative GDP, whilst importing mineral products from Russia, Brazil and
South Africa, and prepared foodstuff from Brazil” [Stevens 2018]. In addition to uneven-
ness in trade, excessive financialization — both debt and equity over-valuation — is
the Achilles Heel. The next recession — which HSBC, Citigroup and Morgan Stanley
economists in mid-2017 acknowledged is imminent due to vastly over-priced stock
markets and unprecedented corporate indebtedness* — will confirm how capital has
become over-exposed locally, even while losing appetite for global markets. This makes
credible in this case the mid-2018 warnings of conservative journalist Ambrose
Evans-Pritchard: “The world has never been so leveraged, and therefore so sensitive

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to a monetary squeeze. The Institute of International Finance says world debt reached
318% of GDP at the end of 2017, 48 percentage points higher than the pre-Lehman
peak. Emerging market debt has jumped from 145% to 210%.

Driven by financialization, the centrifugal forces ripping apart not just the BRICS
but in fact all of contemporary world capitalism — first globalizing, now deglobal-
izing — can be traced back to the metabolism of economic cycles yielding ever more
intense bursts of crises since the economic stagnation first hit the US, Europe and Japan
in the 1970s. The 2008 crisis delivered a rude shock within this long cycle (as had the
traumatic 1998—2001 period for Russia, South Africa and Brazil), for even the ever-
higher levels of world debt and the central banks’ loose-money strategies have proven
unable to restore either growth and debt ratios to previous levels. It was initially hoped
that, as the Financial Times put it in 2010, these ‘building BRICs’ would ‘change
the economic order’ by marshalling both their own raw resource production and manu-
facturing capacity to, in turn, achieve sufficient weight to reduce unfairness in world
trade and finance®.

But against such overblown theories of virtuous-cycling centripetal capitalism,
whether from Xi or the F'7, the centrifugal contradictions manifest in over-production,
over-indebtedness and deglobalization appear to be ending those fantasies. The only
recent relief came from the Chinese state’s massive urban construction investments
(leaving scores of near-empty cities), perhaps to be repeated through its Belt and Road
Initiative in coming years, as well as India’s service sector-led boom. But the other three
BRICS suffered recessions once the 2015 commodity price crash hit home, with South
Africa not yet emerging into positive per capita GDP growth even in 2018. Under
these circumstances of extreme intra-BRICS unevenness, Xi’s centripetal strategy has
become a centrifugal force spiraling out of control.

Xi and other Chinese leaders committed to pro-corporate globalization expect that
their Belt and Road mega-infrastructure will push manufactured exports and pull energy
imports through a restructuring Eurasia. But the BRICS’ financial short-term fixes —
massive debt and stock market speculation — continue, too, as stock markets bubble
in South Africa (today 90% higher than in 2010), India (70%) and Russia (50%). China’s
stock exchanges were in the same league, but just as the yuan was made an IMF-accept-
able global currency reserve, the Chinese markets lost more than $5 trillion in two share
bubble bursts in 2015—16.

Within this general decline in global flows, FDI inflows to the BRICS countries
were still net positive, but as overaccumulation crisis hit China and overcapacity levels
reached critical mass, FDI stocks of outflows rose by 21% in 2016 to $2.1 trillion.

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[World Investment Report... 2017: 18] China became a net outward direct investor
in 2016, and the second largest global investor (after the U.S.), accounting for
$183 billion in outward FDI. According to the World Investment Report 2017 “Chinese
multinational enterprises invested abroad to gain access to new markets and to acquire
assets that generated revenue streams in foreign currency” [World Investment Re-
port... 2017: 14]. But global governance cannot address the conditions for restored
capital accumulation, not if the past decade of reforms continues, in part because
of the way BRICS are amplifying the contradictions.

MULTIPOLARITY RELEGITIMIZES IMPERIALISM

The standard argument of multilateral optimistists was offered in 2016 by former
Director of the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development’s Develop-
ment Co-operation Directorate, Richard Carey: ‘The fact that the BRICS are such strong
supporters of the G20 and of the 2015 United Nations agreements is no small matter.
It is a highly significant evolution, reflecting the emergence of a multipolar international
system which has made possible the striking shift from an era of ubiquitous North—
South conflict to the current universal agreements in the UN development fora, on
the basis of common objectives and differentiated responsibilities’[Carey 2016].

But while demanding reforms in the Bretton Woods financial institutions,
specifically concerning voting quotas at the IMF during 2010—135, in the course
of which the BRICS committed $75 billion in recapitalization (of which more than half
came from China), BRICS leaders also created their own new institutions. At the 2014
Fortaleza summit, the New Development Bank (NDB) was initiated to finance infra-
structure, and the Contingent Reserve Arrangement (CRA) was built to lend to countries
facing balance of payment problems. For those who considered the BRICS challengers
to status quo neoliberal ideology, to U.S. economic supremacy and to the postwar
world financial order sustained by World Bank and IMF, there was initially great
optimism in 2013—14 [Bello 2014]’".

However, the leading NDB personnel were drawn from the most conservative
elements within the five countries’ pool of financiers (with the brief, partial exception
of Brazil during Workers Party rule). The NDB operational arrangements mimicked
those of the World Bank and other multilateral banks, even to the extent of explicit
staff sharing and project co-financing arrangements in 2016—18 memoranda of under-
standing. And by 2018, notwithstanding rhetoric about sustainable lending cribbed from
its advisors Joseph Stiglitz and Nick Stern, the NDB’s non-consultative strategies led
to credits for conflict-ridden, environmentally-damaging projects (e.g. a controversial
irrigation scheme in India and expansion of the Durban port-petrochemical complex).
The NDB’s social-environmental framework seek to differentiate responsibilities by
giving a greater role to the borrowing States’ national socio-environmental protection

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and risk management systems (the so-called ‘country system’)*. On the one hand, the
policy of strengthening national systems complies with principles of non-interference
in internal affairs and thus preserves the scope of action of national states, unlike policies
pursued by traditional multilateral financial institutions such as the World Bank.
On the other hand, there is a risk that the bank will precipitate a widespread down-
grading of standards given the lack of environmental and social safeguards that were
already won in struggles with other multilateral banks. Notably, these standards are
left for national institutions to decide, implement and monitor, without the responsi-
bility for lack of transparency, public consultation, human rights violations, corruption
and environmental disasters. Consequently, national social-environmental standards
may be put to global competition to attract investors [Esteves 2018].

Moreover, although the CRA facility has not been drawn down — mainly because
Brazil, Russia and South Africa exited their respective 2015—17 recessions without
(yet) suffering a foreign debt repayment crisis — the CRA actually strengthens IMF
leverage. The CRA articles of agreement compel any borrower to acquire an IMF
structural adjustment package after receiving just 30% of its lending quota (in order
to access the next 70%). And as for IMF voting reform, the new investments raised
by the BRICS had the effect of disempowering most poor countries by lowering their
ownership share (e.g. Nigeria and Venezuela by 41% and even South Africa by 21%),
so that China’s could rise by 37%, Brazil’s by 23%, India’s by 11% and Russia’s by 8%.
In contrast, in the 2018 World Bank recapitalization, Russia deigned to participate, as it
was under Crimea-related sanctions and hence not eligible to borrow from the Bretton
Woods Institutions. As for the benefits of a greater ‘voice,” the BRICS directors failed
to promote a candidate for managing director from within, as they not only voted
unanimously for the French conservative finance minister Christine Lagarde in 2011,
but in 2015 extended her term and even approved continuance of her controversial reign
in 2016 on the day she was convicted in French courts of negligence in a $430 million
corruption scandal. During this period, there was no change in the neoliberal Washington
Consensus philosophy that has proven so adverse to poor economies, societies and
environments.

With respect to trade, at the 2015 Nairobi WTO summit, agricultural subsidies and
hence food sovereignty were slated for abolition, thanks to crucial alliances made
between negotiators from Washington and Brussels, facilitated by Director General
Roberto Carvalho de Azevédo, a Brazilian. To the dismay of many observers the deadlock
that had characterized the WTO over the prior dozen years was broken, mainly by the
Brasilia and New Delhi representatives, with China, South Africa and Russia compliant’.
This gave some credence to Xi’s celebrated World Economic Forum speech two years
later, deploying what might well have been the most hackish pro-market rhetoric ever
heard in Davos.

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The problems troubling the world are not caused by economic globalization...
Any attempt to cut off the flow of capital, technologies, products, industries and people
between economies, and channel the waters in the ocean back into isolated lakes and
creeks is simply not possible... We must remain committed to developing global free
trade and investment, promote trade and investment liberalization. We will expand
market access for foreign investors, build high-standard pilot free trade zones, strengthen
protection of property rights, and level the playing field to make China’s market more
transparent and better regulated... China will keep its door wide open and not close it'°.

The reality was different, for starting in mid-2015, Beijing had imposed stringent
exchange controls, stock market circuit breakers and financial regulations to prevent
two Chinese stock market collapses from spreading (beyond $5 trillion in estimated
losses). Beijing’s measures included arrest of nearly 200 people ‘for spreading rumours
online’ — but these efforts in mid-2015 did not prevent an 8% crash in two days
in January 2016. Moreover, within 18 months of his speech, Xi authorized a set of trade
restrictions on U.S. products in retaliation for Trump’s protectionist tariffs.

With respect to the other main UN reform at the global scale, in late 2015 the
BRICS signed the Paris Climate Accord, but did so mainly because it is non-binding,
unambitious and outlaws climate-debt lawsuits by victims of Western and BRICS
emissions. More evidence of assimilation was provided at the July 2017 G20 summit
in Hamburg, where BRICS leaders were even more callous about the economic damage
to poorer countries they are inflicting in alignment with the G7 (and especially the G1).
A genuinely anti-imperialist climate change strategy would have entailed, at minimum,
a global carbon tax, with an initial focus on the U.S."

After the 2017 G20 summit, at least three seasoned political economists who
in the past had firmly favoured the BRICS appeared to reverse positions. According
to Ravi Kanth of the influential Malaysian NGO Third World Network, ‘For the first
time, the Doha Development Agenda (DDA) or the unresolved Doha issues were not
even mentioned in the G20 leaders’ communique because of opposition from the United
States as well as other major industrialized countries. China, India, Brazil, South Africa,
and Indonesia who negotiated the Hamburg declaration along with their developed
country counterparts seemed to have allowed the erasing of DDA’ (i.e. which Kanth
considers meets poorer countries’ balanced trade interests)'?. Others went further. Yash
Tandon, former head of the South Centre, claimed: ‘At the G20 Hamburg meeting,
Africa was officially represented by only one country — South Africa, which was
obsequiously behaving like a neo-colony that it is’". And the Filippino founder of Focus

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on the Global South, Walden Bello, concluded that the whole export-oriented develop-
ment strategy had reached a dead end:

The stagnation of the once dynamic centers of the global demand — the U.S.,
Europe, and the BRICS — has made this model obsolete. It was, in fact, the non-viability
of this once successful model of rapid growth in current global circumstances that
pushed China, under Hu Jintao and Wen Jiabao, away from an export-oriented path
to a domestic demand-led strategy via a massive $585 billion stimulus program. They
failed, and the reason for their failure is instructive. In fact, a set of powerful interests
had congealed around the export-oriented model’ [Bello 2017].

BRICS CORPORATIONS CONTRIBUTE
TO CENTRIFUGAL UNDERDEVELOPMENT

Those interests overlap with the status of the BRICS” own ‘unpatriotic bourgeoisies,’
including allies of multinational corporations. Such firms are responsible for the BRICS
suffering a major outflow of legal (not just illegal) profits, relative to inflows of profits
from the countries’ own firms doinb gusiness abroad. In 2015, the South African Reserve
Bank recorded net profit flows from abroad ranging within three broad categories: above
100% were Western countries; in the 15—60% range were large middle-income countries;
and below 15% were poor, exploited countries. The BRICS were all in the 18—20%
range, except South Africa whose ratio was closer to 45% (Figure 2).

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This is a consistent indicator of the surplus extraction process, although corporate
misinvoicing and other tax dodges make both the inflows and outflows to and from
the BRICS even greater than formally recorded. The United Nations Economic Com-
mission for Africa estimated that $319 billion was transferred illicitly from Africa during
the commodity super-cycle, from 2001 to 2010. The United States was the leading single
destination for this hot money with $50 billion in inflows; but China, India and Russia
were together responsible for $59 billion (Brazil is not recorded in the top 17 and South
Africa is not included) [Mevel, Ofa, Karingi 2013]. BRICS countries are also five
of the top seven countries to lose Illicit Financial Flows, at a rate from 2004—13
of $340 billion annually [Kar, Spanjers 2015].

Following the brief 2009—11 post-crisis commodity boom — mainly driven by
China’s mega-project infrastructure projects (including its infamous ghost cities) —
commodity prices peaked, and in 2015 crashed by more than 50% in most sectors, led
by minerals. This had an especially damaging role on commodity exporters’ current
account balances and ability to repay foreign debt. Chinese contributions to both fixed
capital and financial capital inflows waned in most of the major borrowing countries.
With commodity prices recovering in 2016—18 but still very far from levels the potential
for China to collect collateral is already becoming a source of potential conflict
among the BRICS.

Certainly, China’s period of ‘non-interventionism’ appears to be ending. This
is evident in Zimbabwe, where Beijing’s military command played a vital role in the coup
that ended Robert Mugabe’s presidency in November 2017 [Bond, Saunders 2005].
The Chinese relationship with the local army included $15 billion in allegedly missing
diamonds (according to even Mugabe in 2016). The other BRICS also appear to be
supporting a relatively liberalized agenda — including increased imposition of bilateral
investment deals — that will further weaken most poor countries’ economic resilience
in a world economy careening out of control.

THE BRICS JOHANNESBURG SUMMIT

The BRICS met in Johannesburg in July 2018 just as Donald Trump was jerking
Western imperialism out of traditional alignments. With war-talk against Iran blowing
through Trump’s tweets, and with Washington’s trade wars raging against both China
and traditional allies, as well as tightened sanctions against Russia, there was an
expectation for some counter-hegemonic movement. But the BRICS failed to stand
up to Trump, mainly due to their ideological diversity, given that several pro-Washington
leaders offset Xi. An excellent opportunity to establish a firmly oppositional stance
against Washington was utterly wasted.

The only apparent unity came from the elites’ love of mercantilist-neoliberalism.
As Ramaphosa put it, “We confirmed our commitment to the World Trade Organization,
as the most effective mechanism available to ensure a rules-based transparent, non-
discriminatory, open and inclusive multilateral trading system’.

Hope for counter-hegemonic finance was also raised, but an alternative credit ratings
agency (RA) did not materialize — in spite of Brazil, Russia and South Africa suffering
junk ratings from Standard & Poors, Fitch and Moody’s. Worse, the BRICS Expert
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Group report on a new RA suggested features that recreate in such a body many of the
three agencies’ same foibles. That Expert Group recommended, ‘The BRICS RA shall
adopt the issuer-pay business model since it is well-tested and globally accepted. The
BRICS RA should be set up as a private sector entity to ensure private-sector efficiencies,
independence from government influence, credibility and acceptance by global inves-
tors... On the governance and operational aspects, too, private-sector efficiencies can
be derived to ensure commercialization on market-based principles’. How is this different
from the standard neoliberal demands of the existing RAs?

RA technical advisers will be important: ‘The expert group suggests a voluntary
network of well-established credit rating agencies registered in each of the BRICS nations
be formed’. In short, as in so many aspects of its work, the BRICS bloc starts with
rhetoric about an ‘alternative’ to Western hegemony and ends up amplifying neolib-
eral capitalism instead.

BRICS-FROM-BELOW GRIEVANCES AND PROTESTS

The main site to consider antidote analysis and news is ‘BRICS from below,’ a tra-
dition of counter-summit critique begun in Durban five years ago, and also witnessed
in Fortaleza in 2014, Goa in 2016 and Hong Kong in 2017. [Bond 2013] In 2015,
Russia’s Ufa proved an impossible site in which to generate civil society critiques,
and instead Putin established a ‘Civil BRICS’ hand-in-hand with Oxfam to draw ac-
tivists inside. The annual counter-summit activity included a Teach In at the University
of the Witwatersrand and two protests: one at the Sandton summit led by the United
Front-Johannesburg and the other at the BRICS New Development Bank (NDB) regional
branch nearby. The former, on 26 July, raised the variety of critiques now increasingly
common against BRICS states and companies: exploitation and unemployment, climate
change and pollution, violence against women, repression and surveillance, non-delivery
of services, austerity, budget cuts, human rights abuses, rampant corruption, racism,
xenophobia, extreme inequality, looting of natural resources, sub-imperialism, neolibera-
lism, dictatorships and homophobia. There were especially angry delegations representing
Kashmiris, Rwandans and Congolese. Indeed the Muslim Lawyers Association managed
to get a docket initially investigated by Pretoria’s National Prosecuting Authority for
the Indian regime’s gross human rights abuses in Kashmir, but one of Ramaphosa’s
most trusted ministers ensured it was quashed a few days before the visit.

The other protest, against the NDB on 25 July, was led by four Goldman Environ-
mental Prize winners and their organizations and allies: Makoma Lekalakala of Earthlife
Africa, Bobby Peek of ground Work, Thuli Makama of Oil Change International and
Des D’Sa of the South Durban Community Environmental Alliance. They mainly raised
the vexing questions of socio-ecological damage and corruption associated with
the mega-projects typically announced with fanfare at the BRICS summits, and now
increasingly financed by the NDB [Bond 2016]. Indeed, a huge increase in coal-fired
power plant financing resulted from the biggest single loan announced during the BRICS
summit: the China Development Bank’s US $2.5 billion credit to complete the state-
owned power company Eskom’s generators at Kusile, in Mpumalanga still mired
in corruption and missed deadlines. With its 4800 megawatts of supply, Kusile will emit
31 million tonnes of CO, annually, one of the world’s most carbon-intensive power plants.
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Following a major 2009—11 campaign against World Bank and US Ex-Im Bank
financing of Eskom’s coal generator expansion (focused on Kusile’s predecessor
Medupi power plant), the leading pollution watchdog ground Work has called for further
Kusile work to be halted. Again, corruption is a factor. In 2015, the US Securities and
Exchange Commission fined Hitachi US $19 million for violating the Foreign Corrupt
Practices Act, specifically for making ‘improper payments’ to South Africa’s ruling
party when bidding to install coal boilers worth US $5.6 billion. But Hitachi’s work
continues at Kusile, with no South African prosecution. On top of that, the NDB reac-
tivated a US $180 million for restructuring Soweto’s electricity grid plus privatized
renewable grid lines. The first is opposed by Soweto community activists led by
decommodified-electricity activist Trevor Ngwane, on grounds it will end up squeezing
local consumers.

The NDB energy grid loan to Eskom is also being fought by the country’s largest
trade union — the National Union of Metalworkers of South Africa — because it will
prevent progress towards a socially-owned, worker-managed renewables sector.
Metalworker leader Irvin Jim argues instead for a non-profit strategy of energy based
on ‘decentralized ownership and operation integrated into a coherent, national centre.
We made it clear that the national grid must be publicly owned and must remain the
backbone of energy provision.’ Instead, the NDB promotes the Independent Power
Producer model, which, says Jim, is ‘the privatization of Eskom by other means and
we reject it in its totality. We cannot allow the grid and the supply of electricity to be
placed in private hands. We have learnt many hard lessons in the past about privatization.
It ultimately worsens conditions for workers and their families, through increased tarifts
and retrenchments.’

Transnet also received a recent US $200 million loan from the NDB, to finance
the expansion of the Durban port-petrochemical complex. It is firmly opposed by D’Sa
and his organization for reasons ranging from the borrower’s prolific corruption to its
insensitivity to climate change to the anticipated rise in local pollution and housing
displacement. At least D’Sa and much more of South African society breathed a sigh
of relief at one announcement, regarding the largest proposed mega-project made
at prior BRICS summits in 2014 and 2015: US $100 billion worth of nuclear energy
reactors. That deal, between former South African president Jacob Zuma and Putin, is
now on indefinite hold. As Ramaphosa explained, ‘On nuclear, we said because our
economy is not participating at a level we would like it to and have huge financial
constraints, we are not able to proceed with a nuclear build programme. President Putin
was relaxed about this and says that we (must) deal with our issues, and when the situa-
tion changes we can talk and that’s where we left it.

This was one of several diplomatic stresses. Another occurred during the main
symbolic event for the five leaders: visiting the ‘Cradle of Humankind’ where some
of the world’s oldest hominids (four million years) have been preserved. At the last
moment the visit was replaced with what should have been a live video feed from the
site (an hour west of Johannesburg). Ramaphosa admitted, ‘The logistical arrangements
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were a little difficult for us’ (to get to the Cradle site). Then, to everyone’s embarrass-
ment, the video feed also failed. As a journalist observed, ‘There were so many logistical
failures that it was ironic for the leaders to discuss the 4th Industrial Revolution as part
of their future plans’. Most enthusiastic was Survé: ‘I have a vision, as a South African,
African and internationalist, that our continent will thrive, that millions of unemployed
youth will be educated with the skills required for the 4IR’. The 4IR concept fuses
Artificial Intelligence, robots, nano-technology and all manner of other dangerous,
disparate high-tech corporate and state innovations, resulting in massive job losses,
enhanced surveillance (e.g. China’s ‘Social Credit’) and potential chaos if not regulated
and socially controlled. The ironies of the BRICS are here encapsulated, for they begin
with the critique everyone shares of a world out of control, one facing myriad geopo-
litical, economic and environmental meltdowns — and end with even more contradic-
tions. Now, with Trump setting the agenda on the building and destruction of political
alliances between states while wrecking prospects of multilateral action, the world
requires a new generation of international leaders to develop a genuine alternative.
That can only occur based not on the desire to merely gain a seat at the global corporate
capitalist table, as do the BRICS elites, but on overturning it.

CONCLUSION

The nefarious effects of neoliberal globalization have pushed the world into uneven
economic crisis, whose political consequences are also uneven. The new far-right
politicians, parties and movements have come to power either through democratic or
more dubious ways, with the 2016 parliamentary coup in Brazil an example of the latter.
Curiously, Trump’s election in the U.S. and his shift towards economic protectionism
places China in a new position: leading defender of open markets and globalization,
notwithstanding its own powerful tools of protectionism and regulation. Thus, the inter-
national Left faces a paradoxical situation: anti-globalization discourses — which, a few
years ago, shaped transnational liberatory struggles against the multilateral institutions,
perhaps most famously the Seattle WTO summit of 1999 — emanate from the extreme
right, alongside the xenophobia and racism that are anathema to the left. And although
many observers were understandably confused in the early years of the BRICS, today,
as their governments have become promoters of home corporations above all, it is
impossible to talk about a real alternative for a fairer world order coming from the
BRICS’ ruling elites.

Although battling the BRICS is far removed from the reality of social movements
in each of these countries (Johannesburg in 2018 being a case in point), this may
change as BRICS institutions, especially the NDB, reinforce the environmentally-
predatory development model that destroys their territories’ natural life and the work
of their peoples. In other words, international solidarity and processes of articulation
and strengthening of ‘BRICS from below’ will take place in the inevitable processes
of struggle, with the challenge ahead being — as everywhere — to connect the dots
and identify sites of structural weakness for insurgent opportunities.

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IRAN’S FOREIGN POLICY AND EVOLVING ROLE
OF SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

Abstract. The Islamic Republic of Iran is one of the most active players in the framework of South—
South cooperation. During the Cold War period Iran treated South—South cooperation as an instrument
for providing an independent foreign policy and defending the rights of “oppressed” peoples from the
influence of colonizers and imperialists. Nowadays this vector of cooperation is used by Iran as tool for
gaining regional superiority in the Middle East and the Muslim world in general.

This article describes the Iranian foreign policy strategy and determinants from the Shah Pahlavi
period until Hassan Rouhani presidency in order to assess whether the tools used to foster South—South
cooperation for becoming regional power and achieving international recognition by the international
community were useful. The author uses qualitative methodology in order to answer the following research
questions: to analyze the Iran’s foreign policy literature, to identify the SSC initiatives in the post-bipolar
era during the presidency of Hashemi Rafsanjani, Khatami, Ahmadinejad and Rouhani, to explain
the essence of “non-aligned strategy” and third-worldism.

The article also covers the participation of Iran in the international institutions of the Global South,
including Non-Aligned Movement (NAM), Organization of Islamic Cooperation (OIC), G77, etc.

IRAN AND INTERNATIONAL ORGANIZATIONS
OF THE GLOBAL SOUTH

The Islamic Republic of Iran, established in 1979 after the revolution led by the
ayatollah Ruhollah Khomeini, has consistently used the multilateralism as one of the
main strategies of its foreign policy, mainly towards Third World countries, and in order
to enhance South—South cooperation in a very sensitive and “hyper-penetrated” regional
environment. However, this multilateral strategy was not originated in 1979, since
the previous Pahlavi rulers also used it — although with a different variations and
diverse ideological, political and strategic considerations.

Iran, ruled by the last Shah Mohammad Reza Pahlavi, was one of the 29 inde-
pendent countries that participated in the Bandung Conference in 1955, which can be
considered the precedent of the South—South cooperation initiatives within developing
countries [Acharya 2016]. Since 1964 Iran has been a member of Group of 77, created
by developing nations to promote collective economic interest and enhance lobbying
capacity within the United Nations context'. Iran presided it in 1973 with the Shah

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Pahlavi as ruler, and again in 2001, under the reformist Mohammad Khatami presidency.
Iran is also a member of the Group of 24, a chapter of the G77 established in 1971
to coordinate positions on monetary and financial issues.

Moreover, Iran is a founding member of the Organization of Islamic Cooperation
(OIC), created in 1969, but it was not until 1997 when Tehran hosted for first and only
time the 8™ Summit, with President Khatami as a host. This summit represented one
of the peaks of Iranian multilateral South—South cooperation initiatives, following
the Dialogue among Civilizations proposed by Khatami at the meeting and assumed
later by the United Nations General Assembly.

Perhaps the most relevant case of South—South cooperation of Iran is being
member of the Organization of the Petroleum Exporting Countries (OPEC). The Shah
Pahlavi was one of the five heads of state founding the intergovernmental organization
at the Baghdad meeting in 1960*. However, not always Iran was able to use its member-
ship to influence on the decisions made at OPEC, mainly after the Islamic Republic
was established, and especially during specific circumstances in which the conflict with
other members (Iraq and Saudi Arabia) blocked any possible understanding. Moreover,
even though in 1973 the use of oil as a political tool by producer countries to pressure
developed ones on the Palestine issue, OPEC proved to be inefficient in sustaining high
or low prices — according to the needs. The lack of accomplishment by the member
states and others, like Russia or Mexico, even not being OPEC members but having
the potential capacity to influence the market as well, prevented the oil cartel to make
their decisions binding ones.

After the Islamic Revolution, Iran maintained the membership in all the organiza-
tions and groups in which the previous government had engaged with — with the excep-
tion of CENTO?, — and became a member of new ones, that somehow reflected the
new ideological and strategic orientation of the Iranian foreign policy. For instance, Iran
joined the Non-Aligned Movement (NAM) in 1979, materializing the disconnection
with the previous foreign policy orientation that the Shah had in relation with the United
States. Iran hosted the 16" NAM Summit in 2012, with M. Ahmadinejad as a host, and
some very relevant figures such as the then Egyptian President Mohammed Morsi —
the first one visiting Iran since the Islamic Revolution; the Secretary General of the
United Nations Ban Ki-Moon; the Qatari Emir Hamad bin Khalifa Al Thani; the Paki-
stani President Asif Zardari; and the North Korean President Kim Yong-Nam. The high
profile of the attending officials was considered as a diplomatic achievement for
Ahmadinejad’s administration in the midst of the turmoil and controversy surrounding

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Iranian posture in the Arab Spring scenarios, mainly after the NAM final communique
recognized the Iranian right to pursue a civil nuclear program®.

Within the NAM context, Iran became a founding member of the Group of 15,
created in Belgrade in 1989. The group that includes countries from Africa, Asia, South
and North America aims to cooperate in areas of investment, trade and technology.
The 14™ — and so far the last — of the Group of 15 summits was held in Tehran,
on May 2010, hosted by the president Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, and with the presence
of the then Brazilian President Luiz Inacio (Lula) da Silva, and the Turkish Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan’. On the sidelines of that meeting, the three heads
of government negotiated an agreement for a nuclear fuel-swap deal with Russia,
in order to revive the nuclear negotiations with the P 5+1 group, an initiative that was
rejected by the United States.

Furthermore, Iran hosted the founding meeting of the Economic Cooperation
Organization (ECO) in 1985. The ECO is the successor of the previous Regional
Cooperation for Development (RCD), created in 1964 and terminated in 1979. Initially
Iran, Pakistan and Turkey formed it, but it was extended in 1992 to seven new Central
Asian states®.

Finally, the Gas Exporting Countries Forum (GECF) was established in Tehran
in 2001. This forum tries to establish common policies on gas production and export,
but without being a cartel as OPEC is. Headquarters is in Doha, and an Iranian diplomat
Hussein Adeli was his Secretary General until 2017,

A REGIONAL POWER ASPIRATION

Iran has long competed for power and influence with other countries in the Middle
East, a competition characterized by territorial conflict, cultural differences, as well
as, since the late 1970’s, ideological contention. In fact, a common element in a large
part of the foreign policy analysis literature on Iran is the assumption that the permanent
objective of Iran is to become a key player in the region, not just in the Persian Gulf,
but also the greater Middle East and Central Asia. Eventually, the scope of the Iranian
objective went beyond these regional boundaries, as it happened during the times of
the Shah Reza Pahlavi, but also following the revolutionary and anti-imperialistic
blueprint of the Islamic Revolution that aimed to be universal. What those abovemen-
tioned regions have in mind is that belong to what is perceived as Developing or Third
World states, which along the second half of the 20" century tried to avoid the penetration
by either of the Superpowers of the Cold War, United States and the Soviet Union.

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Studies of Iran’s foreign policy have generally concurred with the characterization
that it is a very important actor in the Persian Gulf and Middle East region. But, beyond
definitions based on actual or potential capabilities, scholars note that a fundamental
element for the categorization of a state as a regional power is the acceptance of its
status by the states with which it shares a regional system or subsystem, and, as well,
on the part of the great powers that control or determine the rules of the game of the
international system [Zaccara 2016a]. Thus, it is evident that a regional power is such
because it can exercise its greatest capacity to influence at the regional level, although
it may intend to project power also on the international level. In this sense, Iran’s foreign
policy objectives generally align with its resources and capabilities, and on occasion,
it has shown an intent to carry out political and diplomatic initiatives beyond the region.
This predisposition to surpass its sphere of influence, in many cases with satisfactory
results — for instance, its “Dialogue of Civilizations” initiative that was accepted within
the Islamic Conference and the United Nations (UN) in 2001 — is a factor to keep
in mind in categorizing Iran as not only a regional power, in accordance with the previous
classification, but also as a state with “great power” aspirations. The international range
of Iranian aspirations may be confirmed by the fact that Iran had been trying to become
a nuclear power since the times of the Shah Pahlavi, who launched a nuclear program
in 1967. Since then, Iran has had the same clear objective of becoming a member of
the “nuclear club,” and even though a tough series of sanctions from the UN Security
Council (UNSC), the European Union (EU), and the United States have all affected
the development of the program, the Iranian economy, and population, mainly since
2006, the final objective seems to have been achieved: to be recognized as a regional
power with a supervised nuclear program that can foster its global prestige.

Bearing in mind this long-term objective, matched with the difficulties of being
recognized as a regional power by its immediate neighboring states and the super-
powers, provided the evidence that Iran needed to generate alternative strategies
of cooperation beyond the aforementioned states. South—South cooperation with
regional but also with extra regional states represented the opportunity to exert Iranian
influence outside the Middle East and to gain legitimacy as an even broader international
power. As we will see in the following paragraphs, the Islamic Revolution provided
the ideological depth to the Iranian foreign policy objective that made Khomeini,
Khatami and even Ahmadinejad, political figures in very varied geographical contexts
such as Central Africa or South America.

THE DETERMINANTS OF THE IRANIAN FOREIGN POLICY

While systemic changes have facilitated as well as hindered Iran’s search for status,
independent of regime type, it is also true that Iran has exercised some appeal by its
promotion of its ideology and culture. This reasoning applies not only to its attraction
to other Islamic countries and peoples but also to the support it has received from the
non-aligned nations.

One of the guiding principles of Iranian foreign policy of the Islamic Republic is
the affirmation of the unity of the Muslim nations and people and the rejection of political
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or other divisions among them®. It can be assumed that Iranian foreign policy is geared
toward the achievement of this unity, through the conversion of Iran into a spiritual,
and material, guide. Due to this universalistic Islamic claim, the authorities hardly ever
refer to the Shia-Sunni divide. The revolution was undertaken in the name of those
dispossessed and oppressed by a corrupt and un-Islamic government, and Khomeini
considered that the majority of the governments of Muslim countries were also illegiti-
mate. The result was the export of the revolution. “It is very clear that for Khomeini and
his followers his revolution would not make sense if it was limited only to Iran. The
internationalization thereof was vital since Iran was the vanguard, a sort of prophet-
country that should take its message of redemption to the rest of the world” [Rodriguez
Zahar 1991]. And so therefore, a project of foreign policy was undertaken in which
the fundamental role was played by Islam, with the universal advocacy of the project
limited to the Muslim world.

The export of the revolution is one of the most debated topics of Iranian foreign
policy as it seemed to be a primary foreign policy objective during the first decade of
the republic. It became part of the discussions between the different factions about the
consolidation of the revolution in Iran and its expansion. During the first few years of
the republic export was a priority along with the institutionalization of the revolution,
in what has been referred to as the “twin revolution” [Esposito, Piscatori 1990].
According to Ramazani, it was when Mir Hussein Musavi was Prime Minister (1981—
1989) that the principle of exporting the revolution was implemented. Acting also as
foreign minister, he advocated for the creation of a “global Islamic front” against
imperialism throughout the world [Ramazani 1990]. The export of the revolution as
a driving foreign policy objective was later on downgraded, once the war with Iraq ended
and the founder of the revolution died in 1989. Iran was then in need of economic
reconstruction and began to seek better relations with the western and neighboring
states. From the principles identified by Ramazani, the anti-imperialism and the inde-
pendence from the East—West confrontation are the ones that clearly defined the Third
Worldist and Non-Aligned approach of the new Iranian foreign policy’.

These ideological principles, deeply influenced by a mixture of an innovative Shia
religious doctrine and a revolutionary third-worldism and anti-imperialism, represented
a complete rupture from those that guided the foreign policy of the Shah, and despite
the fact that the strategies and instruments have changed in the forty years of Islamic

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Republic history, they are still present in the general foreign policy design today.
The rhetoric employed by the ayatollah Khamenei, as well as by presidents such as
Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, reflects the view that they are still valid justifications of the
Iranian stance. For instance, the “resistance economy” and the “heroic flexibility”
concepts used by Khamenei in 2012 and 2013 to define the attitude with which the
Iranian government and citizens should face international sanctions and nuclear nego-
tiations, is deeply rooted in the same Shia foundational mythology that justified the
“heroic resistance” in the early times of the revolution [Khamenei, the Hassan... 2013].
Similarly, Khamenei declared with respect to the Arab Spring that the “events in North
of Africa, Egypt, Tunisia and certain other countries have another sense for the Iranian
nation... This is the same as ‘Islamic Awakening’, which is the result of the victory
of the big revolution of the Iranian nation”'’. In other words, he was asserting the
unequivocal and perennial influence of the 1979 Islamic Revolution on the events
of the Arab Spring. Hence the official definition of the Arab Spring in the Iranian
state-owned media has been and continues to be “Islamic Awakening”''. In this way,
Khamenei reproduces the same ideological and religious challenge posted by Khomeini
during the revolution. A final example of the durability of those revolutionary principles
is that in spite of the tacit approval by Khamenei of the July Joint Comprehensive Plan
of Action (JCPOA), he maintains the same discourse of distrust towards the United
States, rejecting any possible normalization of relations between the two states'?.

PRE-REVOLUTIONARY FOREIGN POLICY STRATEGIES

As mentioned in the introduction, there has been a good deal of continuity in Iran’s
diplomacy, both before and after the Islamic Revolution, mainly when referred to
multilateral approaches to South—South cooperation to reaffirm the Iranian leadership
aspirations and in contraposition to the great powers interests. Concepts such as “positive
equilibrium”, “negative equilibrium”, “third power diplomacy”, “positive nationalism”,
“non-alignment” and “independent national policy” were developed over time. Also,
“pragmatism”, “multilateralism” and “regionalism” have been used by both analysts and
Iranian officials to explain their perspective and approach to the foreign policy options
and strategies implemented by the different Iranian administrations [Barzegar 2010;
Ramazani 2004; Dehshiri, Majidi 2009]. All those concepts refer to strategies imple-
mented in order to achieve the independence of Iran from the great powers in different
periods (earlier from Russia — Great Britain, followed by the Soviet Union — United
States), but also to achieve Iran’s autonomy vis-a-vis the constraints exerted by
the regional system, as well as to enhance multilateral cooperation within the South—

South context.

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It is important to note that the “equilibrium strategy” that continues to be relevant
was introduced in Iranian diplomacy as early as 1848 by the Iranian Prime Minister
Mirza Taqi Khan, known as Amir Kabir, who established the notion that Iran should
remain impartial between the two great powers at the time, Russia and Britain, rejecting
demands that both made on the Iranian government'®. The same idea was later on im-
plemented by the government of Prime Minister Mohammad Mossadegh, in 1951, as
a “negative equilibrium” strategy. Mossadegh nationalized the Anglo-Iranian Oil
Company, by then controlled by the British, but also rejected any further involvement
with the Soviet Union. This equilibrium strategy failed, and Mossadegh was overthrown
with the external support provided by the Central Intelligence Agency in 1953. Both
subsequent governments of Shah Reza Pahlavi, like Khomeini’s Islamic Revolution,
used the same strategy, hence its importance. Under the Shah, strategies of “positive
nationalism” and “independent national policy” were devised. “Positive nationalism”
was the strategy implemented after the overthrow of Mohammad Mossadegh, and under
it both a rapprochement to the Soviet Union as well as the strengthening of relations
with the West were justified. The “independent national policy” was coined in the 1960’s
to promote the cooperation with the USSR as well as a more independent policy
toward the United States. Under the ayatollah Khomeini, non-alignment was embraced.
Officially implemented by joining the Non-Aligned Movementin 1983, it was mentioned
in the Foreign Policy principles stated in the Constitution.

However, the actions undertaken by Shah Reza Pahlavi to implement those
strategies consisted mainly of hard power actions, including indirect intervention and
direct military action, such as the intervention in Dhofar war in Oman; the involvement
in Ethiopia, Iraq, Pakistan and even Vietnam conflicts [Halliday 1979]. This hard
power strategy was coped with the Iranian participation in forums such as the OIC,
OPEC and G77, which represented the two-sided foreign policy tools used by Shah
Pahlavi — military muscle and multilateral diplomacy — to achieve Iranian regional
power aim.

THE FOREIGN POLICY STRATEGIES OF THE ISLAMIC REVOLUTION

The Islamic Republic inaugurated in 1979 used a mixture of hard and soft power
instruments to implement its “non-aligned strategy” which was embedded with Shia
revolutionary principles and third world and anti-imperialist ideology. Khomeini sought
from the outset to raise Iran’s regional profile by actively participating in inter-Arab
affairs, giving his support to the Palestinian cause, improving relations with Syria, and
encouraging Shia minorities in the Gulf and Iraq to rise up against their governments.
He also tried at all times to minimize the Arab-Persian and Sunni-Shia dimensions in his
speeches, emphasizing instead the Islamic — non-Islamic and oppressor — oppressed

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dimensions'. In this way, he attempted to overcome the nationalistic aspect of the
“Islamic Revolution”, in order to erase the label of “Iranian Revolution’” that many
had already given it. The forums provided by Non-Aligned Movement as well as oth-
ers in which Iran belonged, resulted fundamental in exerting this new foreign policy
approach, as well as it served to establish new mechanism of South—South cooperation
within the anti-imperialistic context. The distrust on the United Nations Security Council
regarding the management of the war with Iraq (1980—1988) and the regional backlash
that Iran received since the revolution encouraged the prosecution of alternative
diplomatic tools to break the isolation of Iran and to reach out with Third World states
in its struggle against the superpowers.

In the 1990’s, the Iranian president Hashemi Rafsanjani (1989—1997) implemented
“pragmatism” as the main strategic mechanism to reinsert Iran in the international
order [Afrasiabi 1994]. In that sense, the first steps taken were to initiate a reduction
of tension with Saudi Arabia and Iraq, and a “critical dialogue” with the EU. The dissolu-
tion of the Soviet Union and the emergence of new states in Central Asia in the early
1990’s presented a new soft power opportunity for Iran, facilitated by systemic condi-
tions, to implement a new “pragmatic regionalism,” not based on religious principles
but on common economic and strategic interests and cultural ties. Accordingly, Iran
tried to benefit from the linguistic similarities between Iran and Tajikistan on the one
hand, and the historical and religious links with Uzbekistan, Armenia, and Azerbaijan
on the other. The new situation created in the Caspian Sea, shared now between five
states (Iran, Kazakhstan, Russia, Turkmenistan, and Azerbaijan), also forced Iran not
to focus on religious considerations but on strategic interest in order to maximize its
share. Iranian pragmatism was evident in the Iranian mediation in the Tajik civil war
(1992—1997), and in the war between Armenia and Azerbaijan on the Nagorno-Kara-
bakh enclave (1988—1994). In the latter case, for strategic reasons Iran sided with
Armenia, a country with a majority Christian population, against Azerbaijan, one with
a majority Shia population. On this regard, all the Iranian presidents have highlighted
the importance given to the ECO organization as a tool of regional cooperation, but
also as a mechanism to expand Iranian influence in a region in which the competence
between Moscow, Ankara, and even Riyadh, would play a fundamental role in deter-
mining the future of Central Asia'®. The events of the Afghanistan war prove how
important Iranian connections with the Afghan Northern Alliance were to guarantee
the eventual progress in that front against the Taliban regime.

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“DIALOGUE AMONG CIVILIZATIONS”
AS SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION MODEL

The eight years of the Mohammad Khatami presidency (1997—2005) were heavily
influenced by the emergence of Al Qaeda, the terrorist attacks on September 11, 2001,
and the Afghanistan and Iraq wars. Although Iran was labelled and ostracized by the
United States as a member of the “Axis of Evil” and a sponsor of terrorism (2002),
Khatami reinserted Iran into the international and regional arenas by sponsoring the
“Dialogue among Civilizations” (DaC), the most internationally supported initiative
started by an Iranian government since the Islamic Revolution. The initiative, which was
conceived as a powerful tool of South—South understanding, was presented for the
first time at the Eighth Islamic Summit Conference held at Tehran in December 1997 and
incorporated in the final statement of the summit. This initiative was based on two
discourses made by President Khatami and the leader ayatollah Ali Khamenei. The first
speech called for the promotion of confidence building measures in the Middle East
and the Gulf countries'®, and the second for ending the ideological struggle of the Islamic
Republic vis-a-vis other Islamic states'’.

The good reception for Khatami’s initiative encouraged the Iranian president
to offer the proposal to the 53" Plenary Session of the United Nations General Assembly,
and to ask for 2001 to be declared the International Year of Dialogue among Civiliza-
tions. The proposal was accepted on September 21, 1998, and the UN Educational,
Scientific, and Cultural Organization was commissioned to plan the cultural, social,
and educational program on the Dialogue of Civilizations, including high level con-
ferences and seminars around the world. Khatami’s discourse was looking to put on
the UN discussion table several international situations in which the Muslim population
were suffering, like Afghanistan, Palestine, Kosovo, but stressing the necessity of
philosophical discussion about the history and construction of civilizations, and the
importance of inter-religious dialogue and the returning to spirituality in civil society.

The first goal of DaC was cultural discussion and promotion of different visions
of the world to eliminate intolerance and intercultural and religious violence. There were
not political or security goals in terms of elaboration of concrete policies of fighting
against terrorism or wars. We must remind that even the year of DaC was 2001,
the proposal was made three years before the New York terrorist attack on Septem-
ber 11, 2001 [Zaccara 2016b].

Even though September 11, 2001 and the resulting wars overshadowed the out-
comes of the dialogue, the initiative was able to overcome religious divisions, proving
that the Iranian government maintained to some extent the universalistic appeal of the
Islamic Revolution, though with a different strategy and diplomatic tone, and attracting
the support of almost all the Muslim countries and Third World. The resulting resolutions

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adopted by the United Nations General Assembly, as well as UNESCO resolutions and
declarations are the evidence of the successful diplomatic effort made by the Khatami
administration is fostering South—South cooperation and dialogue, not only within
the Muslim context, but worldwide'®.

The DaC international year lasted only during 2001, but the cultural activities
related to UNESCO program continued from 2003 to 2006. High-level meetings, held
in Africa, Asia, Europe and America, covered a wide range of topics related to inter-
cultural, religious and civilizational dialogue'®. Once the UNESCO program ended
in 2006, the activities related to the DaC were continued by the Foundation of Dialogue
among Civilizations (FDC), structure established in 2007 “to promote the institution
of regular dialogue between the world’s peoples, cultures, civilizations and religions
in order to promote peace, justice and tolerance”, according to their mission statement.
The foundation is located in Geneva, and headed by the former Iranian President
Mohammad Khatami. The FDC has been keeping alive and active the spirit of the
Iranian DaC initiative through a series of meetings and cultural, artistic and scientific
activities, involving NGOs and international organizations such as IESCO, ECOSOC,
in order to promote “mutual understanding, tolerance, peaceful coexistence and inter-

national cooperation and security”’.

THIRD-WORLDISM AHMADINEJAD STYLE

The neo-conservatism of the President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad (2005—2013)
was the logical response by the regime in order to maximize regional gains and fortify
the resistance against “imperialism”, especially in relation to the nuclear program that
had come into the spotlight since 2002*'. Ahmadinejad thus inaugurated several new
postures in foreign affairs, among them the one that brought to him both detractors
and supporters worldwide after statements he made about the holocaust in a speech
during the “World Without Zionism” conference held in Tehran in October 2005.
Ahmadinejad reproduced a statement issued by Khomeini, the official translation of
which was: “Our dear Imam said that the occupying [Zionist] regime had to be wiped
off the face of the earth. This was a very wise statement™. In essence, what the Iranian
government was doing was trying to regain ideological supremacy over the Muslim

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and Arab people by attracting regional anti-Israeli activism behind a new champion,
Ahmadinejad. Same target than the previous president Khatami, but with a very different
diplomatic and narrative tools to achieve the regional aspirations and to boost South—
South cooperation. While Khatami, as well as Rafsanjani, seemed to be more sympathetic
to normalize relations with Europe and even the United States, Ahmadinejad clearly
discarded that option, focusing his diplomatic efforts on Africa and mainly Latin
America — a region where populist-style governments with a clear anti-American
sentiment felt attractive having a Middle East regional power as an ideological ally.

When Ahmadinejad was in his second term in office, the Arab Spring affected
the whole Middle East region. It was notable that while the Leader Khamenei clearly
stated that the revolts were an “Islamic awakening,” Ahmadinejad initially used the
words “American awakening” and then “human awakening” to define the events that he
considered to be linked to the U.S. agenda of interference in the Middle East. According
to him, the United States was aiming to “replace the dictators of the region in order
to maintain its own as well as Israel’s security” [Haji-Yousefi 2012].

Apart from the nuclear and Syria issues, during Ahmadinejad’s term, Iran also
gained a major boost among the non-aligned countries at a time of ostracism by the
major powers. It was elected chair of the Non-Aligned Movement for the 2012—2015
term, and in that capacity, hosted the 16™ NAM Summit in 2012, the most important
international conference it had hosted since 1979. Importantly, Iran gained the unanimous
support of the non-aligned countries for its right to ownership of a full nuclear cycle
(including uranium enrichment). Although the conference did not endorse Iran’s position
on Syria (all mention of which was omitted in the final declaration), with Egypt’s
Mohammed Morsi going so far as to publicly repudiate the Assad regime, the conference
represented a major diplomatic achievement for Iran®.

A special focus should be done on the close relation that Iran fostered with Latin
American states with populistic governments, such as Brazil (da Silva); Cuba (Castro);
Ecuador (Correa); Bolivia (Morales) and specially Venezuela (Chavez). Even though
the Iranian interest for Latin America was not new — for instance, Khatami visited
Venezuela three times during his tenure — the increase in the bilateral trade and political
exchanges was exponential during Ahmadinejad tenure. Even the Iran — Venezuela
bi-national bank with a 2 § billion fund, was opened during Khatami administration,
but started its activities in 2009, receiving a heavy support from both governments
in order to tackle the effects of the UN and EU sanctions against Iran on the nuclear
dossier. During Ahmadinejad period, Iran obtained the status of the observer in the
Bolivarian Alliance (ALBA) formed by Ecuador, Nicaragua, Venezuela, and Bolivia.

Clearly, the re-approach to Latin American countries as well as African ones, and
the disaffection with the previous Khatami’s détente policy with Europe (and the US),
recovering the references of Islamic identity and the discourse of the Islamic revolution,
represented the recovery of the most Third-Worldist orientation of the Islamic Republic
since 1979 [Arghavani 2013; Haji-Yousefi 2010].

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ROUHANI’S FOCUS ON NUCLEAR DOSSIER

The current president Hassan Rouhani prioritized the solution of the nuclear contro-
versy with the international community, thus, seriously engaging in nuclear negotiations.
As a result, a Joint Comprehensive Plan of Action was signed in April 2015, in which
Iran was guaranteed the right to a full cycle of nuclear development and the promise
of the lifting of sanctions, in exchange for suspending its uranium enrichment activities
and agreeing to complete transparency and supervision of the whole program for
a 25-year period. The leader Khamenei tacitly supported the agreement, even though
he allowed the critical factions, including the Revolutionary Guard, to express their
concerns and opposition to the deal. An important sidelight to the negotiations was
the recognition for the first time by the United States of the binding nature of a political-
religious statement made by Iran’s leader. President Obama noted: “Since Iran’s Supreme
Leader has issued a fatwa against the development of nuclear weapons, this framework
gives Iran the opportunity to verify that its program is, in fact, peaceful”**.

Despite the worldwide acceptation of the JCPOA, the reception in the Middle East
and the Gulf region has not been positive. The U.S. and international recognition of
the Iranian rights and the credibility won by the Rouhani administration should have
reverberated in the region. Instead, the negative reception by some regional actors,
and moreover, the huge pressure exerted on the Obama administration in order to
prevent the deal from being signed”, showed that the view of a “normalized” Iran with
nuclear energy and much more influence, is something that states such as Israel and
Saudi Arabia would never accept. This concern was evident at the Gulf Cooperation
Council (GCC) summit held in Doha on December 7, 2014, when the six members
decided to create a joint naval force to protect the Gulf waters, demonstrating their
concern regarding Iran to become a nuclear power and regional hegemon?. While Iran
may have gained ground (on this issue) with the great powers due to the signature of
the JCPOA and its fulfilment of the road map supervised by the International Atomic
Energy Agency, it was clearly rejected in its bid for more regional power.

Moreover, since 2017, with the re-election of Hassan Rouhani, the anti-Iranian
sentiment in the Persian Gulf and Middle East region seemed to have increased.
As a result of the regional confrontation with Saudi Arabia and other regional actors,
the regional organizations such as the Gulf Cooperation Council, the Arab States League

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and the Organization of Islamic Cooperation, represented a forum in which a strong
criticism and condemnation were expressed against Iran. Saudi Arabia which throughout
the history of the new Middle East considered itself as one of the main actors for Arab-
Islamic world forming blocs of power with other monarchies in the Gulf [Diansaei 2018].
In contraposition to what happened during Khatami’s era, in which the OIC welcomed
and Iranian initiative assuming it as its own, now the same forum became the recipient
of the harshest anti-Iranian positions. To some extent, the priority given by Rouhani
to the nuclear file, as the main foreign policy tool to reactivate the economy and to
normalize Iranian relations with the international community, the US and the EU,
backfired in terms of cooperation with the Muslim and Third World states, leaving
the ground to a new anti-Iranian narrative and further isolationism within the South
context. Moreover, possible failure of the JCPOA after the US withdrawal and the im-
position of new sanctions may bring Iran back to square zero in its attempt of becoming
a regional power with the recognition of the world powers and regional neighbors.

CONCLUSION

The article provides an overview of the foreign policy determinants implemented
by Iran along its recent history. A special focus is made on the foreign policy tools
analysis — mainly since the establishment of the Islamic Revolution — aimed to achieve
Iran’s long-term objective of becoming a strong regional power. In reaching this goal
all the Iranian revolutionary administrations followed a strategy of advancing the SSC
that was regarded as the main vehicle for transmiting the anti-imperialistic discourse
established by Khomeini in 1979.

The active involvement in regional and international organizations of Global South
(NAM, G77 and OIC) in the framework of SSC seemed to have a fundamental function
in pushing Iran closer to its strategic goal. The international forums were used by Iran’s
different administrations, mainly Khatami, Ahmadinejad and Rouhani, as platforms
for attracting support for its crucial initiatives (Dialogue among Civilizations, civil
nuclear program).

Foreign policy strategy with special focus on SSC as a priority was obviously
combined with the Islamic ideology underlying the structure and principles of the Repub-
lic, coined by Khomeini and fixed in the constitution. Although South—South coopera-
tion may be viewed as a mere instrumental tool to deliver the message of the Islamic
Revolution worldwide, the diverse type of involvement of Iran in different institutions
proved that the pragmatism and regionalism are actually the proper tools to foster
cooperation in South—South context.

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TURKEY IN SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION:
NEW FOREIGN POLICY APPROACH IN AFRICA'

Abstract. It is a fair treatment, without any exaggeration, to argue that the rise of Turkey in Africa
in multiple areas as an actor is rather novel for foreign policy of Ankara. From development assistance
to economy, politics to security, Turkey is now an influential player in African politics. Turkey’s Africa
policy has more meaning than a normal foreign policy relation. It is also a mature deepening of South—
South cooperation (SSC) in Turkish foreign policy. One of the most novel parts of Turkey’s foreign
policy since 2002 is its endeavor to be part of the South—South cooperation and increase its visibilities
in development aid projects. This involvement — both at state and NGO levels — is particularly palpable
on the African continent. Rather than following the footsteps of other countries, such as traditional donors,
Ankara has been trying to develop its own understanding and implementation — the Turkish way — based
on experiences mostly gained from Balkans and Central Asian republics.

These dimensions explain Turkey’s development policy at ideational, societal and institutional
levels in Somalia and beyond in Africa. Religion along with trade is one of the key drivers of this policy
at societal and state levels. At ideational front, there has been a new geographical imagination in Turkey
that sees Africa from a totally different perspective comparing to a decade ago.

Key words: Turkey, SSC, Africa, Turkey-Africa Relations, Somalia

DETERMINANTS OF TURKEY’S AFRICAN POLICY

In 1990’s, Turkey has been trying to figure out its role in global politics in the post-
Cold War period. Many domestic political crises did not permit Ankara to develop
a comprehensive foreign policy approach to the world. However, the main goal of
becoming member of the European Union was not reached; the EU literally gave a cold
shoulder and that provoqued a shock in Turkey. In that sense, Turkey’s current Africa
policy was mostly a response to the European Union’s rejection of Turkey as a candidate
member in 1997. As a result of this rejection, Turkey’s political elites started to examine
different options in expanding its foreign policy. The main focus of this re-orientation
effort was on traditionally neglected areas, such as Africa, Latin America and Asia.
These modest opening plans could not be launched, however, until four years later
due to political and economic turbulence in the country [Ozkan, Akgun 2010]. Coherent
and consistent policy implementation was finally possible when Turkey’s Justice and
Development Party (AK Parti) replaced a three-party coalition in 2002 [Ozkan 2011].

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Since AK Parti came to power in 2002, there has been a huge transformation
in Turkish foreign policy. Until early 2000’s, Turkey had largely followed a one-
dimensional foreign policy based on Western orientation despite different push factors
coming from society to reach out to different parts of the world such as the Middle
East, Africa, Asia and the Balkans. In those years, the state elite mostly acted upon
the need to satisfy the social pressure whenever a crisis emerged, such as during
the Bosnia war, but these shifts were neither deep-rooted nor comprehensive, rather
based on ad hoc policies. Since 2002, one can talk about a ‘period of openings’ to pre-
viously neglected regions of the world in Turkish foreign policy to widen Turkey’s
options in international politics. However, these openings have occurred not only in eco-
nomic and political terms, but also have strong social and religious dimensions.

Second, economic openings are central to Turkey’s efforts to reposition itself
in a changing global economy. The struggle to redefine a worldview, which concentrated
on economics, has led the way and laid the foundations for the definitions of a new
“national role” and foreign policy orientation, which have manifested themselves even
more during the AK Parti era. Under Erdogan’s leadership, Turkey has been trying
to develop a new regional and global perspective based especially on historical and
cultural components. Ankara’s proactive and dynamic openings towards different
regions of the world have been systematic and important initiatives rather than being
appendages to its relations with the West [Davutoglu 2008].

Third, the political foundations of Turkey’s openings, which are parallel to the two
aforementioned approaches, are to increase Ankara’s activities in all regions, international
organizations and international relations, and to increase Turkey’s activities to contribute
to regional and global peace [Donelli, Levaggi 2016]. In that sense, Turkey wants to
display an active presence in all international and regional organizations and has deter-
mined its foreign policy inclinations within this framework®. Turkey’s observer status
in the African Union, its partnership of dialogue in the Association of Southeast Asian
Nations (ASEAN), its active stance in the G20 and its non-permanent member status
in the UN Security Council during 2008 — 2010 have to be evaluated within this
framework.

Ankara’s African policy is only meaningful if one considers the overall foreign
policy change in Turkey. Within this transformation, the details of Ankara’s African
policy can be examined in five phases; each of them indicates a different level of under-
standing of, and approach to, the continent. The period between the AK Parti’s rise to
power in 2002 and the designation of 2005 as the “Year of Africa”, represented a pre-
liminary stage in Turkey’s foreign policy towards Africa. It was during these years that
initial assessments of Africa’s potential were made and Turkish officials held lower-
level meetings with their African counterparts. The designation of 2005 as the “Year
of Africa” represented an unmistakable sign of Turkey’s commitment to building stronger
relations with Africa [Siradag 2013].

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The second period, which started in 2005 and ended with the First Turkey—Africa
Summit in 2008, marked a period of diversification of relations across a range of areas,
including politics and the economy. During this period, Turkey-Africa relations made
more progress than the Turkish authorities had initially predicted, while both sides
became more familiar with their counterparts.

The third period began with the 2008 summit and continued until then-Prime
Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan’s August 2011 visit to the Somalian capital Moghadishu.
This was when Turkey-Africa relations assumed a multi-dimensional nature. While
the Turkish government launched embassies in various African countries, the nation’s
trade volume with Africa quadrupled from 4 billion USD to approximately 18 billion USD.
Following phase one’s formative nature, phases two and three involved heightened
complexity of Turkey’s African policy.

It was during the fourth period, which began with Erdogan’s official visit to Somalia
that Turkey—Africa relations evolved into a more mature political relationship [Ozkan,
Orakci 2015; Ozkan 2016]. In 2011, the Turkish government’s Somalia initiative
entailed the nation’s focus on high politics, i.e., political matters and security issues,
in addition to mere economic ties and humanitarian or development aid. The restoration
of relative public order and the world’s renewed interest in the Somalia conflict elevated
Turkey to being a prominent stakeholder whose opinions were widely appreciated. As
a result of this, the Turkish authorities met with representatives from the EU, Great
Britain, Spain, Norway and the United States, among others, on African issues
[Davutoglu 2012]. In this period, Turkey has consolidated its position as an important
actor in Africa.

The end of 2014 marked the beginning of the fifth period in Turkey—Africa
relations. This period arguably has focused on the “normalization” and institutionaliza-
tion of relations. Therefore, this period has particular importance, as it holds the key
to consolidating existing achievements and developing a more systematic approach.
At that point, there were two pressing issues at hand. First, the second Turkey—Africa
Partnership Summit was held in Malabo, Equatorial Guinea in November 2014. The
Malabo summit paved the way for the full normalization of the Turkish government’s
relations with African countries. Previously, most of the African leaders attending
the first Turkey—Africa Summit in 2008 were reported to have had serious doubts
about the sincerity of Turkey’s interest in the continent and had raised questions about
the nation’s agenda. However, the Malabo Summit focused on the possibility of ex-
panded cooperation and maximizing mutual benefits in future thereby assuaging
the African leaders’ concerns’.

A second imperative for the current phase is to deepen and broaden relationships.
Thus far, government agencies including the Turkish Cooperation and Coordination
Agency (TIKA), the Presidency for Turks Abroad and Related Communities (YTB),
and the Presidency of Religious Affairs (Diyanet), even Turkish Airlines as company
[Anaz, Akman 2017], have sought to independently explore the African continent and
to develop their own perspectives. This has resulted in further diversification of Turkey’s
interactions on the continent [Kavas 2006].

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Overall, Turkey’s mode of engagement with Africa has been a slowly deepening
process with new elements being added as time passes. Similarly, new actors and insti-
tutions from the Turkish bureaucracy have also been involved in shaping Africa policy;
while African partners’ interests in developing these relations have also gradually
increased [Donelli 2018]. One can now view the relationship between Turkey and Africa
as fully-developed with all relevant actors contributing. This process has thus led
to normalization of these relations at social, political and economic levels. Turkey has
transitioned from being a “new” entrant into the African space to being an increasingly
established partner with Africa [Langan 2017].

SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION IN TURKISH FOREIGN POLICY:
TOWARDS EXTENSION AND INSTITUTIONALIZATION

In this section, it is argued that Turkey’s official aid is very much connected to
Ankara’s geographical and social interest as well as trade considerations with African
recipient countries. Since its involvement in Somalia in 2011, Turkey is eager to become
a humanitarian actor on the continent rather than merely an economic power or donor.
Turkish aid is a process of geographical extension and institutionalization.

Turkey started its aid activities as early as 1985. These became more coordinated
once TIKA was founded in 1992. TIKA has coordination offices in fifty countries
in Africa, Asia, Latin America, Balkans and Europe for delivering development assis-
tance through technical projects and humanitarian activities. TIKA is an autonomous
organization under the tutelage of the Prime Ministry. Its main function is to establish
a bridge between development partners’ needs and relevant Turkish ministries and
agencies. TIKA is also the main responsible state institution on official development
assistance (ODA) reporting and data collection. TIKA partners with a number of
international organizations, including the UN, OECD, UNESCO and the EU institutions.
TIKA typically provides technical cooperation projects, direct investments, loans and
credits, humanitarian assistance, peace building assistance and contributions to inter-
national organizations.

TIKA was initially established to help the transition of in Central Asia, the Caucasus
and the Balkans. However, as of 2003 it was transformed into a more global aid agency
and has expanded its area of operations. For example, in 1992—2002 TIKA conducted
2,346 projects and activities in total, and its annual average number of projects and
activities was only 256. However, TIKAs total projects and activities expanded to 2,780
in 2003—2006, notably in Africa, the Middle East and North Africa. TIKA-sponsored
projects towards the Middle East and Africa rose from 45 in 2005 to 150 in 2006.
The first TIKA Program Coordinator Office in Africa was opened in Addis Ababa
in 2005, followed by others in several other countries. TIKA offices support development
projects in their respective regions, and from these three offices it operates in thirty-
seven countries in Africa. With the opening of new embassies all over the continent
(29 new opened, now total 41), the number of TIKA offices in Africa is likely to increase
as well, thus increasing Turkish aid flow to the continent.

The amount of TIKA’s international assistance has increased substantially since
2004. The annual amount between 2002 and 2004 was around 80 million USD, while
the annual average reached 700 million USD between 2006 and 2009. In 2013, Turkey’s
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ODA reached 3.308 billion USD. Multilateral ODA accounted for 5% of Turkey’s total
ODA in 2013, provided through the UN (accounting for 21% of its multilateral ODA)
as well as through the World Bank Group and regional development banks. Although
Africa still represents a quarter of TIKA budget, Turkish ODA to Africa increased
by 67% from 30.9 million USD in 2009 to 400 million USD in 2014. Aid to the LDCs
has also increased to 158.95 million USD in 2010. The bulk of bilateral assistance was
delivered as project and program aid, technical assistance and involvement in post-
conflict, peace building operations and humanitarian aid [Ozkan 2017: 61].

Besides TIKA, Turkey counts with other aid channels. The second institution that
provides international aid is the Ministry of Education and third is the military.
The Ministry of Education usually provides scholarships to students and supports edu-
cational institutions abroad. The military is mostly involved in training. The Religious
Directorate for Religious Affairs (Diyanet) and the Turkish Red Crescent (Kizilay)
can also be mentioned here. Through Eximbank® and the Ministry of Economy, Turkey
also gives direct economic support to Africa’s development but their involvements,
as state institutions are usually minor.

Since 2002, a new Turkish foreign policy was established, which includes active
participation in the fight against poverty and increasing development and humanitarian
aid. The speed of change is impressive: in less than a decade, Turkey has shifted from
having almost not-more-than-formal relations with Somalia to establish an increasingly
comprehensive partnership. SSC was not present until the early 2000’s in Turkish
discourse and practice. According to the Foreign Ministry website, net disbursements
of South—South cooperation budget for Turkey (bilateral and multilateral) were
602 million USD in 2007; while in the same year it was 343 million USD for Colombia,
and 270 million USD for the Republic of Korea. Between 2002 and 2007, as the financial
amount for the SSC was multiplied by 3 times in Colombia, 4 times in the Republic
of Korea, in Turkish case, the SSC fund increased for 20 times.

TIKA and Turkish civil society organizations have been active for a long time
in the Middle East, Central Asia and the Balkans. However, the country has experienced
an increased interest and a rise in the amount of both official and unofficial aid to Africa
in the last decade. Whereas Turkey recorded approximately seven percent annual
economic growth rate until 2011, her ambition and scope of activities in the field
of development aid have increased in tandem. In parallel with its economic dynamism’,
Turkey has been continuously increasing its official development aid since 2004 and
implementing opening policies toward historically neglected areas in Turkish foreign
policy. The basic reason for this geographical extension of influence to the African
continent lies in the re-orientation of Turkish foreign policy which basically has, at least,
three dimensions: (i) a new geographical perception in Ankara’s outlook towards the
whole world, which accepts that Africa and Asia are not regarded as distant and troubled

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regions but as possible partners; (ii) considerable efforts to re-position Turkey as
a “central country” rather than a “bridge” between the East and West and developing
an institutionalized partnership with Asia and Africa in a changing global economy
in order to play a more active role in international relations and (iii) an increase in activi-
ties in all regions and international organizations in order to contribute to regional and
global peace [Ozkan 2011: 116—117]. Ankara’s increasing interest in Somalia is part
and parcel of this policy. Turkey’s contribution as a donor was not visible until recently
because it was both modest and poorly coordinated, but is increasingly palpable,
especially in Somalia.

TURKEY AS A SSC ACTOR IN AFRICA

Turkey’s interest in South—South cooperation and its implications for foreign
policy can be analyzed from various aspects. This issue has become an increasing topic
in Ankara’s approach to different parts of the world, however, for many Turkish foreign
policy observers this is still an under-studied and under-theorized issue. This section aims
to provide some inputs for a better understanding of this newly emerging element
in Turkish foreign policy.

Aid and Humanitarianism: Entering the Field

Although Turkey’s relationship with Africa has evolved and become increasingly
complex, Turkish authorities remain aware of the importance of humanitarian assistance
in Ankara’s relations with the African continent [Hasimi 2014]. Turkey sees the humani-
tarian dimension as an entry point to the continent [Uchehara 2008]. In line with this
policy, Turkish Cooperation and Coordination Agency has established representation
offices in 21 countries in Africa to provide grants to the most disadvantaged nations.
In the last decade, aid has been one of the strongest foreign policy elements in Turkey’s
overall foreign policy in general, and its Africa policy in particular. It has been arguably
part of the country’s soft power strategy® in African countries [Anaz 2014].

TIKA currently has operations in over 40 countries in Africa as part of Ankara’s
developmental aid policy. TIKA was initially established to help in the transition
of the states in Central Asia, Caucasus, and the Balkans. However, after the year 2003,
the organization has been transformed into a more global aid agency and has expanded
their area of operations, including in Africa. Through its offices, Turkey has shown
a strong will to widen the cooperation with Africa, particularly with regard to projects
that provide technical assistance to Africa. Turkey’s former President Abdullah Gul
explained that Turkey attempted to build relations with Africa by making “health,
education, agriculture, environment, infrastructure and capacity-building” strategic areas’.
These areas continue to basically constitute the essence of Turkey’s humanitarian aid
to Africa.

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Besides the activities of TIKA, Turkey has also utilized international organizations
to provide aid to Africa. For example, through the World Health Organization, World
Food Program (WFP), and the Red Crescent, Turkey has donated 7.5 million USD
to various African countries to assist them to cope with the negative effects of drought
and other natural disasters. The amounts, however, are very small. In 2008, Turkey
allocated 3.5 million USD as humanitarian aid through the WFP, while in 2009, made
a modest donation of half a million dollars to the African Union budget®. In a similar
vein, in 2007, Turkey, for the first time hosted a summit of the Least Developed
Countries (LDC), in Istanbul, 33 of which are in Africa (out of 49 members). During
this summit, Turkey committed 20 million USD development aid for their use. To show
Turkey’s commitment to development of the LDC members, Ankara also hosted
the fourth conference on Least Developed Countries in the first half of 2011.

Trade and Institutional Cooperation:
Making Relations Meaningful

Nothing can summarize the change in Turkey—Africa relations better than
the increasing trade and institutional cooperation between the two partners. As mentioned
above, the year 2005 was a turning point in Turkey’s relations with Africa. Turkey
obtained observer status in the African Union (AU) in 2005 (which later declared it
a strategic partner in January 2008). In May 2008, Turkey joined the African Develop-
ment Bank and strengthened its relations with the Intergovernmental Authority on
Development in East Africa and the Economic Community of West African States
[Ozkan 2010]. The Foreign Economic Relations Board of Turkey (DEIK) established
eight Business Councils as part of Ankara’s attempts to increase business activities
with Africa.

In general, Turkey’s approach to developing trade with African nations seems
to differ from that of a number of nations seeking business opportunities on the continent,
whose overriding interests are Africa’s oil resources. As a mid-sized nation with
a developing economy, Turkey carries none of the free market capitalist baggage aimed
at securing the best deal at any cost that Africans so resent. By concentrating on lower
profile development issues such as agriculture, arguably Turkish initiatives carry
the promise of affecting genuine change in the lives of masses of Africans.

Both in the literature and society, there is a general assumption that what lie behind
the new interest of emerging states in Africa is energy resources. This cannot be reject-
ed at outright as it is documented well in other places [Kornegay, Landsberg 2009].
In the case of Turkey, this has been rejected by many Turkish officials arguing that
Turkey’s interest is based on exchanging competencies and technologies with Africa.

While these developments at political and institutional level are important, Turkey’s
relationship with Africa is underwritten by rising bilateral trade. Turkey’s trade volume

with African countries was only 5.4 billion USD in 2003; it increased more than twofold
to exceed 16 billion USD in 2008 and despite the economic crisis it did not lose its pace,
reaching around 23 billion USD in 2015°. Yet, considering Turkey’s total trade volume
with the world as a whole, current trade volumes with African countries are not
significant. Nonetheless, Turkey’s target is to increase trade volumes with Africa
to around 50 billion USD by 2023.

Constructive State-building: Somalia Experience

In August 2011, shortly after famine was officially declared in parts of southern
and central Somalia, then-Prime Minister Recep Tayyip Erdogan led a delegation
composed of four ministers and members of Turkey’s cultural and business elite to visit
Mogadishu. Prime Minister Erdogan also brought his family, to highlight the need for
greater famine relief, and to bring moral support to Somalis. This was the first visit
to Mogadishu by a head of state or government from outside Africa in almost 20 years
[Ali 2011] and marked the start of a sustained increase in Turkish engagement
in Somalia. In January 2015, Erdogan — now as president of Turkey — returned
to Mogadishu for talks with the government and to inaugurate several projects, including
a hospital built with Turkish support. Both visits were widely celebrated, and Erdogan
personally appears to be quite popular, especially in Mogadishu, where most of Turkey’s
aid projects are concentrated.

However, Turkey’s engagement has not been without its opponents. In July 2013,
the Turkish embassy in Mogadishu was attacked, leaving one dead and three Turkish
security force members wounded. Shortly before President Erdogan’s January 2105 visit,
militants attacked the hotel where the Turkish forward planning team was based. Harakat
al-Shabaab al-Mujahidin (‘al-Shabaab’) claimed responsibility for both attacks.

Ankara’s involvement in Somalia can be explained with a special focus on three
approaches. Humanitarianism has been the main theme and since the beginning this
has been one of the most pronounced official discourses on Somalia. Humanitarianism
does not only have the components of emergency aid, but also included a development
aid aspect. With a mixture of both aid policies, Turkey has become a prominent figure
in Somalia'.

The second aspect of Turkey’s Somalia policy is related to implementation of its
development policies. There has been a convergence of state apparatus and civil society
organizations on the ground [Wasuge 2016]. Albeit lacking in coordination, this unoffi-
cial coalition has boosted Turkey’s overall visibility in Somalia. Most importantly,
Turkish developmental activities in Somalia, irrespective of whether carried out buy
state institutions or civil society have been attributed to Turkey, making it appear as if
Ankara is the initiator.

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The third aspect of Ankara’s involvement is to be found in its regional approach.
Turkey has realized that the “Somalia issue” goes beyond the nation-state, and includes
regional and global dimensions. This policy has mostly stemmed from a geopolitical
understanding that without solving the regional balance, any peace in Somalia is likely
to be temporary. In the Fifth Annual Meeting of Ambassadors in Ankara, in January
2013, then-Turkish Foreign Minister Ahmet Davutoglu demonstrated Turkey’s
recognition of the issue at hand, when he announced Turkey’s integrated strategy
addressing the issues in eastern Africa as a whole.

Turkey has delivered more than 500 million USD in aid to Somalia through its
developmental and humanitarian projects. Turkey’s developmental and humanitarian
projects have centered on a number of projects. These interventions have focused on six
aspects: transport (air and road linkages); infrastructure (roads, airport, renovations, water
and sanitation); healthcare (building hospitals and supplying and training healthcare
workers); education (provision of scholarships and building of schools); religious
(training of Imams and restoration of mosques); and traditional humanitarian activities
(refugee camps and orphanages).

Many Turkish NGOs have also been active in the country, especially in central
and southern Somalia. Turkish NGOs have circumvented restrictions on foreign
organizations by working with local Somalia NGOs to deliver aid and implement
their projects in distressed areas, or, in some cases, coordinated their projects from their
headquarters in Turkey.

RISING SECURITY PROVIDER IN AFRICA

In the last several years, a new but significant component of Turkey—Africa
relations is underway: security. Turkey has always been hesitant to export security
through its foreign policy, but this is changing now. Since long time, Turkey has had
military presence in some UN missions, such as in Lebanon; and this was part
of Ankara’s commitment to global peace. However, within the new foreign policy
of Turkey, sending military to international missions is not considered as ‘sufficient’
in terms of Ankara’s geopolitical interest. In 2017, Turkey opened two military bases.
One is based in Qatar and the other one is in Somalia.

As part of this policy change at home, since 2011, Turkey has tried to contribute
to increasing security in Africa. Security elements of Turkey—Africa relations have
basically three dimensions. First, Turkey has contributed to international efforts to ensure
peace and stability in Africa. Ankara contributes to the United Nations missions
deployed in the continent. As of August 2015, Turkey took part in seven of the nine
existing UN missions in Africa with its police and military officers. In addition,
by the end of 2014, military training was provided in Turkey for 2.200 military personnel
from over 20 African countries. For the period of 2015—2016 Turkey is expected
to receive more than 1.200 African military personnel for training''.

Second, Turkey has contributed to security of international trade, particularly
maritime security, via its efforts in the Horn of Africa. Since 2009, Turkey has taken
an active role in combatting piracy in the Gulf of Aden and has provided military
support to fight against piracy in cooperation with the EU and the UN. Thus far, four
frigates have been deployed consecutively to combat piracy.

Third, security also underpins Ankara’s state-building efforts in Somalia. Turkey,
for instance, provides support to the Somali central government in the area of training
security services. Turkey dedicated a budget of 20 million Turkish Lira for the restruc-
turing of the Somali army and its police forces since 2011'%. One of its projects is
to build a non-commissioned officer school with a capacity of 100 student-officers
in the first phase, followed by plans to start building the foundations of professional
military ground, air, and naval schools. Turkey’s General Directorate of Security,
the Turkish General Staff, and the Ministry of Foreign Affairs have conducted various
studies on how to best restructure the Somali army and police forces. Building infra-
structure, configuring, and training the Somali police are all part of Turkey’s develop-
ment assistance. To this end, it has brought 60 Somali police officers to Turkey for
training, through the General Directorate of Security. The General Directorate of Security
has also prepared the design of their police uniforms. Subsequently, a police team of
more than 500 police officers has come gradually to Turkey for training over the last
three years".

Al-Shabaab (an extremist group that controls much of Southern Somalia) launches
periodic attacks against Turkish targets. Its goal is to try and deter Turkey from continu-
ing its aid activities in the country. For instance, in an attack targeting the Red Crescent
aid convoy on April 15, 2013 fifteen Somali aid workers were killed and four Turks were
wounded. Also, a Turkish businessman was assassinated at the hotel he was staying
in Mogadishu on May 25, 2012. Al-Shabaab claimed responsibility for two more recent
deadly attacks. One of these attacks was a suicide attacks aimed at public buildings
in Mogadishu in October 2011 that led to the deaths of 70 students to whom Turkey had
provided scholarships. This attack was perceived as an attack against Turkey. Turkey sent
an air ambulance to treat the surviving the injured students. Another major attack was
a direct attack on a Turkish target. It was carried out by a suicide bomber located
in front of an annex building of the Turkish Embassy, on July 27, 2013 in Mogadishu.
One of four Turkish special operations police was killed in the clash while others were
injured. On tweeter, Al-Shabaab’s accusing Turkey of supporting a non-Islamic and
secular structure in Somalia.

Turkey has set up its biggest overseas military base in the Somali capital, Moga-
dishu, increasing Ankara’s presence in the Horn of Africa country in October 2017.
The military base aims to train 10.000 Somali troops and has the capacity to train
at least 1.500 soldiers at a time. The military base is likely to boost Turkey’s soft
power in the region and enhance its status as an essential player in regional security.

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However, Turkey’s intention goes beyond this. In a visit to Sudan in December 2017,
President Recep Tayyip Erdogan officially asked his Sudanese counterpart for renovation
of the Suakin Island, which Ottomans used the port city to secure Hejaz province —
present-day western Saudi Arabia — from attacks on the Red Sea front.

The island has both strategic and historical importance for Turkey. Historically,
until the 19th century, Suakin was the residential address of the Ottoman Empire’s
Habesh Eyalet, which is today’s Eritrea, Djibouti and northern Somalia. Strategically,
it is a port city located northeast of Sudan; Suakin was the most significant port in Nubia.
After the establishment of Port Sudan, Suakin diminished in importance. Ankara’s
interest is not only reviving the island and sends a strong deepening message to Turkey—
Sudan relations; but also to open another military in future. If that happens, Ankara’s
role as a military actor will not only be strengthened, but also will add a different
dimension to Turkey—Africa relations.

CHALLENGES AND FUTURE OF THE RELATIONS

As explained previously, Turkey started its relations with Africa with a heavy focus
on aid and humanitarian dimensions; but it went beyond this and accelerated increasing
trade and deepened its state-building and security component. However, despite
the presence of this positive trajectory, Turkey—Africa relations are not without risks.

One can argue that there are two fundamental risks with the future direction
of Turkey’s relations with the African continent. The first issue relates to the emerging
Africa fatigue in the country, which has developed due to a lack of sophisticated vision.
The vision of the opening period since 2002 has elapsed and now an expanded vision and
accompanying plan is needed. This problem, which presents itself inside certain
government agencies today, could possibly reduce the African initiative from an effort
to reposition Turkey in the global economic and political system, into a mere diversion
in foreign policy.

At present, Turkey—Africa relations appear to be stable. The Turkish government’s
efforts tend to be appreciated across the continent. It is possible, nonetheless, to identify
certain shortcomings. The most important point right now relates to the challenging task
of making the country’s efforts matter on a regional and global scale.

Up until 2011, key African countries believed Turkey’s sudden interest in Africa’s
affairs to be primarily economically motivated — that is why they concentrated
on short-term benefits at the expense of the Turkish government’s long-term contri-
butions. Ankara’s policy toward Somalia, however, helped transform African leader’s
perceptions of Turkey at national and regional levels'*. Furthermore, official visits
by Turkish leaders made positive contributions to Turkey’s image in the continent.
The upcoming years, though, will put Turkey’s position as a security actor alongside
other critical players such as France, the United Kingdom, and the United States
to the test. In terms of the emerging powers’ role in Africa, one can argue that Turkey’s
place is now firmly secured as an emerging power in the continent especially with regard
to trade and humanitarian aid.

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Domestically, the biggest challenge is the lack of understanding and interest
regarding Africa both in policy-circles and academia within Turkey. This continues
to be present, despite more than a decade of engagement with the continent. There still
remains an acute shortage of trained Turkish experts on African affairs. Although various
Turkish institutions have launched Africa research centers in previous years, these
organizations remain both ill-equipped and prone to reproducing extremely Orientalist
approaches that are on the verge of becoming obsolete in the West. The fact that Turkish
institutions falsely present Western arguments as new and original findings under-
mines the country’s position in Africa in terms of academic expertise. In this sense,
the Turkish government is required to take necessary steps to encourage graduate students
and doctoral candidates to specialize in African studies in an effort to follow continental
developments more closely. Furthermore, Turkish universities may establish Africa
research centers to host lectures by prominent Africanist academics in order to familiarize
the continent’s leading minds with Turkey.

CONCLUDING REMARKS

In general, Turkey’s opening to Africa is a result of both Turkey’s domestic
transformation and change in the global political economy. This opening has given a new
impetus for SSC as foreign policy tool for Ankara. Turkey’s domestic transformation
has challenged the traditional Turkish partners in the economy and aimed at diversifying
its trade alternatives in line with change in the global political-economy power configu-
ration. Change in the international system led countries to define their own interest
in a newly emerging system [Anaz, Ozcan 2016]. Turkey’s response to such changes
has been to define a multidimensional foreign policy and developing economic and
political relations with not only immediate neighbors but also other regions and
continents. Turkey’s Africa opening is part and parcel of this new redefinition of Turkish
foreign policy.

Turkey’s Africa opening and SSC policy have, so far, been one of the most
successful foreign policy strategies in terms of economic, political and social gains.
Relations between African countries and Ankara have turned to be mutually beneficial
for both parts and this has created a momentum and willingness to deepen these ties.
Turkey’s president Erdogan has visited 28 different African countries since 2004,
of which Erdogan has paid official visit to some countries more than once. Today,
Africa is considered as a natural ally in perception of Turkish people and the issues
of Africa is so normalized that nobody — even opposition parties — criticizes these
relations at all. Some African issues, like that of Somalia, are literally internalized and
now are considered as part of Turkey’s domestic agenda.

Turkey—Africa relations are likely to continue in coming years, because it has
been bought at social level. Politically speaking, more engagement with Africa has
created a better understanding of Africa and its potentials in Turkey and created a suc-
cessful example of South—South Cooperation. In coming years, whether the global
and domestic developments may bring any change both in nature and speed of Turkey—
Africa relations is yet to be seen. However, redefinition of Africa both at conceptual
and political levels in Turkish foreign policy represents a novelty.
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IN THE UAE FOREIGN AID: FROM ARAB SOLIDARITY
TO SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION
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Abstract. This article is dedicated to the phenomenon of the “emerging donors” activity within
the South—South cooperation (SSC). The case of the United Arab Emirates (UAE) foreign aid demonstrates
new principles and instruments of SSC; first of all it is solidarity and engagement with the UN and other
governmental and non-governmental aid organizations to contribute to the development of the Global
South countries. The visibility of the UAE at the regional (Middle East) and international level led
the country to contribute to all types of aid activities, particularly humanitarian efforts. As a matter of fact,
the UAE is a ‘humanitarian nation’, where aid has become part of its daily foreign policy activities. Con-
sequently, its relations with countries in the “South” and developing countries became much stronger
due to the fact that it has contributed to their economic developments and humanitarian efforts. South—South
cooperation includes transfer of technologies and resources between the developing countries.

Using predominantly quantitative methodology the author analyses the UAE strategy of the foreign
aid and proves its coherence with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) and Millennium Development
Goals (MDGs) of the United Nations. Moreover, the author shows the extension of the UAE foreign aid
“map”: largest aid recipient for the UAE are mainly in Asia and Africa where the poorest countries
in the world exist.

Key words: the United Arab Emirates (UAE), South—South cooperation (SSC), foreign aid,
the Middle East, Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), Millennium Development Goals (MDGs),
Arab aid

The United Arab Emirates (UAE) transformed its foreign aid since 1970’s to be
among the leading and largest aid donors in the world in relation to its Gross Domestic
Product (GDP). Due to foreign aid and branding strategies, it became more visible
than ever.

The active role of the UAE in the South—South cooperation reflects the fact that
it has gone beyond the responsibilities only towards countries who share with it language,
culture, history and religion to include all other countries that are in needed. This trans-
formation led the Emirates to engage with the UN efforts in tackling poverty in countries
in the South as well as countries that have poor economic development. In 2016,
the UAE hosted the first Global South—South Development Expo (GSSD Expo).
The GSSD Expo is a unique platform that the UN system offers solely for the global
South [South—South and Triangular... 2016]. It provides an opportunity for all
development actors and stakeholders to showcase Southern development solutions,
celebrate South—South and triangular cooperation (SSTC) successes, share knowledge
and hard-earned experience, explore new avenues for collaboration, and initiate new
partnerships [South—South and Triangular... 2016]. The UAE’s role within the SSC
might best be seen from the ‘solidarity’ perspective. Before the establishment of SSC
agenda, the UAE main regional aid was perceived and seen as a solidarity aid despite
some criticism. Regional instabilities in the Middle East and North Africa (MENA)
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region forced regional aid donors such as the UAE to alter their priorities to support
stabilities. Yet, this shift towards the region led to the rising number of aid donors and
competition between regional and international donors.

Since the formation of the UAE, aid institutions have developed significantly
ranging from ministries to bureaus that monitor and report aid. In particularly, the past
ten years the UAE began providing full and detailed aid reports that made it to become
part of many organizations such as OECD in 2014. This change in UAE institutional
framework encouraged the state to engage at the international level to become
a responsible donor particularly in the issues for development, humanitarian aid and
South—South cooperation.

Therefore, this paper seeks to examine the role of the UAE within the context
of the Buenos Aires Plan of Action and South—South cooperation. In addition, it asks
two main questions, what explains the rising role of the UAE in the support of the
countries in the South? What role the UAE has played in the promotion and support
of the South—South cooperation? The paper consists of two main sections; first section
looks at the definition and geographical scope of South—South cooperation that comes
as part of Buenos Aires Plan of Action within the context of Arab aid; and second
examines the rising role of the UAE in support of countries in the South. Due to
the limitation of this study, uses both quantitative and qualitative but relies mainly
on secondary sources. Statistics data are taken mainly from private and governmental
sources. The dependence on governmental reports is due to the absence of private
statistics or studies that provide sufficient accurate statistics.

There is hardly any study that has focused merely on Arab Global South relations.
However, studies on relations between Arab donors and countries of the Global South
have focused mainly on Africa. Yet, there are good number of studies to have focused
on the political and economic relations between Arab and other developing countries.
This is because the majority of Arab aid goes mainly to Arab and some Muslim countries.
Amongst the most important studies is by Robert Mertz and Pamela Mertz [Mertz,
Mertz 1983]. The study looks at both the bilateral and multilateral aid from Arab donors
which include the UAE, Kuwait, Algeria, Saudi Arabia, Qatar and Libya. In addition,
it examines the motives and objectives of Arab aid. Mainly it looks at both the role
of Islam and politics in the orientation of aid. Although the section on the UAE is brief,
but it provides interesting analysis of how the UAE have managed to provide good
amount of aid to Sub-Saharan Africa. The study, however, does not look at the ‘South—
South cooperation’ dimension, rather on how Arab donors have contributed to Sub-
Saharan Africa.

In addition, M. Rouis’ study [Rouis 2010] provides some interesting analysis
of the role of Arab countries in the South—South cooperation. Although there is no
particular section examines this, the author stresses the fact that Arab donors through
multilateral institutions emphasis on fostering South—South cooperation by involving
technical advisers from developing member countries and by twinning institutions
across member countries [Rouis 2010]. He adds that South—South cooperation is
one of the hallmarks of Arab aid, and its effectiveness and lessons merit careful study
[Rouis 2010]. In addition, Neumayer’s study [Neumayer 2003] examines the determi-
nants of Arab aid but focuses on Arab solidarity. This can be seen as cooperation with
developing countries in the Middle East. However, he does not examine South—South
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cooperation. Overall, most studies look at South—South cooperation from a multilateral
aid perspective but not bilaterally. This is because Arab aid is known to be mostly
bilateral. Therefore, this study seeks to fill the gap for the case of the UAE and its
role in the South—South cooperation'.

SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

Countries in the Global South are those who are considered from the ‘developing
countries’. According to UNOSSC, “the term “South” or “Global South” refers to
developing countries, which are located primarily in the Southern Hemisphere; The
Global South includes Asia (with the exception of Japan, Hong Kong, Macau, Singapore,
South Korea and Taiwan), Central America, South America, Mexico, Africa, and the
Middle East (with the exception of Israel)” [South—South and Triangular... 2016].

This term, however, has not yet been updated. This is due to the fact that there
are countries in the Southern Hemisphere who have higher GDP per capita than many
developed nations such as Qatar, the UAE, Saudi Arabia and Kuwait. The measurement
and factor to indicate countries that are from developing or developed should certainly
be revisited. The Gulf states have developed from being aid recipient in the 1950’s to
become aid donors and having higher GDP per capita than many countries in the Northern
Hemisphere. Those countries have developed relatively strong economies, even if some
are considered rentier states. However, for the purpose of this study, below is a brief
definition and analysis of South—South cooperation.

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According to United Nation Office for South—South Cooperation (UNOSSC),
“South—South cooperation is a broad framework for collaboration among countries
of the South in the political, economic, social, cultural, environmental and technical
domains. Involving two or more developing countries, it can take place on a bilateral,
regional, subregional or interregional basis. Developing countries share knowledge, skills,
expertise and resources to meet their development goals through concerted efforts.
Recent developments in South—South cooperation have taken the form of increased
volume of South—South trade, South—South flows of foreign direct investment,
movements towards regional integration, technology transfers, sharing of solutions
and experts, and other forms of exchanges” [South—South and Triangular... 2016].

Furthermore, SSC seek to achieve wide range of objectives which include the
following:

— foster the self-reliance of developing countries by enhancing their creative
capacity to find solutions to their development problems in keeping with their own
aspirations, values and special needs;

— promote and strengthen collective self-reliance among developing countries
through the exchange of experiences; the pooling, sharing and use of their technical
and other resources; and the development of their complementary capacities;

— strengthen the capacity of developing countries to identify and analyse together
their main development issues and formulate the requisite strategies to address them;

— increase the quantity and enhance the quality of international development
cooperation through the pooling of capacities to improve the effectiveness of the re-
sources devoted to such cooperation;

— create and strengthen existing technological capacities in the developing
countries in order to improve the effectiveness with which such capacities are used and
to improve the capacity of developing countries to absorb and adapt technology and skills
to meet their specific developmental needs;

— increase and improve communications among developing countries, leading
to a greater awareness of common problems and wider access to available knowledge
and experience as well as the creation of new knowledge in tackling development
problems;

— recognize and respond to the problems and requirements of the least developed
countries, land-locked developing countries, small island developing states and the
countries most seriously affected by, for example, natural disasters and other crises; and

— enable developing countries to achieve a greater degree of participation in inter-
national economic activities and to expand international cooperation for development
[South—South and Triangular... 2016].

In other words, it means the exchange of all type of resources and technologies
between countries sharing development problems. Despite that this initiative seeks for
cooperation between countries of the South, yet there are only limited donors capable
of providing support. Those donors such as China, Brazil, Gulf States, etc. do not have
clear mechanism of exchanging resources and technology with countries in the Global
South. This requires further cooperation, and the SSC here play significant role in pro-
moting the emerging donors in the global political economy. Quadir points out that
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although many non-Development Assistance Committee (DAC) countries do not report
their flow of aid to the Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development
(OECD), a recent OECD study confirms that non-traditional lending countries, including
Turkey, Saudi Arabia, Kuwait, Israel, the Czech Republic, Thailand and the United Arab
Emirates, have stepped up their efforts to play a more prominent role in development
cooperation in the past several years [Quadir 2013].

Gulf donors which include the UAE, Kuwait, Saudi Arabia and Qatar have long
history of aid despite they are considered from developing countries and emerging
donors. They have started cooperation with countries in developing countries before
the establishment of Buenos Aires Plan of Action in 1978. They have established special
funds to support their fellow Arab countries, and countries in Africa, for example,
the Arab Fund for Economic and Social Development and Arab Bank for Economic
Development in Africa. This is for many objectives but mainly solidarity with de-
veloping nations.

THE UAE AND SOUTH—SOUTH COOPERATION

The UAE is considered among the leading countries in supporting the initiative
of SSC. Initially, regional factors in the Middle East such as Arab nationalism, religion
and identities played significant guiding role in the orientation of the UAE aid. In par-
ticular, Arab solidarity constituted a major dimension. Gerd Nonneman points out that
“indeed, South—South cooperation has been realized in the Middle East, particularly
regarding Arab solidarity” [Nonneman 1988]. This Arab solidarity, despite still being
an important factor, the UAE emerging international image as a global aid donor
encouraged it to include all developing countries. This was evident in the UAE’s
establishment of the Ministry of International Cooperation and Development in 2013
which has been dissolved later to be part of the Ministry of Foreign Affairs and Inter-
national Cooperation.

In 2016, as the role of the UAE in the Global South was growing, it has hosted
the annual Global South—South Development Expo (GSSD Expo). In fact, it was the
first ever GSSD Expo to be hosted by a member state since its establishment in 2008.
This is due to the beliefs of the UAE leadership in maintaining its international role
in supporting developing countries. According to the UAE SDGs report, “this was the
first ever GSSD Expo hosted by a Member State. Thanks to His Highness Sheikh Khalifa
bin Zayed Al Nahyan, President of the United Arab Emirates, and His Highness Sheikh
Mohammed bin Rashid Al Maktoum, Vice-President, Prime Minister and Ruler of
Dubai, and Patron of the Zayed International Foundation for the Environment, for
the exceptional leadership and generous support to the GSSD Expo 2016. This special
edition of South—South in Action is a compilation of not only success stories created
in the UAE, but of all the stories shared by Member States and partner institutions
during GSSD Expo 2016” [UAE and the 2030... 2017].

According to UNOSSC, this special edition of South—South in Action is a compi-
lation of not only success stories created in the UAE, but of all the stories shared
by Member States and partner institutions during GSSD Expo 2016 [South—South and
Triangular... 2016]. In addition, the UNOSSC points out that the institutional contribution
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of the Government of the United Arab Emirates through the Zayed International
Foundation for the Environment has provided invaluable support to our ongoing efforts
to build a global partnership for sustainable development that leverages the effectiveness
of Southern development solutions and highlights the progress that countries of the South
have made in addressing and overcoming the challenges that they face [South—South
and Triangular... 2016]. This reflects the engaging role of the UAE at the Global level.
Furthermore, Dr. Zeyoudi demonstrates that over the past years, the UAE has strengthened
its role in international cooperation, especially with the South, launching global initiatives
focused on vital sectors such as education, health, water, energy and capacity building
[South—South and Triangular... 2016].

Furthermore, and in line with the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), the UAE
has committed itself not only to participate in helping counties but also initiated programs
that meet the SDGs. In 2016, MOFAIC launched the UAE Foreign Assistance Policy —
the nation’s long-term development cooperation plan towards eradicating poverty and
promoting global peace and prosperity [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017]. Within the context
of SSD, the UAE played an active role in the transition from the MDGs to SDGs by
participating in various high-level discussion on the formation of the SDGs [UAE
Foreign Aid... 2017]. All of the SDGs are in fact objectives that seek to provide support
particularly to countries in the Global South who mainly suffer from poverty, lack of
health services, poor education, inequality, etc. Therefore, in 2016 76% of the UAE
foreign assistance supported the eight SDGs highlighted in the UAE Foreign Assistance
Policy [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017]. Furthermore, according to the UAE foreign aid
report, “in 2016, the first year of the implementation of the 15-year SDGs, the UAE
quantified its efforts towards each of the 17 goals that contribute to global poverty
eradication and sustainable development. This support corresponds to AED 22.23 billion
(USD 6.05 billion) in foreign aid disbursements” [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017]. In addition,
it stated that the UAE’s top three supported SDGs in 2016 — SDG 1 (No Poverty),
SDG 8 (Decent Work and Economic Growth), and SDG 17 (Partnerships for the Goals) —
accounted for nearly 70% of the total [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017].

Therefore, the engagement of the UAE with SSD and SDGs reflects the continuing
development of the UAE aid from a regionally focused to be side by side with and its
proving international aid donors. This has encouraged the Emirates to initiate various
domestic policies. It has created a special portal for the UAE’s dedication for the support
and implementation of the SDGs. It monitors and shows all the activities of govern-
mental and non-governmental aid agencies in the UAE that goes in line in achieving
the SDGs?. Furthermore, in 2017 it has established a National Committee on Sustainable
Development Goals. According to the first report by the Committee, “a national imple-
mentation plan is a strategy for how SDGs will align with a country’s develop-
ment agenda and how policy implementation will be prioritized and embedded within
a government’s policy decision-making and statistical reporting processes” [UAE
and the 2030... 2017]. The two figures below show the UAE’s timeline of the develop-
ment towards SDGs and the UAE’s distribution of aid based on these goals.

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However, what explains the UAE’s rising role in supporting countries of the Global
South and SSC? There is great number of factors that led the UAE to adapt this role,
but mainly to one main factor: Solidarity.

SOLIDARITY

The International Federation of Red Cross (IFRC) is attempting to build on these
concepts of solidarity, which act as important drivers of public support for international
assistance, beyond neighbourhood and brotherhood to humanity as a whole, so that
the forms of solidarity become more and more universal in supporting those in need
[Cotterrell, Harmer 2005]. This is certainly shared with the UAE’s leadership. According
to the UAE Foreign Aid Report, the Vice-President His Highness Sheikh Mohammed
Bin Rashid Al Maktoum stated: “Our nation believes in the importance of solidarity
and synergy among all countries of the world, and we are keen to make the UAE
an active and effective member in the international community through channelling
its foreign aid to the global thematic priorities identified by the international development
and relief organizations, which are consistent with the development goals of fighting
poverty, ignorance and illness” [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017]. Solidarity was evident
in the UAE’s objectives and orientation of aid since 1970’s, even it has fluctuated due
to the changing dynamics in the Middle East and the world.

Solidarity with countries in the Middle East and other developing countries have
been playing a major role in the orientation of the UAE aid. During the early years,
countries that faced similar security threats, recognized the UAE’s existence and
accepted to side with the UAE. This included countries that share language and religion
with the UAE, as well as countries in Africa that have different languages and religions.
It was a sign of the emergence of the ‘solidarity’ dimension in the UAE aid despite
some criticism. For the UAE RCS, the guiding idea is that “charitable donations must
be free of any ulterior purposes or intent and given simply because there is a need and
an obligation to share the suffering of others as part of our own humanity. This begins
with our own country, then neighbours, and widens outwards” [Cotterrell, Harmer 2005].
The UN and main international aid organization seek to encourage all donors to consider
‘solidarity’ as their main driver to assist other nations. As the table shows, largest aid
recipient for the UAE are mainly in Asia and Africa where the poorest countries in the
world exist.

During the early years of the Emirates, development aid focused mainly on
countries that share with the UAE similar developmental issues as well as history,
language, religion and culture. This has included all Arab countries, where the UAE with
all major Arab donors established the Arab Fund for Economic and Social Development
(AFESD). This has played significant role in supporting Arab developing countries.
According to the AFESD, “the principal purpose of the Arab Fund is to contribute
to the financing of economic and social development projects in the Arab countries.
To attain this purpose, the Arab Fund provides financing for economic development
projects by extending loans, on concessionary terms, to governments and public corpo-
rations and enterprises of member states, giving preference to projects which are vital
to the Arab World and joint Arab projects. It serves as a catalyst for encouraging the
investment, directly or indirectly, of public and private capital in a manner conducive to the
development of the Arab economy and provides expertise and technical support in
the various spheres of economic development” [Purpose of the Fund 2017c].

The AFESD is a major Middle-Eastern funding institution that seeks to achieve
economic and social development across all the Arab countries. This is also to encourage
further cooperation between member states of the Arab League. Although many countries
in the region remain in need for support due to the political instabilities, the fund has
relatively managed to fund many infrastructural projects and supported private sectors.
According to the annual report of the AFESD, “infrastructure sectors accounted for about
93.0% of the total amount of loans provided during 2017, in light of priorities set
in member countries’ plans and programs that focused on improving these sectors,
and providing an environment conducive to investment and employment opportunities”
[Annual Report 2017]. Table below is an example of the AFESD activities.

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Nonetheless, the UAE and all other Arab donors have received criticism over the
fact that the majority of their aid goes only to fellow Arab states. The focus on the Arab
countries is sometimes perceived as being driven by more political objectives rather
than just solidarity. According to Cotterrell and Harmer, “one of the difficulties of identi-
fying, or relying on, solidarity is that these solidarities are not fixed and are subject to
fluctuations over time which cannot be understood in isolation from the political context
of the national societies and their donors” [Cotterrell, Harmer 2005]. It is believed that
ideology and politics have mingled with the political economy of assistance. Sometimes
aid from Arab donors is perceived as politics and sometimes as solidarity. However,
this analysis is not always true and not all Arab donors have the same behaviour. It might
be true that during particularly times political consideration played a role, yet solidarity
became the main driving force. For the UAE, it is evident from its aid activities since
1980’s that many countries received aid with no any political or economic returns.
According to the UAE report, “more than two-thirds of the UAE foreign assistance
was directed to support developing countries in Africa from 2014—2016. Although
countries in Asia received lesser in terms of proportion, UAE foreign aid disbursements
to Asia increased by 13% in 2016 when compared with 2015 [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017].
This shows that there are many countries in Africa and Asia that are neither Arab nor
Muslim background. This is also part of the UN Sustainable Development Goals where
the UAE strongly proving itself as a responsible donor to achieve all of its goals.

Due to the fact that the UAE is located in a region that faces political and eco-
nomic instabilities, it has priorities its aid to Arab countries. The reason is not only
due to share identities, but due to the fact that political violence in the region and
security threats in the region are absolutely transnational. Therefore, the UAE seeks
to provide aid to support stabilities in the Middle East. Political interests certainly do
exist, yet, the UAE work alongside other regional aid donors such as Saudi Arabia. Since
the so-called Arab Spring, the amount of aid to the regional countries have increased
dramatically, making for example Yemen the largest recipient of humanitarian aid, while
in contrast Egypt is the largest of development aid. According to Isaac, “the cumulative
development finance from the eight major Arab donors almost 60% went to Arab
countries” [Isaac 2014]. The objectives are two-fold: stability and economic develop-
ment. In addition, while foreign aid donors such as the UAE expect no returns, foreign
investment within the region increased dramatically as another tool of benefiting both
donor and recipient. Isaac points out that “in 2009 financial year the GCC share of
intra-MENA trade was the highest, accounting for 60% of exports and 48% of imports.
Also, the Arab share in foreign populations in the GCC states was the highest during
the 1970’s and the 1980’s, ranging from 72% to 56% respectively” [Isaac 2014].

Therefore, solidarity sometimes is intrinsically intertwined with other objectives.
Sometimes regional dynamics forces the UAE to change its foreign aid behaviour to
support political and economic stability in the region. Nonetheless, the provision of aid
to many countries in the Global South that are not of Arab or Muslim background have
grown significantly since 1980’s, when the UAE expanded its geographical scope of aid
to include more countries in need. Most Arab donors, particularly the Gulf, provide
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aid mainly bilaterally. However, the past years seen gradual increase of the UAE multi-
lateral aid. In 2016, the UAE continued its support towards development and hu-
manitarian programs with regional and global reach, disbursing 1.08 billion AED
(293.5 million USD), largely through contributions to the core budget of several multi-
lateral organizations [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017]. In addition, the UAE foreign aid report
indicates that the UAE funding to these multi-country programs rose by 236% over 2015.
This significant growth is mostly due to an increase in disbursements towards support
to the core budget of multilateral organizations (+234%), to earmarked funding
channelled through multilateral organizations (+128%), and contributions to the work
of international non-governmental organizations (+62%) [UAE Foreign Aid... 2017].
The UAE is certainly heading towards more multilateral aid than bilateral, but this is
still limited. The UAE foreign aid report of 2016 explains that “certainly a headway,
the UAE disbursements in 2016 towards the core budget of multilateral organizations
more than tripled when compared with 2015, while earmarked funding rose by 128%”
[UAE Foreign Aid... 2017].

CONCLUSION

The UAE as an aid donor is becoming more visible than ever. Studies on ‘emerging
donors’ indicated the importance of the rising role of donors from the Middle East such
as the UAE. However, the UAE and other Gulf donors receive little attention that can
explain their role in the South—South cooperation. Yet, not all the Gulf donors are
the same. In fact, the UAE has developed its aid program, its reporting mechanism,
aid institutions, its policies and strategies. This development led the UAE to engage with
the UN and other governmental and non-governmental aid organizations to contribute
to the development of countries in the Global South.

The hosting of SSC-Expo in 2016, creation of the National Committee for SSC,
a dedicated portal, an annual report that follows how national and private aid agencies
implement the SDGs reflects, to a great extent, the UAE engagement with the UN SDGs
and SSC. In all the UAE foreign aid reports since 2013, implementing the SDGs is
a major priority when giving aid. This stems from one main factor, solidarity, prior to
the establishment of the Emirates, suffered from severe poor economic performance,
poverty amongst its people, poor education, etc. This has transformed significantly
after 1970’s. It has experienced what many countries in the South are facing nowadays.
This is a major motive for the UAE to ease the suffering of other countries, contribute
to their economic development, education, health, etc.

Therefore, solidary is certainly a main driving force for the UAE to provide
assistance to countries in the South. Nonetheless, the UAE with some other regional
donors received criticism that their main activities are within the Arab world. The UAE
is very much aware of its support and commitment to South—South development,
however, regional political instabilities forced it to make some changes to its aid
priorities. During the 1970’s and last ten years, aid was clearly dictated by certain
political and security objectives. The UAE sees this as part of its regional responsibility
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before giving aid to countries out side the Middle East and North Africa. The MENA
region suffers from great economic downturns and political instabilities as well as rise
of violent non-state actors that hinder economic development. Therefore, the UAE with
other regional donors, aid contributed the development of some of the Arab countries.

The UAE humanitarian aid reflects its commitments to support the “Global South”
and achieving some of the MDGs [Almezaini 2017]. Due to the political instabilities
in the Middle East, the UAE has also been amongst the largest donors to refugees in
the world [Almezaini 2017]. It has responded to the Syrian crisis, where it has provided,
in 2012 and 2013, about 83.53 million USD [Almezaini 2017]. In 2013, the UAE
opened the Emirates-Jordanian camp in Mrijib Al Fhood area near Al Zarqa city
in a cost of 36 million AED (about 12 million USD) [Almezaini 2017]. By March 2015,
the UAE’s aid aimed at alleviating the suffering of those affected by the Syrian crisis has
amounted to more than 1.34 billion AED or 364 million USD according to the Ministry
of International Cooperation and Development [Almezaini 2017].

Overall, the UAE aid continues to rise at the regional and international levels
targeting mainly countries in the Global South. Its aid constituted about 1.33% of its
GDP in 2013, and has exceeded the target set by the UN which is 0.7% [Almezaini
2017]. Nonetheless, the UAE’s regional responsibilities might be priority for many
years to come due to the political instabilities. While countries the MENA are from
the Global South, other counties in the world receive aid significantly, mainly for
humanitarian purposes. The UAE is in fact one of the largest humanitarian donors
in the world. According to Khaleej Times, “the UAE has been named the world’s
largest donor of development assistance in proportion to its gross national income (GNI)
for the fifth year running, according to the Development Assistance Committee of
the Organization of Economic Cooperation and Development (OECD)™”. In addition,
the UAE exceeded the UN target of 0.7% official development assistance in proportion
to its GNI ratio by donating 19.32 billion AED, a growth of 18.1% over 2016, repre-
senting 1.31% of its GNI for official development assistance in 2017,

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CHINA IN THE STRUGGLE FOR RESOURCES
IN AFRICA AND ARAB WORLD

Abstract. The article is dedicated to the struggle for resources in Africa and Arab East, and especially
the China’s role in this struggle. Announced by the Beijing in 2002, the course of “going abroad” was
marked by the economic expansion of Chinese companies in Africa and Arab countries, largely due to
the interest in raw materials, primarily in oil. At the same time, the African and Arab countries are among
the foreign policy strategic priorities of the leading Western powers, whose activity in this region has
also increased. As shown in the article, the competition for access to natural resources contributed to the
emergence of conflicts in the region. The methodological basis of the study is a comparative political
approach, methods of analysis and synthesis. The scientific novelty of the paper is that, although the problem
of the struggle for resources in Africa and in Arab world is reflected in publications in our country and
abroad, the peculiarities of China’s position in this matter have not been yet the object of serious research.
The analysis of the topic is relevant in the conditions when Western countries attempt to regulate crises
by force, often bypassing the Security Council and the UN Charter. Some analysts view the USA and
NATO actions in Libya and the French campaign 2012 in Mali in the light of West desire to displace
China from Africa. They also connect crisis in Syria and Iraq with US actions. As the paper shows, Beijing
remains committed to the principle of non-interference in internal affairs of other states and stands for
political solution of conflicts. But at the same time, it pays an increasing attention to strengthening its
military presence in Africa and Arab countries. The author comes to the conclusion that the realization
of the initiative “One belt — One road” increases China’s needs in resources for the implementation of
ambitious projects in the space of the “belt and road”. The Western countries will resist, so the struggle
for resources will not weaken.

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Abstract. The purpose of the article is to identify the foundations of China’s integration policy
and the features of its integration agreements with developing countries, i.e. in the framework of the South—
South model. The basis of the Chinese integration strategy is the principle of “big country morality”, which
allows to assist developing countries with small territory and to a lesser extent proceed from accounting
for the economic advantages of membership in an agreement (no wonder some agreements have the effect
of deviating trade for the PRC). The developing countries are China's main partners in the integration
agreements (12 out of 16).

The article compares the norms of China's integration agreements with individual partner countries,
and examines the impact of membership on Chinese foreign trade relations and identifies the most effective
agreements. The main conclusions of the authors include the prevalence of the South—South model as
bilateral agreements, the liberalization of trade in goods and services, the priority in signing agreements with
the countries of Asia; relatively narrow scope and rarely include issues of protection of intellectual property
rights, competition policy, ecology, public procurement; application of a flexible approach to the selection
of partners for integration agreements and the content of agreements; more dynamic growth of China’s
exports to partner countries on integration agreements; Integration agreements with ASEAN, the Republic
of Korea and Pakistan became the most effective for the PRC.

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IBSAMAR: INDIA’S IMPERATIVES,
TRANSFORMATION PROSPECTS

Abstract. The holding of joint exercises is one of the forms of cooperation in the South—South
format. It contributes to strengthening military-political ties between the countries of the Global South
and ensuring security in the key regions. An example is IBSAMAR, a joint naval exercise involving the
Indian, Brazilian and South African Navies. The emergence of a new geopolitical construct (the Indo-Pacific
region) and the growth of its popularity in the Indian expert and political community make it necessary
to rethink the place of IBSAMAR in India’s security system.

The article analyzes the main imperatives that induce India to participate in this format: the desire
to maintain dominance in the Western Indian Ocean and involve the countries of East Africa in its foreign
policy orbit, to ensure the security of one of the strategic “choke points” to the Indian Ocean, the intention
to strengthen ties with South Africa and Brazil, taking into account the need to ensure the security
of movement of goods (especially hydrocarbons) through the South Atlantic and to demonstrate its
independence and multi-vector nature of its external policy. Analyzing the proposals of Indian experts
on the possible expansion of the IBSAMAR format and the creation on its basis of a regional security
structure, the author comes to the conclusion that it is impossible to implement them without a radical
change in the Indian external strategy. At the same time, the experience gained in the holding of IBSAMAR
can be in demand within the framework of security cooperation in the Russia—India—China format.

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CHINESE DIASPORA’S ROLE IN FORMATION
OF AUSTRALIAN NEW IMMIGRATION POLICY

Abstract. The article contains a historical overview of Australia's migration policy and analysis
of the Chinese diaspora’s role in building an Australian multicultural society.

The relevance of the study is determined by the increased importance of the human rights and racial
discrimination problems in the developed countries’ policy discussion in connection with the strengthening
of the world processes of integration. Those problems are not new in Australia, until the early 1970s
the “White Australia Policy” restricted immigration from non-European countries, particularly those
of Asian background, with the goal of creating an “Anglo-Celtic” Australian nation. Post-war mass
migration, mostly from Europe, had a significant impact on the ethnic composition of the population. This
situation put pressure on the government to recognize cultural diversity and in the early 1970s led to
the creation of the concept of a multicultural society.

The aim of the study is to follow the evolution of public opinion on migration and to assess the role
of the Chinese diaspora in the formation of the Australian new immigration policy. In addition, the author
also examines the problems of integration, racial discrimination and residual racism in the Australian
multicultural society.

In conclusion, the author pointed out that despite the existence of some challenges for migrants
relating to the social integration people from all over the world now harmoniously coexist in Australian
society. Today, the Chinese diaspora is the largest Asian diaspora in Australia and one of the factors affecting
the political and economic processes in the country.

The article is focused on the activities of two recently established multilateral development
banks (MDBs) — the BRICS New Development Bank (NDB) and Asian Infrastructure Investment
Bank (AIIB) — in mobilizing private infrastructure investment. Unlike other MDBs, these banks specialize
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exclusively on sustainable infrastructure projects and are currently creating mechanisms to attract private
investment. These factors, as well as Russia’s leading role in both banks, make it necessary to study
the mechanisms used by the NDB and AIIB to mobilize private sector funds and make recommendations
for their further expansion and development.

To achieve this goal, this article presents an analysis of both banks’ documents providing for their
engagement with the private sector and mobilizing its resources, and compares qualitative and quantitative
characteristics of practical cooperation between private investors and the two MDBs.

Based on the analysis, the author makes recommendations on improving and expanding the list of
mechanisms used to mobilize private financing. In particular, the AIIB, following the NDB example, should
start attracting capital in the member countries financial markets as soon as possible. The NDB needs to
ensure the prompt launch of its Project Preparation Fund operations, while the similar AIIB’s fund should
focus on raising funds from private investors to finance its activities. It will also be instrumental for the NDB
to clearly formulate a strategy for financing loans without sovereign guarantees. In addition, both banks
should expand the set of tools used for mobilizing private investment and consider provision of guarantees,
expert work and support directly to borrowing countries, as well as exchange of experience and participation
in joint projects.

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CHINA AND NIGERIA:
MECHANISMS OF COOPERATION
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Abstract. The subject of the present study is the mechanisms of political and economic interaction
of the People's Republic of China and the Federal Republic of Nigeria. The analysis of relations between
China and African countries, as a rule, has a generalized character, although in practice they vary considerably
across the continent. Therefore, it seems reasonable to study each case of bilateral contacts separately.

Relations between China and Nigeria are developing faster than those between China and other
African states. To a certain extent, this is due to the fact that the “Asian giant” — China — has the world's
largest population and the fastest growing world economy, while the “African giant” — Nigeria — is the
most populous country on the continent and has in recent years become the largest African economy
and now seeks to become one of the 20 largest economies in the world. Although, of course, the main
reason for China’s growing presence in Nigeria is the huge reserves of hydrocarbons that China’s national
economy desperately needs, and Nigeria's vast consumer market that Chinese manufacturers are actively
penetrating. However, unlike the relations of the Celestial Empire with other African countries, the relations
of China with Nigeria in the last two decades have taken a shape of a strong political union supported
by close cultural ties.

The expansion of economic and political cooperation between the PRC and African countries raised
the issue of balancing the positive and negative factors of China's growing presence on the continent.
The analysis of the model of the Sino-Nigerian cooperation in various fields has shown that to date, despite
the existence of certain problems, the development of trade and economic relations is a promising direction of
bilateral cooperation.

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Abstract. This article is an attempt to explore the emergence and expansion of left ideas in Bengal,
the key province of colonial India. Nowadays the major part of the province is a part of the West Bengal
state, headed by communists for decades. A communist state in a capitalist country is a phenomenon,
which cannot be explained merely by economic reasons. A closer scrutiny reveals a certain correlation
between the travels to the West by prominent Bengali public figures and leftist thoughts in their works
between the late 19th and early 20th centuries. Therefore, their travel narratives, or travelogues, which
present the West as the epicenter of rapid economic, scientific and technological development, causing,
however, an observable spiritual degradation of society attracts a special attention.

None of the travelers introduces him/herself as a consistent socialist or communist, but the Western
model comes under severe criticism, though the importance of technical development for India is commonly
recognized. This results in the positioning the Soviet system as an alternative to the European and American
ways, as a model that is closer and more attractive for India.

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ROLE OF GLOBAL SOUTH IN THE MULTIPLEX WORLD

Interview with Professor AMITAV ACHARYA,
UNESCO Chair in Transnational Challenges and Governance,
Distinguished Professor at the School of International Service
of American University

Abstract. Amitav Acharya is the UNESCO Chair in Transna-
tional Challenges and Governance and Distinguished Professor
at the School of International Service, American University,
Washington, DC. He is the first non-Western scholar to be elected
(for 2014—15) as the President of the International Studies
Association (ISA), the largest and most influential global network
in international studies. Previously he was a Professor at York
University, Toronto, and the Chair in Global Governance at the
University of Bristol, U.K. He held the inaugural Nelson Mandela
Visiting Professorship in International Relations at Rhodes Uni-
versity, South Africa in 2012—13 and the inaugural Boeing
Company Chair in International Relations at the Schwarzman
Scholars Program at Tsinghua University in 2016—18.

He was a Fellow of Harvard’s Asia Center and John F. Ken-
nedy School of Government, and was elected to the Christensen
Fellowship at Oxford. His books include Constructing Global
Order [Acharya 2018a]; The End of American World Order
[Acharya 2018b]; Why Govern? Rethinking Demand and Pro-
: gress in Global Governance [Acharya 2016]; The Making of
Southeast Asia [Acharya 2013]; Whose Ideas Matter [Acharya 2009] and et.

His essays have appeared in leading international affairs journals such as International Organization,
International Security, International Studies Quarterly, Journal of Asian Studies, Foreign Affairs, Journal
of Peace Research, International Affairs, and World Politics.

He has received two Distinguished Scholar Awards from the ISA, one in 2015 from its Global
South Caucus for his “contribution to non-Western IR theory and inclusion” in international studies,
and another in 2018 from ISA’s International Organization Section that recognizes “scholars of exceptional
merit... whose influence, intellectual works and mentorship will likely continue to impact the field
for years to come”.

In his interview, Professor A. Acharya talks about non-western IR theories, Global South issues
and concept, contemporary international studies, multiplexity and the role of new institutions of global
governance.

Key words: Global South, ISA, Non-western world, developing countries, Third World, IR Theory
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— Dear Professor Acharya, you are considered to be the voice and the icon
of the Global South in International Studies, especially after “Non-Western Inter-
national Relations Theory” [Acharya, Buzan 2010], that has become a true turning
point in the IR discipline. What has changed since then in the IR scholars’
perception of the Global South as a part of the world and as the community of
IR scholars?

— Thank you for your kind words. For the past decade, there has been a growing
awareness of the lack of diversity and inclusion in IR scholarship. As I have written
in several of my papers, more and more scholars, in both the North and the South, are
increasingly conscious that the discipline of international relations does not capture
the voices, experiences and contributions of non/Western societies and often marginalizes
them. Of course, this awareness is more present in the Global South than in the Global
North, but it is nonetheless significant.

Another development is that the study of international relations in increasingly
popular in the Global South, especially in large countries like China, India, Indonesia,
Turkey, Mexico, and Brazil. Given the relative size and importance of these countries,
and the fact that scholars in these countries are growing more impatient with having
to rely exclusively on Western literature on IR and Eurocentric concepts and theories,
and are thus resentful of their lack of participation and representation in academic
debates, there is something of a protest movement against Western dominance in IR.

— 1 was really impressed by the number of people visiting workshop on
Global South during ISA-2018 Annual Convent in San-Francisco (WB17 — ISA-
Global South Caucus Dialogue) — about 100 academics, including the President
of ISA. What’s the reason for such popularity of this intellectual movement?

— Aside from the reasons cited above, namely, the parochialism of the discipline
and its growing popularity in the Global South, another reason for the high turnout of
Global South scholars at events such as the ISA’s dialogue is that professional associa-
tions such as the ISA are under pressure to create more opportunities for debates and
dialogues on issues of concern to the Global South. Historically, ISA and similar Western
groupings have given little space to Global South concerns. They are thoroughly
dominated by Western scholars. The ISA did not elect a non-Western scholar, or a person
of color, as its President for more than five decades since its founding, i.e., until 2014,
when I was elected as its President. Global South scholars are still seriously underrepre-
sented in ISA’s governance structure, including its leadership and committees. Hence
any opportunity for getting their voice heard at ISA conventions is of great interest and
excitement for Global South scholars.

— According to you, how successful is this narrative ‘Global South’? As a

notion is it better than “developing countries”, “non-aligned movement”, “third

world”, “rising powers”, “non-Western countries”? This could be treated in
some way as an attempt to go away from the real problems of the Asian, African
and Latin American countries, which could hardly be combined in one term. Is
it possible to perceive the Global South as an indivisible community?

— All the terms you mention are problematic. The fact is that none of the expres-
sions, such as Global South, Third World, of Non-West is a unified or homogenous

category. There is a lot of diversity within each such concept, in terms of geographic
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feature, level of economic development, degree of political stability, and the extent of
the international and regional influence of countries. The term “rising powers” is another
such category. If describes only a handful of countries in the Global South, such as
China, India, South Africa, Brazil, Indonesia and Turkey, etc. These constitute what I call
the “power South”, to be distinguished from the “poor South” which includes the Least
Developed Countries (LDCs) like Bangladesh or Myanmar. Many countries are in bet-
ween. So, it’s far from a homogenous, united or indivisible community. Regions are
somewhat more distinctive but even then, large regions like Asia contain a lot of diver-
sity. Yet, there are also some common elements, such as a shared colonial past, and
problems of underdevelopment which are yet to be fully overcome even by China,
which still sees itself as a developing nation. Moreover, Global South as a whole per-
ceives itself to be underrepresented or disadvantaged in the current world power
structure and especially in global governance institutions. So, these create a common
political outlook if not total unity.

— In the article “Imagining Global International Relations out of India”
[2018c], you emphasis the prospects for the development of the Indian theory of
international relations and, in particular, suggest to develop “syncretic or pluralistic
universalism”. Could you explain this term in details? Could it be fully applied
to other Non-Western IR schools, for instance, Chinese or Russian?

— Pluralistic universalism simply means “unity in diversity”. The traditional concept
of universalism is “one size fits all”. I call it “particularistic universalism” of “monistic
universalism”. This assumes that there is one set of standard of rationality or politics
or ideology that applies to all. This is the universalism of Western Enlightenment move-
ment. Here dissent or diversity are not tolerated and are dismissed. Against this, the idea
of “pluralistic universalism’ holds that one should recognize and respect diversity, which
is a fact of life, but still search for a common ground. So, the world is diverse, culturally,
politically, and ideologically. This is the reality. But this does not mean a clash of cultures
of civilizations is inevitable. Instead of dismissing of ignoring that reality, and imposing
the standard of one nation or one particular civilization on all others, one should accept
and respect differences and seek to find ways of reconciling them. It is still possible to
find space for unity and cooperation while respecting differences amongst us.

— In recently published 2nd edition of your book “The End of American
World Order” (the review of the book is placed in this issue of Vestnik RUDN.
International Relations |Grachikov 2018]) you describe the modern world as
“multiplex”. In this regard, we are witnessing now some kind of hybridization of
world and foreign policy, aren’t we?

— A Multiplex World is a pluralistic world that combines the features of both
the West and the Rest, North and the South.

But the key feature of Multiplexity is that there is no global hegemony, like that
of the US or Great Britain before it. There is a multiplicity of ideas, identities and culture
yet nations are bound by an interdependence forged by economic links and shared
vulnerability to transnational dangers like climate change. In a Multiplex World there is no
outright copying of the Western ideas or institutions by Global South countries. Instead,
there is what I have called, especially in my recent book Constructing Global Order,
the dynamics of “localization” (adaptation of foreign ideas and norms by local actors
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in the Global South) , “subsidiarity” (creation of new universal norms by Global South
actors) and “‘circulation” (a continuous exchange of ideas and norms between the Global
North and the Global South). These processes create hybridity in a Multiplex World. They
give agency to the Global South and help bridge the North-South divide and prevent
an outright “clash of civilizations”.

— It is known that the circle of your fans in China is very wide. Your books
are translated and published in China, you are professor at Tsinghua University.
You seem to be very demanded by foreign universities. What are the main
vectors of your cooperation with them? Do you have any academic projects with
Russian ones?

— The Chinese academic community studying international relations is large,
growing and very interested in the kind of work I have been doing, including Asian and
comparative regionalism, constructivism and norm diffusion, non-Western IR Theory
and Global IR. So I get a lot of invitations to teach and speak in China and several of
my books and articles have been translated and published in China. I enjoy speaking
at Chinese universities and think-tanks and find these interactions very useful and
important for my own work. I am not the only foreign scholar to be so engaged in China.
But I have learnt a lot about China and its incredible rise to global power.

I do not have a similar engagement in Russia. But I have visited Moscow at the in-
vitation of the Russian Presidential Academy of National Economy and Public Admi-
nistration (RANEPA) and I have also been invited to St Petersburg State University next
year. I hope there will be more such opportunities in the future for me to interact with
Russian academics.

I am also deeply engaged with the IR community in India, Indonesia, Japan,
Thailand and Myanmar.

— For the last couple decades, some new international institutions have
appeared in the global political arena — BRICS, ABII and others. Do you think
that it is an active process of creating a parallel (alternative) architecture of
international relations or do you believe in convergence?

— I don’t think these are parallel institutions in the sense of challenging existing
multilateral bodies. Rather, they are complimentary, albeit filling a void in addressing
issues and areas where the existing institutions such as the World Bank and the IMF have
proven to be uninterested or ineffective. The AIIB and the BRICS’ New Development
Bank or the Contingent Reserve Arrangement are such institutions. They are distinctive
features of the global multiplexity that I have talked about.

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The collective work under the editorship of Jacqueline Anne Braveboy-Wagner
is nothing less than a practical fruit of Global South Caucus of the International Studies
Association, quite famous around international relations scholars worldwide. Needless
to say, the topic chosen for the book is of high importance due to the rising popularity
of Global South concept in the last decade. As a proof of that — the book has been
published by Palgrave Macmillan, which confirms the significance of the chosen topic
and also guarantees a serious outreach around the globe. The book primarily targets to
fill the gap on foreign policy research regarding the developing nations of Global South.
The main advantage of this collective work is the initial dedication to combine both
highly theoretical and practical approaches of foreign policy and diplomacy analysis
in order to make the work useful for both academic and expert communities. According
to the editor, most essential criteria for such a noble target was to ensure the participation
of only those specialists, who either live and conduct their research in the abovemen-
tioned countries or have strong direct work ties with the scholars form these nations.
Notably, the book aims at amplifying the popularity of the Global South topic among
northern researchers, as well as creating a working network for both younger and older
scientists interested in working on numerous Global South topics.

LATIN AMERICA

When touching upon diplomacy strategy of potential global powers, the book
presents us with a curious example of Brazil. In this regard authors outline a conceptually
important moment — one of the leading nations of the Global South only recently has
learned to appreciate that foreign policy and diplomacy are not quite the same thing.
Diplomacy of the country has for ages existed in a framework of Ministry of Foreign
Affairs being considered its only instrument. At the same time the primary mechanism
for influencing world politics for Brazil is argued to be based on J. Nye’s concept of
soft power, which according to the authors makes great contribution to enhancing
Brazil’s role in current configuration of the International Relations system. On top of
thorough analysis of Brazil’s culture, economy, history and political system authors
get to the idea, that Brazil does have a future as an important power in the international
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arena not just in the context of Global South, but on a much bigger scale as well.
The future of that, however, depends very much on one simple thing — finding a “com-
mon language” with Brazil’s most important partners [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 31].
Mainly that refers to the necessity to make cordial format of relations with number of
other Global South nations more pragmatic and oriented towards mutual gain, rather
than free giveaways. At the same time there is a reasonable concern that despite
the readiness to project cordiality and good will towards extra-regional actors, inside
the region the situation is still marked by mistrust, even though Brazil puts a fair share
of effort to establish and develop regional cooperation. And while regional support is
not precisely an essential condition for political leadership on a global scale, considering
all the odds it is a great advantage for a developing country. Yet the most profound
issue for Brazilian diplomacy according to the book is for the diplomatic corps to catch
up with the ongoing societal changes. It includes a dire need to provide new ideas and
values, expand institutional mechanisms of influence and raise professionalism of
diplomatic personnel — all of which is claimed to help form a more organized approach
to Brazilian diplomacy. In this chapter to analyze the development of Brazilian diplomacy
authors mainly address the period of “Left turn”, mainly characterized by the presidencies
of Lula da Silva and Dilma Rousseff, marking this period as a beginning of more
proactive foreign policy, which also became closely linked with domestic policy as well.
In general authors tend to perceive these presidencies as positive for the development
of diplomacy of Brazil, which is especially interesting in the context of most recent
changes in political system of the country and corruption cases, that concluded in trials
and even incarceration of the above-mentioned leaders [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 51—52].
Another example of Global South nation in Latin America is Venezuela, which
unlike Brazil is presented more as a regional leader rather than a potential global one.
Even though the book starts with the historic overview of how diplomatic strategy
of Venezuela developed thought time, it mainly concentrates on the most recent period
starting with the presidency of Hugo Chavez. Authors touch upon two general foreign
policy concepts that were developed and implemented in this period of time: “Soft
balancing” and “Hard balancing” [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 265]. Despite the fact that
Venezuela was primary provider of hydrocarbons to the US market, ideologically this
country maintains a rather defiant anti-American orientation when it comes to military
and ideology. This contradicting positions evidently need certain mechanisms to effec-
tively coexist in terms of national foreign policy and trade, and soft and hard balancing
concepts according to the authors are the key elements to this equation. The main target
of “Soft balancing” is to increase regional autonomy in Latin America, provide an effec-
tive alternative model of cooperation, organizations, integrational formats for the region
in order to weaken the hegemonic position of US and raise the cost of its foreign policy
in the Hemisphere. To achieve that Venezuela aimed at promoting new cooperation
approach aimed at tackling a vast number of social and development problems, which
generally are considered a priority for the developing countries of Latin America.
The intensification of regionalization process thus is supposed to gradually and non-
violently push out dominant Washington’s influence, which would automatically grant
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all the countries of the region to conduct more independent and autonomous foreign
policy courses [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 267].

“Hard balancing” — another approach that focuses on the increase of military
capacity and role of armed forces in the country in accord with the asymmetrical war
doctrine. Even though originally it is supposed to complement the soft balancing
in reconfiguring the influence of the US in the region, it generally means being ready
to use real power when necessary [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 269]. Interestingly, due to
the historic specificity of the region, the rising role of military in the political life
of a state is usually perceived to be a negative process in Latin America; when in case
of Caracas it serves to amplify alliances, rework foreign policy concepts and external
trade priorities.

Authors argue that in terms of political leadership in the region Venezuela for
a period of time was a significant actor comparable to the caliber of Brazil, mainly
because the abundancy of hydrocarbons and relatively high prices for them at the time.
It allowed Caracas not only to amplify social policy and target social inclusion issues,
but also to quite successfully stay afloat during the 2008 financial crisis. However,
recent events that followed the death of ever charismatic leader Hugo Chavez, including
the raging inflation and rapidly progressing social, political and economic crisis on
a national scale — are quite evidently demonstrating the inability of Venezuela to claim
the regional leadership. Due to this the book even suggests that Caracas is a “regional
leader with the feet of clay”, meaning that the geopolitical vision of the world and
complex attempts to recalibrate the existing regional or global political balance poorly
coexist with unbalanced economic system, based on selling mineral resources to the
hostile political power, and domestic policy that lacks consistency and stability. Authors
conclude, that since 2016 Caracas maintains ambitious political rhetoric in the inter-
national arena, but without former efficiency of “petro-diplomacy” to sustain it there
is little chance for Venezuela to successfully carry out own regional and extra-regional
agenda [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 284]. On top of that the recent “right” turn of Argentina
and Brazil there is yet more obstacles for the spreading of the Venezuelan influence
in Latin America.

Another good insight into different models of diplomacy among the Global South
nations In the Western Hemisphere is Cuba. In the book it is marked as a sub-regional
leader, and at the same time authors outline the main distinctive feature of the Cuban
diplomacy — small territory and various considerable vulnerabilities and dependencies
do not undermine its foreign policy impressive capabilities. By adopting a set of efficient
and pragmatic concepts, Cuba managed to ensure a serious global political presence
for a state with such prolific domestic issues. Here the book concentrates on the analysis
of four types of diplomacy that Cuba adopts to widen its political influence in the Global
South: regionalism, multilateralism and internationalism, medical diplomacy, and public
diplomacy [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 322]. The main narrative in this regard is the timely
transition of Cuban diplomacy from the ideological basis to a more pragmatic approach
based on soft power with obvious attention to humanitarian and development coopera-
tion, including medical assistance. Although the degree of critique of diplomacy systems
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of sub-regional and exclusively regional powers in the book is generally lower than
that of the potential global leaders, in terms of Cuba authors made an emphasis on the
prognosis that Cuba is most likely to remain massively limited in projecting political
influence abroad. Even though current diplomacy model seems to be demonstrating
impressive results, it is the profound economic challenges that limit any further develop-
ment for this country in terms of amplifying its role in intra and extra-regional politics.
On top of that authors make a conclusion that lack of Allies and low dedication to
demonstrate full-scale practical support among existing international sympathizers cripple
the capabilities of Cuba to outgrow the role of a potential sub-regional leader and adopt
new formats and mechanisms of foreign policy. At the same time authors suggest that
while being undoubtedly crucial, factors like lack of resources, economic layout and
external political pressure cannot truly be labeled as defining for the current challenges
that Cuba experiences in the international arena [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 329]. Cuba
in the recent years had managed to strengthen and revitalize relations with traditional
partners as well as establish new connections as well. Even the United States since 2015
have made several steps towards reloading the traditionally tense dialogue with Havana.
The book argues that the core issue for Cuba in general is the governments reluctance
to accept political and societal changes and initiate the formation of civil society.
Constant crackdowns on opposition, demonstrative exclusion of non-governmental
actors from the political process and disregard for human rights instills understandable
criticism into potential partners [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 338]. In combination with
serious mistrust of Cuban political elite towards Washington this becomes one of the
hardest obstacles on the road to once and for all overcome Cuban regional and global
isolation.

ASIAN-PACIFIC REGION

In terms of Global South countries in the Asian-pacific it is impossible not to
mention China. Chapter 3 “Aspiring to Be a Global Power: China’s Activism in the
Global South” analyses the role of Global South vector in the foreign policy of China
alongside with the its’ diplomatic strategies in the context of the countries’ integration
in the contemporary global governance system. According to the author of the chapter,
mr. J. Char, foreign policy of China under Xi Jinping became more pro-active due to
the implementation of multilateral diplomacy, Chinese activities in UN, peacekeeping,
creation of ambitious geo-economic projects (Belt and Road Initiative) and financial
institutes [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 60]. The book outlines that China positions itself
as a developing nation even though it currently is the second largest economy in the
world and provide significant aid to the countries of Asia, Africa and Latin America.
Among the most essential interests of China in the sphere of international cooperation
the book names the following: the need to promote the One-China policy globally,
maintaining border security by implementing peripheral diplomacy with the Asian
countries and ensuring new energy resources markets of Africa and Latin America
to stimulate export-oriented economy [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 65]. Thus, the predomi-
nance of purely pragmatic approach towards the Global South vector of Chinese foreign
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policy grants a number of advantages compared to the activities of the western countries.
The book states that the basic principles of the Chinese foreign policy towards the Global
South had been formed during Mao Zedong, when 5 principles of peaceful coexistence
were announced. Under Deng Xiaoping with his “Socialism with Chinese characteristics”
China had guaranteed itself an environment favorable to the economic growth and
reintegration into the global economy. Subsequent leaders introduced the definitions
of “peace” and “development” as important postulates for the international cooperation
of China in the bipolar world. Under Xi Jinping Chinese diplomacy has been extended
by the orientation towards the mutual gain and abandonment of zero-sum game principle
[Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 66].

Further in the text the author of the chapter conducts thorough analysis of the
modern diplomatic strategies of China, which include “Developmental” Economic
Policy. By giving comprehensive examples the author concludes that Global South
countries can be considered the main targets of China’s mutually beneficial economic
diplomacy. According to the author, the “Soft” Security Policy of China is based on
peacekeeping (under UN) and mediation (like in the case of Sudan and Myanmar) roles
of China in the resolution of international conflicts on top of the efforts to combat non-
traditional threats to global security (Ebola case, piracy and etc.); all of which is mostly
targeted towards helping the countries of the Global South. However, the key component
of the foreign policy of China is the Multilateralist Policy that forms the key. On top
of that China’s self-identification as a developing state of the Global South amplifies
its influence in the international arena [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 70]. Among the internal
and external factors that define China’s foreign policy the author names Global
governance structure and its effect on national interests of China; bureaucracies and
personal preferences of the ruling party and nationalism.

However, on its way to acquiring the status of the global power, China encounters
certain issues regarding its relations with other Global South nations. Among those —
“Chinese threat” thesis and general anti-Chinese position of the local populations
in the countries where Chinese companies work on multiple infrastructure projects.
In the conclusion of the chapter it is noted that cooperation of China with the countries
of the Global South can be marked as an example of the transformation of the global
governance system that can serve as an alternative to the presumably universal Western
model of development [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 80].

Another country in the region mentioned in the book under the Global South
diplomacy strategy analysis if Singapore. Even though not as politically potent or
ambitious (and thus unable to compete for global leadership), this country nonetheless
has successfully portrayed itself as a potential regional leader and is often set as
an example of unprecedented economic and development success of a small nation.
Chapter 15 “The Diplomacy of Singapore: Rationality and Pitfalls” takes a close look
into the basic determinants of the Singapore’s foreign policy starting with its independ-
ence in 1965. While reviewing theoretical basis of Singapore foreign policy and outlining
the scarcity of territories, author mentions virtual enlargement of the role of Singapore via
political mediation in United Nations and ASEAN and promotion of its economic model
of development among the Global South countries [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 418—419].
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Another interesting case from the book is India. It is the world’s most populous
democracy and second most populous country, the ninth largest economy in the world.
India could be described as an emerging power, a regional power, a global power,
a great power, and a would-be great power. At the time, on the global level, India has
refused to build any traditional sort of “military alliance” either with or against the USA.
Nevertheless, India continues to play a leading role in the global south and “Strategic
restraint”. The authors outline India’s ability to expand its relationship with the ASEAN
states, which is a key factor in the larger power play in the Indo-Pacific, given the
dominance of China in the subregion. The challenge of trust in the region unable India
to craft careful policies in dealing with Pakistan and China [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 98].
India is gearing up and moving toward staking a global claim but has to make sure
that this course of actions would be in line with its core national security and strategic
interests.

AFRICA AND MIDDLE EAST

In the region sliding into chaos, Egypt looks relatively stable. Although Egypt’s
geostrategic environment deteriorated as the country was surrounded by dysfunctional
states — Libya, Sudan, Iraq, Syria and Palestine — which increased Egypt’s vulnerability
to threats of international terrorism and weapons smuggling through its territory. That
is why Egypt is included in the process of implementing the new doctrine of regional
security based on military force. The future of the Middle East region will be determined
by the ability of Russia and China to fill the emerging vacuum and by regional powers,
namely Egypt, Iran, Turkey and Saudi Arabia. Achieving common positions in order
to form a stable regional system of international relations will require a dialogue between
these competing countries. According to the Chapter 6 “Egypt as a Leading Nation:
Regional Imperatives and Domestic Constraints”, Egyptian diplomacy, which has
a history of proven success in resolving contradictions, will allow Egypt to occupy a
worthy place in this system as an intermediary, as well as a mediator to reach a political
solution for the conflicts in Syria and Gaza [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 158]. Egypt has
been using branding strategies in order to establish itself as a regional power to build
its image globally. Egypt’s regional status has been largely built on its soft power. In any
case, Egypt may not be able to be an undisputed regional leader. However, two difficult
questions have to be solved for this: confrontation of Egypt with Turkey and Qatar and
internal confrontation within the country with the Muslim Brotherhood. The inclusion
of the latter in the strategic plans of the United States and Saudi Arabia to create a Sunni
coalition against Shiite Iran can reduce the severity of the problem and increase Egypt’s
ability to attract financial resources to solve its domestic economic problems.

Speaking about Iran, researchers, above all, point to its potential as one of the most
promising key players in the Persian Gulf and the Middle East, and more over stressed
in the Chapter 7 “Iran’s Permanent Quest for Regional Power Status” that “the perma-
nent objective of Iran is to become a key player in the region, not just in the Persian Gulf
but also in the greater Middle East and Central Asia” [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 182].
They argue that “Iran has fulfilled, both during the era of Shah Reza Pahlavi and during
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the era of the Islamic Republic, the role assigned to it as a middle power”, which act
to create and maintain a favorable regional context while aspiring to a global presence.
As rightly noted, Iran's withdrawal to the role of the new leader in the region was due
to the overthrow of Saddam Hussein's regime in Iraq and the defeat of the Taliban but
this favorable situation was mainly attributable to the US intervention rather than
a successful Iranian diplomacy [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 186].

The process of decision-making in Iran from the outputs of foreign policy was
a single person decision mechanism either during the times of the Shah or since
the establishment of the Islamic Republic. President Rohani, with the “resistance
economy” and the “heroic flexibility” concepts introduced by Khamenei in 2012
and 2013, managed to become an exponent of both parts of the modern Iranian elite.
Special attention is paid to the consideration of the specifics of Iranian regional strategy
and diplomacy. The problem of independence of Iran and the need to ensure it was
reflected in Iran's use of various approaches to diplomacy, such as “positive equilibrium”,

“negative equilibrium”, “third power diplomacy”, “positive nationalism”, “nonalign-
ment”, and “independent national policy” as well as “pragmatism”, “multilateralism”,
and “regionalism”. The basic principles of Iranian foreign policy from the time of the
revolution are as follows: independence from the East as well as the West; designating
the USA as the principal enemy of Iran; fighting against superpowers and the Zionist
power; supporting all the oppressed peoples throughout the world, especially the Muslim
ones; liberation of Jerusalem; anti-imperialism, support of the oppressed masses
[Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 199]. All these ideological principles are deeply influenced
by a “mixture of an innovative Shia religious doctrine and a revolutionary Third-
Worldism and anti-imperialism”. The region around Iran since pre-revolutionary times
is of geographical priority for Iranian foreign policy and area of its strategic interest.
Dealing with most “global south nations” Iran claim to be the state that guarantees
stability and security in the Persian Gulf but ideological and religious contention since
the revolution generate distrust among its neighbors, priory the conservative Gulf states.
Moreover, the regime’s ideological and anti-system stance started the strategic alliance
with Assad in Syria and the alleged support for Houthis in Yemen. Yet the same factor
led to direct confrontation with the Saudi Arabia and Egypt. Islamic Republic, especially
after the Iran-Iraq war, manage its diplomacy more carefully using mixture of hard and
soft power instruments to try to overcome regional distrust [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 188].
It is noted that since the late 1970s Iran has been associated with an ideological
component in international relations in the region.

The author also indicates two new discourses, made by President Khatami and
Ayatollah Khamenei: the call for the promotion of confidence-building measures in the
Middle East and Gulf countries (Khatami 1997), and the second — for ending the ideo-
logical struggle of the Islamic Republic vis-a-vis other Islamic states (Khamenei 1997).
During Ahmadinejad’s neoconservative period in Iran several new postures in foreign
affairs was inaugurated and IRI “gained a major boost among the nonaligned countries
at a time of ostracism by the major powers”. It is important, that Iran could not emerge
unharmed from long-term sanctions. And only in 2015 Iran possesses competitive

economic capabilities in relation to others in the Middle East with a supervised nuclear
program that can foster its global prestige. The nuclear negotiations in Geneva repre-
sented a diplomatic victory. Iran obtained international recognition of its nuclear program
and was recognized as a necessary interlocutor in resolving regional conflicts such as
the Syrian civil war. Taking into account its “soft power” Iran certainly could be among
the global south countries in the 2000s. Its “Dialogue of Civilizations” initiative (1997)
that was accepted within the Islamic Conference and the United Nations (UN) shows
that Iran also is a state with “great power” aspirations. The chapter concludes that
“although Iran has been well placed historically to play a leading role in the Middle
East, it has clearly faced some challenges stemming from the way it has been inserted
into and interacted with the regional and international systems”. Finally, it is stated that
Iran succeeded in projecting itself as a regional leader in the Middle East since the
1970s, nevertheless “it has not yet been able to attain a consistent leadership role,
primarily because the perception of Iran regionally and internationally and its capacity
to project itself successfully has been so dependent on systemic factors” [Braveboy-
Wagner 2016: 205]. The influence of internal processes (internal balance of power, the
Iranian public’s views, and the reciprocal relations between society and regime) on foreign
policy of Iran must be taken into account by decision makers in the West in designing
their policy toward Iran.

In Chapter 13 the authors consider globally active foreign policy path of Qatar
after 1995. The authors underlined that “global activism” model of the foreign policy
was pursued by Qatar neither because of imminent military and economic security
threats or the need to protect sovereignty. After 2014 its onset was attributable to the
conflation of complexities in Arab Spring revolts, intra-Gulf politics and Qatar’s
domestic societal reactions. Thus, Qatar showed that “global activism could not be
pursued without increased security costs; pursuing ambition required adjustments
in strategies” [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 365].

Among the African countries Nigeria, the most populous country and the largest
economy on the African continent, has maintained a fairly consistent foreign policy
since its independence in 1960. The country has variously been described as “a regional
hegemon”, “Africa’s most powerful nation”, “the giant in the sun of Africa”, “the crip-
pled giant”, and locally as “Big Brother”. As it underlined, against the backdrop of the
rollback of democracy in several countries of the continent, Nigeria has certainly gained
greater regional legitimacy by democracy [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 214]. But although
Nigeria wishes to be perceived as a non-threatening leader in the region and continent,
its size and proactive diplomacy have sometimes had the opposite effect of making its
neighbors wary of its hegemony. However, there are challenges to its leadership
(urgently needs to promote good governance by tackling corruption, provide efficient
power sector for industrial production, transform the country’s dilapidated infrastructure
as well as address the problems of terrorism and youth unemployment). Nigeria is one
of the two African giants capable of playing leading roles in advancing US foreign
policy goals in Africa. It is stressed, that if Nigeria wishes to fulfill its role as a regional
hegemonic power and to benefit from the current process of global economic integration,
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“it must not just continue its peacekeeping/peacemaking role in the region but also
enhance its soft power capabilities to support its domestic and diplomatic initiatives”.
This calls for a coherent government strategy that will underscore a responsible foreign
policy and domestically, long-term, sustainable development. The democratic enhance-
ment instead of military dictatorship and institutional, technological, and diplomatic
reforms and capacity-building programs will create a favorable image of Nigeria in the
galas of the international community. They authors of the Chapter 8 “Nigeria’s Diplo-
macy: The Challenges of Regional Power and Leadership in a Globalizing World”
argued that the key question for Nigeria is: how well is Nigeria positioned to sustain
its leadership role in Africa and to remain competitive in an age of globalization? Nigeria
needs to seize the opportunity for a greater projection at the sub-regional, continental,
and global levels [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 233].

Uganda forms part of the GLR, EAC, and the Greater Horn of Africa and it plays
a strategic role in regional security in all of them. The authors outline that being land-
locked, and smaller in size compared to neighboring countries, Uganda has taken
advantage of its location by acting as the continental bridge between Anglophone and
Francophone Africa and between Arab Africa and Black Africa, aspiring to regional
hegemony. At the same time the political and economic exclusion of Northern and
Western Uganda have exposed these areas to endless cross-border conflicts [Braveboy-
Wagner 2016: 240]. Analyzing the features of Uganda’s strategies, a focus on alternative
development thinking is useful, highlighting the expectations of Uganda’s move-
mentocracy and related ideas and activities at the regional and international levels.
In Chapter 9. Uganda: A Mix of Strategies for Soft Power the factor of its complicated
relations with its neighbors in East Africa and the Great Lakes region (GLR) is under-
lined. Kenya, Uganda, and Tanzania arguably all can claim to play leadership roles
in East Africa. Among them Uganda has perhaps carved out the most aggressive position
in terms of its regional foreign policy. In contemporary Uganda Museveni’s regime
has had to project both hard and soft power in the region because of the priority of
assuring domestic and national security in building the nation. Uganda’s overarching
diplomatic strategy can be described as “activism of small states,” under which foreign
policy is used as an instrument of nation building and consolidation. In this regard,
at the regional level Uganda has been a strong supporter of economic and political
integration in the context of the EAC. Cultural factors and presidential control may
operate in combination in Ugandan regional policies when ethnic factors are taken into
account. [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 256]. Uganda has also promoted itself as a regional
peacemaker. Beyond the region, Uganda has been proactive at the UN, seeking out
prominent diplomatic positions. Furthermore, in view of the emergence of new global
economic power centers, Uganda plans to take advantage of China, Brazil and India.

According to the authors, South Africa is not only a leading developing state
but also is the leader in the wider global arena. The South Africa concept of “leading
global south nation” forms the basis of the strategy of the presence of South Africa
in world politics, or “the aspiration is for South Africa to influence international relations
at the global level, in order to advance the interests of itself and its region”. As it is shown
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in Chapter 5 the commitment to a South and African-focused foreign policy has become
one of the distinguishing features of South Africa’s foreign policy. Today, multilateralism
remains foundational to South Africa’s foreign policy as well as the soft power. South
Africa uses both the development assistance and military capabilities to advance its image
as a peacemaker and a responsible regional leader. The authors conclude that a “multi-
pronged foreign policy approach of ambiguity that allows for ad-hoc decision-making
based on what policymakers perceive to be in the national interest at any given time
might just be the only possible strategy for a state that is still struggling to come to
terms with its identity and its national interests” [Braveboy-Wagner 2016: 146].

CONCLUSION

Overall, we can conclude, that despite certain imperfections the book seems
to tackle the targets that has been put before it. Most important achievement of the book,
in our opinion, is the variety of nations, foreign policy courses and diplomatic strategies
that have been analyzed and put together. The structure of the book allows to grasp
the main similarities and differences of Global South nations on different levels when
it comes to establishing and maintaining their international ties. The book demonstrates,
that in fact there is no unified and homogeneous Global South, instead there is a number
of developing nations, whose targets seem to gain similarity with each year. The book
offers two main conceptual ideas.

First, former approaches towards researching International Relations, that marked
small nations’ foreign policies as insignificant, inevitably lose support among IR
researchers. By now It indeed should be clear enough that the experience of the Global
South nations can make International Relations more inclusive and guarantee a better
understanding of this field of study.

Second, quite popular among IR scholars classic realist security-oriented approaches
and liberal institutionalism cannot be fully implemented in relation to the developing
nations of the Global South and require certain adjustments. No current IR theory can
neither truly explain the political processes happening in the Global South countries,
nor incorporate and seriously take into the account all the diversity of unique local
narratives out there. It is not possible to fully reveal, for example, the influence of the
confessional factor and inter-confessional competition on the development of the trans-
formation process of modern international relations with the participation of the countries
of the South.
