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Conflict-Generating Risks of the Ethnocultural Foundations
of the Student Youth Identity:
The Case of the Frontier North Caucasus Region

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Abstract

Introduction. In multi-ethnic regions, which include the North Caucasus and the South of Russia in ge-
neral, reducing the risks of identity conflict, in particular the conflictogenic potential of ethnic identity,
is one of the priority tasks of public administration. The object of this policy, first of all, is the youth of
the region, from whose ranks the activists of protest movements are recruited. This situation requires
monitoring the social well-being of young people in the context of the combination of all-Russian and
ethno-confessional identity. The aim of the study is to identify conflictogenic risks arising in the process
of sociocultural interaction in multi-ethnic youth communities of border regions.

Materials and Methods. The empirical basis of the research state of social identity of youth in the
North Caucasus was the results of surveys conducted by the authors in March — April 2022 and 2023
among students of regional universities. It was assumed that the aggravation of the geopolitical si-
tuation and a special military operation acted as a trigger for the transformation of the social identity
of youth, which has a different trajectory for groups of youth representing the peoples of the North
Caucasus and Russians living in the region. An emotional assessment of closeness with communities
of different taxonomic series made it possible to establish the significance of all-Russian identity in
comparison with ethnic, regional and confessional ones.

Results. A comparative analysis of the collected material indicates that the most significant consolidat-
ing values and symbols that unite the youth of the region are the common state and state symbols. By
choosing these values, as well as the values of Russian culture and the general historical past, young
people who consider themselves to be the peoples of the North Caucasus have come closer to the va-
lue profile of Russian youth in the region. In the consciousness of Russian youth, there is a growth in
sociocultural values, the significance of which in their ideas has approached all-Russian civil and po-
litical values. There continues to be a trend aimed at sociocultural integration and erasing ethnocultural
differences among the youth of the groups under consideration.

Discussion and Conclusion. All-Russian and ethnic identities among young people living in the region
are complementary, not competitive. The challenges the country faces are viewed by them as personal
and socially significant. This trend is becoming a significant factor that reduces the conflict-generating
risks of ethnocultural foundations of identity in youth communities of the North Caucasus. Scientific
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results will contribute to the understanding of sociocultural threats and risks of conflict in multiethnic
youth communities of frontier regions, and will be useful to the scientific community and government
authorities.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article is devoted to the study of the effectiveness of digital communication of
the governor’s corps with the society. This problem attracts the attention of many scholars, but there
are very few works with empirical verification of the models proposed by various research authors,
and there is a lack of substantiation and scientific understanding of the objective assessment of the
effectiveness of digital dialog. The purpose of the study is to analyze and compare the effectiveness of
digital communication of regional heads of the Central Federal District on the basis of empirical data
and identify its strengths and weaknesses

Materials and Methods. To assess the effectiveness of digital communication of regional heads with
the population, a study was conducted, which included 2 stages. At the first stage of the research the
responsiveness of the authorities to the needs of the population was assessed by means of an online
survey. The second stage of the research was realized through monitoring of social networks of the
heads of regions of the Central Federal District. The tasks of the second stage included the search
for answers to the questions about the popularity of regional policy among the population, about the
compliance of the information agenda of the regional heads with the needs articulated in the regional
social media, as well as about the effectiveness of response to certain problematic situations arising on
the ground.

Results. One fifth of respondents addressed to the heads of regions via social networks with complaints
and suggestions. About half of the respondents found it difficult to assess their satisfaction with the
request sent. Almost a third of respondents expressed satisfaction with the response of the governor’s
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services. Respondents assessed the work of governors with a predominance of positive assessments on
the scales of openness and efficiency, as well as effectiveness. At the same time, according to the profile
of citizens’ assessments, the work of the governor’s corps is conducted more according to its own
agenda (rather than based on the problems of ordinary people), it is often performed in an ostentatious
manner and with elements of imitation of activity.

Discussion and Conclusion. The results obtained allow us to attribute involvement in modern online
communications, the ability to establish constant and effective feedback with the population to one
of the most important competencies of the governor. The analysis shows that these qualities have
so far fallen out of the personal priorities of some regional leaders. The practical significance of the
study lies in the possibility of using the results of a comparative assessment of the constructiveness of
online communication of governors of the regions of the Central Federal District with the population,
weaknesses and potential of such a dialog.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article studies patent activity in the regions of Russia. The relevance of the research
in this area is determined by the importance of the innovation component in economic growth, as well
as by the established targets in the Concept of Technological Development of the Russian Federation
for the period up to 2030. The aim of the study is to identify possible types and directions of patent po-
licy for different groups of Russian regions on the basis of patent activity factors.

Materials and Methods. The empirical material for the analysis includes data from the World Intellec-
tual Property Organization (WIPO) and the Federal State Statistics Service (FSSS) for 2012-2021. We
use linear regression to identify the key factors affecting the patent activity of the regions. The method
of hierarchical clustering allowed us to identify groups of regions according to their patent activity.
Results. The linear regression showed the statistically significant dependence of regional patent acti-
vity on I-activity level of organizations, the number of active fixed broadband Internet subscribers per
100 population and the average of internal costs for research and development per 1 organization in the
region. The hierarchical clustering distinguished 5 clusters of regions: “The Leader”, “Innovation cen-
ters”, “Regions of high manufacturability”, “Old R&D regions” and “Regions-outsiders”. The authors
also formulate definitions of the regional patent policy and the national patent policy and present typol-
ogies of state patent policy.

Discussions and Conclusions. Based on empirical and theoretical analysis, recommendations on fur-
ther directions for the development of active patent policies were given to groups of regions. The results
of the study can be applied in the development and implementation of scientific and technological re-
gional development strategies, and will also be useful to specialists and government officials involved
in regulating patent activity in the regions.

Introduction. Ensuring long-term economic growth in the modern world is almost
impossible without introducing innovations. Today there are many innovative deve-
lopment indices and ratings of countries and regions. Ratings of regional innovative
development are being actively created in Russia; among the most famous are: the
Rating of Innovative Regions of Russia by the Association of Innovative Regions of
Russia! and the Russian Regional Innovation Scoreboard by the National Research
University Higher School of Economics?.

One of the key indicators of regional innovative development is their patent ac-
tivity. Ensuring innovative development of the economy is extremely important for

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the Russian Federation [1; 2]. To achieve the target indicators of the Concept of
Technological Development by 2030° (in particular, an increase in the number of
patent applications by 2.4 times), efforts and measures are required not only at the
federal but also at the regional level. However, high results of socio-economic indi-
cators and, especially, innovative development indicators are not common in most
regions of the Russian Federation.

In this article, the authors undertake to analyze the parameter of regional pa-
tent activity as an indicator of the innovative development of the region. The purpose
of the study is to determine possible types and directions of patent policy for diffe-
rent groups of regions in the Russian Federation based on factors of patent activity.
In accordance to this purpose, we:

1) determine trends in national and regional patent activity of the Russian Fede-
ration over the past 10 years;

2) based on correlation and regression analysis, identify the key factors that de-
termined regional patent activity in 2021;

3) using the clustering method, distinguish regions by patent activity and other
parameters of innovative development.

According to the Federal Service for Intellectual Property of the Russian Federa-
tion (the Rospatent)* and W. Strielkowski [3], digital transformation contributes to an
increase in the number of applications in electronic form. In this study, we test whether
digitalization has an impact on patent activity in general. Therefore, the authors hy-
pothesize that digitalization should have a positive effect on regional patent activity.

Based on the theoretical provisions of D. Romer’s model of economic growth,
namely the production function of knowledge, the authors put forward the hypothesis
that human capital has a decisive role in regional patent activity.

The authors also believe that the number of technology organizations in the region
should have a positive effect on regional patent activity.

Another hypothesis is the positive dependence of the regional patent activity on
the average internal costs for research and development per 1 organization in the region.

Literature Review. The methodological basis of the study are articles devo-
ted to regional patent activity in Russia over the past 10 years, including studies by
M. A. Nikonova [4], J. A. Gadzhiev [5], Y. L. Domnich [6], L. Aldieri, M. Kotsemir,
& C. P. Vinci [7], etc. Most of these articles are rather descriptive and only report sta-
tistical indicators and some trends in patent activity in the regions, mainly until 2019.
S. Zemtsov, A. Muradov, I. Wade and V. Barinova attempted to build a regression model
only to determine which of the two parameters (human capital or research and develop-
ment (R&D) costs) has a more important impact on patent activity in the region [8]. An
attempt to construct a regression was also made in the study of T. D. Degtyareva [9],
however, the constructed model also uses only two parameters — the number of patents
for inventions and the number of patents for utility models. In addition, both studies

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use data only up to 2015, without taking into account subsequent further recovery and
crisis changes in the Russian economy. These constructed regression models do not
take into account other parameters that may affect regional patent activity.

We admit the study of I. E. Ilina, N. I. Zolotykh and I. V. Bitkina, where an attempt
was made to construct an index of the regional patent activity based on four groups
of parameters: patents, technologies, infrastructure, and stuff [10]. Despite the deep
theoretical development of the construction index logic, the study did not attempt
to construct a regression (or correlation) analysis, therefore, there may be multicol-
linearity among the variables.

An important theoretical basis for the current article is developments in the field
of innovation strategy and regional innovation policy by Russian and international
economists [11-13]. In addition, in domestic studies in the 2000s, attempts were
made to conceptualize patent policy within the framework of political economy and
the institutional approach. In particular, the type of patent policy focused on classi-
cal universities in the system of regional innovation policy was described [14], and
institutional conditions were analyzed as a factor influencing the formation of regio-
nal innovation policy®. These studies formed the basis for the author’s development
of the typology of patent policy, as well as the formulation of definitions of terms.

Many research projects attempted to create an index of regional innovative de-
velopment [15; 16]. These developments allowed us to correctly identify potential
variables that may influence patent activity in the region. For instance, M. G. Karelina
used different indicators related to the research and educational sphere to construct an
index of innovative development of the region based on three groups of parameters:
innovation potential, innovation climate, and innovation performance [17].

The study is also based on the Knowledge Production Function (KPF) models,
which describe the relationship between R&D costs, human capital, and innovation
results. Basic ideas about the production function of knowledge are associated with
the papers of Paul Romer, Zvi Griliches and Adam Jaffe in the 1980s°.

Thus, at the time of preparing the article current review and analysis of regional
patent policy in Russia is not fully presented and requires more in-depth statistical
and theoretical analysis using clustering and regression analysis methods.

Materials and Methods. In this paper, the authors use translations of the Russian
Federation constituent entities according to ISO 3166-2:RU which defines codes for
some of the names of the Russian principal subdivisions. The data for analysis was
taken for the period 2012-2021, therefore 85 regions are included in the statistics
(and before 2014 — 83 regions).

Patent activity is the level of development of a country’s innovative activity in
the context of registered patents and applications for patents from the subjects of the
country, as well as foreign residents. The fact is that not every patent is a commercial
success. Therefore, for this study, the indicators of the coefficient of inventive activity

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(for regression analysis) and the FSSS data on issued patents in the regions are used. In
this article, the coefficient of inventive activity refers to the number of issued patents
per 10,000 people in the region [5, p. 65]:

In general, the article uses the FSSS statistical collection “Regions of Russia.
Socio-economic indicators” for the periods 2012-2022. We decided to analy-
ze and pay attention to this specific period due to the changed economic situation
in Russia after the 2014 crisis, when sanctions against Russia were introduced.
Data for 2012 and 2013 allow us to look at the situation before significant struc-
tural changes in the country’s economy, and the field of 2014 allows us to track
the dynamics of how the economic situation could influence the development of
patent activity in the regions.

In this article, the analysis of patent activity in the regions of Russia will be based
on indicators of patents for inventions and utility models, since the number of patents
for industrial designs is insignificant and does not have a strong impact on the total
volume of patents.

The article is based on methods of statistical data analysis. To determine the key
factors of regional patent activity, the authors use a multiple regression model. The
method of hierarchical clustering is used to identify groups of regions. Taking into
account the economic situation in 2021-2022 (coronavirus crisis), as well as the fact
that data for 2022 is the most current at the time of writing, the authors use data for
2022 to carry out the specified statistical methods of analysis.

Results. Analysis of the Russian Regional Patent Activity Dynamics (2012-2021).
In the period from 2012-2021, there is a dynamic (trend) of a decrease in regional pa-
tent activity according to the Russian average. This is also accompanied by a decrease
in patent applications in the regions (see Fig. 1).

The largest number of patents was issued in 2014 — 35,332 patents, and the larg-
est number of patent applications was in 2013 — 42,354 applications. Moreover, in
2021, 28,442 patent applications were filed, of which 21,745 were approved (76.45%
approval rate).

In general, the dynamics of the Russian patent activity are similar to European
dynamics but have more acute dynamics: the declines in 2014, 2016, 2019 and 2020
are more significant than in Europe as a whole (see Fig. 2)’. At the same time, in
2017 and 2021, a recovery in patent activity was observed throughout the world
and in Europe, but in Russia, there were serious drops in these years (—12.1% and
—12.8%). We assume that such dynamics are associated with the slower adaptation
and recovery of Russian technology companies after the crises of 2014—2016 and the
coronavirus pandemic in 2020.

According to analytical statements of the Rospatent, the greatest blow during
the crisis came from a decrease in patent activity among individual entrepreneurs?.

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Thus, in 2021, the number of applications from legal entities increased by 1.2%, while
individuals submitted 45.9% less than last year. It is mainly due to this that sharp
reductions in patent activity in Russia occur.

At the same time, the dynamics of the approval rate do not have an obvious trend
(see Fig. 3). The highest percentage of patent applications approval was in 2014
(95% of patents were approved), as well as in 2017 (89%).

The absolute leader in patent activity is the Central Federal District: it accounts for
almost half of all patents issued in Russia. At the same time, we note that over the past
three years, the share of the Central Federal District decreased by almost 3% (compared
to 2012), and the share of the Northwestern Federal District increased by 3% (to 12.58%).
The second place in terms of contribution to the total number of patents issued in Russia
is occupied by the Volga Federal District, which also slightly increased its share.

It is also worth noting the drop in issued patents in the North Caucasian Federal
District, both in absolute and relative values — the share decreased from 3.32% to
1.67%, and the total number of issued patents from 1118 to 363 patents (almost in
3 times) — this is the most significant drop among federal districts in 10 years. The
greatest decline in this federal district was demonstrated by the Republic of Dagestan:
from 630 to 44 issued patents. At the same time, the reduction was mainly due to
patents for inventions (and not for utility models), which dominated the structure of
patent activity in the region. We attribute this to time lags associated with the inef-
fective work of the regional office of the Rospatent, since in 2014, 2015, 2018, and
2020 the number of issued patents was greater than patent applications (see Fig. 4).

The shares of the remaining federal districts were approximately at the same level
for 10 years: Southern Federal District ~6—7%, Ural Federal District ~6%, Siberian
Federal District 8.5-9%, Far Eastern Federal District ~2% (see Fig. 4).

The greatest decline in patent issuance in federal districts was observed in 2016,
2020, and 2021: on average —15.22%, —17.3% and —9.17%, respectively (see Fig. 5).
It was during these years that crisis phenomena in the economy and stagnation were
observed, which affected patent activity in the regions.

Determination of the regional patent activity factors based on the regression
model results. Before the regression model construction, the authors cleared the data
of externalities. Thus, out of 85 regions, 78 regions remained to build the regression
model. First of all, regions where data on patent activity is not provided (Nenets Auto-
nomous District and Chukotka Autonomous District) and where the Inventive Activity
Coefficient is below 10% (Republic of Adygea, Altai Republic, Republic of Ingushetia)
were deleted. The top externalities (St. Petersburg and Moscow) were also crossed
out, since these regions are not only statistically unsuitable for econometric analysis.

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Most often, the number of employees with higher education or the number of
researchers per 1 resident of the region is used as an indicator of the human capital
level. The authors of the article also propose to use as a metric of human capital in
the personnel aspect — the number of bachelors and masters enrolled in higher educa-
tional institutions in the region in period n. According to the authors, this indicator is

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more reliable, since it reflects the educational and personnel aspects of human capital.
An indicator of 6 years is used as a time lag (i.e. data for 2015). During this time
the applicant is just going through the stages of bachelor’s and master’s education.

To focus on quality human capital, special indicators have been developed:
“high-quality workforce in research&science” (HQWRS) and “potentially high-qual-
ity workforce” (PHQW) adjusted for the regional Human Development Index (HDI)
(however, there is no high correlation between the HDI itself and patent activity:
r=0,2)". These formulas are presented below:

HQOWRS = researchersx HDI ,
PHQW = students,s,,,. x HDI,

where researchers — the number of researchers per 1 resident of the region;
students,,, ., — the number of accepted undergraduate, specialist and master’s de-
gree students per 1 resident in 2015.

First of all, the authors create a correlation matrix to test hypotheses about the
presence of a correlation between the designated variables:

1) the share of organizations carrying out technological innovations (I-activity level);

2) the percentage of scientific activity (science) in the GRP;

3) average internal costs for research and development per 1 organization in
the region;

4) high-quality workforce in research&science (HQWRS) per 1 citizen;

5) the number of active fixed broadband Internet subscribers per 100 population;

6) the number of personal computers per 100 employees;

7) potentially high-quality workforce per 1 citizen (PHQW);

8) the percentage of employed people with higher education.

The constructed correlation matrix showed a connection between patent activity and:

1) the share of organizations carrying out technological innovations (I-activity level);

2) the percentage of scientific activity (science) in the GRP;

3) the average internal costs for research and development per 1 organization in
the region;

4) high-quality workforce in research&science (HQWRS) per 1 citizen;

5) the number of active fixed broadband Internet subscribers per 100 population;

6) potentially high-quality workforce per 1 citizen (PHQW).

The correlation analysis discovered multicollinearity between the variables
“% of scientific activity (science) in the GRP”, “average internal costs for research
and development per 1 organization in the region” and “High-quality workforce in
research&science per 1 citizen” (HQWRS) (see Appendices 1'%). The method of
maximum correlation with the dependent variable was used to remove the variable
“High-quality workforce in research&science per 1 citizen” (HQWRS) from the future
regression model. It was decided to use the variables “% of scientific activity (science)
in the GRP” and “average internal costs for scientific research and development per

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1 organization in the region” for constructing the regression, since they have almost
the same correlation with the dependent one.

To further specify the model, we took the natural logarithm of the variables (In)
and constructed a correlation matrix with the remaining variables (see Appendices 2'°).
Thus, we improve the correlation of independent variables with the coefficient of

inventive activity.

After constructing a regression model with the remaining variables, it was found
that the indicator “% of scientific activity (science) in the GRP” is not statistically
significant, since its p-value is not less than 0.05 (see Table 1). In this case, we exclude
these variables from the regression model.

In the final multiple regression model, the variables “Potentially high-quality
workforce per 1 citizen”, and “average internal costs for scientific research and de-
velopment per 1 organization in the region” are statistically significant because their
p-values are less than 0.05 (see Table 2—4).

The data were also tested for autocorrelation by the Durbin — Watson test. In the
resulting model, the Durbin — Watson reading is in the range 1.743 <DW < (4 — 1.743),
therefore, the hypothesis of the absence of residuals’ autocorrelation is accepted
(see Table 3).

Therefore, the following multiple linear regression model was created:

Where yyuen aciviry — cOefticient of regional patent activity; x, — I-activity level of orga-
nizations; x, — PHQW; x, — the number of active fixed broadband Internet subscribers
per 100 population; x, — average internal costs for research and development per
1 organization in the region (see Table 2 and Table 4).

The resulting regression model has good explanatory power (R* = 0.733) i.e.
explains more than 70% of cases (observations) (see Table 3).

We also decided to test the correlation between the Digitalization Index, calculat-
ed by the HSE based on the share of organizations using digital technologies in the
total number of organizations'®. In this case, the Pearson correlation was significant
(r = 0.416). Therefore, the hypothesis about the impact of the regional digitalization
on patent activity can be confirmed. Still, we admit that this hypothesis needs a more
comprehensive verification through complex special indices.

We proved that regional patent activity is influenced by both “Potentially high-qual-
ity workforce per 1 citizen” and “average internal costs for research and development
per | organization in the region”.

Based on the result obtained, the hypothesis that the number of technological or-
ganizations in the region has a positive effect on regional patent activity was refuted.
This is due to several factors, one of the key ones, according to the authors, is the
difference in the quality of innovative technical organizations.

The hypothesis of a positive strong relationship between regional patent activity
and average internal costs for research and development per 1 organization in the
region was also confirmed. This suggests that the organizations’ budget policy in the
development of science and innovation is important for patent activity and, as a result,
the innovative development of the region.

Moreover, the influence of “% employed with higher education” on the patent ac-
tivity was not confirmed. The authors believe that such situation is connected with
a generally high prevalence of low-quality higher education in Russia even in regions
with low urbanization.

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The hypothesis based on D. Romer’s economic growth model that human capital
plays a decisive role in patent activity was confirmed. We assume that for developed
regions (Moscow autonomous city, Saint-Petersburg autonomous city, Moscow admi-
nistrative region), human capital may be more important than average internal costs for
research and development per 1 organization in the region [§8]. However, based on the
constructed regression model, it can be seen that for most regions, the costs of orga-
nizations for scientific and research activities have a greater impact on patent activity.

Clustering: identifying groups of regions by their patent activity. Since we have
determined variables influencing on regional patent activity, we can identify clusters
of regions taking into account these variables and regional patent activity.

First, we look at the data in terms of their patent activity and % of scientific acti-
vity in the GRP structure using a scatter diagram (see Fig. 6). We found that Moscow
autonomous city, Saint-Petersburg autonomous city, Moscow administrative region
and Nizhny Novgorod administrative region stand out among the other regions. Also,
with a detailed visual analysis of the graph, we can note that the Sverdlovsk admini-
strative region, Novosibirsk administrative region, Voronezh administrative region
and Tyumen administrative region also stand out slightly in terms of % of scientific
activity in the GRP structure.

Obviously, two variables are not enough to identify clusters in more detail. There-
fore, the variables for clustering were chosen:

1) the number of patents issued in the region;

2) the share of organizations that carried out technological innovations (I-activity level);

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3) the percentage of scientific activity (science) in the structure of GRP;

4) the number of scientists and researchers per 1 citizen.

For cluster analysis, the authors use data standardization across variables to equalize
the significance of the parameters. Centroid clustering with Euclidean square distance
was used as a clustering method. Clustering results are presented in tables and graphs
(see Appendices 3%°). Therefore, we can identify the following clusters:

1. The Leader: Moscow autonomous city;

2. Innovation centers: Saint-Petersburg autonomous city, Moscow administrative
region, Nizhny Novgorod administrative region;

3. Regions of high manufacturability: Republic of Tatarstan, Rostov administra-
tive region, Republic of Mordovia, Chuvash Republic;

4. Old R&D regions: Novosibirsk administrative region, Tyumen administrative
region, Kaluga administrative region, Tomsk administrative region, Voronezh admini-
strative region, Sverdlovsk administrative region, Republic of Bashkortostan, Samara
administrative region, Chelyabinsk administrative region, Yaroslavl administrative
region, Vladimir administrative region, Perm administrative territory, Penza admini-
strative region, Tula administrative region, Omsk administrative region, Ulyanovsk
administrative region, Ivanovo administrative region;

5. Regions-outsiders: Altai republic, Altay administrative territory, Amur admini-
strative region, Arkhangelsk administrative region, Astrakhan administrative region,
Belgorod administrative region, Bryansk administrative region, Chechen Republic,
Chukotka autonomous district, Irkutsk administrative region, Jewish autonomous
region, Kabardino-Balkar republic, Kaliningrad administrative region, Kamchatka
administrative territory, Karachay-Cherkess republic, Kemerovo administrative re-
gion. Khabarovsk administrative territory, Khanty-Mansi autonomous district, Kirov
administrative region, Komi Republic, Kostroma administrative region, Krasnodar
administrative territory, Krasnoyarsk administrative territory, Kurgan administrative
region, Kursk administrative region, Leningrad administrative region, Lipetsk ad-
ministrative region, Magadan administrative region, Mari El Republic, Murmansk
administrative region, Nenets autonomous district, Novgorod administrative region,
Orenburg administrative region, Orlov administrative region, Primorsk administrati-
ve territory, Pskov administrative region, Republic of Adygea, Republic of Buryatia,

Discussion and Conclusion. As we noted earlier, the results of the region’s
innovative activity depend on the regional patent policy. At the time of preparing
this article, a definition of this term has not been finally formed in Russian scientific
articles. Most studies deal either with regional innovation policy in general [18] or

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with the patent policy of individual organizations (most often universities and firms),
sometimes the term “patent policy” appears in the context of the national patent po-
licy in a particular country, but also remains without a clear definition [19]. At the
same time, it should be noted that the economic and political economic aspects and
strategies of the state patent policy have been deeply theorized in international stu-
dies. Thus, in the papers?! at the microeconomic level, within the framework of the
optimal patent theory, various strategies of patent policy in the market were modeled,
including redirection to technological change of firms’ choices toward a more socially
efficient mix of products and processes. In addition, a significant part of researches is
devoted to modeling the impact of national patent policy on economic growth [20; 21].
Nevertheless, most of these foreign studies also do not have a clear definition of the
term “‘state patent policy” and especially “regional patent policy”. For this reason,
in this study, we attempt to formulate the authors’ definitions of the terms “regional
patent policy” and “state patent policy”.

By the regional patent policy, the authors of the article understand strategic
actions and decisions applied at the regional level, aimed at managing and de-
veloping the patent system, as well as stimulating innovation and patent activity
in this region.

The regional patent policy depends on the priorities and principles laid down in
national (state) patent policy. In turn, the national patent policy refers to the system
of norms, rules and measures adopted and regulated by the government to manage
patents and intellectual property to stimulate innovation, protect the inventors’ rights
(their intellectual property) and ensure the public interest.

The authors of the article also propose to distinguish different types of state patent
policy. Thus, we propose the following typology of state patent policy:

— Centralized and decentralized,

— Incentive (emphasis on financial incentives for inventions; simplification and
acceleration of patenting procedures) and conservative/protective (emphasis on pro-
tecting property rights, compliance with regulatory standards);

— by relying on stakeholders (by type of agent support): oriented on research in-
stitutes [14; 22; 23], business/corporate-oriented (support for large corporations and
industrial giants), startup-oriented (individual entrepreneurs and small businesses);

— Active (active state intervention through financing) and passive (the state is
limited to creating legislative norms and structures without active financial support);

— by global scale: global/international (international agreements and standards),
national (creation of national legislation and national support measures) and regional,

— “statist” type (the state can assign rights to all inventions obtained as a result
of research at the expense of public funds, and inventions cannot be patented, and
inventors cannot claim rights to them) and “partnership ” type (rights to inventions
obtained as a result of conducting research at the expense of public funds, may belong
to the organization that did it, and the state receives a free non-exclusive license to
use it) [24].

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Thus, based on the factors influencing on regional patent activity (regression ana-
lysis results) and the identified clusters (clustering results) for each group of regions
of the Russian Federation we can highlight its priorities in regional patent policy.

Thereby, for the “Innovation centers” group, the directions of regional patent
policy are related to ensuring sustainable growth of patent activity and improving
the quality of the patents themselves for their greater commercialization. For the
“Leader”, it is important to define goals for the future and promising directions of
innovation policy. These two clusters may consider the option of a protective regional
patent policy, since it may improve the quality of registered patents.

An active and stimulating patent policy should be common to the other three groups:
financial support and stimulation of registration of large companies and inventions in
their regions, and not their outflow to the “innovation centers” group.

For the “Regions of high manufacturability” group, it is important to increase pa-
tent activity, the quality of patents and their commercialization, which will contribute
to the innovative development and economic growth of the regions of this group. Thus,
the growth of scientific activity in the structure of the GRP and an increase in funding
will allow these regions to break into the group of “innovation centers”. The closest
to achieving this result is the Republic of Tatarstan.

The group “Old R&D regions ” mainly concentrates on regions with old science
cities and research institute centers (Novosibirsk administrative region, Samara ad-
ministrative region, Sverdlovsk administrative region, Tomsk administrative region,
etc.). As the direct heirs to the planned Soviet economy, where a statist type of pa-
tent policy was implemented, these regions are hard enough to move to a partnership
type (model) of patent policy. Obviously, these regions also face the type of patent
policy oriented towards research institutes. Modernization of research institutes,
determination of priorities for research activities, and additional funding from the
federal center will unlock the potential of many regions of this cluster and increase
investment attractiveness for registering patents and companies.

“Outsiders” are the largest group of regions. These are regions facing such problems
as: low investment attractiveness, the presence of formal and informal bureaucratic
barriers to patent registration, relatively low levels of socio-economic development in
general, proximity to “leaders” and “innovation centers”, etc. Based on the specializa-
tion of the region, it is important for this group to correctly determine and formalize
the regional patent policy.

All regions cannot be potential innovation centers due to regional division of
labor and specialization. The presence of an “outsiders” cluster is a natural situation
in the economy of any country. However, in Russia, the absolute majority of regions
(61 regions) found themselves in this group, with a huge gap even from the regions
of the “Old R&D regions” cluster. This highlights the significance for many regions
of this cluster to create or radically revise the innovation development strategy and
the regional patent policy: determination of need for effective mechanisms to support
patent activity, transition to an active patent policy.

This is especially important since many regions of this cluster either do not
have a regulatory framework for planning innovative development in the region (for
example, strategies for innovative development or a section for innovative development
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in the overall strategy for socio-economic development) (e.g. Omsk administrative
region, Astrakhan administrative region, Kaliningrad administrative region, Oryol
region, Sevastopol, Pskov region, Novgorod region, Karachay-Cherkess Republic,
Republic of Kalmykia, Jewish Autonomous Region, Republic of Adygea, Altai Re-
public, Nenets autonomous district, Chukotka autonomous district, etc.) or their re-
gulatory framework is not sufficiently ramified (e.g. Smolensk administrative region,
Yamalo-Nenets autonomous district, Republic of Dagestan, Republic of Khakassia,
Kamchatka administrative territory, etc.)?.

We assume that at the initial stage of patent policy formation in these regions,
the startup-oriented type can increase patent activity in general. However, this patent
policy type can lead to the flow of patented utility models and inventions to the large
companies located in the “Innovation centers” cluster due to the low socio-economic
indicators of the “Regions-outsiders”. This may cause issues in the future innovative
development and investment attractiveness of these regions.

The statistical analysis of time series demonstrates high inequality among regions in
terms of patent activity: 4 leading regions (Moscow autonomous city, Saint-Petersburg
autonomous city, Moscow administrative region, Republic of Tatarstan, Sverdlovsk
administrative region) issue more patents than the remaining 81 regions (10949 and
10780), at the same time, most regions (66 regions) in terms of patent activity do not
reach the Russian average level (255 patents). This indicates that innovation and tech-
nological activity is concentrated in several developed regions and is almost completely
absent in economically backward regions of the Russian Federation [25; 26]. We also
found a relatively stable downward trend in both issued patents and patent applications
over the past 10 years. At the same time, the approval rate of patent applications over
the past 10 years does not have a clear trend toward growth or decline.

Based on the results of the regression analysis, we were able to refute and confirm
several hypotheses about the influence of indicators on regional patent activity. Thus,
we were able to statistically confirm the hypothesis, based on the theoretical principles
of Romer’s economic growth model, that human capital has a decisive influence on
patent activity. In addition, it was revealed that an increase in internal spending by
organizations on research and development also leads to an increase in patent activity
in the region. The share of technological organizations in the region (the I-activity
level) has a statistically significant positive impact on regional patent activity.

We were also able to confirm the hypothesis about the impact of digitalization on
the growth of patent activity in the region. We also tested the correlation between the
Digitalization Index, calculated by the HSE based on the share of organizations using
digital technologies in the total number of organizations®. In this case, the Pearson
correlation was significant (= 0.416). Therefore, the hypothesis about the impact
of regional digitalization on patent activity can be confirmed. However, the authors
admit the importance of a more detailed analysis of this hypothesis in future research
projects and studies.

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In this study, we also theorized and conceptualized issues of regional and state
patent policy: the authors’ definitions of these concepts and typology were proposed.
Thus, the authors define the regional patent policy as strategic actions and decisions
applied at the regional level, aimed at managing and developing the patent system,
as well as stimulating innovation and patent activity in this region. The national pa-
tent policy is determined through a system of norms, rules and measures adopted and
regulated by the government to manage patents and intellectual property in order to
stimulate innovation, protect the rights of inventors (their intellectual property) and
ensure the public interest.

Moreover, we cluster regions of Russia by patent activity: The Leader, Innovation
centers, Regions of high manufacturability, Old R&D regions, and Regions-outsiders.
Applying the regional patent policy concept, we identified for each cluster the main
directions and possible types of regional patent policy. Thus, for the “The Leader” and
“Innovation centers” clusters, a scenario of a restraining (protective) regional patent
policy is possible, since it will improve the quality of registered patents. An active and
stimulating patent policy should be common to the rest of the clusters: financial
support and stimulation of registration of large companies and inventions in their
regions, and not their outflow to the “Innovation centers” group. For the “Outsiders”
cluster, it is extremely important to create a regulatory framework for planning inno-
vative development in the region: strategies for innovative development, strategies
for digital development of the region, or a section of innovative development in the
overall strategy of socio-economic development. The danger for this cluster of using
a startup-oriented patent policy is emphasized due to the risks of patents being bought
out by large companies in developed regions of Russia due to the low socio-economic
indicators of outsider regions

In conclusion, the overconcentration of regional patent activity in 4 subjects of the
federation raises the issue of finding solutions to this problem for the regions- outsid-
ers. In this context, further research and systematization in the field of the theory of
national and, in particular, regional patent policy in line with not only the normative
(legal) approach, but also from the point of view of modern political economy, acquire
particular significance.
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Abstract

Introduction. Gender inequality in the workplace is not a new phenomenon, yet gender differences
in working conditions and women’s involvement in the workplace are poorly understood. Women are
often discriminated against in the workplace and their working conditions and wages are substandard.
On their own, they are not always able to improve their working and social life and achieve better
protection at work. This study aims to explore the working conditions and risks faced by migrant
women working in one of the oldest and largest STM textile factories in Jammu and Kashmir, India.
Materials and Methods. The purposive sample consisted of 240 migrant women from the STM textile
factory. They were interviewed in four work colonies and outer residential areas through a series of
interviews. The study utilizes mixed methods — quantitative and qualitative. Observation, interview
series were used to quantify the data and provide detailed qualitative information.

Results. It was found that there were cases of injuries at work reported by the migrant women workers
at CTM. Only in a few of the serious cases employees were monetarily compensated. Not all employees
are provided with the essential protection kits for dealing with the hazardous chemicals and toxins
therefore poor health, ailments and sores, fatigue, cramps were majorly reported by the respondents.
Discrimination on the basis of gender, conditions of harassment, physical violence and other workplace
hazards to mental, emotional, and physical health were reported by the migrant women workers.
Discussion and Conclusion. The authors concluded that migrant women continue to work in hazardous
conditions, putting their health at risk and becoming victims of exploitation. The findings underscore
the need for inclusive policies and interventions, as well as a reassessment of existing labour practices,
to address issues that contribute to the vulnerability of migrant workers. The article's contributions will
be useful to regional authorities, labour and women's rights advocates who are interested in addressing
the specific challenges of this vulnerable group. This empirical study may benefit scholars interested in
the topics of gender, migration, and working conditions.

Introduction. The study of migrant women workers in developing countries and
their employment conditions and occupational hazards is of a great relevance as the
issues of gender dynamics intersect with labour migration patterns. Although, the
employment scenario in India is transforming yet issues of women’s employment
remain complex and deeply entrenched in social-cultural norms, economic structures
and is mentally dominated by historically formed conditions such as caste.

Gender inequalities at the workplace are not new nonetheless, gender differences
in working conditions and engagement of women in industrial settings is little
known. Although women’s participation in the industrial sector has increased
compared to past decades, factory and industrial work is seen as ‘men’s work’ and
‘men’s space’. If one looks at the history of women’s participation in industry in
India, we have accounts from the colonial period, which reflect the engagement of
women in British industry especially in Bengal and Surat with women filling up
some few masculine roles, doing same work and risks, leading to their exploitation
and vulnerability. The trend continues in the post-independent period as well. The
number of women in industry is increasing slowly, with women being confined to
less masculine or major roles. The history of women’s participation in industry/
factories demonstrates that women are routinely discriminated against at work,
are underpaid and work in poor conditions. With no agency of their own they are
hardly able to improvise their work-lives and social lives and succeed in enhancing
protection benefits for themselves.

According to ‘Women in The Informal Economy’ report India’s informal sector,
which employs nearly 90% of its labour force, constitute of the 9.6 crore women who
are involved in wide range of activities and contribute to the national economy as
‘invisible labour’!. Migrant women workers are largely engaged in the informal
or semi-formal economy with a large absorption in the construction sector (nearly
15-20%), domestic work (80%), garment and textile (60—70%), agriculture (30%)
and various other informal activities.

The key objective of this paper is to examine the workplace vulnerabilities,
risks and occupational health hazards that migrant women workers face while
working at CTM.

Occupational Hazards. Occupational hazards have been defined as any form of
long- or short-term dangers/ risks associated with unhealthy workplace environments [1]
and pose health and safety risks not only to individuals but also impacts the economy
and organizations at large. Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA)?
identifies 6 categories of occupational hazards: safety, chemical, biological, physical,
ergonomic, work organization hazards.

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Studies of women workers in developing countries point out that women largely
ignore their health and other personal concerns® and succumb to exploitative conditions
for living. Researches on labour migration sensitise us on the plight of the migrant
workers who are exposed to a variety of occupational hazards, suffer from work
related problems, diseases, disorders, psycho-social stresses and are injured or die
because of accidents at work. They also inform us that women are more vulnerable to
such dangers and vulnerabilities at work, and are more likely to make concessions at
work and in their personal life, leave their positions, and be subjected to harassment.

M. Nihila revealed that women workers in India work in precarious conditions
which have adverse effects on their health [2; 3]. Similarly, long working hours,
absence of leave facilities, overcrowded and harsh working conditions affect the
health of women workers [4]. P. Majumder emphasised that women workers face
a double burden of work for wages*. Due to the overburden of work women workers
do not get enough time for rest which leads to continuous fatigue, headache, back
ache and sometimes fever too. S. Pathy finds out that due to shortage of time and long
working hours, women generally neglect their health and mostly suffer from severe
backache, dwindling of eye sight, mental and physical strain and other regular health
issues such as cold, fever, jaundice, gastroenteritis and anaemia®. Furthermore, it was
also found that due to the unaffordability and lack of knowledge women workers
ignore reproductive health which results in permanent sterility and chronic pelvic
inflammatory diseases®. A. Hogh and E. Viitasara elaborated that work place violence
adversely affects the health of women workers such as poor mental health, fatigue and
many more [5]. Therefore, the occupational hazards vary from the nature of activities,
sectors women workers are involved in. Similar is observed in A. Biswas’s et al.
review of fifty-eight studies on ’Sex and Gender Differences in Occupational Hazard
Exposures’ concluded that men and women face different occupational hazards, and
these differences may not only be due to the gender distribution of the labour force
by occupation [6].

Although, the central Government and State Governments have enacted various
acts and rules to safeguard the rights of the workers. The Factory Act 1948 (India)
provides a list of provisions under various sections such as working environment of
the workers should be clean and hygienic with proper ventilation and temperature, in
case of dust and fumes employers should install exhaust appliances, no overcrowding,
facility of drinking water, separate latrines and toilets for male and female workers and
spittoons at workplaces (www.labour,gov.in). Yet, workers engaged in the informal
sector become victims of occupational hazards.

Migrant Women Workers in Chenab Textile Mill (J&K). Migration inflow in
Jammu and Kashmir has increased in the last two decades, despite the limited
growth of large-scale industries especially in Kashmir region and development of the
industrial sector in the plain areas of Jammu region. The first industrial policy of UT

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of Jammu and Kashmir was announced in 1995 and then in 1998 and a comprehensive
industrial policy for J&K was announced in 2004 and later in 2016. As a result, the
industrial sector in the Union Territory (UT) is rapidly developing. Presently, there are
approximately 25000 micro, small and medium enterprises in the UT that contribute
to around 60 per cent of the total investment. Industrial activity is concentrated
largely in three districts i.e., Jammu, Samba and Kathua of Jammu division. Census
2011 reveals that there are 28,09,629 million migrants from the states of Bihar, Uttar
Pradesh, West Bengal, Madhya Pradesh, Rajasthan, Punjab and Haryana in Jammu
and Kashmir’. The availability of work and high wages in Kashmir valley and the
relatively secure and semi-permanent jobs in industries of Jammu attract labourers
towards this region® [7]. Migrant men and women are engaged in both organized and
unorganized sectors in J&K.

The dynamics of migration and conditions of migrants in Jammu and Kashmir
region is largely undocumented as a very limited number of studies are available,
hence this research was conducted in J&K. Most of these studies have been conducted
on migrants in Kashmir rather than Jammu and whatever small number of studies
pertaining to Jammu region highlight the basic issues of migrant women workers in
the unorganised sector and there is no significant work done till date on the migrant
women working in the organised sector in Jammu Division. Hence, this research has
been conducted on the migrant women workers working in one of the largest organised
units i.e., Chenab Textile Mill of Kathua District of Jammu.

Chenab textile mill is the largest and oldest industry (1961) of Union Territory
(UT) of Jammu and Kashmir. Not only in the UT but also in Asia it is the largest single
automatic mill which produces cotton yarn, textile yarn, dyed yarn, polyester yarn
and acrylic yarn and exports its diversified products to large scale companies in India
as well in foreign countries. The yarn manufacturing process involves about 13 steps
and operations on several machines. The mill produces natural fibre and man-made
fibre yarns. CTM currently employs more than 10,000 workers and around 1,000 staff
members. A considerable number of migrant women workers, nearly 1266 (as per
the factory record) are working as regular workers and casual workers (not on fixed
term basis) since several years in CTM. There are many hazards at work that ladies in
various jobs and machinery face on a regular basis. Despite the fact that CTM is the
largest and oldest factory, no study has been conducted on the working conditions of
workers, particularly migrant women workers, in such a large organised unit.

Literature Review. There are many review and meta-analysis articles written
on occupational health and prevalence of violence against women workers in
industrial settings both at international level as well as in India. However, there
is a dearth of actual empirical works on the status of women workers in industrial
settings and most of the research is very old (although they do not appear out-dated
as not much significant changes have been noticed in the quality of work life in
the industrial settings). Most of the works available are confined to Bangladesh,
India and China.

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S. I. Hasan et al. in his study provides an overview of the mental health outcomes
among migrant workers in his meta-analysis of research from 2015 to 2021 [8]. Along
With many other factors he also studies occupational factors (workplace psychosocial
stressors, poor working conditions, salary and benefits issues, abuse) that impact mental
health outcomes in migrant workers. Likewise, G. D. Brown also examines income
disparities, working risks, disproportionate impact of gender-based violence and harassment
on women workers in garment manufacturing units [9]. L. Miles et al., uses feminist lens
to document how factory women migrant workers manage health needs in Malaysia [10].
Similarly, A. Gibbs’s in his research on workplace violence in Bangladesh’s garment
industry brings out experiences of workplace violence (WVP) and its association with
depression, intimate partner violence, and other struggles faced by the women workers [11].

Ch. Gannag¢ studies the worsening conditions of work, health and safety concerns
of immigrant women workers in Toronto’s sportswear industry with the adoption
of new Government and Managerial Strategies [12]. R. Fincher et al. writes in
their paper series about the gendered experience of industrial labour. According to
them, manufacturing labour in Australia is seen differently by immigrant men and
women. They point out that women have greater levels of industrial segregation and
occupational immobility’. Also, the types of training that women and men get after
arriving in Australia, including language and job-related training and credentials, differ
by gender. E. Kiiciik studied the health perception and lifestyle behaviour of female
workers in food factory and found 20.9% as smokers, 36% slightly overweight and
having average HLSB score at a medium level [13] in her work on the new class of
workers, the Dagongmei, or working girls in factories (electronics factory in southern
China’s Guangdong province) of China.

P. Ngai in his research discusses the workplace resistance and transgression
concluding that chronic pains such as backaches and headaches that many of the
women experience are as indicative of resistance to oppressive working conditions
as they are of defeat [14]. S. Moyce and M. Schenekar discusses the occupational
health and safety of migrant workers [15]. He calls their works as 3-D jobs—dirty,
dangerous, and demanding (sometimes degrading or demeaning). Also, the War on
Wants report examines the common story of the insecure lives of female migrant
workers in Thailand, Cambodia, and Malaysia, as well as the abuse and exploitation
they experience at the hands of unscrupulous employers'®.

In the context of India, following studies were found related to the situation of
women workers in industrial settings. P. Verma and S. Agarwal’s study on the dangers
that migrant workers experience in Lucknow’s informal sector brings out the problems of
musculoskeletal disorders, respiratory issues, and slips while working in factories [16].
S. Saima et al. investigate the health-related empowerment of 25 female workers
in Sri Lanka’s export-processing sectors [17]. The findings of this study show that,
while the women workers at Katunayake EPZ were suffering from various types of
physical and psychological health problems, there was a substantial variation in how

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they decided to deal with their health issues. Taking sick leave and investing in a better
socioeconomic position in the future are two factors used to assess the empowerment
of female EPZ employees. Another cross sectional descriptive study by V. Karvadi
et al. on the health conditions of women working in garment in Bengaluru city inferred
that musculoskeletal problems were the most common problems present among the
study participants as they worked in standing posture for a longer time [18]. A. Mishra
et al., also writes about the issue of work/labour, gender, and health and how work
processes and conditions affect both their physical and mental wellbeing that gets
manifested in somatic symptoms including chronic pain, irregular menstruation and
constant pressure on the mind and body [19]. R. Lakhani et al. evaluate the frequencies
of occupational health issues among women workers in the construction sector [20].
Respondents reported headaches and backaches, as well as limb pain, work-related
injuries, respiratory, eye, and skin disorders, and noise-induced hearing loss (NIHL)
as a result of exposure to hazards such as dust, noise, heat and cold, non-ionising
radiation, and dry cement, glass and adhesives, tar, and paint.

Hence, on the basis of the review of the secondary literature following may be drawn:

a) several academics have reported on the social and economic precocity of
women workers, the dangerous operation of industries, and the inadequate execution
of safety regulations. Because many companies pay low salaries and often do not need
heavy lifting owing to automation, women are increasingly engaged in the industrial
environment at low-level positions;

b) violence against women in India’s factories is not well recorded, although it
is a common occurrence in the lives of women who work in these industries. Young
women, particularly single women, are especially exposed to assaults by their superiors.
While reviewing the literature, incidences of ‘death’ and ‘sexual assaults’ were noted
in some of the most prominent global brands and companies which point out that it
is easy for even the prestigious companies to save their shoulder when it comes to
violations of rights of their workers.

Materials and Methods. For meeting key objective, 240 women migrant workers
from CTM, Kathua (J&K) were interviewed from the workers colonies: CTM labour
colony (336 total), and colonies outside the factory i.e., Rishi Nagar (90 total),
Chaudhary Colony (110 total), Chak Ram Singh (95 total), Ram Nagar (82 total).
Thirty respondents were selected from each area.

The factory’s database having the names and details of the workers was used as
a sampling frame, in case of those respondents who were living in the CTM labour
colony and every third house was interviewed through systematic sampling. However,
in case of those living outside the CTM colony, purposive sampling method was used.
Some of the respondents were also interviewed at the workplace to get more insights
to the issues. A detailed interview schedule was used for interviewing the respondents.
Some case studies from the sample were drawn for getting qualitative insights, no
separate set of schedules was used for it.

Both qualitative and quantitative research methods were used in the present study.
This helped in selecting participants who were relevant to the study and get deeper
insights into the varied factors and complexity of the problems faced by the migrant
women workers.
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Results. The profile of the respondents indicates that most of the women working
in CTM were in the age group of 18 to 37 years. Majority of the respondents, i.e.,
38.33% belong to scheduled caste. About 30.83% of respondents belong to Other
Backward Class followed by 25% from general caste. Only 5.84% of the respondents
constitute Scheduled Tribes. Nearly, 64.16% of the women workers were illiterate and
around three-fourth of the total respondents were found to be married. It was observed
that around 27.50% of the total respondents had their monthly income up to 5000.
Majority of the respondents, 70.42%, were having a monthly income between 5001
and 7000. Only 2.08% had monthly income above 7000. Table 1 provides context for
the current study, which analyses the health difficulties that migrant women workers
discovered after working in CTM.

The problems stated above might appear to be common issues faced by women
coming from poor socioeconomic backgrounds and it is possible that these health
problems are related to inadequate nutrition or harsh treatment or patterns of socialization
within the family. Yet, when the respondents were asked to differentiate between the
pre-work and present work status and health concerns they were certainly able to state
the differences that the long working hours, overtime work, exposure to chemicals,
and other poor conditions of working had negatively impacted their health.

It was found that 42.45% of them felt weakness, pain in the whole body and
frequent headache which somewhat might be due to various other reasons making
it difficult to assess yet, the respondents attributed it to their current work. During
field work, it was also observed by researchers that the majority of respondents were
pale, looked anaemic and weak which also explains the health conditions of women
coming from weaker sections in India and high prevalence of anaemia among them.
Some of the respondents reported that weakness and standing for long hours cause
swelling in their hands and feet. There were 24.91% of the respondents who had
observed gastric, respiratory and heart related problems. A study by R. N. Ali et al.
on women workers also inferred that mostly women suffer from frequent illness,
headache, gastritis, earache and eye pain only after joining the garment industry [4].
Furthermore, 29.74% respondents were suffering from gynaecological problems like
heavy flow during periods, irregular periods, leucorrhoea, and urinary tract infection.

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Malti (23 years old), a single mother with four children, works as a casual worker
in the Mixing unit. She mentioned that she was not feeling well on the first day of her
period, but the needs of her children compelled her to go to work. She stated, “Once, while
mixing the fibre, she began bleeding profusely and collapsed unconscious.” Then, with
the assistance of other workers, they carried her to the hospital, and after receiving two
bottles of glucose, she was able to walk. She went on to say that labourers work all day and
only receive 20% of their pay. They are compelled to work in order to achieve both ends.

Lalita (26 years old), lives with her three children and husband. She and her
husband work as regular salaried workers in CTM. They are happy after earning their
livelihood. She said that after migration she has observed some health issues like
Leucorrhoea and Urinary tract infection due to which there is continuous fatigue and
pain in the whole body. She said she had visited many doctors but there was not any
improvement as doctors suggested she use clean toilets to avoid infection. At CTM
there are common toilets for both men and women and they are unhygienic too and
even in the living place all the migrants share the toilet. In this situation, it has been
impossible for her to recover from this problem.

These case studies show us that due to heavy workload migrant women workers
were suffering from gynaecological problems. Similar findings were reported in another
study that women workers suffer from malnutrition, anaemia, gastric, dysentery,
diarrhoea, respiratory problem, gynaecological problems, tuberculosis and urinary
tract infection [19]. Only 1.62% of respondents stated that they were suffering from
skin disease and allergy. It was reported by one of the respondents that during the
production process dust and cotton particle residues flow in the unit which cause allergy
and respiratory problems among the workers. A small proportion of the respondents
that is 1.07% had miscarriages. These respondents were newly married and of small
age group. One of the respondents shared her experience, Asha (20 years old) got
married three years ago. She migrated to Kathua after a few months of her marriage.
Her brother-in-law and sister-in-law were already working in another factory in
Jammu. With their help she also started working as a regular salaried worker in CTM.
She said before she started working, her periods were regular but now she was facing
the problem of irregular periods and even she had four miscarriages. She said due
to financial crises she cannot take rest. She requested and pleaded to her husband to
delay planning for the baby by one year, but he did not agree. She went on to say that
every day, her spouse forces her to have a relationship, “but my body is not ready to
bear a child, so I miscarry every time. Whenever I go to the doctor, she scolds me for
not being aware. “I don’t know what to do; a woman's life is so difficult”.

From these cases, it can be concluded that migrant women workers are helpless due
to financial crises. They cannot leave their work despite health issues. In patriarchal
society the burden of work life and household chores and reproduction further affects
the health of migrant women workers.

Source of Treatment. It is noticed that the workplaces, like factories, industries
where thousands of workers are engaged in the production process, do not have health
facilities. However, it is the responsibility of employers to provide basic facilities like
free health check-ups, tests and medicines to the workers so that they do not miss
their duties.
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As far as the regular check-up of the workers is concerned it was found that the
factory administration does not provide any facility of regular check up at the workplace.
Even in the factory premises there was no availability of a doctor or nurse to look
after the emergency cases. Thus, in case of health issues respondents need to take
treatment from other sources. However, the factory administration does not provide
any treatment or regular check-up and tests to the workers. It is an unpleasant fact that
in case of health problems, the workers have to go to different sources according to
their convenience. It was found out that in order to save money and time, the workers
prefer to visit local unqualified doctors and pharmacies.

Workers visit government hospitals, ESIC centres and medical stores etc. for
treatment (Fig. 1). It was noticed in a study that women workers are unable to get
treatment in the public hospitals because the officials do not behave properly and
sometimes charge extra money from them [21]. It is true that visits to medical facilities
by women may depend somewhat on their living conditions, educational status,
financial status and other such variables but at the same time the work conditions
also influence the health, health seeking behaviour and utilization of health services.

The figure given above reveals that the majority of the respondents i.e., 38.90% visit
unqualified medical practitioners as they considered it easy to approach for immediate
relief without missing their duties. There were 35.38% of the respondents who said they
visit medical stores for medicines without any prescription from a doctor. It was found
that 18.14% of the respondents got treatment from the government hospital. Only 7.57%
of the respondents stated that they visited the ESIC dispensary for treatment. One of the
respondents (25 years, from Bihar), narrated that, whenever there is any health issue
like fever or pains in the body she prefers to visit a medical store or local doctor. She
said her husband never takes precautions during intercourse thus many times she gets
pregnant and takes medicine from the local doctor to eliminate the unwanted pregnancy.
She further said, “In the ESI dispensary, medicines are not of good quality and even
though it is far off place so many workers prefer to visit chemist shops and local doctors.”

Furthermore, when the researcher enquired this from medical store owners it was
found that it is true that majority of migrant women depend on painkillers, paracetamol
and even in case of unwanted early pregnancy women reach out to take medicines from
chemist shops without any consultation. It can be analysed that the majority of the
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respondents avoid visiting hospitals because the visiting hours of the hospitals and the
working hours of the workers were the same. Secondly, workers did not trust the doctors
and treatment provided by the ESI dispensaries. Even the majority of the respondents
narrated that medicine given by the ESI dispensaries were not of good quality. It is
necessary to clarify here that under the Indian Government Flagship health insurance
scheme AB-PMJAY all poor and migrants are entitled to health cover of up to X5 lakhs
per family per year. Number of poor has been benefited through this scheme yet there
are several concerns and areas to be improved in order to make the healthcare system
and services truly reach the most excluded groups and make it poor friendly.

Work during Iliness. In the above discussion it was found that migrant women
workers were not conscious about their health. Majority of them did not visit professional
doctors to identify the reasons behind health problems. Generally, they preferred to
visit chemist shops for immediate relief by taking painkillers or paracetamol. They do
not go for permanent solutions to get their health problems cured. Studies also reveal
that due to long working hours and heavy workload women workers generally neglect
their health'?. Thus, here an attempt is made to understand the reasons for delivering
duties even during illness (Fig. 2).

It was revealed from the data that 70.42% of the respondents go to work even during
illness as shown in Figure 2. As far as the reasons (Table 2) of delivering duties even
during illness is concerned it was found that respondents largely ignore their illness
and perform duties because of poverty and financial issues. They do not have any
financial security thus they are left with only one option that is to work for survival.

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Out of the total respondents that is 70.42%; it was found that more than half of
the respondents go for work even during ailment. Around 48% of the respondents
worked during illness only for financial reasons. It may be said that respondents work
in order to run the expenses of their family. If the factory administration provides
them financial assistance in case of illness it will increase the overall performance
of respondents in the production process. Only 1.18% of the respondents stated that
they come to work even during illness because the factory administration demands so.

It can be analysed from the above data that respondents are not conscious about
their health because their economic conditions do not allow them to miss their duties
and go for check-ups in the hospitals. Due to this reason, they prefer to visit unqualified
medical practitioners or visit chemist shops to get immediate relief to be able to work
the next day. These medicines may give immediate relief to the worker but in the
long run it creates bigger health issues. It can be estimated from their situation that
majority of the respondents do work even during serious illness.

Besides the problems like daily hardships, heavy workload, and health issues faced
by migrant women workers, it was found that the majority of them, that is 74.17%,
were satisfied with their work. In response to this question, respondents narrated
that they have no other option except work in precarious conditions. The meaning of
satisfaction here for the respondents, is to earn and feed their families. The majority
of respondents (74.17%) were satisfied because they were earning and feeding their
family. In other words, it can be said that to earn their livelihood was the primary need
for rest; it did not matter under what circumstances they worked.

Role of Labour Union. As far as the trade union is concerned, in context to the
present study, it was found that there is no trade union or women association that
work for the rights of workers in this region. Before 1998, there was a body called,
Centre for Indian Trade Unions (CITU), working for the rights of workers but after
the series of protests organized by CITU demanding high wage rate for the workers
it was banned by factory administration and the members were shown the way out.
Consequently, workers could not muster courage after the silencing of the unionization
and also their lack of information about the significance of trade unions has also been
one of the reasons which discouraged them from forming a new body that could
address the rights or demands of workers, especially women workers. R. Jamaly
and Wickramanayake also state in their work that generally workers are not aware
of trade unions or even if they are aware of it, they are afraid of talking about trade
unions [22]. It was also found in the present study that the women who are involved in
the trade unions or come forward as leaders or empowered women are always prime
targets of supervisors and managers, especially the single women. Industry officials
find excuses to target such union members in many ways. This discourages women
workers from coming forward and demanding their rights and voicing their concerns
despite the presence of their husbands on the same work site.

Discussion and Conclusion. From the above findings, it can be concluded that
the female labour force constitutes a huge part of the industrial sector and plays a
significant role in the manufacturing and production sector of the Indian economy.
However, their working conditions remain difficult, vulnerable and precarious. Due
to vulnerability and insecurity and employment in low-paying jobs without adequate
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protection and security at workplaces, migrant women remain socially, economically
and medically at risk.

The findings of the study fit well into the six-fold categorization of Shaw’s
occupational hazards at workplace'>. As it was found that there were cases of injuries
at work reported by the migrant women workers at CTM. Only in a few of the serious
cases employees were monetarily compensated. Not all employees are provided with
the essential protection kits for dealing with the hazardous chemicals and toxins
therefore poor health, ailments and sores, fatigue, cramps were majorly reported by
the respondents. Hence, biological, physical and Ergonomic hazards were part of
the working condition of workers at CTM. Discrimination on the basis of gender,
conditions of harassment, physical violence and other workplace hazards to mental,
emotional, and physical health were reported by the migrant women workers too. The
paper therefore eliminates a certain vacuum of information on the status of women
from poor background working in the industrial sector and their specific health and
emphasises the need of forming a supportive community for migrant women workers
within factory environments, and ensure fair treatment and protection of migrant
workers by adopting guidelines of the Interstate Migrant Workers Act.

In the end it may be said that this research exposes the poor implementation of
labour laws relating to safety, health and working conditions in India which also
places women workers on the margins of social-economic protection and safety. The
practical relevance of this article lies in the fact that it points towards the need to
implement anti-harassment policies at the workplace in a stringent manner and direct
the formal and informal organisations to comply seriously with the guidelines laid
by the Government. There is also a need to promote workplace safety measures and
provide access to healthcare facilities and health cover to workers. irrespective of the
nature of employment. The article would be of great use to policymakers, employers
and organisations to take positive measures to make the workplaces more inclusive
and safe so as to empower workers who would be able to positively contribute to the
global workforce.

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Abstract

Introduction. The article highlights the problem of accessibility of education (primary, secondary,
higher) and income inequality in Central African countries. The purpose of the study is to present and
analyze international static data that show the difficult situation with access to education in the follo-
wing countries: Cameroon, Chad, Central African Republic, Congo, Gabon. The data obtained are ne-
cessary for the development of practical solutions for effective assistance to the population of countries
in obtaining affordable education by different social strata of the population.

Materials and Methods. Official documents and scientific sources were analyzed and synthesized.
The search for relevant data was conducted using various databases, including UNdata, Academic
Search Complete, Web of Science Core Collection, Education Source, E-Journals, ERIC, Google,
Google Scholar, Springer, etc. mainly for the last 5 years. Special attention in the analysis was paid
to the search of official information with the data of international organizations UNESCO and the
World Bank.

Results. In Central African countries (Cameroon, Central African Republic, Chad, Congo, Congo and Ga-
bon), the income gap between the richest and poorest is very wide. In Cameroon and Gabon, the income
gap between rich and poor is not as wide as in Chad, Congo and Central African Republic, so primary
education levels in these two countries remain higher than in other countries. It was found that in Central
Africa there was a sharp decrease in the number of students in higher education institutions between
2010 and 2014. One of the reasons (a distinctive feature) of the low coverage of higher education in
Central Africa has been identified — the lack of material support for a larger number of the population
and, as a result, minimal accessibility of higher education for the younger generation. The study proves
that at this economic stage of development, Cameroon and Gabon are leaders in the field of education
in Central African countries.

Discussion and Conclusion. Affordable education is necessary to reduce poverty and improve eco-
nomic growth, but the high cost of education combined with limited access to it leaves many children
uneducated. The findings from the study of education access in Central African countries raise the issue
of education for the majority of the population, with a view to developing possible ways to economical-
ly and politically revise the leadership's approach to better assist the countries’ populations. The article
will be useful for specialists in the field of education in different countries, as well as for sociologists,
culturologists, economists, and politicians.

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Practice of Electronic Interaction between
the Government and the Population
in the Sverdlovsk Region

Abstract

Introduction. The issue of interaction between the government and the population has long been actively
discussed in the scientific literature, since the degree of involvement of the population in the management
of the region and the municipality shows the level of democracy of society. The government and the po-
pulation are relatively independent communities with their own interests, which may not coincide, the
alienation of the population from management generates corruption and dictatorship of the government.
The scientific problem is the development of mechanisms for involving the population to participate in the
management of the territory and strengthening the motivation of officials of regional and municipal autho-
rities to interact with the population. One of the ways to solve this problem is to improve the mechanisms
and forms of interaction. The purpose of the article is to investigate the extent of the spread of new forms
of electronic interaction between the government and the population and to assess them.

Materials and Methods. Analytical materials of research on the subject, key legal acts regulating the pro-
cess of interaction between the government and the population were selected and summarized. The me-
thod of analyzing statistical data presented on the official websites of the Government of the Sverdlovsk
Region and the Administration of the municipal formation of the city of Yekaterinburg was used. The
indicators for 10 years (from 2013 to 2023) on the number of citizens’ appeals and their forms, as well as
reports of the election commission of the Sverdlovsk region on remote voting, are analyzed.

Results. The tendency of the predominance of electronic forms of interaction over written appeals and
personal meetings of citizens with government representatives has been revealed. Electronic forms are
replacing classical forms (voting in elections at polling stations) and are becoming an integral part of
new processes such as proactive budgeting. Electronic forms facilitate the interaction process in terms
of saving money and time, but at the same time they also generate new challenges (increasing formal-
ism, susceptibility to technical failures, distrust of technology, etc.).

Discussion and Conclusion. It is noted that the new forms of electronic interaction are a big step
forward, the transition from the practice of simply informing the population to the direct involvement
of citizens in the management and distribution of budgetary funds. Great expectations are placed on
the new electronic forms; it is assumed that they will increase the activity of the population. However,
along with the obvious advantages, they give rise to new problems that require further study and imple-
mentation in the practice of interaction between the authorities and the population.

System Assessment of the International “North-South”
Transport Corridor’ Trans-Caspian Route Based
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Abstract

Introduction. Assessing the volume and structure of trade, particularly in multimodal transportation,
is a challenging task, especially when the aim of such an assessment is to identify bottlenecks and
remove them. Methodological approaches for solving such problems can vary significantly and in-
clude rather complex techniques such as object-oriented programming and network models, allowing
to reflect the discrete character of tradeflow. Nevertheless, considering the significant role of inter-
national transportation infrastructure in the modern global economy, solving this problem appears
relevant and has practical significance. The purpose of this study is to develop a methodology for
a discrete, high-frequency evaluation of the volume of goods transit along the Trans-Caspian corridor
of the International “North-South” Transport Corridor, whereas the objective is the trade volume
along this route.

Materials and Methods. The methodology of this work consists of two components — data processing
and analysis and model construction, based on the standard dynamic model. The first component is
necessary due to the limited character of data on goods transported via the International “North-South”
Transport Corridor. In the second part of the study, the corridor is divided into several sections and the
changes in the turnover for each section are analyzed using the dynamic standard method.

Results. The barriers to the development of the Trans-Caspian Corridor and the interests of partici-
pants in its operation are assessed. A toolkit for evaluating the performance of the corridor is created,
considering the bottle neck in the transportation of goods via Iran. Statistical data are processed, and
problematic times and sections of the corridor are identified. Recommendations on the development of
the Trans-Caspian and international transport corridors in modern conditions are formulated.
Discussion and Conclusion. The main results and conclusions of this study include the authors’ sys-
tem for monitoring and regulating the flow of goods along the corridor; identifying imbalances in the
operation of the Trans-Caspian Corridor and International “North-South” Transport Corridor as a sys-
tem; and possible solutions to align these imbalances. Recommendations for the development of the
Trans-Caspian corridor and the International “North-South” Transport Corridor in modern conditions.
This study has practical implications for logistics companies, financial institutions, Russian exporters,
and authorities of economic blocs.

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Abstract

Introduction. Assessment of urbanized areas in terms of their sustainable development and rational
use of resource and environmental potential remains the most demanded in modern conditions, because
in certain cases it opens up opportunities for preventive management of anthropogenically disturbed
areas. The aim of the study is to rank single-industry towns by a number of indicators by means of
multifactor analysis of socio-economic indicators of single-industry towns and using systemic and
fractal approaches.

Materials and Methods. The study was carried out on the basis of a multifactor analysis of socio-eco-
nomic indicators of single-industry towns, using systemic and fractal approaches. Existing methods for
assessing the socio-economic sustainable development of a region and developing integrated regional
indicators are analyzed. The authors' methodology was used, which can be considered as the develop-
ment of existing methods and the development of new methods for indicating and ranking socio-eco-
nomic processes from the point of view of their sustainability.

Results. A new methodology for socio-economic assessment and ranking of single-industry towns has
been developed based on multifactor analysis of fractal indicators of their life support: social, econom-
ic, resource and environmental. Using the proposed methodology, single-industry towns of the Arkhan-
gelsk Region were ranked according to an integrated fractal indicator of classes of socio-economic
processes that indicate the quality of life support of the single-industry towns under consideration,
potential risks and the sustainability of their development.

Discussion and Conclusion. The developed methodology verifies and complements the existing crite-
ria for transferring single-industry towns from one category to another. It allows, by introducing certain
indicators, to assess the sustainability of the socio-economic development of single-industry towns and
the possibility of diversifying their economies, and is also a useful practical tool for federal, regional
and municipal institutions specializing in managing the development of territories.

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Abstract

Introduction. The interstate transit of the Northern Black Sea — Azov region, which took place under
the conditions of the armed conflict, was associated with a large-scale geodemographic and socio-eco-
nomic transformation of regional societies. The aim of the study is to investigate the available demo-
graphic resources and production potential of the Cherson and Zaporozhye Regions, to determine the
most likely directions of their economic dynamics.

Materials and Methods. The analytical and empirical base of the study, in addition to scientific sourc-
es, included collections of statistics, as well as media publications documenting the demographic and
economic dynamics of the studied regions in 2022-2023. The methodological basis was a systematic
approach that allowed combining the methods used in demography, social and economic geography
with elements of structural-functional approach and discourse analysis of information obtained from
media publications.

Results. It was found that during the spring and summer of 2022, there was a significant decrease in
the available population of both areas as a result of outmigration. Moreover, the losses of the urban po-
pulation were higher than those of the rural population. The maximum population losses were suffered
by the Dnieper cities and the settlement network of the frontline zone of the Zaporozhye Region. In
both areas, the age structure of the population has significantly deformed (a significant increase in the
proportion of elderly and old people), the shortage of specialists in the main areas of socio-economic
activity has sharply worsened. It is recorded that in 2022-2023 the only major sphere of economic life
that continued to function on a scale comparable to peacetime was agricultural production and related
segments of industry (primarily food).

Discussion and Conclusion. Demographic and socio-economic prospects for the development of both
regions will largely be determined by the further dynamics of the armed conflict. The prolongation of
its active stage will accelerate the process of reducing the local population due to outflow, and in the
economic sphere will contribute to the deepening of agricultural (and more broadly — Agro-industrial)
specialization of regional economic complexes. A stable truce will allow to diversify the directions of
economic growth, first of all, to activate a number of industrial clusters, the tourist and recreational
complex, the sphere of transport and logistics. The results of the study can be used in the development
and detailing of plans for the socio-economic development of new territories.

The Potential of Regional Branding
in Strengthening Russian National Identity
(Cases of Adygea, Kabardino-Balkaria and Dagestan)

Abstract

Introduction. The risks of destabilization of the ethno-political and ethno-confessional situation in the
North Caucasus, active migration processes, as well as traditional for this macro-region socio-economic
problems and issues of inter-ethnic relations actualize the state policy of identity at the level of regions
and the country as a whole. One of the mechanisms for strengthening the Russian national identity is
regional branding. The purpose of the study is to analyze the perceptions of the region's uniqueness, va-
lues, levels of identity of the population of Adygea, Kabardino-Balkaria and Dagestan, to find common
meanings and values for the regions, which, reflected in brands, are included in the state identity policy,
strengthening its national level.

Materials and Methods. Empirical materials include quantitative data from a mass survey conducted
in October-November 2023 in Adygea, Kabardino-Balkaria and Dagestan, and qualitative (non-stan-
dardized interviews with experts). The methodological design is based on the use of an interdisciplinary
approach and comparative analysis of cases from the three regions. This allowed us to identify common
and special features in determining the potential of branding to strengthen the Russian national identity,
based on the principle of triangulation.

Results. The peculiarities and key characteristics of the regions under study have been identified. It was
found that there is no integral established brand of the region in them, but the sources of its formation
are obvious - the residents' perceptions of the uniqueness of the region and the markers by which the
residents identify themselves with it. In Adygea and Kabardino-Balkaria it is a high level of comfort
with the preservation of ethnic traditions, in Dagestan it is the significant role of religion and ethnic
traditions, active orientation of residents to entrepreneurial activity.

Discussions and Conclusions. Regional identity is formed around unique unifying features — the value
of preserving ethnic traditions and good-neighborly relations, the absence of interethnic conflicts, iden-
tification markers common to the three regions (attitude to the native land, nature, territory, the value of
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cultural traditions, language). The reliance on these values in the process of branding the regions pro-
vides a link to national identity through the meanings and values common to all regions. The obtained
results may be of interest to regional authorities and contribute to the inclusion of regional branding
tasks in the policy of strengthening national identity.
