To achieve this goal, the study used a combined approach combining two methods: the Thomas
inductive method and the data analysis methodology of Whittemore and Knafl. This approach was
applied to identify patterns in the literature under study. For this purpose, information on scientific
studies of territorial differentiation of mortality was collected and analyzed. Information on scientific
studies of territorial differentiation of mortality was collected and analyzed. The empirical basis of
the study was data obtained from the Google Scholar, SocINDEX database, published between 1865
and 2022. The study shows that the research of spatial differences in mortality rates has gone
through several important stages: from the mid-19th century to the present day, when multilevel
statistical methods began to be used.
