Abstract. The article examines the ethnonymy and folklore data preserved by modern Siberian and
Altai Turks, which implies fairly active ethnic ties between the Altai and West Siberian regions.
The great migration of peoples, founding Turkic state formations, then the empire Genghis Khan
and the Mongol expansion, and at the last phase — the annexation of Western Siberia to the Moscow
State became the key stages in the turkification process of the Western Siberia territory. The
ethnonyms and toponyms preserved in the territory inhabited by the Siberian Tatars, such as Yerlan,
saryestek, taz, etc., indicate a fairly early penetration of the Turkic/Kipchak ethnic component into
Western Siberia. In the folklore of the Altaians, Tatars, Bashkirs, Nogais, Kazakhs, Uzbeks, and
Kyrgyz, there are epic tales Alyp Manash(s), Kozy Korpesh and Bayan-Sulu, Marat-biy, and Ak
Kubek that are common to these peoples. The ethnocultural ties of the Siberian-Altai area during the
Middle Ages are reflected in the common Turkic folklore heritage. The author draws attention to
the fact that, despite the fact that a stable tradition has developed in the Siberian literature to consid-
er Altai as the ancestral homeland of the Siberian Turks from where various Turkic tribes came and
spread further west, this issue is far from unambiguous. According to the author, the processes of
interaction between Siberian Tatars and Altaians had a multi-vector character at different historical
stages. Moreover, in the period after Moscow conquered the Siberian Khanate, there was an active
movement in the eastern direction, which was reflected in the appearance of new Turkic groups in
the Altai.

In addition to having a rich history spanning thousands of ears, Uzbekistan has
attracted the attention of other peoples with its geographical conditions and rich cul-
ture. Various military, economic, and cultural interactions in the region of Turkestan
have influenced the ethnic composition of its population. The indigenous population,
living in the ancient land of Turkestan, has been joined by representatives of many
nations who have come and settled from neighboring countries over the centuries,
contributing to the diversity of ethnic groups. In this regard, the presence of Tatar
population in the territory of Uzbekistan plays a special part. The formation of Tatars
in Uzbekistan as an ethnic diaspora dates back to the Middle Ages and beyond. The
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proximity of language and culture, as well as the unity of religion, further strengthen
the cooperation and mutual support between these peoples. Tatars migrated to Uzbe-
kistan for various reasons, including trade activities, seeking education in central ci-
ties of the region (Bukhara, Samarkand, Tashkent, Kokand, etc.), and for other rea-
sons.

Starting from the second half of the 19th century, the Russian Empire, aiming to
establish control over the Central Asian territories, actively used Tatars and other
peoples to implement its policies in the region. Particularly during the process of es-
tablishing control over Turkestan, Tatars and other nomadic groups of people were
mobilized to serve in various roles such as soldiers, administrators, military doctors,
field medics, and translators in the army of the Russian Empire (Gubaeva, 1991:
111). After the annexation of Turkestan, measures were taken to establish communi-
cation and derive benefits from the local population. Therefore, various administra-
tive positions and jobs were assigned to representatives of the Tatar population star-
ting from the 1860s (National Archives of Uzbekistan (NAUz). F. 1. Op. 20. C. 1191.
P. 8; C. 3853. P. 2-3). Notable services were awarded by the Governor-General of
Turkestan, Konstantin Petrovich von Kaufman, for significant contributions. For ex-
ample, Mukhammadkarim Sharipov, who served as a translator in the Zarafshan dis-
trict, was awarded a small silver medal on March 31, 1870, for his services (NAUz.
F. 1. Op. 20. C. 2373. P. 1-3), and another translator Chanishev was awarded the 3rd
degree Avliyo Svyatoslav order on September 4, 1872, for his services (NAUz. F. 1.
Op. 20. C. 6358. P. 2). This demonstrates one aspect of the Russian Empire’s patron-
age policy, as they were used for their usefulness without integrating into the society.

The rapid movement of Tatars into Turkestan and their activities raised concerns
for the governor-generalship. Governor-General Konstantin Petrovich von Kaufman
expressed fears about the Tatars being influenced by the Bukharan religious clergy
(NAUz. F. 1. Op. 27. C. 10°. P.1). With a confidential decree sent to the Governor-
General of Turkestan by the Ministry of Internal Affairs of the Russian Empire on
December 31, 1900, measures were taken to monitor the activities of Tatars who ar-
rived in Turkestan (Dolimov, 2006: 11). In the following years, there was an increase
in surveillance and investigations against them.

The enlightenment era in Turkestan, taking into account the colonial policy of
the Russian Empire and its consequences, was marked by collaboration between pro-
gressive Turkestan intellectuals and Tatar-Bashkir enlightenment figures who envi-
sioned the advancement and prosperity of Turkic peoples in the region through edu-
cational reforms.

By the end of the 19th century, the Turkestan region faced economic hardships
and cultural stagnation as a result of colonial policies. Those who recognized this sit-
uation outlined various ways to overcome it. Their activities focused on promoting
national industry, optimizing resource utilization, enhancing the socio-political status
of the people, establishing new educational methods and institutions for Turkestan
youth, training national experts, publishing newspapers and journals, forming various
societies, establishing theater troupes to address existing issues in society, and more.
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Towards the beginning of the 20th century, many young people from Muslim
countries came to study at madrasas in Bukhara, Tashkent, and Kokand. Among
them, thare was a considerable number of Tatar youth. The particularly noteworthy
representatives are prominent Islamic scholars of the 19th century, such as Abu Nasr
Al-Qursawi (1782-1813) and Shahobiddin Marjani (1818—-1889), who studied at
madrasas in Bukhara and Samarkand during their time. However, due to lack of at-
tention to exact and natural sciences in those madrasas and the absence of educational
reforms like those in developed countries, the number of foreign students declined.
Marjani criticized the education system he encountered in Bukhara madrasas during
his time, “Although they praise Bukhara as a center of learning and knowledge, the
people and government of Bukhara are far from knowledge. Their administration is
full of corruption and their education system is not in order” (Solih bin Sobit
Abiddin, 1935: 57).

Marjani’s ideas faced criticism and were eventually forced out of Bukhara. If we
turn our attention to the thoughts of Munavvar Qori Abdurashidkhonov, we can see
that “In the 1900s, there was no news or evidence of modern schools in Turkestan.
Initial schools were old schools, while middle and high schools were madrasas. When
students went abroad to study, they found that Bukhara Sharif had nothing good to
offer except Arabic and religious studies, unlike other countries where there were no
subjects missing” (Yosh Turkistan, 1933: 18).

With the beginning of the 20th century, there was a growing need to study mod-
ern sciences and apply them in the country’s life. The absence of modern educational
institutions focused on economic development in Turkestan was one of the existing
problems in the region. The high-level education institutions in Turkestan needed re-
forming. In such a circumstances, getting education in other countries seemed to be
the only solution. In addressing those issues, Turkestan intellectuals, together with
Tatar-Bashkir intellectuals, played a pivotal role in the development of the country.

Initially, the emergence and development of new-style schools in Turkestan, and
their reform, were organized by Ismail Gasprinsky and his assistants. The new-style
school created by 1. Gasprinsky quickly became popular and expanded widely among
the Muslim population of the Russian Empire. The newspaper Tarjumon, published
by him, provided an opportunity to keep up to date with the world news, social, eco-
nomic, and cultural issues. Moreover, the newspaper helped the dissemination of in-
formation about new-style schools and their educational processes, contributing sig-
nificantly to the educational mission.

In the last ten ears of 19th century, when I. Gasprinsky initiated the establish-
ment of such schools in Turkestan, the movement gained attention from many people,
and schools teaching Usuli Savtiya (teaching method explaining the meaning of
words by associating them with letters, i.e., teaching students to recognize letters and
read words aloud) were established in the provinces of Turkestan under the supervi-
sion of Tatar teachers. The activities of Tatar teachers were not limited to the Turke-
stan General Governorate but also extended to the protectorate regions, such as the
Emirate of Bukhara and the Khanate of Khiva. In particular, Abdulghani Khusainov,
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who came from Orenburg to the first new-style school in the Khanate of Khiva in
1889, laid the foundation for these schools. Later, the number of such schools in-
creased. Turkestan progressive intellectuals also established their own schools. In
those schools, alongside national talents, students who had studied at madrasas in
Tataristan and Bashkortostan were admitted, continuing their education during the
transitional period. The emergence and development of new schools in Turkestan,
based on specific programs, were largely due to the efforts of Tatar-Bashkir intellec-
tuals and the significant role played by their newspapers. The progressive activities of
Turkestan’s first new-style school instructors such as Munavvar Qori Abdu-
rashidkhonov, Abdulqodir Shakuriy, and Iskhokhon Tura Ibrat, made a significant
contribution. Particularly, Munavvarqori, who was acquainted with the Tarjumon
newspaper, had acquired a considerable amount of information about new schools
and had collected newly published religious and scientific books. Reading articles
about the teaching methods of the new-style schools in Bogchasaroy published in the
Tarjumon newspaper, he got involved in opening Usuli Savtiya schools and creating
teaching curricula for them.

The emergence of modern schools in Turkestan and their reliance on specific
programs significantly increased the importance of Tatar and Bashkir enlighteners
and their newspapers. That situation allowed for the active participation and contribu-
tion of individuals such as Munavvar Qori Abdurashidkhanov, Abdulqodir Shakuriy,
and Ishogkhon Tura Ibrat. Especially, Munavvarqori became acquainted with the
Tarjumon newspaper, collected new religious and scientific books, and wrote about
new schools, thus contributing to the creation of educational programs for new
schools.

The progressive Namangan native, Ishogkhon Tura Ibrat, on the other hand, col-
laborated with Tatar enlighteners Khussain Makaev and Abdulrauf Shahidi in the es-
tablishment of a printing house, new-style school, and newspaper in his Torakurgan
(Dolimov, 1994: 34-36). In 1907, when Is'hogkhon To'ra Ibrat opened a modern-
method Jadid school in To'rago'rg'on, he invited Khussain Makaev to teach there.
The school quickly gained popularity among the public due to the teachers’ hard
work, as evidenced by students’ rapid progress and visible results. In the 1907 edition
of Turkiston Viloyatining Gazeti, Ibrat said about his school and Husayn Makaev, “...
I hired a mullah from Kazan and established a school. It hasn’t even been three
months since the school opened, et more than 20 young children and 10-15 adults,
who used to respond to the question "'What is 'Alif'?" with 'a stick,’ have learned to
read and write nearly everything” (Isxokxon tura Junaydullax, 1907: 2).

Khussain Makaev was well-regarded during his time, and the public’s interest in
his school deepened. For example, “In 1910, a new school was established in Na-
mangan. Initially, a Tatar man named Khussain Makaev arrived and opened a mod-
ern-method school. Rumors quickly spread across the city, “A Tatar named Makaev
has come, opening a new school where in just four ears, he teaches children to read,
write, and count, and turns them into mullahs. He charges one sum per student and
educates them with discipline, without beating them” (Radjapov, 2011: 8).
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The civilizational relations of Turkestan enlighteners with Tatar and Bashkir en-
lighteners were manifested not only in the field of education but also in obtaining
secondary and higher education and training specialists, especially teachers. Over the
centuries, traditional education systems in Turkestan operated at a high level and con-
sisted of schools and madrasas with a strong foundation and high level of training. In
madrasas, primarily, knowledge in theology and jurisprudence was provided, and ex-
act and natural sciences were given insufficient attention. Certainly, that situation
contributed to the stagnation of society’s general development and lagged behind
other countries.

At the beginning of the 20th century, a new teaching system was introduced in a
number of madrasas in Orenburg, Ufa, and Kazan, which attracted the attention of
Muslim youth in the Russian Empire. With the introduction of a new teaching meth-
od in madrasas such as Khusainiya in Orenburg, Mukhammadia in Kazan, and Galiya
in Ufa, the quality of education improved. As a result, the number of students coming
to study in Bukhara madrasas from the Russian territories decreased. During that
time, there was a growing demand for essential knowledge and educational reforms
in educational institutions, leading to improvements in higher educational institutions
and the training of young people (Cor hokumeti ve ..., 1922: 27-30).

The study in Tartar-Bashkir madrasas was completed in the spring months, and
the summer months were considered vacation time until October, during which many
madrasa students engaged in teaching to collect funds for the next academic year by
traveling to various cities, villages, and regions. According to the book Turmush
urinishlari, “The year 1908 has passed. I heard that three of our students came from
Ufa to our city and joined three schools in our city. They were taught the basics of
reading, were introduced to a new order, and were accepted to study again, and when
they had finished their studies, they were given a few rubles by the school teachers
upon their departure. There is even a street in the Tokli Jallob district where Nabi
domla, who taught at the school, took Vali Akhmad from his students to his own
school” (Muminjon Muhammadjon ugli, 1926: 138).

The Oliya madrasa in Turkestan and the Kazakh steppes became popular among
the youth of Turkestan due to the teaching methods and the knowledge provided,
which attracted the attention of many Turkestan students and, therefore, fostered the
desire for education among young people.

Relying on the information provided by Sizikh who was in charge of the defense
of Turkestan region, among the students of those schools, also included a considera-
ble number of students from Turkestan. It is known that the Madrasa Galiya in Ufa
was considered a high school for outstanding Muslims among those schools, and not
only religious books are taught there, but also worldly knowledge is very much em-
phasized compared to other madrasas. People who had studied at those madrasas
tended to be more knowledgeable than those who studied in traditional madrasas,
without excluding those who have studied in new madrasas. The new students ex-
celled in the madrasa at a much higher level. If we pay attention to the good relations
between the Kazakhs and the Tatars, the high regard they have for the Tatars, and es-

pecially the influence of the Tatars on the Kazakhs, we see the greatness of the influ-
ence of Madrasa Galiya and the people who studied there on the Kazakhs.

That, in turn, increased the interest of young people from Turkestan in studying
at schools in Orenburg, Kazan, and Ufa. The book Turmush urinishlari by the Tash-
kent writer Muminjon Muhammadjon (Toshqin) provides a lot of information about
the education in the Tatar-Bashkir madrasas and about the young people from Turke-
stan who studied there (Muminjon Muhammadjon ugli, 1926: 293-324). Muminjon
Toshqgin himself also obtained education at the Galiya madrasa in Ufa from 1908 to
1910.

Collaboration of Russian, Azerbaijani, and Tatar theater troupes played a signif-
icant role in the development of modern theater art in Turkestan and its prosperity in
the early 20th century; Tatar theater troupes also gained great importance. The for-
mation of Uzbek national theater art in the early 20th century was greatly influenced
by Tatar theater groups (Rizaev, 1999: 119). In Turkestan, Tatar performances were
staged in courtyards of Tatar neighborhoods and in places where people gathered. For
example, in Tashkent, during the reception held by General Sokhib Gireevich
Yenikeev, the play Ishqg balosi by Nomik Kamolnin was performed by Tatar actors
(Tarix va toplum, 2000: 69). In 1909, in the same courtyard, another play, Birinchi
teatr by playwright Galiaskar Kamal, was staged by Tatar actors. Uzbek actors also
participated in this comedy (Rizaev, 2000: 88—89). Starting from 1910, a permanent
Tatar theater group operated in Tashkent. Azerbaijani, Tatar, and Russian dramas
were staged there. The number of such troupes increased. In 1913, actors and direc-
tors from Turkestan also joined the activities of the “Turon” theater group, founded
by modern artists in Tashkent. In particular, the “Turon” theater group staged the
plays Istanbul under the direction of the Tatar director Mukhammadyorov in 1914
and 7oy under the direction of Z. Boyazidsky. On December 22, 1914, the play Toy
staged by Z. Boyazidsky was performed for the second time at the Coliseum in Tash-
kent and attracted great interest from the local population as well as Tatar and Euro-
pean residents.

The revival of theater played a separate role in enhancing the spiritual and polit-
ical level of the people, alongside the press. During this period, newspapers such as
Tarjumon and Vagqt, the magazine Shuro, and the journal Mulla Nasriddin, published
in Azerbaijan, played an important role in the development of enlightenment and na-
tional liberation aspirations among the Central Asian peoples.

During that period, many educational materials, books, journals, and newspapers
were published in Turkestan, mainly in the publishing houses of Kazan. In addition,
Tatar intellectuals played an active role in organizing local printing houses and
bookstores in Turkestan. In the early 20th century, the language of newspapers pub-
lished in Turkestan, including the language of newspapers printed elsewhere, consist-
ed of a mixture of Tatar, Turkish, and Arabic words, which were adapted to the Uz-
bek language (Abduazizova, 2000: 71). That increased the interest of the population
in periodical publications. In the publication of newspapers and magazines, the Tur-
kestan intellectuals worked hand in hand with the Tatar-Bashkir progressives. For ex-
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ample, among the newspapers published in Turkestan, the Tarraqqi newspaper, edi-
ted by Ismoil Obidiy, actively involved Tatar journalists such as Shakir Mukhtoriy
and Ismail Aliyev. On April 9, 1908, the newspaper Aziya was launched, with one of
the editors being Akhmadzhan Bektemirov, a Tatar journalist.

Furthermore, the writer Muminjon Muhammadjon ugli, who lived in that era,
expressed his thoughts as follows, “Akhmadzhan Bektemirov used to publish a
newspaper called 4sia. We went to see his office. It was a small house with a small
courtyard, old furniture, and shelves where newspapers were placed. There was a
small table with a single lamp, and from afar, he cherished something precious,
“knowledge” he obtained with a small candle" (Muminjon Muhammadjon ugli, 1926:
139).

In the following years, the publication of Shuhrat, Tuzjo, Samargand newspa-
pers in Turkestan and the release of the Oyna magazine under the editorship of
Mahmudkhon Behbudi witnessed successful collaboration with Tatar enlightenment
figures. Those events continued with the active participation of Sadoyi Fargona led
by Obidjon Mahmudov (1871-1936), which started in April 1914 in Kokand, and
Sadoyi Turkeston edited by Ubaydulla Asadullahoy (1878-1942), published from
Tashkent. Tatar intellectuals such as Abdurauf Muzaffarzoda, Noshiravon Yaushov,
Abdullah Begi, Mahmud Budayli, and others took a particularly active part in those
newspapers. Tatar translator Nurmukhammad Usmanov contributed to the editorial
board of Sadoyi Fargona newspaper (NAUz. F. 461. Op. 1. C. 1315. P. 346). He also
contributed to Sadoyi Turkeston with his articles. Abdurauf Muzaffarzoda, known
under various signatures such as Abdur Rauf Muzaffarov, A. Muzaffarov, R., Rauf
Muzaffarzoda M.A., published over 40 articles in the newspaper. His articles ad-
dressed issues of education, morality, culture, and delved into social and economic
issues of Turkestan. For example, Rauf Muzaffarzoda, in his articles, emphasized the
importance of the human factor, “... A person is only truly human through the cultiva-
tion of both the physical and spiritual realms. Someone who has not developed their
spirit, enriched their intellect, and expanded their thoughts through science and edu-
cation is no different from one existing aimlessly amidst other -creatures»
(Muzaffarzoda, October 7, 1914).

He was a proponent of reforms and advocated for the cultural elevation of the
people, criticizing societal flaws. In his articles, he compared the nation to a cultural
ship that needed to be set in motion and saved from social decline by fulfilling its cul-
tural needs. In his article Culture and Us he reproached his compatriots, “Even
though we see what culture truly is, we ignore our cultural needs” (Muzaffarzoda,
May 30, 1914).

Even after concluding his work at Sadoyi Turkiston and leaving Tashkent,
Muzaffarzoda continued publishing numerous articles about Turkestan. His works
appeared in publications like Vagt and Shuro. Notably, his series of articles titled The
Present-Day Life in Turkestan, which were published in several issues of Shuro, can
be considered a cohesive work. In the series, he delved into Turkestan’s geography,
its people, their culture, lifestyle, and traditions. Additionally, he addressed the re-
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gion’s educational institutions, urban life, achievements, and challenges. He specifi-
cally analyzed gender issues, highlighting problems and offering insights.

Muzaffarzoda referred to the Turkestan region as “the Turkestan Continent”, de-
scribing it as a vast territory encompassing the Khazar (Caspian) Sea, the Amu Darya
and Syr Darya rivers, and numerous snow-capped mountains, serving as a cradle for
Turkic peoples. He emphasized that despite being under Russian imperial rule, Turke-
stan remained a stronghold of Islam and Turkic heritage. Writing about the local popu-
lation, he noted, “The indigenous people of Turkestan, numbering about 10 million
Muslims, speak their distinct Turkic dialect” (A. Rauf Muzaffar, 1916: 262).

He highly regarded the Turkestani people’s resilience in preserving their identity
under Russian imperial rule, describing them as the most steadfast among the Muslim
communities in the empire. He wrote, “If asked where the most victorious Muslims
of Russia are, without a doubt, the answer would be 'In Turkestan!” (A. Rauf
Muzaffar, 1916: 262).

According to Muzaffarzoda, despite the 50 years of colonization and the intro-
duction of Russian laws and culture, the traditional lifestyle and customs of Turke-
stan’s Muslim population remained intact. He explained this by stating, “It seems that
because Turkestanis have not yet succumbed to Western cultural influences, their
manners, nature, and ethics remain as they were in the days of their ancestors”
(A. Rauf Muzaffar, 1916: 263).

He also elaborated on the local population’s lifestyle and customs, noting that
children wore braided hairstyles, men carried knives at their waists, and cemeteries
were frequently visited. He highlighted their disdain for those who violated customs
and praised their preservation of ancestral traditions, including traditional music,
horseback riding, and producing intricately designed fabrics.

Describing the morals and character of the Turkestani people, he emphasized
their cheerful demeanor and hospitality. While he criticized their flattery, he noted
that it suited them well.

During the February events of 1917, Tatar-Bashkir intellectuals participated in
the changes that took place in Turkestan along with Turkestan progressives. In addi-
tion to being editors and correspondents in the newly established newspapers, they
also participated in them with their liberal-ideological articles aimed at the develop-
ment of the country. They supported the Turkestan autonomy, which was a national
democratic government. They were active not only in the practical activities of that
government, but also in its propaganda in the press. Articles such as Mukhtar Bakir’s
Turkistan Muxtariyati va Turkistan xalqi (Ulug Turkestan, 1917), Shakir Mukhtari’s
Turkistan Muxtariyati (Shakir Mukhtari, 1918) are among them.

At the beginning of the 20th century, fraternal ties grew stronger between the
numerous Tatar-Bashkir intellectuals who came to Turkestan and the Turkestans who
sought knowledge from that land. As a result, they worked together in the struggle for
the development of the sciences necessary for their time and for progress. Conse-
quently, national press developed in the Turkestan region, new schools which imple-
mented the new method were opened. Young people who graduated from the new
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method schools were sent to secondary and higher education institutions in foreign
countries. Charitable and cultural societies were established, in which Tatar intellec-
tuals, along with Turkestan progressives, also participated.

In conclusion, the historical relations of the Uzbek people with the Tatar-
Bashkir peoples led to social, economic, and cultural development in various fields in
Turkestan. Innovations emerged in education, publishing, theater, and other areas in
the country. Tatar intellectuals also contributed to the progress. However, the repres-
sive actions of the Russian Empire had a negative impact on the lives of Tatars along-
side the local population in Turkestan. Nevertheless, the social connections between
the two peoples helped advance societal developments. The friendship of Uzbek and
Tatar intellectuals during the turmoil of the Russian Empire gave hope for significant
progress in social and cultural life from the February 1917 revolution onwards. How-
ever, the strengthening of the Bolshevik government led to setbacks for the intellec-
tuals’ reformist movements. Starting from the 1930s, the policy of harsh repression
against intellectuals was implemented, resulting in many Uzbek and Tatar intellectu-
als being repressed.

After the conquest of the khanates in Turkestan by the Russian Empire, the co-
lonial policy did not go around the military sphere as well as various spheres of pub-
lic life. This further-aimed government administration did not want the Turkestan
peoples to take up arms and get military training, and they were not recruited into
military service at all. Even those who wanted to become soldiers as volunteers were
not allowed to. Patriotic men of Turkestan, who had a strong desire for freedom, were
also forbidden to wear swords and knives. Regarding this, the enlightener Abdulla
Kodiriy wrote in his article under the pseudonym Ju-boy, “After our homeland (Tur-
kestan — author) was conquered by the tsarist government, the Russian tyranny also
forbade carrying knives” (Ishtirokyun, 1919).
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Offensive phrases like “A thousand Sarts (non-tribal settled Uzbeks) are not
worth the heel of a Russian soldier” also became a “slogan™ of autocratic officials at
that time. According to O.Girs, a secret adviser who inspected the Turkestan region,
“By the present time (1883 — author.), the number of native men in Turkestan is 1
million 150 thousand people, and if we involve five out of a thousand of them into
military service every year, it will be 5750 people. In the first year of mobilization,
this indicator is 19,1% of our troops in Turkestan. In 15 years, the number of native
people who have completed military service will increase to 86 250. A few of them
can become non-commissioned officers or soldiers with excellent military training
and may fight against us. If we can’t recruit local nationals for military service, it’s
better to charge them for military service. If the military tax is collected from the lo-
cal population in Turkestan in return for military service, it is possible to earn 3 mil-
lion 125 thousand rubles per year” (Girs). He advocated the policy of not recruiting
the people of Turkestan into the army at all. Girs mentioned that the people of the
country would remember the political independence and would not forget the enmity
towards the victorious Russians. Regarding the consequences of the Russian Em-
pire’s military policy in Turkestan, Akhmad Zaki Validy said, “Before, in Turkestan,
according to the old custom, there was an incentive and desire to be a soldier. Now,
the people of Turkestan have been released from military service, so their passion has
gradually faded and they have become relaxed...” (Validiy, 1981: 114).

On June 25, 1916, the decree of Nikolay II “On the recruitment of non-Russian
men of the Empire to work on the construction of defense structures and the roads of
military affairs in the area of the army in action, as well as in any other affairs neces-
sary for the defense of the state” was announced. According to the decree, people be-
tween the ages of 19 and 43 in the Syrdarya, Samarkand, Fergana, Yettisuv and Cas-
pian regions of the Governor General of Turkestan were to be recruited. Among the
local people that decree was called “recruitment for manual labour”.

About 123 000 men from Turkestan were sent to work as manual labourers in
many cities of the Russian Empire according to the decree, and this decree caused
sharp protests and uprisings among the people of Turkestan. The decree also caused a
complete change in the concept of military service for the men of Turkestan. The pol-
icy of the tsar’s government to recruit the natives of Turkestan into military service
ended in this way.

The Romanovs dynasty was overthrown as a result of the victory of the Febru-
ary Revolution, which took place on February 28, 1917 in Petrograd, the capital of
the Russian Empire. On March 2, 1917, a provisional government was established in-
stead of the overthrown tsar’s government. Under the influence of those processes,
political processes became active in Turkestan. The intellectuals of the country paid
special attention not only to establish an independent state in the region, but also to
establish state institutions that would serve to support it. Along with a number of in-
stitutions of the independent state to be established in the region, they also paid spe-
cial attention to the issue of forming the national army, which was considered its sup-
port and protector.
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Although large-scale works were carried out by Turkistan’s progressives and
progressive representatives of the country to form national military structures, it was
not possible to create a strong Muslim army due to the growing influence of the Bol-
shevik Party. While the February Revolution of 1917 opened the doors of opportunity
for freedom in the democratic spirit, the events of October, which took place later,
chose the method of ending all democratic principles and ideas, physically losing the
supporters of such principles, and ruling the power on the basis of a single ideology.

In July 1917, a general assembly of Muslims of all Russia was held in the city of
Kazan, where the Central Muslim Military Commissariat was located. A joint assem-
bly of the All-Russian Muslim Military Council and the All-Russian Council of Is-
lamic Scholars worked there. Among the issues presented in the assembly, a decision
was made to establish a national autonomy and some national factions from Muslim
soldiers. The newspaper Ulug Turkistan (“The Great Turkestan™) reported about the
issues discussed at the meeting, “The Muslim soldier, who has been oppressed for
centuries and in the lowest position, will start living a new life from now on. He will
serve in his country, in his national regiment, speaking with Muslim leaders in his na-
tive language. He will perform the prayers imposed on him in time and will have spe-
cial (halal) meals for the Muslims” (Ulug® Turkestan, 1917). After that proposal, the
processes went against the interests of Turkestan people.

On November 28, 1917, Turkestan Autonomy was announced in Kokand city as
a result of the efforts of the country’s progressives to create an independent state in
the region. From the first days of their work, the members of the government consid-
ered the issue of establishing the public police and the national army in order to main-
tain the peace of the nations living in Turkestan as the most important task (Ulug
Turkestan, 1917). The Autonomy consisted of 8 people (Azamkhuzhaev, 2000;
Madyarova, 2010: 127), and the position of the responsible military minister of the
Autonomy was occupied by Ubaydulla Khojaev (New history of Uzbekistan..., 2000:
18), a lawyer by profession. As soon as the announcement of Turkestan Autonomy,
the national Muslim battalion was established under the leadership and initiative of
Ubaydulla Khojaev to protect it.

Later, Makhdi Chanishev, an agronomist from Ufa, served as the commander of
the Autonomous Army for some time. According to the sources, Makhdi Chanishev
was appointed commander-in-chief of the entire police to maintain order and disci-
pline in the city during the Kokand events (Ulug Turkestan, 1918).

It should be emphasized that they established cooperation with a number of for-
eign military experts in order to raise the army of the Autonomous Government to the
level of the advanced army of its time. In this regard, Polish and Turkish officers
closely helped the members of the government of the Turkestan Autonomous Repub-
lic. The autonomous government decided to use the experience of Turkish officers in
order to develop the military sphere. One of the main reasons for this was ethnicity,
language, religion and cultural closeness and feeling of brotherhood.

Obidjon Mahmudov, the Turkestan Autonomy Minster of Food, in addition to
the tasks within his authority, also paid considerable attention to the issue of provid-
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ing (Karimov, 2013: 232), the soldiers of the Autonomous Region with weapons and
involving professional experts. He met Hasan Ravshani in Azerbaijan, who was the
leader of the Party “Ittihod va taraqqiy” (Union and Progress), which was founded in
the Caucasus at the beginning of 1918. During the meeting, O.Mahmudov handed
over a letter of the Union and Development Society of Turkestan written to Hasan
Ravshani. In that letter, written on January 9, 1918, experienced specialists were re-
quested for the establishment of national forces in Turkestan. Hasan Ravshani imme-
diately sent the letter and request of the Union and Progress Society of Turkestan to
the headquarters of the “Ittihod va taraqqiy” Party in Istanbul. On March 8, 1918,
Hasan Ravshani sent a reply letter to Obidjon Mahmudov. In his letter he replied,
“...in order to train officers in Turkestan, officers were also sent to establish a military
school, a military organization, and form national regiments... Officers will also un-
conditionally obey the party “Ittthod va taraqqiy” and will be engaged only in mili-
tary affairs. If the work is done in this order, I hope that you will achieve great suc-
cess, and I promise that Turkey will help our Turkestan brothers in every area,
Efandim” (Andican Ahat, 2003: 114). Being unaware of the overthrow of the auto-
nomy, Hasan Ravshani sent a man named Yusuf Ziyo' (Andican Ahat, 2003: 114)
and about 20 Ottoman soldiers to Turkestan together with O. Mahmudov according to
his promise. However, by that time the opportunity had been lost, the Autonomy had
been violently overthrown by the Bolsheviks.

The activities of the military force, which was the basis of autonomy, were cov-
ered in detail in several issues of the Ulug Turkestan (“The Great Turkestan™). For
example, Mukhtar Bakir in his articles such as Duty of the Autonomous Government,
Turkistan Autonomy and Turkestan people (Ulug® Turkestan, 1917), Force is needed
for the establishment of Turkestan Autonomy (Ulug‘ Turkestan, 1917), it was consid-
ered necessary to form the national army of the Autonomy, establish military courts
and organizations as the main tasks facing the government of Turkestan Autonomy.
In the article entitled Duty of the Autonomous Government, it was reported as “So
many armed soldiers were brought to Turkestan during the reign of the Tsar govern-
ment. The need for these soldiers ended with the declaration of autonomy and the
transition of the government to the hands of the people. It should be taken into ac-
count that now the soldiers who are in other cities of Turkestan started to return to
their homeland”, and in the article entitled Autonomy of Turkestan and Turkestan
people we can see the reports that say, “It is not difficult to declare autonomy and in-
dependence”. However, its implementation and execution requires a lot of experi-
ence, knowledge, and dedication. With the declaration of independence, Turkestan
people are facing great and difficult tasks, as well as sacred and responsible services.
Among these challenges, one of the most important tasks is the establishment of mili-
tary tribunals and organizations and the organization of police work.

! Later Yusuf Ziyo bey together with mufti Sadriddin Khan opened the Tashkent branch of the
Union and Development Society in Turkey (Andican Ahat, 2003).
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It should be noted that the Turkestan Autonomy was overthrown by the Soviet
authorities through force, and even after the establishment of the Turkestan ASSR,
the progressive figures of the region continued to prepare military specialists from
local representatives who were true patriots and fought for the independence of Tur-
kestan. They included such organizations as the “Izchilar tudasi”, “Milliy Ittihod”,
and “Ittthodi Taraqqiy” which gathered many progressives like Munavvarqori
Abdurashidkhonov (1878-1931), Ghazi Olim Yunusov, Said Ahroriy and others, es-
tablished schools for future soldiers based on the English Boy Scouting methods at
secondary schools. In 1918-1919, this system was officially included in the curricu-
lum of all schools in Tashkent. These groups operated under the slogan Giving
strength to the weak, knowledge to the ignorant. The groups “lzchi”, “Temur”,
“Turon kuchi” and “Turk kuchi” had branches like “Bobirkhon qo‘li” and “Qoyikhon
go‘li” not only in Tashkent but also in other cities of Turkestan, such as Chimkent,
Ogmasjid, etc. The services of Turkish officers who came to the Turkestan region
were widely utilized in the process of teaching military sciences to the youth of Tur-
kestan. In the schools organized by the progressive figures of Turkestan, Turkish of-
ficers held gymnastics classes.

The main goal of the national schools established by the progressives was to ed-
ucate the youth of Turkestan aged 16—30 under the national flag, turn them into well-
trained specialists, raise them physically strong, send them abroad to obtain educa-
tion; develop the arts, establish literature and press in a national spirit, organize mili-
tary training, and ultimately to educate the people of Turkestan as fighters for nation-
al independence. However, in the 1920s, many of the 72 Jadid schools established in
Tashkent had Turkish officials as teachers. By the end of 1919, the Turk Bureau
strictly opposed the activities of those groups, and by late 1920, all Turkish officials
were expelled from the Soviet country under the pretext of “the return of military
prisoners. Only the “Izchilar tudasi” under the leadership of Akmal Ikramov contin-
ued its activities until the end of 1921. Before the national-territorial demarcation was
carried out in Turkestan, a number of reforms had been implemented by the Soviet
authorities in the military sector, and extensive measures were taken to involve repre-
sentatives of the local population in the ranks of the worker-peasant Red Army’s na-
tional units. Although the worker-peasant Red Army national units established in
Turkestan were used to serve the interests of the Soviet authorities, they also played a
significant role in forming a new generation of national military specialists and in the
development of the military sector.

Even after the overthrow of the autonomy, national intellectuals and local lead-
ers preferred to use the experience and services of Turkish officers (subays) in the
military field. The Bukhara Emirate was violently overthrown by the Bolsheviks in
September 1920, and Bukhara People’s Soviet Republic (BPSR) was established in
its place.

As soon as Bukhara People’s Soviet Republic was established, the help of Ot-
toman Turkish officers (subays), who were captured by the Russian Empire in the
First World War and came to Turkestan from exile in Siberia, was used in the for-
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mation of the armed forces of the republic. Turkish officer Ali Rizobey was appoint-
ed as the Deputy of the Inspector of Military Affairs of the BPSR Abdulhamid
Oripov (Raci Cakiréz, 1987: 44-45). Turkish officers (subays) were recruited by the
government of Bukhara in the fields of defense and military education, and military
skills and experiences were learned from them. The fact that the language, culture,
and religion of the Turkish soldiers were very close to the local nation also helped the
government of the BPSR in this regard.

Abdulhamid Oripov, the inspector of military affairs of the BPSR and the
chairman of the Soviet of inspectors of the BPSR, established a military school in
Karmana in 1921 and started to train officers from the local people representatives.
According to Ahmed Zaki Validi, that military school consisted of captured Turkish
officers (Zakiy Validi Tugon, 1997: 105).

Abdulhamid Oripov together with Zaki Validi invited several talented specialists
to Bukhara to form the national military units of the city. In particular, Abkhazian
Ishmurzin from Bashkirdistan, his assistant Ibrahim Ishakov (Zakiy Validi Tugon,
1997: 125), Tatar officer colonel Haybatulla Sadikov and some of his close officers
came to Bukhara and assumed leadership roles in military units. The military units of
Karshi, Shahrisabz, Nurota, Guzor, Karmana were assigned to them. All of them
were appointed to the military posts by Abdulhamid Oripov. The purpose of their ap-
pointment to those positions was, firstly, to train qualified national military special-
ists; secondly, if the Soviet government did not allow establishing national military
units in the BPSR in an official and legal way or began to disband the military units
that had begun to be formed, they would unite with the commanders and start a gen-
eral upsurge. Certainly, in order to achieve the second goal, it was necessary to con-
vey the national goal message to the commanders on a large scale.

It should be noted that in 1920 the command of the Red Army appointed Tatar
military men to the position of the inspector of military affairs of both republics (the
BPSR and the KhPSR), but Riza Shokirov (the inspector of military affairs of the
KhPSR) and Bagautdin Shegabutdinov (the inspector of military affairs of the BPSR)
did not work long in this position. Later, A. Oripov (1921-1922) and famous statesman
F. Khojaev (1922), R. Boymurodov (1922-02.1923), N.A. Verevkin (Rakhalsky)
(02.1923-06.1923), F. Khojaev (06.1923—-1924), M. Mirsharopov (1924) worked in the
position of the inspector of military affairs of the BPSR, while Shaykhutdin Khasanov
(1921), Hasan Muhammadzhanov (1921) and Jabbergon Kochkarov (1921-1922), Mi-
khail Voloshin (1922-1923), I.V. Godetsky (1923-1924), Nikolay Shaydakov (1924)
worked as inspectors of military affairs of the BPSR (Matkarimov, 1993: 18—19).

Turkish officers participated in the formation of the national armed forces not
only of the Bukhara People’s Soviet Republic, but also of the Khorezm People’s So-
viet Republic. Some of them even worked as teachers in schools, such as “Namuna”,
“Turon”, “Mukhtoriyat”, “Irfon” whih opened in Tashkent (Raci Cakirdz, 1987: 42—
43). Under the pressure and threat of the Bolsheviks, who did not want the KhPSR to
have its own national armed forces, the Turkish officers were expelled by Safonov,
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the representative of the RSFSR in Moscow, and the military school was closed
(Zakiy Validi Tugon, 1997: 172).

In organizing the armed forces of the BPSR, the experience and skills of Turkish
officers and Tatar military specialists, who were captured by the Russians in the First
World War and later came to Turkestan, were used, and they were assigned responsi-
ble military positions. Despite the difficult conditions and restrictions, the leaders of
the government of the BPSR tried to organize the army of the BPSR independent
from the interests of the Turkestan Front and the RSFSR. However, the Center did
not approve those efforts and for that reason several of the leaders of the republic
were persecuted.

The Bolsheviks decided to use Tatar military experts to break the influence of
Turkish prisoners of war in the region. In order to protect and strengthen the Soviet
power in Turkestan, the military units sent from the Volga and Ural regions were
used as military experts.

The main reason for that was that Tatars and Bashkirs, whose language and reli-
gion were similar to those of the local people of Turkestan, lived in those areas, and
unlike Russian-speaking soldiers, they understood the language of the local popula-
tion of Turkestan well. The troops of the Orenburg front, the Kazan national troop,
the combat troop of the Samara communes, the Nizhegorod, Chelyabinsk troops, the
20th Moscow national regiment and other military units were mobilized for that
work. Those military units were sent to Turkestan in the second half of July and the
first half of August, 1918, to participate in the battles of the Caspian Front (Rasulov,
2005: 72). They also played a special role in providing the national military units be-
ing formed in Turkestan with appropriate personnel.

Although the first stage of the formation of the national military units of the Red
Army by the Soviet authorities was very complicated and difficult, that stage ended
with the formation of the following national military units:

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In the following years, the organization of the national units of the Red Army in
the Turkestan ASSR was carried out on the basis of precise plans, and the results ex-
pected by the Soviet authorities were achieved. In that regard, propaganda work car-
ried out by force among the Turkestan people played a big role. Besides, a number of
decrees and decisions were adopted by the Soviet authorities in order to recruit the
population of TASSR into military units. On May 7, 1920, according to order
No. 228 of the Turkestan Front, TASSR Central Executive Committee (CEC) issued
an order to recruit 30 000 people from the native population of Turkestan into the
Red Army (NAUz. F. 17. Op. 1. C. 1038. P. 172). In addition, on June 31, 1920, an
order was issued to recruit Turkestan population into the Red Army (NAUz. F. 39.
O. 1. C. 257. P. 1). In the same year, the population of Turkestan began to be recruit-
ed into military service on the basis of compulsion.

This stage of the formation of national military units in Turkestan is character-
ized by the formation of the Bukhara People’s Soviet Republic (BPSR) and Khorezm
People’s Soviet Republic (KhPSR), the organization and formation of their national
military units by the government of both countries. Because the military units estab-
lished by the governments of the BPSR and the KhPSR served as the basis for the
formation of the national military units and structures of the UzSSR, which were
formed after the national-territorial demarcation in Central Asia.

In conclusion, the participation of the Tatar-Bashkir military and intellectuals in
the formation of the national armed forces in the Turkestan region had a special
place, and in its turn, that issue was raised by a number of Tatar intellectuals in the
national press of Turkestan as the main issue that should attract greater attention. In
particular, the issue of establishing a national army of Turkestan autonomy and its
maintenance was raised many times by Tatar intellectuals. Moreover, the participa-
tion and support of Turkish military experts in the formation of the national army was
remarkable. In this process, due to the commonality of language, religion and culture,
a number of positive results were achieved in the formation of the national army in
the Turkestan region. Taking into account that the formation of national armed forces
in the region would destroy the interests and influence of the Soviet government,
Turkish military experts were expelled from the region.

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Theater movement in Turkestan in late 19th — early 20th centuries

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Abstract. The article analyzes the national forms of theatrical art that existed in Turkestan in the
pre-imperial and early period of the Russian Empire. The author shows the essence of the folk hu-
morous art and clownery that existed in the region and points out how theatrical traditions changed
under the influence of external factors.

Rich, centuries-old traditions of folk theater in Turkestan have been presented. It is proved that after
the conquest of the region by the Russian Empire, many changes took place in all its regions and
were aimed at promoting the interests of the new government. This policy consisted in promoting
European, Russian music and theatrical art. At the same time, Tatar and Azerbaijani theaters and
artists began to come to Turkestan on tour, showed productions, and exchanged experience with
local theater figures. Information about the repertoire of visiting and local theater troupes have been
provided.

The paper draws particular attention to the role of the Jadids in the formation of progressive theater
in Turkestan. The advanced national intelligentsia mastered new ideas in culture and changed the
local society. The paper demonstrates the importance of theatrical art for the socio-political life of
Turkestan, reveals the formation of the Uzbek Jadid theater, and outlines the stages of the European
theatrical art formation in the region. It is concluded that the creation of professional theaters in
Turkestan in late 19th — early 20th centuries was accompanied by state policy on regulating their
activities. The attitude of representatives of the local population, the government of the Russian
Empire, and the Turkestan Regional Security Department to the theater have been discussed.

Keywords: traditional theater, Jadid theater, professional theater, theater troupe, dramaturgy, hu-
morous art, clowning.

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National-state construction and its impact on the formation
of the ethnic composition of the Uzbek Soviet Socialist Republic

Abstract. The article focuses on studying the influence of employment policy of the Soviet regime
in Central Asia on the formation of the ethnic composition of the Uzbek Soviet Socialist Republic
(SSR). Based on archival sources, stratistical data and fundamental works, the author concludes that
the delimitation process was carried out on the basis of a narrow approach, while very little atten-
tion was paid to the historical, geographical, socio-economic characteristics of the peoples of the
region. The paper outlines differing interpretations of migration processes in the Uzbek SSR: dis-
course of the Soviet Union government had been formed driven by the optics of the need to carry
out forced industrialization of the region, which required saturating the local labor market with per-
sonnel for the industry. Integration of the Uzbek SSR into the all-Union political space was carried
out based on the idea of overcoming the heavy colonial legacy and implementing the course of
“eliminating actual inequality”, including in the Uzbek SSR.

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Tatars in Soviet Turkestan:
activities of interpreters and translators
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Abstract. The article highlights the role of Tatars in the propaganda and strengthening of the state
administration of the Soviet power in Turkestan. The paper mentions facts which testify that in the
given line of work representatives of the Tatar people were "necessary personnel" since they spoke
not only the languages of the local population, but also Russian. The participation of Tatars in the
system of territorial administration of the region, which was of great importance in establishing
written and oral communications with the central authorities of the USSR, was very significant. It
consisted in communicating decisions, orders, instructions and decrees of the Center to the local
population. With the help of Tatars, the central authorities of the USSR became familiar with the
content of legal and regulatory documents adopted in Turkestan. This counter-process, in accord-
ance with the established rules of Soviet power, served to create a new system of governance in the
region. The author studies the activities of Tatars in Soviet Turkestan from the point of view of the
work of interpreters and translators (including literary translators). Based on historical data, analysis
of literature and archival materials, the contribution of Tatar translators to intercultural communica-
tion, preservation of linguistic and cultural traditions has been shown. The paper discusses the role
of Tatars in the formation of the language environment of Turkestan and the problems and difficul-
ties that translators and interpreters encountered.

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Tatar House of Education in Leningrad (1933-1937)

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Abstract. The article examines the condition and activities of the state institution for conducting
work among the Tatar national minority of Leningrad — the Tatar House of Education (domprosvet,
DPR) with a Bashkir section. National houses of education were established in the 1920s and early
1930s in large cities in accordance with the policy of korenization for ideological, political, cultural
and educational work among non-Russian ethnic groups in their native language, with the purpose
of educating a convinced Soviet person, eliminating cultural backwardness, and developing national
culture on the common socialistic basis. Despite the academic significance of the topic, it remains
poorly studied at present.

The Tatar DPR was formed in connection with a considerable increase in the number of temporary
workers — Tatars and Bashkirs employed at numerous construction sites in Leningrad and the re-
gion. Domprosvet conducted a lot of political and general public work on its premises, as well as
directly at enterprises and institutions in the form of reports, lectures, conversations, evenings of
questions and answers, concerts, children’s matinees, and technical propaganda. Special attention
was paid to the elimination of illiteracy and poor literacy of Leningrad’s new population; educa-
tional courses and a comprehensive evening school for adults were provided. Various clubs (over
10), amateur talent groups worked in the house of education. Domprosvet served as a base for the
professional Tatar Theater. The DPR had a library and a reading room with literature and the press
in the Tatar, Bashkir and Russian languages. In 1932, celebration of the Tatar Sabantuy holiday was
resumed in Leningrad.

The change of the Soviet national policy vector in the mid—1930s — from korenization to unification
— led to the elimination of the entire system of state institutions for national minorities. The Tatar
DPR, along with other national education houses, was liquidated by the decision of the Leningrad
City Committee of the CPSU (b) in October 1937. The tradition of organized secular cultural life of
the Leningrad Tatars and Bashkirs had been paused for a long time.

The article is based on archival materials, most of which are being introduced into academic circu-
lation for the first time.

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On the multifarious activities of the educator
Shakir Mukhtarov in Turkestan

Abstract. The article describes the famous Tatar educator Shakir Mukhtarov’s work in organizing
new-method schools in Turkestan. His speeches in the Muslim press of Turkestan and Central Rus-
sia, participation in the development of the national press and printing houses have been analyzed.
Special attention is drawn to the role of Shakir Mukhtarov in progressive political processes in the
Turkestan region. It has been concluded that the Tatar scholar Shakir Mukhtarov was one of the
founders of new-method schools in Turkestan. He studied the work of new methodological schools,
which had been opened in the region, and was engaged in the coverage of their activities in the
newspapers of that time. Mukhtarov’s commitment to national education was recognized in the
Turkish-Muslim press. Mukhtarov played a major role in the publication of the newspapers Tarakiy,
Shukhrat, and Osiyo when he lived in Kokand. It turned out that the enlightened Tatars living in this
city formed a political association, the Young Party, which contributed to the spread of the Jadidism
movement. The article reveals the essence of Sh. Mukhtarov’s articles based on progressive ideas
disseminated in the Shuro magazine, which was published in Orenburg. The work reveals the exten-
sive educational activities of Sh. Mukhtarov in the Turkestan Jadidist movement.

They were the first ones
(about the first Tatar teachers in Soviet Turkmenistan)
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Abstract. In the 1920s, due to shortage of teachers in new Soviet schools in Central Asia, the
USSR began mobilizing literate people in the USSR regions with Turkic population. Their aim was
to organize the educational process in primary schools and literacy programs. At that time, repre-
sentatives of the Tatar, Bashkir, Azerbaijani and other Turkic peoples arrived in Turkmenistan.
There was a particularly large number of Tatar teachers among them.

The article author has collected biographical data on several Tatar teachers who came to the Turk-
men SSR and taught Turkmen children in the 1920s and 1930s. The paper highlights the challenges
that teachers had to face upon arrival at their places of work. There were not enough premises for
holding classes; the teaching staff was not provided with sufficient school supplies and basic ameni-
ties. They often worked from hand to mouth, froze in the winter, and suffered from the extreme
Karakum heat in the summer, which they had not gotten used to. Not infrequntly, fearing for their
lives, the teachers went into hiding from the Soviet regime oppositionists. Significant difficulties
came up in work with Turkmen women, due to the fact that their education was condemned by so-
ciety. Tatar female teachers made considerable contribution with their efforts to convince men to
allow their wives and daughters study in new schools. Despite all the challenges, the first Tatar
teachers were able to provide real help to the Turkmen people in mastering the new Soviet culture.
The governments of the USSR and the TSSR highly appreciated the merits of Tatar teachers.

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The question of the nature of Orthodox activism
in the Republic of Tatarstan at the present stage

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Abstract. The article examines such a specific phenomenon of the modern Russian social landscape
as Orthodox activism, as well as considers approaches to its interpretation in secular and ecclesias-
tical discourses, trends and practical experience in a specific territorial and administrative locality.
The conclusion is drawn about the obvious absence of a generally accepted understanding of this
phenomenon in the Russian Orthodox Church, which determines its internal heterogeneity and
multivariance in the field of practical implementation. It is reasonable to consider Orthodox activ-
ism in our country as a relatively young phenomenon, directly caused by socio-political transfor-
mations and the formation of civil society. In a broad sense, it is aimed at fighting for the religious
interests of the church. Initially, Orthodox activism gained an acute social orientation, which it re-
tains to one degree or another to this day. At the same time, the actualization of this phenomenon is
observed primarily in the capital cities of Moscow and St. Petersburg, which have a dynamic cul-
tural environment, representation of federal authorities, public, religious and political associations,
as well as the media. Other regional centers do not yet have a set of similar conditions, and the na-
ture of Orthodox activism in them is determined by local traditions and rules. Thus, in the Republic
of Tatarstan, it is not only ideologically homogeneous, but it is also clearly structured and construc-
tive, which stems from the specifics of the socio-political and ethnocultural development of the re-
gion in recent decades.

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Prospects for studying the history of the newspapers
“Kerigsen siize” and “Tuganaylar”

Abstract. The article is intended to identify the promising areas in studying the historical develop-
ment of the newspapers Kerdsen siize and Tuganaylar. It provides a historiographical overview of
the topic, as well as substantiates its novelty and theoretical significance. The paper provides brief
general information on the history of the newspapers Kerdgen siize and Tuganaylar and reveals their
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significance and the functional and socio-cultural meaning. Particular attention is paid to defining
the problem field and highlighting the poorly studied aspects of the topic: dynamics of institutional
development, correlation with other socio-cultural and socio-political processes among the
Kryashens, the editorial staff, periodization, conflict situations, editorial mail, the financial situa-
tion. The author has articulated a number of research questions, answering which he believes to be
important when considering one or another of the topic aspects. It is noted that the history of period-
icals of the Kryashens in the post-Soviet period is in close and inextricable connection to the prob-
lem of the Kryashen journalism development at the relevant time, which also has a number of as-
pects and has not yet become the subject of special scholarly research.
